•	 The Dawgs are hitting .318 on the year and have 
an on-base percentage of .440. The .318 average 
is the 20th best in the NCAA, and the on-base 
percentage is the 33rd best in the country. The 
Diamond Dawgs have five players hitting over 
.300 on the season, with Luke Hancock leading 
the team with .421. 

•	 Round Trippers: The Dawgs have hit 11 home 
runs. This is the third most in the Southeastern 
Conference this season. Eight MSU players have 
hit a homer this season, with Bryce Chance, Colton 
Ledbetter, and Kellum Clark leading the team 
with two homers each. 

•	  Good Eye: The Dawgs have had a good eye at 
the plate this season. They have drawn 43 walks 
this season, the most in the SEC. They have three 
players, Luke Hancock, Lane Forsythe, and Dakota 
Jordan, who have drawn a team-high seven. 

•	 Best Fans in the Land: The Diamond Dawgs have 
the best fans in college baseball. The Dawgs have 
played six games at home this season, with four 
drawing over 10,000 fans to games. In the series 
opener against Arizona State, the Dawgs had a 
crowd of 11,136. Mississippi State drew the most 
fans in the country over the weekend series.

•	 Mississippi State's Luke Hancock and Colton 
Ledbetter are two of 25 players selected to the 
Preseason All-SEC baseball teams by the league's 
coaches. Hancock was named second-team 
catcher, while Ledbetter was named a second-
team outfielder.
