« Dampier is joined by Debbie Brock (Delta State), Lindsey
Hunter, Jr. (Jackson State/NBA), Terrence Metcalf (Ole Miss/
NFL), Dave Randall (Ole Miss/ATP) and Randy Watkins (Ole
Miss/PGA) in the six-person class.

- Mississippi State amassed 66 victories and earned three
postseason appearances during Dampier’s career, highlighted
by 1996 NCAA Final Four and 1995 NCAA Sweet 16 trips under
head coach and fellow Mississippi Sports Hall of Famer Richard
Williams. He was named MSU’s SEC Baskethall Legend in 2014.

- Dampier was a two-time Associated Press (AP) All-America
Honorable Mention pick and two-time All-Southeastern
Conference (SEC) First-Team selection during his junior and
senior seasons. He ranks among Mississippi State’s top 10 in
total blocks (249 — 2nd), blocks per game (2.68 — 2nd), field
goal percentage (58.7 — tied 3rd), rebounds (859 — 6th) and
rebounds per game (9.2 — 8th).

« Dampier piled up 1,231 career points which ranks eighth
among three-year players and 25th overall at Mississippi State.

« Mississippi State and head coach Ben Howland started its
2021 signing class on a strong note as ESPN top 100 recruit
KeShawn Murphy inked his National Letter of Intent (NLI) on
Nov. 13 during the fall signing period.

« Murphy, a 6-10 forward from Birmingham, Alabama, will
start his freshman season for the Bulldogs during the 2021-22
season.

Murphy is rated No. 89 in ESPN’s top 100 rankings and is the
state of Alabama’s No. 2 prospect for the Class of 2021. It
marks back-to-back seasons that Howland has reeled in an
ESPN top 100 commitment as Deivon Smith ranked No. 69 in
the 2020 class.

- Mississippi State also has a pair of ESPN top 50 recruits from
the Class of 2018 in Reggie Perry and Robert Woodard II, who
were selected in the 2nd round of the 2020 NBA Draft.

+ Murphy amassed 18.6 points, 7.5 rebounds, 3.7 assists and
2.0 blocks per game in 2019-20 as a junior. He was a finalist
for the Alabama Sport Writers Association [ASWA] Class 5A
Player of the Year award and was a consensus ASWA All-State
First-Team selection.

« Ramsay has combined for a 45-22 record over the last two
seasons, fueled by a 25-9 mark in 2019-20. The program has
made back-to-back trips to the Alabama Class 5A Final Four.

+ Murphy has been nominated to participate in the 2021
McDonald’s High School All-America game. He began his
senior campaign with a 21-point, 13-rebound, 3-block perfor-
mance in an 82-76 win over Auburn High School and is closing
in on becoming a 1,000-point scorer at Ramsay.

« The trio has combined for 14 nods to the NBA All-Star Game
headed by six consecutive selections (2015-16-17-18-19-20)
for Westbrook who also was the NBA All-Star game MVP in
2015 and 2016.

« Westhrook, a five-time AIl-NBA First-Team honoree and
two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP.
He was the first player in league history to average a triple-
double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s.
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« Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor Ariza (Los
Angeles Lakers  2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers «
2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have
each won NBA Championships.

ON THE HORIZON: A NEW LOOK TO THE HUMP

« Humphrey Coliseum will become one of the premier arenas
in the nation as major renovation plans were announced on
Oct. 30, 2018.

« Mississippi State has joined with Dale Partners Architects
and AECOM Sports to design a comprehensive plan that will
see the Hump revamped with modern amenities and the
arena’s first premium ticket options.

« One of those new options will be a new club level that offers
premium ticket holders a dedicated entrance and lobby that
leads down to a 6,000-square foot sideline club that offers
nearly 580 club seats and 80 loge seats.

« The new-look Hump also will include nearly 160 terrace
seats at the concourse level in addition to an expanded and
updated concourse.

« The renovation plan includes two grand lobbies at the en-
trances on the east and west sides that feature direct views
into the seating bowl.




MOST RECENT CLEMSON MATCHUP - NO. 22 MISSISSIPPI STATE 82, CLEMSON 71 - 12/08/2018

« Lamar Peters matched his own program single-game re-
cord with eight, and No. 22 Mississippi State splashed home
a program school-record 19 treys to claim an 82-71 victory
over Clemson during the Never Forget Tribute Classic at the
Prudential Center.

« The Bulldogs (8-1) led wire-to-wire and by as many as 19
points late in the first half. Mississippi State snapped a three-
game losing streak to Clemson (6-3) and also has won back-
to-back games over ACC opponents following a 79-56 triumph
over Louisville in the 2018 NIT Quarterfinals.

