MSU & SEC LID-LIFTERS

In his first 11-years at the helm, Mississippi State coach Rick Stansbury is
9-2 in SEC openers, including last year’s 70-56 victory at Arkansas. During that
span, Mississippi State is 6-1 at home and 3-1 on the road. Saturday marks the
fourth-straight year MSU has opened league play on the road, with the streak
starting at Tennessee (a 92-84 loss).

The nine victories have been by an average margin of 13.2 points, while both
losses (Florida and Tennessee) have been eight points. Since 1990-91, Stans-
bury’s first year as an assistant under Richard Williams, MSU has won 17 of its
19 SEC openers.

This will only be the third time MSU has opened against Ole Miss in SEC play
since 1938-39 (also in 2003-04). MSU won in 2004, but lost in 1939.

LAST YEAR’'S MSU-UM SERIES NOT THE NORM
It's not unusual for Mississippi State and Ole Miss to split their season series.
In the last 40 years, it's happened 20 times. What is unusual, though, is to split
the series with both visiting teams winning, which is what happened last year.
How unusual? Prior to the 2008-09 campaign, the last time both teams won
against each on the road came during the 1955 campaign, with the Rebels win-
ning 66-58 in Starkville, and the Bulldogs winning 60-56 in Oxford.

VARNADO’S COUNTDOWN TO HISTORY

Following his three-block performance at Western Kentucky last Monday, Jar-
vis Varnado now has a nation-best 74 for the year and 468 for his career.

As a result, the Brownsville, Tenn., native is 67 shy of tying the NCAA mark of
535 held by former Louisiana-Monroe standout Wojciech Mydra (1998-2002).

Varnado, who has led the nation the past two years in this category, is currently
fourth all-time in the NCAA record books, 13 behind Tim Duncan (Wake Forest),
who totaled 481.

To get the record by the end of the regular season, Varnado needs to average
4.2 blocks in the next 16 games.

THIS DATE IN HISTORY

January 9 — The last time MSU played on Jan. 9 the Bulldogs won 61-39 at
LSU in 2008. Before that, it was a 55-50 win at Alabama in 1999.

MSU ENJOYS MORE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Including last year’s 10-6 ledger against non-conference foes coupled
with this year’s 12-3 mark, MSU has compiled a dominant 133-42 (.760)
record against non-conference opponents during the Rick Stansbury era
(since 1998-99), including a 125-33 (.791) regular-season.

MISSISSIPPI STATE’'S RECORD WHEN . . .

During the Rick Stansbury era, the Bulldogs are: 193-28 when leading
at halftime (11-1 this year); 170-32 (8-0) when shooting 45 percent or
better from the field; 202-62 (12-1) when the opposition shoots less than
45 percent from the field; 194-70 (10-2) when out-rebounding or tying op-
ponents; and 149-27 (9-2) when holding opponents to 65 points or less.

JANUARY RECORD UNDER STANSBURY
Including last year’s 6-2 mark, coupled with this year’s 0-1 record, the
Bulldogs are 45-40 (.529) in the month of January since Rick Stansbury
was named head coach.
Dating back to the 1987-88 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite ledger of 88-80
(.524) in January.

JANUARY SEC ROAD RECORD UNDER STANSBURY

Last year in January, the Bulldogs’' posted a 2-1 record on the road
in SEC play, defeating Arkansas and Georgia. In the last 11 years, Rick
Stansbury coached teams have compiled a 13-27 ledger in January on
the road in league play.

STEWART, VARNADO CLOSING IN ON MILESTONES

From 2000-03, Derrick Zimmerman played in 127 games. From 1980-
83, Kalpatrick Wells started 110 games.

Both are school records. Both are likely to fall later this year.

Currently, Jarvis Varnado has played in 120 and has drawn 98 starts,
while fellow senior Barry Stewart has appeared in 120 games with 85
starts to his credit.

Stewart is also likely to break Jeff Malone’s minutes-played record of
3,851. He currently has 3,697 and needs to average around 9.6 minutes
for the rest of the regular season to set a new mark. Currently, he's aver-
aging 33.1 minutes through the first 15 games.

BOMBS AWAY . .. FIRING ON ALL CYLINDERS

Last year, Mississippi State set a single-season record with 296 made
3-pointers. Already, the Bulldogs are ahead of that pace.

MSU has connected on 148 of its 363 attempts through the first 15
games. In comparison, State was 108 of 291 through the first 15 games
last year. If the pace continues, the Bulldogs will finish with 306 in just the
regular season.

Ravern Johnson leads MSU with 47 3-pointers on 97 attempts and is
on pace to finish with 97, which would tie the single-season record. Darryl
Wilson currently holds the top two spots with 97 in 1996 and 94 in 1995.

Through 15 games a year ago, Johnson was 35 of 71 and was one of
the best in the nation as far as percentage was concerned.

For the fourth time this season, at least
four Bulldog players recorded double-dig-
it scoring, as five State players did Satur-
day. Ravern Johnson had a season-high
18 points, while Dee Bost totaled 17 to go
along with his eight rebounds and seven
assists. Kodi Augustus had 17 points and
Barry Stewart poured in 13.
