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14 KEY THINGS TO NOTE PLAYING ALABAMA
Mississippi State and Alabama are meeting in the SEC opener for the fi rst time since  
 1998, when the Bulldogs won 56-52 in Tuscaloosa.
Under Rick Stansbury, MSU is 10-2 in SEC openers and has won three straight. In the 
 last 20 years, the Bulldogs are 18-2 in SEC lidlifters. 
In SEC home openers, Mississippi State is 11-1 under Rick Stansbury.
With Rick Stansbury at the helm, MSU is 48-12 at home against the West — 11-1 vs. 
 Ole Miss, 10-2 vs. both Alabama and Arkansas, 9-3 vs. Auburn, and 8-4 vs. LSU.
The Bulldogs have won seven of the last 10 games overall against Alabama.
MSU has defeated the Tide fi ve straight times at the Hump and 12 out of the last 16.
With Wendell Lewis drawing the start against Hawaii and St. Mary’s, Mississippi State 
 has now implemented fi ve different starting lineups.
With the loss to St. Mary’s, MSU has lost six games before January in a single season   
 for the fi rst time since 1996-97.
26 of MSU’s last 37 games overall have been decided by 10 points or less (15-11 record).
Ravern Johnson now stands 20th all-time in the MSU record books with 1,229 points. 
 He needs just three more points to surpass Erick Dampier (1994-96) to rank 19th.
Ravern Johnson continues to leads the SEC and is 27th nationally with his 20.1 scor-
 ing average.
The Bulldogs are looking to avoid their fi rst three-game losing skid since dropping three 
 straight to Tennessee, Auburn and Florida in February of 2009.
Against St. Mary’s, Wendell Lewis had career highs in rebounds (9) and blocks (5).
The game against Alabama is the 499th at Humphrey Coliseum for the men. The Jan. 16 
 outing against Auburn will mark the 500th.

MEET ALABAMA
Alabama comes to Starkville having won three-
straight games following its 83-41 victory against 
Toledo on Monday and four of the last fi ve.
 The Crimson Tide has three players scoring in 
double-digits and are led by JaMychal Green’s 14.8 
clip.
 Alabama hasn’t defeated MSU at the Hump since 
claiming a 68-63 victory in 2005.D
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MSU ENJOYS MORE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS
 Including last year’s 13-4 mark in non-conference action, coupled with 
this season’s 8-6 record, Mississippi State has compiled a 142-49 (.744) 
record against non-conference opponents during the Rick Stansbury era 
(since 1998-99), including a 132-39 (.772) regular-season mark.
 

MISSISSIPPI STATE’S RECORD WHEN . . .
 During the Rick Stansbury era, the Bulldogs are: 207-34 (5-3) when 
leading at halftime; 178-34 (3-1) when shooting 45 percent or better from 
the fi eld; 221-69 (7-2 this year) when the opposition shoots less than 45 
percent from the fi eld; 206-75 (6-2) when out-rebounding or tying oppo-
nents; and 159-30 (6-2) when holding opponents to 65 points or less.

JANUARY RECORD UNDER STANSBURY
 Including last year’s 4-3 mark, the Bulldogs are 49-42 (.539) in the 
month of January since Rick Stansbury was named head coach.
 Dating back to the 1987-88 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite ledger of 92-82 
(.729) in January.
 The Bulldogs had their eight-game winning streak in the month of De-
cember snapped with their loss to East Tennessee State.

JANUARY SEC ROAD RECORD UNDER STANSBURY
 Last year in January, the Bulldogs’ posted a 1-2 record on the road
in SEC play, defeating Ole Miss before losing at Alabama and Arkansas.  
 In the 12 years with Rick Stansbury at the helm, his teams have com-
piled a 15-29 (0-0 this year) ledger in January on the road in league play.

BOMBS AWAY . . . AGAIN AND AGAIN
 Last year, Mississippi State set a single-season record with 296 made 
3-pointers, an average of 8.2 an outing. 
 In just 14 games this year, the Bulldogs are nearly on the same pace, 
having drained 107 of their 313 attempts for an 7.6 average.
 Last year, Ravern Johnson led MSU with 87 3-pointers on 214 at-
tempts, exceeding his total of 83 in 2008-09, the third-most in school his-
tory. Darryl Wilson currently holds the top two spots with 97 in 1996 and 
94 in 1995.
 Johnson is nearly on the same pace from a year ago. Through 13 
games, he is 41 of105 beyond the arc. Last year at this time, he was just 
43 of 88 from long range.

1,000 POINT CLUB WELCOMES NEWEST MEMBER
 It didn’t take Ravern Johnson long to reach one of the biggest mile-
stones in his career — becoming the 32nd member of the 1,000-point 
club.
 In the season opener against Tennessee State, the senior from Lyon, 
Miss., scored 32 points to give him exactly 1,000 for his career. Following 
his 26-point effort against St. Mary’s, he now has 1,229 for his career to 
rank 20th all-time, as he passed Leland Mitchell (1961-63) and Dave Wil-
liams (1966-68) against the Gaels on Dec. 29.
 Ahead of him in 19th place is Erick Dampier (1994-96) with 1,231 
points.

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MEET THE HEAD COACH

Rick Stansbury, 13th year

Consistency is a key ingredient to the recent success enjoyed by the Mississippi State 
University basketball program, one that is stressed in the players’ daily activities on and 
off the basketball fl oor that has translated into the program’s recent run of national promi-

nence gained under head coach Rick Stansbury.
 That consistency was brought to the forefront three years ago when MSU’s 13th-year head 
basketball coach became the all-time winningest basketball coach in school history, surpassing 
Richard Williams’ mark of 191. Now with a 13-year coaching record of 263-146 at the Bulldog 
helm, the 14th-most wins in SEC history, Stansbury has guided 10 State squads (6 NCAA & 4 
NIT) to postseason tournament appearances and nine clubs to 20-plus wins campaigns.
 MSU has averaged 21.3 wins the last six years (2005-10), including winning an outright SEC 
overall championship in 2004, along with back-to-back SEC West crowns in the 2003-2004 and 
2007-2008 seasons an another in 2010, and SEC Tournament titles in 2002 and 2009.
 Most recently, Stansbury piloted last year’s 24-12 State squad to its seventh SEC Western divi-
sion crown in school history en route to advancing to the NIT, where the Bulldogs lost to North 
Carolina in the second round.  From 2001-05, he guided MSU to fi ve-consecutive postseason 
tournament appearances for the fi rst time in school history, including a streak of four straight 
NCAA Tournament berths from 2002 through 2005.

MSU KNOWS HOW TO WIN GAMES AT ‘THE HUMP’
 Over the course of the last decade, Mississippi State’s Humphrey Coliseum has 
become a diffi cult venue for opposing teams. With the 13-4 mark last year, the Bull-
dogs have reached twin-digit home wins during each of coach Rick Stansbury’s fi rst 
12 seasons at the MSU helm.
 Mississippi State is now 155-39 (.799) overall at Humphrey Coliseum under 
Stansbury’s direction, including a 71-25 (.740) SEC mark and a 84-14 (.857) record 
against non-conference opponents.
 The Bulldogs have compiled a 35-season composite record of 361-137 (.725) at 
“The Hump” since Mississippi State’s basketball facility opened prior to the 1975-76 
campaign.
