The Rebels
are the Bulldogs’ most common foe.

v The 141 wins by MSU are the most against any foe, while the 107 losses are the most against
any one team.

v Overall, the Bulldogs have won 23 out of the last 31 meetings with the Rebels.

v MSU has more wins in Oxford (43) than any other place it has played.

v In the last 20 years, the Bulldogs have claimed eight sweeps.

v Two weeks ago, MSU defeated Ole Miss in Starkville for the 28th time in the last 31 meetings.

v After suffering a concussion at Alabama, freshman point guard I.J. Ready has missed the last
two games against Texas A&M and Auburn. He'll be a game-time decision.

v In all five SEC games, MSU has allowed an opposing player to score 20-plus points.

v MSU has shot 50 percent or better in the last two games. They last time it did that consecu
tively was in December of 2011 when it did three games in a row.

v The Bulldogs have shot 50 percent or better four times this season. Last year, the did it twice.
They’ve won all four of those games this year.

v On the year, Mississippi State is 10-1 when leading at the half and 9-0 when out-rebounding
opponents.

v The Bulldogs are second in the SEC and are 26th nationally with 8.9 steals per game. MSU
has recorded 10 or more steals in eight of its games, but had just three against Auburn.

v Craig Sword is 5th in the SEC with 2.1 steals per game. The sophomore guard has also
scored in double-digits 15 times.

OVERTIME . . . AGAIN

B For the second-year in a row at Humphrey
Coliseum, Mississippi State and Texas A&M
went into overtime.

Last year in the first meeting with both teams
as SEC members, the Aggies claimed a 55-49
win. Saturday, though, the Bulldogs rallied from
10 down to win, 81-72.

It was the 109th overtime game for MSU,
which is 60-49 all-time.

DOGS HAVE RARE SUCCESS VS. TAMU
H Mississippi State scored 81 points and shot
52.7 percent against Texas A&M, the highest
numbers the Aggies have allowed this season.

They entered the game ranked 12th and 11th
nationally in those categories, respectively.

JOHNSON DRAWS FIRST START

W Junior forward Roquez Johnson earned his
first start of the season against Southeastern
Louisiana, but was limited to just 10 minutes af-
ter straining his knee if the first half. He finished
with 6 points and 3 boards.

He saw limited time vs. Florida A&M off the
bench (4 minutes) and had two rebounds.

Against Florida Gulf Coast, though he to-
taled 24 minutes off the bench and finished with
10 points and eight rebounds.

After his 18-point performance against Au-
burn, he is averaging 9.8 points to go along with
his 4.6 rebounds.

MSU IMPRESSIVE AT FREE THROW LINE
Bl Against Florida A&M earlier this year, Missis-
sippi State drained 33 of its 45 free throw at-
tempts.

The 45 attempts were the most since at-
tempting 45 vs. Arkansas on Feb. 27, 2002,
while the 33 made shots were the most since
33 against Arkansas State on Dec. 8, 2001.

Because of the many free throw attempts,
the 20 made field goals tied for the fewest this
year (Jackson State).

TWO TOTAL 20 IN ONE GAME, AGAIN
H Against Texas A&M, Craig Sword scored 23
points and Gavin Ware added 22.

It was the third time this season MSU had
two players score 20-plus points.

Against Maryland Eastern Shore, Colin
Borchert had 22 points and Ware had 21.

The first time it happened came against
Loyola, when Sword had 24 points while
Roquez Johnson finished with 20.

The last time MSU had two players score 20-
plus points in the same game was at Vanderbilt
on Jan. 21, 2012, when Dee Bost had 24 points
and Arnett Moultrie totaled 21.

SWORD HONORED AGAIN
W Back in December Craig Sword was the Co-
SEC Player of the Week, marking the third time
in his career he has been honored by the SEC.
Last year, the Montgomery, Ala., native was
named the SEC Freshman of the Week twice.

SWORD, JOHNSON REPRESENTING
B First, Craig Sword and Roquez John-
son were teammates at Carver High School
in Montgomery, Ala., where they won a state
championship together.

Now, the two are in the Top 5 at MSU in
scoring as Sword is tops 14.5 points and John-
son fourth at 9.8.

Sword had a season-high 24 points against
Loyola and TCU, while Johnson has scored in
double-digits 10 of State’s 18 games. Against
Ole Miss earlier this season, he tied his career-
high with 20 points.

SECOND-HALF SCORING UP
B In 12 of Mississippi State’s 18 games this
season, it has scored more points in the sec-
ond half.
In the first half, the Dogs are averaging 32.6
points, compared to 38.7 in the second half.

POINT PRODUCTION HIGH VS MVSU
B The 94 points scored against Mississippi Val-
ley State on Nov. 19 were the second most in
the Rick Ray era.

The most came against New Orleans a year
ago when the Bulldogs totaled 97.

BULLDOGS ANNOUNCE
NEW SIGNEES

B In November, Rick Ray announced the sign-
ing of three future Bulldogs — Demetrius Hous-
ton, Oliver Black, and Maurice Dunlap II.

