
HOME WINNING STREAK ENDS AT SECOND BEST
The setback to Georgia on Saturday prevented Mississippi 
State from tying the Humphrey Coliseum win-streak record 
of 14.
 Instead, it will remain tied for the second longest since the 
doors fi rst opened on Dec. 1, 1975, with a victory against 
Indiana State.
 Tops is 14 straight, which MSU set from Jan. 22, 2003-Jan. 
10, 2004. Prior to this season, the last time the Bulldogs won 
13 in a row was from Jan. 23, 1978-Jan. 15, 1979.

WHAT TO NOTE AS MSU PLAYS LSU. . .
Mississippi State is looking to sweep LSU for the fourth time in six years.
The Bulldogs are looking to win three straight in Baton Rouge for the fi rst time since 
 winning fi ve in a row from 1994-98.
MSU is aiming for its 17th 20-plus win season in school history. Of the fi rst 16, eight 
 have come under Rick Stansbury’s watch.
MSU’s largest lead surrendered in a loss came to Georgia Saturday, as MSU held a  
 7-point lead. The previous largest margin was 5 versus Akron.
Georgia out-rebounded MSU by 7 (40-33) on Saturday, tying the highest defi cit of the  
 year. Tennessee also held a 7-rebound advantage (35-28) back in January.
Against Georgia, Mississippi State fell to 55-44 all-time in overtime affairs, 14-14 with  
 Rick Stansbury at the helm. Against Georgia all-time, the overtime record is 3-3. 
MSU’s average margin of victory in SEC play has been just 4.5 points.
Dee Bost now stands 4th in the MSU record books with both 218 made 3-pointers and 
 635 attempted 3-pointers. He’s also 6th with 378 made free throws and 7th with 521 
 attempts.
Arnett Moultrie leads the SEC in rebounding (10.8) and double-doubles (13).
In the MSU freshman record books, Rodney Hood ranks 9th with 278 points, 10th 
 in assists (2.1) and 3rd in minutes averaged (34.4). He’s also 5th overall with 38 made 
 3-pointers and 6th with 98 attempted 3s.
Conditioning obviously isn’t an issue for the Bulldogs as Dee Bost, Rodney Hood and 
 Arnett Moultrie lead the SEC in minutes played at 34.8, 34.4 and 34.3, respectively.
Three times this year, Moultrie has scored 25-plus points and had 10-plus rebounds. 
 The last MSU player to do that was Charles Rhodes in 2008.

FEBRUARY DOMINANCE UNDER STANSBURY 
 Including last year’s 4-4 mark, coupled with this year’s 2-1 record, the
Bulldogs are 56-45 (.554) in the month of February since Rick Stansbury
was named head coach.
 Dating back to the 1987-88 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite February record 
of 92-87 (.514)

MSU ENJOYS MORE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS 
 Including last year’s 8-6 mark in non-conference action, coupled with 
this year’s 13-2 record, Mississippi State has compiled a 154-51 (.751) 
record against non-conference opponents during the Rick Stansbury era 
(since 1998-99), including a 144-41 (.778) regular-season mark. 
MISSISSIPPI STATE’S RECORD WHEN . . . 
 During the Rick Stansbury era, the Bulldogs are: 228-39 (17-1 this 
year) when leading at halftime; 165-39 (12-2) when shooting 45 percent 
or better from the fi eld; 242-74 (13-2) when the opposition shoots less 
than 45 percent from the fi eld; 227-83 (16-3) when out-rebounding or ty-
ing opponents; and 176-32 (11-1) when holding opponents to 65 points or 
less.
 
SCOUTING LSU 
 Facing a team playing short-handed due to suspensions, LSU took 
advantage and upended a scrappy Alabama squad on Saturday, 67-58.
 The Tigers led 31-15 at the break and never looked back.
 LSU hit 24 of its 49 shots from the fl oor, and won the rebounding battle, 
34-27.
 Justin Hamilton paced the Tigers with 21 points, while Johnny O’Bryant 
add ed17, followed by Andre Stringer with 15. O’Bryant also had 9 re-
bounds.
 LSU held Bama to 22-of-54 shooting and forced 13 turnovers.
 
LAST TIME OUT FOR MSU . . . 
 Mississippi State saw its 13-game home winning streak snapped on 
Saturday as Georgia exited with a stunning 70-68 overtime victory.
 The Bulldogs led 34-31 at the break and lost for the fi rst time this sea-
son when leading at the break.
 MSU hit 23 of its 50 shots, while holding Georgia to 27-of-67 shooting. 
However, Georgia drained 11 3-pointers to MSU’s 8 and won the battle of 
the boards, 40-33.
 Dee Bost led the Bulldogs with 21 points and 4 assists, while Renardo 
Sidney recorded his fi rst double-double of the year with 10 points and 12 
rebounds. Jalen Steele had 15 points and Arnett Moultrie 12. 

