WHAT TO NOTE AS MSU PLAYS ARKANSAS . ..

v MSU has won 12-straight against Arkansas at Humphrey Coliseum and 13 out of the last 14.

v The current 12-game winning streak is the longest against any one SEC foe at the Hump.

v Dating back to 2011-12, MSU has lost 14-straight in February and 18 out of the last 19.

v A win would give the Bulldogs their fourth in the SEC this season, matching last year’s total.

v The Bulldogs have scored 81-plus points in back-to-back games now for the second time this
season.

v MSU has also allowed 90-plus points in back-to-back games for the first time since 2009.

v The Bulldogs have shot 50 percent or better five times this season. Last year, they did it twice.
They are 4-1 this year, with the lone loss coming Wednesday at LSU.

v Opponents have shot 50 percent or better against MSU in four out of the last five games and
six times all year. The Bulldogs have lost all those games.

v Opponents are shooting .424 in the first half, compared to .480 in the second frame. Likewise,
MSU is shooting .420 in the first half and .467 in the second.

v Craig Sword scored a career-high 33 points at LSU. In two games at the Maravich Center,
he’s totaled 58 points.

v The last MSU player to reach 30 points was Ravern Johnson (33) against Troy. The last player
to score 33 or more points in a league game was Darryl Wilson in 1995 vs. Alabama (35).

v MSU has now lost 16-straight road games, dating back to last season. The Bulldogs’ last road
win came at Georgia on Jan. 12, 2013.

v The Bulldogs are third in the SEC and tied for 25th nationally with 8.1 steals per game. MSU
has recorded 10 or more steals in nine of its games, including 11 at Auburn last Saturday.

MSU’S STRUGGLES AGAINST RANKED FOES

Mississippi State dropped a 69-59 decision to No. 18 Kentucky
on Feb.8, its 8th-straight setback to a ranked opponent.

This year, the Bulldogs are 0-3, with losses to Florida and the
Wildcats twice.

The last win against a ranked foe was versus Arizona in 2011 in
New York, 67-57.

STEAL PRODUCTION DOWN

Four weeks ago, MSU was first in the SEC and 9th nationally
with 9.9 steals an outing.

Since though, Mississippi State has fallen in the ranks.

he Bulldogs are now third in the league behind LSU and Arkan-
sas at 8.1, while they are tied for 25th nationally.

READY FOR 3

When it comes to freshmen in the SEC, few are better beyond
the arc than I.J. Ready, who has missed seven games due to vari-
ous ailments.

In fact, there is no one better with 30 or more attempts.

In that category, Ready is tops at 42.1 percent shooting (16-38).

Ready was 0-1 beyond the arc at LSU on Wednesday.

NO SOPHOMORE SLUMPS

Mississippi State hasn’t experienced any sophomore slumps
this season.

In fact, it's been the sophomores who have carried this team in
terms of scoring.

To date, second-year players are accounting for 46.6 percent of
the scoring. Next is the junior class at 23.7 percent.

FREE THROW MADE BACK UP

In the last two games against Auburn and LSU, Mississippi State
has made 55 of its 72 free throw attempts.

In the five previous games, the Bulldogs were 47 of 74 for .635
percent.

On the year, MSU is 414-624 for .663, a stat that ranks 12th in
the SEC.

YEAR TWO MORE SMOOTH FOR SWORD

Through the first 26 games, sophomore guard Craig Sword has

established himself as one of the top players in the SEC.

He’s tied for 19th in the SEC in scoring (13.6) and third in steals
(2.0).

At LSU on Wednesday, he scored a career-high 33 points.

DOUBLE-DOUBLES

On the year, MSU has totaled nine double-doubles, led by Gavin
Ware with seven. Last year, the Bulldogs had just four. Ware picked
up his seventh Wednesday at LSU.

Roquez Johnson and Dre Applewhite have accounted for the
other two.

SECOND-HALF SCORING UP

In 18 of Mississippi State’s 26 games this season, it has scored
more points in the second half.

In the first half, the Dogs are averaging 30.5 points, compared to
37.9 in the second half.

BIG NIGHT FREE THROW LINE

Against Florida A&M earlier this year, Mississippi State drained
33 of its 45 free throw attempts.

The 45 attempts were the most since attempting 45 vs. Arkansas
on Feb. 27, 2002, while the 33 made shots were the most since 33
against Arkansas State on Dec. 8, 2001.

Because of the many free throw attempts, MSU made just 20
field goals.

TWO SCORE 20 ... AGAIN

Against Texas A&M, Craig Sword scored 23 points and Gavin
Ware added 22.

It was the third time this season MSU had two players score 20-
plus points.

Against Maryland Eastern Shore, Colin Borchert had 22 points
and Ware had 21.

The first time it happened came against Loyola, when Sword had
24 points while Roquez Johnson finished with 20.

The last time MSU had two players score 20-plus points in the
same game prior to this season was at Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012,
when Dee Bost had 24 points and Arnett Moultrie poured in 21 in a
78-77 overtime victory.

GEORIA HOT IN SECOND HALF
B Against Mississippi State on Feb. 12, Geor-
gia shot 73.7 percent from the floor. It was the
highest anyone has shot against MSU in any
half this season.

