MississiPPI STATE CONCLUDES HOME SLATE AGAINST FLORIDA

Mississippi State enters Wednesday's SEC showdown against Florida looking to snap a rare three-game
losing streak. In fact, the Bulldogs haven't lost three-straight since January of 2007, and they haven't
dropped four straight since losing seven in a row in 2006. The Gators enter the 7 p.m. tilt on Raycom look-
ing for a change of fortunes as well, as they've lost back-to-back games to Tennessee and LSU. They are
also looking to avoid a two-game losing streak to MSU for the first time since the 2004 and 2005 seasons.

MSU LOOKING FOR RARE BACK-TO-BACK
WIN STREAK AGAINST THE GATORS
Winning two straight against Florida in recent years
has been a rare feat for Mississippi State. Since
1982, the Bulldogs have posted back-to-back victo-
ries against the Gators just twice. The last time it
happened was in 2004 (79-68 in Gainesville) and
2005 (71-57 in Starkville). The Gators enter the
game having won 26 of the last 40 meetings in this
series, one that dates back to 1936. The Bulldogs did

win eight of the first 10 contests.

THE NUMBERS TELL THE STORY
Mississippi State has lost five of its last six affairs and
to understand why, just look at the numbers. In the
five setbacks, the Bulldogs are hitting just 36.6 per-
cent of their shots, while their opponents own a 45.5
percent accuracy. From 3-point range, MSU is hitting
29.7 percent, and its foes 44.7. MSU is also being
out-rebounded by three boards, while being
outscored 86.4-77.8. And in that stretch, the Bulldogs
have dished out just 59 assists and while committing
71 turnovers.

BULLDOGS ENJOY
SUCCESS ON SENIOR DAY

With Rick Stansbury at the helm, Mississippi State
has posted an 8-2 ledger on Senior Day and has won
three in a row, including last year's 84-75 victory
against LSU. The eight wins have come by an aver-
age of 14.3 points. The Bulldogs' largest margin of
victory was 24 points (91-67) against Alabama in
2007. The Crimson Tide has been MSU’s most com-
mon foe on Senior Day, with the Bulldogs winning
three of the four outings. State faces Florida for the
first time on Senior Day. In the last 10 years, MSU
has faced a total of five teams — Alabama, Auburn,
LSU, Arkansas and South Carolina.

SPEAKING OF SENIOR DAY . ..

Prior to tip, MSU will recognize three seniors — play-
ers Brian Johnson and Christopher Gay and man-
ager Kyle Robinson. Johnson, a transfer from
Louisville who has been plagued with injuries, has
appeared in 47 games and is averaging 2.3 points.
Gay, a walk-on, has appeared in eight games and
has scored five points.

MSU ENJOYED MORE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS
Including last year’s 11-7 ledger against non-conference foes, coupled
with this year's 10-5 mark, Mississippi State has compiled a dominant
121-38 (.761) record against non-conference opponents during the Rick
Stansbury era (since 1998-99), including a 113-30 (.790) regular-season
mark versus non-league foes.

FEBRUARY AND HOME DOMINANCE UNDER STANSBURY

Including last year's 5-2 February record, the Bulldogs are 45-37 (.549)
in the month of February since Rick Stansbury was named head coach.

Dating back to the 1988-89 season when Richard Williams was over-
seeing the program, Mississippi State owns a composite ledger of 82-78
(-513) in February.

At home, MSU has put together a 134-33 (.802) mark at Humphrey
Coliseum under Stansbury’s guidance, including a 64-23 (.736) SEC
record and 70-10 (.875) ledger at home against non-conference foes.

The Bulldogs, who are 12-5 this year, had their nine-game winning
streak at the Hump snapped back in December against Charlotte but have
still won 20 out of the last 26. Prior to the setback against the 49ers,
MSU’s last loss on its home floor came on Feb. 2, 2008, against
Tennessee (76-71), which entered the game 18-2 and ranked No. 7.

FEBRUARY AND MSU’S ROAD RECORD UNDER STANSBURY

Last year in February, the Bulldogs’ posted a 2-1 record on the road,
defeating Auburn and South Carolina and losing at Ole Miss. In the last 11
years, Stanshury-coached teams have compiled a 14-26 February mark
on the road, including a 1-3 ledger this season following the Tennessee
loss last Wednesday night.

MISSISSIPPI STATE’'S RECORD WHEN . . .

During the Rick Stansbury era of Mississippi State hoops, the
Bulldogs are: 179-27 when leading at halftime (14-2 this year); 158-32
when shooting 45 percent or better from the field (12-2); 184-60 when the
opposition shoots less than 45 percent from the field (14-8); 181-68 when
out-rebounding or tying the opponent (8-2); and 137-25 when holding the
opponent to 65 points or less (9-2).

NOW THAT HAS A FAMILIAR RING

Last year, the Bulldogs led the Southeastern Conference in scoring
defense (65.5), field goal percentage defense (.370), rebounding offense
(40.7) and blocked shots (7.85).

Compared to their 29 games this season, the statistical numbers are
quite similar. So far, MSU is yielding just 69.3 points on just 39.6 percent
shooting from the floor and grabbing 38.3 rebounds to go along with its
228 blocked shots. Jarvis Varnado, who led the nation a year ago with a
school-record 157 blocks, has 139.

LEADING THE NATION IN BLOCKED
SHOTS AFTER FINISHING SECOND A YEAR AGO

After finishing second last year in the nation in blocked shots per game
(7.9) behind Connecticut, Mississippi State leads the country with an 7.9
clip (228). Connecticut is a close second at 7.8, with just three fewer than
MSU with 225.