- The 19 three-pointers eclipsed the previous mark of 17 set
against Southern Miss on Dec. 19, 2016 in Jackson. The Bull-
dogs have canned 33 triples fueled by 16 from Peters during
their last two games.

- For Peters, he posted a career-best game for the second
straight game. The New Orleans native fired in 28 points on
9-o0f-13 shooting ignited by eight treys. He also dished out five
assists to surpass the 300-mark for his career.

« Peters’ running mate, Quinndary Weatherspoon, poured in
solid all-around effort with 20 points, seven rebounds, five
assists a steal.

« It marked his fifth 20-point performance of the season as
Mississippi State moved its record to 19-2 and won 11 con-
secutive games over the last two seasons when he eclipses the
20-point mark.

« The one steal enabled Weatherspoon to tie Timmy Bowers
(2001-02-03-04) for 7th on the program’s all-time list.

« Aric Holman secured 16 points, six rebounds and one block.
He knocked down 5-of-8 shooting — all from behind the
three-point line. The one block allowed Holman to match
Rickey Brown (1977-78-79-80) for fifth place on the school’s
blocks list.

- Tyson Carter garnered eight points, four assists and two
steals followed by Nick Weatherspoon who handed out a
career-high six assists to go along with five rebounds and two
points.

« Reggie Perry tacked on five rebounds and two points, while
Abdul Ado notched four points and three rebounds.

« Mississippi State held a 32-31 rebounding edge over the Ti-
gers, and the Bulldogs distributed out 22 assists on 28 field
goals.

« The Bulldogs continued to excel on the defensive end, and a
9-0 run vaulted the Maroon and White to their largest lead at
38-19 with 3:59 to go. Quinndary Weatherspoon capped the
flurry with a driving layup.

« Overall, Mississippi State banged home 10 first-half triples to
take a 42-34 edge into halftime.

« The Bulldogs picked up right where they left off to start
the second 20 minutes. Lamar Peters converted a steal into
a stepback, transition three-pointer on the right wing. Then,
he drove and found Abdul Ado for a layup. The New Orleans
native dialed up two more triples to make it 53-40 with 16:46
on the clock.

« Clemson wouldn't go away and pulled back to within five
points at 58-53 with 13:11 remaining. The Tigers remained
within striking distance but wouldn't get any closer than five
points.

« At 65-60, Holman and Carter fired in three-pointers on back-
to-back possessions from Quinndary Weatherspoon and Nick
Weatherspoon, respectively, to stretch the margin back to 71-
60 with 8:12 left.

« Peters put the finishing touches on the 13-point triumph
with a pair of free throws to give himself a career-high 28
points.

« For the contest, the Bulldogs hit 28-0f-52 shots from the
field (53.8 percent), 19-0f-30 shots from 3-point range (63.3
percent) and 7-of-11 shots from the foul line (63.6 percent).

« The Tigers hit 27-0f-62 shots from the field (43.5 percent),
6-0f-27 shots from 3-point range (22.2 percent) and 11-0f-17
shots from the foul line (64.7 percent).

« Mississippi State had 22 assists and 14 turnovers, while the
Tigers had 15 assists and nine turnovers.

« (lemson received 23 points from Aamir Simms, 18 points
from Elijah Thomas and 12 points from David Skara. Thomas
also had a team-high eight rebounds and three blocks for the
Tigers.

« Reggie Perry delivered his ninth 20-plus point and 10-plus
rebound performance of the season, while Tyson Carter and
Nick Weatherspoon combined for 20 points and 10 assists of
their own to spearhead Mississippi State to a dominant 69-44
Senior Night Triumph over Ole Miss at Humphrey Coliseum.

« The victory enabled the Bulldogs (20-11, 11-7 SEC) to climb
into a fourth place tie with Florida. The tiebreaker pushed
Mississippi State into the No. 4 seed and a double bye at next
week's SEC Tournament.

« The Bulldogs captured their third consecutive 20-win season
for the first time since 2007-08, 2008-09 and 2009-10. Missis-
sippi State has amassed 68 victories during that span which
is the fourth-most in program history for a three-year total.

« Defensively, the Bulldogs held Ole Miss (15-16, 6-12 SEC) to
44 points and a 29 percent shooting clip. The 44 points marked
the fewest points allowed by State against a SEC foe during
the Ben Howland era.

« The 25-point triumph was the program’s largest margin of
victory over the Rebels going back to an 84-55 triumph on
Feb. 18, 2006 in Starkville. The Bulldogs have won 36 of 38
games when holding the opposition to under 60 points with
Howland at the helm.