Houston is a 6-foot-7 forward out of Carver
High School in Montgomery, Ala., the same
high school that produced current Bulldogs
Craig Sword and Roquez Johnson. Black is
a power forward from Jackson who is currently
at IMG Academy in Florida, while Dunlap is a
guard from Amanda Elzy High in Greenwood.

BULLDOGS 2013-14 ROSTER
FEATURES FEW NEW FACES
B The Bulldogs roster features two new schol-
arship player eligible for this season - freshman
point guard I.J. Ready and forward De’Runnya
Wilson.

The Bulldogs also signed Fallou Ndoye and
Travis Daniels (joined MSU in December) last
spring, but both are redshirting this season.

Back from injury, though, is redshirt fresh-
man Jacoby Davis, who missed all of last year
due to injuries.

Wilson joined the Bulldogs after spending
the fall on the football team as a receiver, where
he caught 26 passes for 351 yards and three
touchdowns.

BULLDOGS IN THE NBA
B MSU currently has one player on an NBA
roster — Arnett Moultrie, who is with the Phila-
delphia 76ers.
Jarvis Varnado, who was with the Miami
Heat during their championship run last year, is
with the lowa Energy of the NBADL.

APPLEWHITE DECIDES TO TRANSER
B In December, Mississippi State coach Rick
Ray announced that redshirt freshman guard
Dre Applewhite has decided to transfer.

The Memphis native appeared in all 12
games for MSU, drawing six starts

He averaged 5.5 points and 3.9 rebounds.

DAMPIER NAMED SEC LEGEND
B Erick Dampier has been named the 2014
SEC Legend.

Dampier, a native of New Hebron, Miss.,
played for the Bulldogs from 1994-96 and led
MSU to the 1996 Final Four.

The All-SEC and All-American standout fin-
ished his MSU career with 1,231 points and
859 rebounds.

Dampier was drafted by the Indiana Pacers
with the 10th overall pick of the 1996 NBA Draft.
He spent 16 years in the NBA, totaling 7,309
points and 7,005 rebounds.

The dynamic duo of Craig Sword outside and
Roquez Johnson inside lifted Mississippi State
to a 65-64 overtime win against Loyola.

The teams were playing the “Game of
Change” to commemorate the 50th anniver-
sary of the two schools’ historic meeting in the
1963 NCAA Tournament.

The contest was nip-and-tuck throughout.
The score was tied 13 times and the lead
changed hands 20 times. The largest lead for
Loyola was seven points in the first half and
the largest lead for MSU was six points in the
second half.

Sword scored 24 points to lead the Bulldogs’
offensive efforts. Johnson poured in a career-
high 20 points.

The Bulldogs struggled out of the gates early
offensively. MSU held a 9-8 lead before Loyola
reeled off a 10-2 run for an 18-11 lead.

MSU battled back on top at 23-22 and at the
half it was 29-all.

In the second half, Loyola led 38-33 before
MSU answered with an 11-0 run. Tyson Cun-
ningham hit back-to-back 3-point baskets to
spark the run. The lead stood at 44-38 on a
Sword layup with 12:10 left in the contest.

The lead went back and forth a few more
times before Milton Doyle hit a 3-pointer for
Loyola to tie the contest at 56 with 1:09 left.

Loyola built a four-point lead in overtime at
60-56. A dunk by Sword capped a 5-0 run as
MSU grabbed a 61-60 lead. A 9-2 run by MSU
ran the lead to 65-62 with 54 seconds left in the
overtime.

A late rally fell short as the Mississippi State
dropped a 71-61 decision to TCU in the Big 12/
SEC Challenge.

MSU managed two two-point leads early in
the game. TCU took advantage of the early of-
fensive struggles to build a comfortable lead.

TCU built a 19-8 lead, as MSU did not reach
double digits scoring until 11 minutes had been
played. In the opening half, MSU shot 36 per-
cent from the field and trailed 34-22 at the in-
termission.

TCU stretched the lead to 18 at 45-27 with
less than five minutes gone by in the second
half. MSU turned up the intensity on both ends
of the floor and made a run.

Still down 18 at 52-34, the Bulldogs trimmed
the deficit to 10 points at 55-45 on a three-
pointer by Ready. A jumper by Roquez John-
son capped a 16-4 run as MSU closed within
59-56 with 2:28 left in the contest.

In a nip-and-tuck battle, the Bulldogs did not
take the lead for good until the closing minutes.
Playing its annual in-state game away from
campus, MSU (6-2) improved to 4-0 all-time in
Tupelo.

The Bulldogs held the Lions to one field goal
over the first seven minutes of the game and
quickly sprinted to a 12-2 lead. The Lions hit a
couple of 3s and quickly got back within 14-11.

A 3-pointer by Sword ran the lead back to 17-
11. Abasket by Trivante Bloodman ran the lead
to 26-20.