BOST MOVING UP SEC RECORD BOOKS 
 Mississippi State senior guard Dee Bost currently has a school-record 
576 assists after dishing out a career-high 13 against Ole Miss Thursday.
 However, it’s not just the MSU record books he fi nds his name.
 In addition, his total is currently 11th-most in SEC history as he passed 
former Auburn standout Wes Flanigan (573) against Georiga Saturday.
 The record holder is Ole Miss’ Sean Tuohy (1979-82) with 830. In sec-
ond is Kareem Reid of Arkansas with 748.

 In October, the media predicted MSU to fi nish 5th in the overall stand-
ings. In addition, senior guard Dee Bost was tabbed fi rst-team All-SEC.
 Two weeks later, the league coaches voted Bost fi rst team All-SEC 
and junior forward Renardo Sidney second-team.

BULLDOGS GRAB TOURNAMENT TITLE IN NEW YORK 
 Mississippi State knocked off No. 19 Texas A&M and No. 15 Arizona 
in back-to-back nights in November to win the 2011 2K Sports Classic, 
benefi tting Coaches vs. Cancer.
 It was the 18th in-season tournament title the Bulldogs have won, 
while improving their record to 86-73 following Friday’s 67-57 win 
against Arizona. It was MSU’s fi rst tournament crown since the 2000 
Bank One Fiesta Bowl Classic, when it also upended Arizona.

1,000-POINT CLUB HAS BOST; MOULTRIE CLOSING 
 On Feb. 9, 2011, against Arkansas at Humphrey Coliseum, junior 
guard Dee Bost became the 33rd MSU player to score 1,000 points for 
a career. He reached the milestone with 3:34 left in the fi rst half on a 
3-pointer that tied the game at 25-apiece.
 Arnett Moultrie came to MSU after transferring from UTEP, where 
he totaled 650 points his fi rst two seasons. Saturday against Georgia, 
he scored 12 points to give him 1,020 for his career.
 He’s also grabbed 237 rebounds this year to give him 749 for his 
career.
 
BOST MOVING UP SCORING/STEAL RECORD BOOKS 
 Senior guard Dee Bost scored 21 points against Georiga to become 
the 10th player in school history to reach 1,500. He now ranks 9th all-
time with 1,520 points.
 He also has 180 steals for his career, the third most in school history. 
Ray White holds the record with 217. Derrick Zimmerman is second 
with 205.

MOULTRIE IMPRESSIVE IN DEBUT 
 Arnett Moultrie became the fi rst Mississippi State player to record a 
double-double in his Bulldog debut since Lawrence Roberts (26 points, 
15 rebounds) in 2002-03 against UT Martin.
 Against EKU, Moultrie had 13 points and 10 rebounds.
 On the year, he has 13 double-doubles, most in the SEC.

HOOD TURNING HEADS FROM DAY 1 
 Guard Rodney Hood became the fi rst true freshman to score in dou-
ble-digits his fi rst four games since Rickey Brown in 1976-77 when he 
opened his career by scoring 10-plus points his fi rst 12 games.
 The record is held by Ray White in 1975-76 when he scored in dou-
ble-digits all 28 games.
 Hood currently has 16 double-digit scoring games.

BULLDOGS IN ELITE COMPANY . . .
Mississippi State is one of only two SEC schools to post winning 
conference records in each of the last three seasons. In the “Super 6” 
conferences, the Bulldogs fi nd themselves in elite company, as only 
18 of the 73 teams who have competed in those leagues the last three 
years have accomplished the feat.

Bulldog Hoops Turns 100 
 MSU is celebrating its 100th season of bask-
setball this year. The fi rst year the Bulldogs 
fi elded a team was in 1908-09, when they 
posted a 5-5 ledger. The fi rst game was against 
the Columbus Athletic Club on Jan. 1, 1909, 
with Mississippi State claiming a 35-6 win in 
Starkville. The coach that year was T.H. Wer-
ner. It was Werner’s only year at the helm.

 This past week, the All-Century Starting 
5 team was announced, as voted on by the 
players. The team features Bailey Howell, Jeff 
Malone, Darryl Wilson, Erick Dampier and Jar-
vis Varnado.
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MORE NEWS & NOTES
REBOUNDING STREAK ENDS 
 Through the fi rst eight games of the season, MSU had out-
rebounded all eight of its opponents.
 But against West Virginia, the streak ended when the Moun-
taineers won the battle of the boards, 36-31. Baylor also won the 
rebounding war, 40-32, as did Tennessee, Ole Miss, Auburn and 
Georgia.
 Twice this year, the Bulldogs have hauled in 46 rebounds — 
vs. Troy and vs. LSU, which they out-rebounded by 20. On the 
year, MSU has a rebounding margin of +3.4.

GOOD SHOWING AT THE POLLS 
 After losing to Georgia on Saturday at home, Mississippi State 
fell out of the AP Top 25 poll.
 However, the Bulldogs remain in the  ESPN/USA Today 
Coaches Poll at No. 23.
 As a ranked team this season, Mississippi State has posted a 
15-5 ledger.
 It’s the longest MSU has been ranked since the 2003-04 sea-
son when it won the regular-season SEC crown.