SEVEN DO IT
B Against Texas A&M on Feb. 5, Mississippi
State had seven different players make a
3-pointer, the most this season.
The last time MSU had seven players con-
nect on at least one beyond the arc was against
Nicholls State on Nov. 11, 2004, in a 98-69 win.

ONE AND DONE
B Against Florida last week, Mississippi State
made a season-low one free throw.
The last time the Bulldogs made just one
free throw was against Kentucky on Jan. 13,
2007.

OVERTIME . . . AGAIN

B For the second-year in a row at Humphrey
Coliseum, Mississippi State and Texas A&M
went into overtime.

Last year in the first meeting with both teams
as SEC members, the Aggies claimed a 55-49
win. Saturday, though, the Bulldogs rallied from
10 down to win, 81-72.

It was the 109th overtime game for MSU,
which is 60-49 all-time.

DOGS HAVE RARE SUCCESS VS. TAMU
B Mississippi State scored 81 points and shot
52.7 percent against Texas A&M, the highest
numbers the Aggies had allowed this season
at that point.

They entered the game ranked 12th and 11th
nationally in those categories, respectively.

JOHNSON DRAWS FIRST START
B Junior forward Roquez Johnson earned his
first start of the season against Southeastern
Louisiana, but was limited to just 10 minutes
after straining his knee in the first half. He fin-
ished with 6 points and 3 boards.
He saw limited time vs. Florida A&M off the
bench (4 minutes) and had two rebounds.
Against Florida Gulf Coast, though he to-

taled 24 minutes off the bench and finished with
10 points and eight rebounds.

After scoring 11 points at LSU, he is averag-
ing 9.3 points.

SWORD HONORED AGAIN
B Back in December Craig Sword was the Co-
SEC Player of the Week, marking the third time
in his career he has been honored by the SEC.
Last year, the Montgomery, Ala., native was
named the SEC Freshman of the Week twice.

SWORD, JOHNSON REPRESENTING
B First, Craig Sword and Roquez John-
son were teammates at Carver High School
in Montgomery, Ala., where they won a state
championship together.

Now, the two are in the Top 5 at MSU in
scoring as Sword is tops with 13.6 points and
Johnson third at 9.3.

Sword had a career-high 33 points at LSU
on Wednesday, while Johnson has scored in
double-digits 14 of State’s 26 games. Against
Ole Miss earlier this season at Humphrey Coli-
seum, he tied his career-high with 20 points.

POINT PRODUCTION HIGH VS MVSU
B The 94 points scored against Mississippi Val-
ley State on Nov. 19 were the second most in
the Rick Ray era.

The most came against New Orleans a year
ago when the Bulldogs totaled 97.

BULLDOGS ANNOUNCE
NEW SIGNEES

B In November, Rick Ray announced the sign-
ing of three future Bulldogs — Demetrius Hous-
ton, Oliver Black, and Maurice Dunlap II.

Houston is a 6-foot-7 forward out of Carver
High School in Montgomery, Ala., the same
high school that produced current Bulldogs
Craig Sword and Roquez Johnson. Black is
a power forward from Jackson who is currently
at IMG Academy in Florida, while Dunlap is a
guard from Amanda Elzy High in Greenwood.

BULLDOGS 2013-14 ROSTER
FEATURES FEW NEW FACES
B The Bulldogs’ roster features two new
scholarship players eligible for this season -
freshman point guard I.J. Ready and forward
De’Runnya Wilson.

The Bulldogs also signed Fallou Ndoye and
Travis Daniels (joined MSU in December) last
spring, but both are redshirting this season.

Back from injury, though, is redshirt fresh-

man Jacoby Davis, who missed all of last year
due to injuries.

Wilson joined the Bulldogs after spending
the fall on the football team as a receiver, where
he caught 26 passes for 351 yards and three
touchdowns.

BULLDOGS IN THE NBA
B MSU currently has two players on an NBA
roster — Arnett Moultrie with the Philadelphia
76ers, and Jarvis Varnado Chicago Bulls.

Last year, Varnado was with the Miami Heat
during their championship run.

Dee Bost is also in the NBADL, averaging
15.9 points, 6.1 boards and 8.6 assists for the
Idaho Stampede. This past Saturday, he played
in the NBADL All-Star Game.

APPLEWHITE DECIDES TO TRANSER
B In December, Mississippi State coach Rick
Ray announced that redshirt freshman guard
Dre Applewhite has decided to transfer.

The Memphis native appeared in all 12
games for MSU, drawing six starts

He averaged 5.5 points and 3.9 rebounds.

DAMPIER NAMED SEC LEGEND
B Erick Dampier has been named the 2014
SEC Legend.

Dampier, a native of New Hebron, Miss.,
played for the Bulldogs from 1994-96 and led
MSU to the 1996 Final Four.

The All-SEC and All-American standout fin-
ished his MSU career with 1,231 points and
859 rebounds.

Dampier was drafted by the Indiana Pacers
with the 10th overall pick in the 1996 NBA Draft.
He spent 16 years in the NBA, totaling 7,309
points and 7,005 rebounds.

Head Coach Rick Ray

On April 1, 2012, Rick
Ray was named the
19th head coach in
Mississippi State his-
tory.

In his first season at
MSU, produced two
players to the SEC All-
Freshman team —
Gavin Ware and Craig
Sword.

On the staff of three different teams that