Junior forward Jarvis Varnado is tops individually with 139, followeby
Hasheem Thabeet of UConn with 131.

Varnado is one of two SEC players ranked in the Top 10, joining LSU’s
Chris Johnson (6th, 80).

B While Mississippi State men lead both the
SEC and the nation in blocked shots (7.9) per
outing, the Lady Bulldogs (6.3) are tops in the
SEC and fourth nationally. Jarvis Varnado leads
the nation with 139 and Lady Bulldog standout
Chanel Mokango is fifth with 89. Currently,
Mississippi State is the only BCS school where
both the men and the women lead their confer-
ence in blocked shots.

MAKING THE 3s OFF THE COURT
M This past semester, MSU not only excelled on
the court, they put up impressive numbers in the
classroom, too. The 16 players on the roster
posted an overall GPA of 2.68, the second-high-
est average in two years. Seven players finished
with a GPA of 3.0 or better, while two had a 4.0.

OVERCOMING DOUBLE-DIGIT DEFICITS
M Twice this year, MSU has rallied from double-
digit deficits — Arkansas (15) and South Carolina
(10). The most a Rick Stansbury-coached team
has battled back from is 20 (Kentucky, 1-5-02).

for opposing teams. Since the 2006-07 season, the Bulldogs have posted a 38-11 mark for an .776 winning per-
i centage. With a 12-5 mark this year, the Bulldogs have reached twin-digit home wins during each of coach Rick
Stansbury’s 11 seasons at the MSU helm.

Mississippi State is now 134-33 (.802) overall at Humphrey Coliseum under Stansbury’s direction, includ-
ing a 64-23 (.735) SEC mark and a 70-10 (.875) record against non-conference opponents.

The Bulldogs have compiled a 32-season composite record of 340-131 (.722) at “The Hump” since
Mississippi State’s baskethall facility opened prior to the 1975-76 campaign.

The visiting Bulldogs won their third straight
game and clinched the outright title of the
SEC's Western Division by claiming a 68-59
victory against Florida at the Stephen C.
O’'Connell Center.

With the nine-point win, MSU (20-8, 11-3)
captured its fourth SEC West crown in the last
six seasons and eclipsed the 20-win mark for
the seventh time during the Rick Stanshury era.

After the homestanding Gators (21-8, 8-6)
took a brief 4-3 lead two minutes into the con-
test, the Bulldogs rattled off 11 unanswered
points to take a 14-4 advantage by the 13:55
mark. In limiting Florida to only 35 percent first-
half shooting, including but 3-of-12 from beyond
the arc, MState maintained the upper hand the
rest of the way en route to owning a 39-27 half-
time lead.

The Gators outscored the visitors, 9-2, dur-
ing the opening six minutes of the second stan-
za to cut the deficit to five points (41-36) by the
14:10 mark. After the Bulldogs pushed the
margin up to 13 points (52-39) with 8:04
remaining, Florida gradually cut into the State
lead. A 1-of-2 effort from the line by UF's Nick
Calathes made it a six-point game (56-50) with
3:56 left. A minute later after the Gators had
pulled to within six points again following a
Marreese Speights layup, MSU’'s Ben
Hansbrough hit a clutch 3-pointer at the 2:37
mark that all but sealed the Bulldogs' fifth SEC
road win in seven tries on the season.

State hit 5-of-6 free throws over the final 41
seconds to push the margin to 13 points before
settling for the nine-point win and breaking a
three-game losing skid to UF.

Hansbrough paced four double-figure State
scorers with 20 points, while Charles Rhodes
added 15 points and eight rebounds for the win-
ners. MSU's Jarvis Varnado accounted for 11
points, 11 boards and seven blocks. Speights
led Florida with 20 points and 10 rebounds.

In the first overtime session of the season for Mississippi
State, the Bulldogs dropped a 64-61 decision at Humphrey
Coliseum to the San Diego Toreros.

Tying a season high with 17 points, junior shooting guard
Barry Stewart hit 6-of-7 free throws, dished out four assists
and registered two steals to lead MSU, while freshman
point guard Dee Bost put up 13 points and stole the ball a
season-high four times. Sophomore Phil Turner also
notched a season-high eight rebounds.

Jarvis Varnado recorded the team's only double-double,
his fifth of the year, with 10 points and 13 rebounds. The
junior also blocked six shots, placing him as just the fifth
player in SEC history to register at least 300 blocks in a
career.

Mississippi State could not overcome a strong second
half by Ole Miss, as the Bulldogs dropped a 67-63 decision
at Humphrey Coliseum.

Mississippi State matched a school record by hitting 14
3-pointers in a stunning 66-57 at Kentucky’s Rupp Arena.

MSU won on the UK campus for the first time since 1995
and for only the second time ever in Rupp Arena. The
Bulldogs have now won five times all-time in Lexington with
this being the largest margin of victory there.

The Bulldogs have now won three straight meetings from
the Wildcats for the first time in school history. In this con-
test, there were no ties and the Bulldogs never trailed.

The Bulldogs shot a season-best in conference play 51.9
percent from 3-point range.

All-SEC junior Devan Downey led the USC effort with 19
points on 7-of-21 shooting, while junior forward Dominique
Archie added 11 points and nine boards.

After a slow start, MSU trailed in the game 23-13 with
10:22 remaining in the first half. State then reeled off seven
straight and closed the gap to 37-33 at halftime.

Mississippi State stormed out of the break on a 13-2 run
and took its first lead since the early minutes on a Johnson
trey at the 17:32 mark.