« For Perry, he exploded for 18 of his 22 points during the first
half. He was 7-of-13 from the floor and converted on 8-of-9 at
the foul line. The sophomore compiled hs 17th double-double
of the season and his fourth double-double in his last six out-
ings. The 17 double-doubles are tied for fourth place with Jar-
vis Varnado (2009-10), while the nine 20-10 are third-most in
aseason at MSU since 1972-73.

- Weatherspoon filled the box score with 11 points, six as-
sists versus zero turnovers and four steals. Robert Woodard |1
chipped in 11 points to make it double figures in nine of his
last 13 appearances.

« Carter worked his way to nine points, four rebounds and four
assists on his Senior Night. The nine points brought Carter’s to-
tal to 1,357 career points on the night where his father, Greg,
won his fourth state championship at Starkville High.

- D.J. Stewart Jr. dialed up seven points, five rebounds and two
assists. Abdul Ado and Iverson Molinar rounded out the scor-
ing for the Bulldogs. Ado fired in five points, nine rebounds
and four blocks, while Molinar added four points.

- For the contest, MSU hit 24-of-52 shots from the field (46.2
percent), 2-0f-10 shots from three-point range (20.0 percent)
and 19-of-24 shots from the foul line (79.2 percent).

« The Bulldogs had 15 assists and nine turnovers, while Ole
Miss had six assists and 11 turnovers. State held a 42-30 re-
bounding advantage over the Rebels.

« Ole Miss shot 15-0f-51 overall (29.4 percent), 2-0f-17 on
three-pointers (11.8 percent) and 12-of-17 at the charity
stripe (70.6 percent).

« The Rebels were led by Devontae Shuler and Breein Tyree,
who registered 16 and 11 points, respectively. Tyree misfired
on nine of his 13 shot attempts.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 37-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with three straight 20-win seasons for the fifth time
in program history.

Mississippi State has piled up 68 victories since the start of 2017-18 which is fourth-most in program history for a three-year span. The Bulldogs
also were in-line for its third consecutive postseason appearance in 2019-20 and logged back-to-back postseason appearances for the first time in
nearly a decade highlighted by a 2019 NCAA Tournament trip under Howland’s direction.

Mississippi State has captured 30 SEC wins over the last three seasons which is the program’s best three-year total in a decade. The Bulldogs also
secured 10-plus SEC victories during consecutive seasons for the first time since the 1994-95 and 1995-96 seasons under Richard Williams and earned
the program’s best SEC regular season finish in 2019-20 going back to the 2010-11 campaign.

The 2020-21 campaign marks Howland’s sixth season with the Bulldogs and his 25th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is the only coach in NCAA history to appear in the NCAA Final Four and win
at least 30 games during three consecutive seasons.

Howland is joined by Michigan State’s Tom Izzo and Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski as the only active coaches to secure three straight NCAA Final Four
berths. He is one of 10 coaches to accomplish the prestigious feat in NCAA history headed by 10-time national champion John Wooden at UCLA.

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 14 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 24 NBA players who have combined for 14 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Norman Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittsburgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU. He left the cuphoard fully-stocked as Northern Arizona, Pitt and
UCLA each made NCAA Tournament trips the next season following his departure. Pitt racked up a school-record 31 victories and captured an outright
BIG EAST regular season crown, while the Panthers and Bruins made runs to the NCAA Sweet 16.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the 2019 NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary
Weatherspoon, Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to
dial up over 2,000 career points. He scored his first career NBA points with the San Antonio Spurs during the 2020 season. Holman and Peters each
put together successful 2019-20 seasons in the NBA G-League.

Reggie Perry, a top five finalist for the 2020 Karl Malone Award given to the nation’s top forward, came away with All-SEC First-Team accolades.
Before Perry, the last player in program history to average a season double-double was NBA First-Round pick Arnett Moultrie in 2011-12. Perry and
Robert Woodard Il became the first Mississippi State duo since Mario Austin and Derrick Zimmerman in 2003 to be selected in the same NBA Draft.
The program also had two first-round picks in 1996 with Erick Dampier and Dontae’ Jones.

Tyson Carter made program history as the first player to secure the SEC's Sixth-Man of the Year award and became the seventh MSU player to
eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland in 2019-20.

The Bulldogs will look to punch their return ticket to March Madness in 2020-21 led by returnees Abdul Ado, Iverson Molinar and D.J. Stewart
Jr. The trio will be joined by talented transfers in Javian Davis, Jalen Johnson and Tolu Smith along with a skillful freshmen class headed by Derek
Fountain, Andersson Garcia, Cameron Matthews, Keondre Montgomery and Deivon Smith.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time all-state
honoree by the California Interscholastic Federation (CIF) and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally for Club Bohemios in Uruguay's First Division.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher who are the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation’s top five pediatric cancer centers.
Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa Barbara county.