3-POINT RECORD TIED AGAIN 
 Against Troy in a 106-68 victory, Mississippi State tied a 
school record with 16 made 3-pointers.
 The Bulldogs also had 16 treys against Arkansas (2-7-09) and 
St. Bonaventure (12-5-09).
 From an individual standpoint against the Trojans, senior 
guard Dee Bost drained 7 3-pointers, one shy of tying the school 
record of 8 held by Winsome Frazier, Marckell Patterson, Anto-
nio Jackson and Darryl Wilson.
 It was the second time he has made 7 3s, the fi rst coming two 
years ago against Auburn.

ASSISTS COMING FROM ALL DIRECTIONS 
 In the win against Troy, MSU dished out a season-high 30 as-
sists, the most since having 31 against La.-Monroe on 12-5-01.
 The 30 assists are tied for 7th in school history, while the re-
cord of 34 came against Chicago State on 12-4-74.
 Dee Bost led the charge with 9, while Rodney Hood and 
Arnett Moultrie had career best of 6 and 5, respectively.

BOST’S CAREER NUMBERS STANDOUT 
 Of the players currently in the SEC, senior guard Dee Bost is 
tops in the last four years with 180 steals and 576 assists.
 The Concord, N.C., native is also fourth with 1,520 points. 
Vanderbilt’s Jeffery Taylor is fi rst with 1,755 points, followed by 
Florida’s Erving Walker (1,627) and Alabama’s JaMychal Green 
(1,575).

HOOD IMPRESSIVE OUT OF THE GATES 
 Freshman Rodney Hood of Meridian, Miss., has garnered 
not only local attention for his play, but national attention as well.
 And stats tell the story as to why.
 Overall, he’s currently third on the team and 25th in the SEC 
in scoring (11.1), while his minutes (34.4) are second on the 
team and in the league.
 In the MSU freshman record books, he making waves, too.
 Currently, he’s sixth in scoring, fourth in average minutes 
played.

BOST ONE OF 20 FINALISTS FOR COUSY
 On Jan. 3, Mississippi State senior guard Dee Bost was 
named one of 20 fi nalist for the 2012 Bob Cousy Award, which 
is presented annually to the nation’s top point guard by the Nai-
smith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.
 On Feb. 1, the fi eld was trimmed to 11, and Bost did not make 
the cut.
 The winner of the 2012 Bob Cousy Award will be presented at 
the Hall of Fame’s Class Announcement on Championship Mon-
day in New Orleans as part of NCAA Final Four weekend. Bost 
and Florida’s Erving Walker were the only SEC players to make 
the cut of 20.

BOMBS AWAY . . . AGAIN AND AGAIN 
 In 2009-10, Mississippi State set a single-season record with 
296 made 3-pointers, an average of 8.2 an outing. 
 In 31 games last year, the Bulldogs were nearly on the same 
pace, having drained 246 of their 680 attempts for an 7.9 aver-
age.
 Through 25 games this season, the Bulldogs are off that torrid 
pace somewhat, as they’ve drained 178, including the 8 against 
Georgia on TSaturdayday. On Dec. 10 against Troy, MSU tied a 
school record with 16 made 3-pointers.

BOST IN ELITE COMPANY 
 In the win gainst Alabama on Jan. 14, Dee Bost joined UNC 
Asheville’s J.P. Primm as the only two active players in the NCAA 
with 1,400 career points, 550 career assists and 175 career 
steals.
 Bost currently has 1,520 points, 180 steals and 576 assists.
 Against Ole Miss, Bost dished out a career-high 13 assists, 
the most by any player in the SEC this season.

Junior forward Arnett Moultrie leads the 
SEC in rebounding (10.8), while his 13 dou-
ble-doubles are also the most.

Senior All-SEC guard Dee Bost is 5th in the 
league in scoring (16.0), tops with 53 steals 
and first with 126 assists.

Freshman guard Rodney Hood is second in 
the SEC in minutes played (34.4) and 25th 
in scoring (11.1)

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MEET THE HEAD COACH

Rick Stansbury, 14th year

Consistency is a key ingredient to the recent success enjoyed by the Mississippi State 
University basketball program, one that is stressed in the players’ daily activities on and 
off the basketball fl oor that has translated into the program’s recent run of national promi-

nence gained under head coach Rick Stansbury.
 That consistency was brought to the forefront four years ago when MSU’s 14th-year head 
basketball coach became the all-time winningest basketball coach in school history, surpassing 
Richard Williams’ mark of 191. Now with a 14-year coaching record of 291-160 at the Bulldog 
helm, the 9th-most wins in SEC history, Stansbury has guided 10 State squads (6 NCAA & 4 NIT) 
to postseason tournament appearances and nine clubs to 20-plus wins campaigns.
 MSU has averaged 21.3 wins the last six years (2006-11), including winning an outright SEC 
overall championship in 2004, along with back-to-back SEC West crowns in the 2003-2004 and 
2007-2008 seasons an another in 2010, and SEC Tournament titles in 2002 and 2009.

  From 2001-05, he guided MSU to fi ve-consecutive postseason tournament appearances for 
the fi rst time in school history, including a streak of four straight NCAA Tournament berths from 
2002 through 2005.
