STARTING FIVE

> South Carolina resumes SEC play when it hosts Mississippi State on Wednesday night. The Gamecocks will play three of
their next five SEC matchups on the road, before finishing the league season with three of their last five at Colonial Life Arena.
> The Gamecocks concluded a stretch of four-straight games versus ranked opponents with a narrow 70-63 loss to No. 14/14
Texas Tech in the Big 12/SEC Challenge at Colonial Life Arena on Saturday. During the stretch, the Gamecocks went 2-2, with
wins over No. 18 Kentucky and at No. 20 Florida, and the other loss at home vs. No. 21 Tennessee. Junior forward Chris Silva
led the Gamecocks during the stretch with 16.8 points and 7.5 rebounds per contest.

> Another who played well during the past four-game stretch vs. ranked opponents was sophomore forward Maik Kotsar. He
averaged 9.0 points and 6.0 rebounds per game during the set, while also matching for a team high with 2.8 assists per game, and
collecting a team best 1.8 steals per outing.

> South Carolina is 6-1 after a loss this season, having only one stretch of two-straight losses.

> Wednesday’s game will be a battle of the top two teams in the SEC in terms of scoring defense, as Mississippi State paces the
league in the category, holding opponents to just 65.2 points per game, while the Gamecocks are a close second, as opponents
average just 66.0 points per outing.

> South Carolina is in its 110th season of varsity basketball in 2017-18.

> South Carolina advanced to its first Final Four in 2016-17, which included posting its first NCAA Tournament win since the
1973 campaign when it tallied a 93-73 win over Marquette in the First Round.

> Among active Division I head coaches, South Carolina’s Frank Martin holds the sixth-highest NCAA Tournament winning
percentage (.667) behind only Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski, North Carolina’s Roy Williams, Kentucky’s John Calipari, Michigan
State’s Tom Izzo and Kansas’ Bill Self.

Last season South Carolina advanced to the school’s first
Final Four. Carolina posted a 93-73 win over Marquette in
the NCAA Tournament First Round, its first Tournament
victory since 1973. The Gamecocks went on to defeat
three of the East Region’s top four seeds in No. 2 Duke,
No. 3 Baylor and No. 4 Florida, en route to a school record
26 wins and a berth in the Final Four in Phoenix.

> South Carolina played six of its first seven games
away from home to begin the 2017-18 campaign,
posting a 5-2 record during the stretch.

> Martin is joined on the bench by assistant coaches
Perry Clark (fifth season), Chuck Martin (first season)
and Bruce Shingler (second season), and director of
basketball operations Andy Assaley in his sixth season.
> Clark brings 19 years of head coaching experience
to the bench, as he served the combined years as head
coach at Tulane, Miami (Fla.) and Texas A&M Corpus
Christi, while Chuck Martin served as head coach at
Marist for five campaigns.

> Martin is 92-88 (.511) all-time in league play. In
his 10 seasons leading a squad through a full slate of
league games, his team has posted double-digit confer-
ence wins six times.

> South Carolina has improved its conference record
in each of Frank Martins five seasons leading the
squad through the SEC slate. In his first SEC cam-
paign (2013), Martin led his squad to four wins, fol-
lowed by five win sin 2014, six in 2015, 11 in 2016
and 12 last season.

> South Carolina is in its 26th basketball season as a
member of the Southeastern Conference. The Game-
cocks are 171-263 (.392) all-time in SEC games.

> South Carolina has 21 games missed to injury this
season: Hassani Gravett (3/right ankle sprain); Kory
Holden (10/hamstring injury); David Beatty (1/elbow
injury); Tommy Corchiani (7 games/left knee injury).

FRANK MARTIN

> South Carolina head coach Frank Martin is in his
sixth season leading the Gamecocks and 11th season
overall as a head coach in 2017-18. Martin, the 2017
Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year (Collegelnsid-
er.com), led South Carolina to its first Final Four and
a school record 26 wins a season ago. In his 10 seasons
as a head coach, Martin has led his teams to at least 21
wins seven times, including a combined 51 wins for
the Gamecocks over the course of the 2005-16 and
2016-17 seasons. Martin is a native of Miami, Fla.,
and a graduate of FIU.

> Prior to his time on the sidelines in the college ranks,

Martin spent 15 years in high school coaching in Mi-
ami, Fla., including the last seven as a head coach. He
was part of five state championships as an assistant at
Miami Senior High School (1985-93), before earn-
ing two titles as the program’s head coach (1995-98).
Highlighting Martin’s stint as the head coach of the
program were consecutive 30-win seasons and consec-
utive Florida 6A State Championships in 1996 and
1997, with his 1997 squad earning a 36-1 overall re-
cord and ranking No. 4 in the USA Today Top 25 Poll.
He also served as the head coach at North Miami Se-
nior High School (1993-95) and one season at Booker
T. Washington High School (1999-2000).

With the victory, the
Gamecocks remain tied for first in the SEC with No. 15/12 Kentucky and
No. 17/17 Florida. Senior Sindarius Thornwell led all scorers with 28 points
for his 10th 20-plus outing of the season.

‘Thornwell, who was coming off a career-high 44 points vs. Alabama, started
the game 4-for-4 (2-for-2 from 3) with 10 points as Carolina jumped out to
a 10-2 lead, forcing a timeout by Bulldogs head coach Ben Howland with
17:02 to go. The Gamecocks remained in front 12-5 at the first media time-
out with 15:11 left in the opening half.

A 6-2 run by Mississippi State trimmed Carolina’s lead to 14-11 at the next
media timeout with 11:26 left. Thornwell’s third 3 of the game snapped an
0-for-7 field goal draught for the Gamecocks and put them ahead 17-14. The
Bulldogs grabbed their first lead of the game, 20-17, after capping a 15-3 run
with a 3 just before the under cight media timeout with 7:52 on the clock.

Mississippi State’s seventh 3-pointer of the first half gave them its biggest
lead, 31-24, forcing a timeout by head coach Frank Martin with 3:21 left.

Carolina ended the half on a 12-5 run out of the timeout. Thornwell found
senior Justin McKie in the corner on the Gamecocks™ final possession, and
McKie knocked down a 3 as time expired to tie the score 36-36 at the half.

Thornwell led all scorers with 19 points in the first half after going 6-for-10
from the field and 3-for-4 from behind the arc. Carolina shot 12-for-27 (44
percent) from the floor and the Bulldogs shot 13-for-25 (52 percent) in the
first half. Both teams shot it extremely well from deep, as the Gamecocks were
5-for-10 (50 percent) from 3 and Mississippi State was 8-for-15 (53 percent).

Carolina started the second half on a 7-0 run to push in front 43-36. The
Bulldogs clawed back within two, 46-44, at the first media timeout of the
second half with 15:41 left. The Gamecocks remained in front, 54-51, at the
under 12 media timeout with 10:56 to go in the ballgame.

Mississippi State grabbed its first lead of the second half, 56-54, after a 3 by
Xavian Stapleton with 9:36 on the clock. Carolina answered to take the lead
back, 59-58, at the under 8 media timeout with 7:38 left after an and-1 by
sophomore Chris Silva and a layup by McKie.

‘The Bulldogs then retook the lead, 64-63, but the Gamecocks responded
again after a 3 by senior Duane Notice and a layup by freshman Maik Kotsar
with 3:31 to go. A basket by Thornwell put Carolina up 72-64 with 2:52 left,
matching the team’s biggest lead of the game.

The Lancaster, S.C., native, took over and scored the team’s final seven
points to propel the Gamecocks to the 77-73 road win. Silva (15) and Kot-
sar (10) joined Thornwell in double figures. After a strong first half from
behind the arc, Carolina held the Bulldogs to 25 percent (3-for-12) shooting
from 3 in the second half. The Gamecocks shot 56 percent (15-for-27) in
the second half.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - Senior guard Sindarius Thornwell scored 17 of his 22
points in the second half to propel South Carolina (22-8, 12-5 SEC) to a 63-57
Senior Night victory over Mississippi State (14-15, 5-12 SEC) at Colonial Life
Arena on Tuesday. The win clinched a double-bye for the Gamecocks in next
week’s SEC Tournament. The team’s 12 conference wins are the second most
SEC wins in program history.

Carolina led 6-5 at the first media timeout with 15:32 left in the opening half.
"The Gamecocks had six rebounds and four offensive boards but were unable to
capitalize on their early second chances. The Gamecocks pushed in front 10-5,
but the Bulldogs scored six of the next seven points to pull within one, 12-11,
at the next media timeout with 11:07 on the clock. Carolina opened the game
3-for-15 (28 percent) from the floor.

Fach team then made four of its next five field goals, as the Gamecocks re-
mained in front, 21-20 with 7:30 remaining. Sophomore forward Chris Silva
was dominant inside early, as he had nine points and six rebounds.

Carolina continued to lead, 26-25, at the final media timeout of the first half
with 3:52 to go. The shooting woes continued for the Gamecocks, but the team
made up for it at the free throw line knocking down 13 foul shots in the opening
half.

Mississippi State jumped out to its biggest lead of the opening half, 29-26, after
a tip-in from Eli Wright with 2:17 on the clock, but Carolina closed the half on
a7-0 run to take a 32-29 lead at the break.

Silva had 11 points and seven rebounds at halftime, both game-highs.. Mario
Kegler led the Bulldogs with eight points in just nine minutes of action. The
Gamecocks held a 20-16 edge on the glass, and forced 10 Mississippi State turn-
overs. Silva, Dozier and Thornwell combined for 16 of the team’s 20 rebounds
in the first half.

“Two 3s fueled a quick 6-0 run for the Bulldogs, as they pulled within four at 45-
41. Mississippi State continued to chip away at the lead and got within three, 50-
47, at the under eight media timeout with 7:30 on the clock. The Bulldogs took
advantage of a 2:19 scoring draught and three turnovers from the Gamecocks.

Mississippi State grabbed its first lead of the second half after a 3-pointer by
“Tyson Carter put them ahead 52-50 with 4:33 on the clock. Thornwell knocked
down a pair at the line, his eighth and ninth free throws of the game, to tie it at
52-all at the final media timeout with 3:59 remaining in the ballgame.

It was a senior-to-senior connection as Thornwell then found Duane Notice for
the biggest shot of the game, as he popped to the left wing and knocked down a
huge 3 to cap a 7-0 run with 2:15 remaining. The shot swung momentum back
in favor of the home team as Howland took a timeout with just over two minutes
to play, Carolina ahead 57-52.

‘The Bulldogs cut the deficit to three, 57-54, right out of the timeout, but
‘Thornwell split the defense and connected on a tough, left handed layup to make
it 59-54 on the ensuing possession with 1:35 to play. Thornwell iced the game at
the free throw line with six seconds left, as Carolina prevailed 63-57.

Silva had his third career double-double (all this season) with 15 points and
11 rebounds to join Thornwell in double figures for the Gamecocks. Carolina
forced 20 turnovers for the second straight game (seventh time in SEC play) and
out-rebounded the Bulldogs 39-31.

Frank Martin was named the head men’s basketball coach at
the University of South Carolina on March 27, 2012, becoming
the 32nd head coach in the history of the South Carolina pro-
gram, which enters its 110th season as a varsity sport in 2017-18.
Martin owns a 213-128 (.624) overall record as a head coach,
entering his 11th season overall, and a 96-74 (.564) record en-
tering his sixth season at South Carolina. Martin was named the
2017 Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year after leading the
Gamecocks to the best season in school history during the 2016-
17 campaign, as the squad advanced to the program’s first Final
Four and recorded a school record 26 wins.

Since his appointment as head coach in Columbia, Martin, 51,
and his wife Anya, have become fixtures in the community. He
has spoken at numerous events, including Gamecock Club chap-
ter events, numerous community council and rotary club events,
coaching clinics, the Fathers and Families Decades of Dads event
and the Heroes in Blue Knight of Honor Gala, among others.
Martin has also been honored with several community awards,
including being named a 2016 Fatherhood Champion at the Pal-
metto State Fatherhood Awards Breakfast and Fundraiser.

The Martin’s have hosted the “B-Ball of the South,” an event
in conjunction with the National Association of Basketball
Coaches (NABC), and the American Cancer Society, benefitting
“Coaches vs. Cancer,” during their time at Carolina. The first
“B-Ball of the South,” held in May 2013, raised $140,000 from
charitable donations and a live auction to benefit the “Coach-
es vs. Cancer” initiative. Year two saw continued success, as the
Kentucky Derby themed event raised $129,470 and year three
saw the event raise $145,735. For his outstanding efforts for the
“Coaches vs. Cancer” initiative, Martin was honored with the
2016 Champion Award from the organization at the 2016 Final
Four in Houston.

The 2016-17 campaign would go on to be the best season in
school history, as the Gamecocks set a school record with 26

wins, advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since
2004, posted the first program win in the NCAA Tournament
since 1973, and advanced to the school’s first-ever Final Four,
falling by just four points, 77-73, to Gonzaga in the national
semifinals in Phoenix. South Carolina captured back-to-back
20-win seasons for the first time since a string of three-straight
20-win campaigns from 2003-2006, and the Gamecocks posted
double-digit league victories for just the fifth time since joining
the SEC in 1992.

South Carolina was ranked in the AP poll for nine weeks and in
the coaches poll for 10 weeks during the regular season, and the
Gamecocks were ranked No. 6 in the final USA Today Coaches
Poll following the Final Four run. Carolina rose to as high as
16th in the AP Poll, which was its highest rank since the Game-
cocks were ranked 14th in the final poll of the 1997-98 season.

After the magical season, it would be announced that school
records for total attendance and average attendance were set at
Colonial Life Arena during the 2016-17 season. Nationally, the
Gamecocks ranked 15th in total attendance, as 241,126 fans
saw Carolina in action at home during the season, an average of
13,396 fans per game, which ranked 21st nationally.

Prior to his appointment in Columbia, Martin spent the pre-
vious five season as the head coach at Kansas State University,
leading the Wildcats to the NCAA Tournament four times, in-
cluding a trip to the Elite Eight, during the 2009-10 campaign
when the squad won a school record 29 contests. Martin’s Wild-
cats won at least 21 games in each of his five seasons at the helm,
as the program compiled a record of 117-54 (.684) under his
direction.

A native of Miami, Fla., Martin earned his bachelor’s degree
in physical education from Florida International in 1993. He
and his wife, Anya, have three children, Brandon, Amalia and
Christian.

Martin’s 100th win at Carolina
CONWAY, S.C. (AP) - South Carolina started the
relocated Puerto Rico Tip-Off with a clunker. Coach
Frank Martin could at least feel better about the way
the Gamecocks finished it in the fifth-place game.

Wesley Myers and Chris Silva each scored 14 points,
while South Carolina took control after halftime to beat Western
Michigan 79-66 on Sunday.

The Gamecocks (4-1) started slow and trailed 13-2 before leading
35-34 at the break. They took over by running off 14 unanswered
points during a 17-1 run while holding Western Michigan (2-3)
without a basket for nearly 8 1/2 minutes.

That turned a one-point edge into a 57-40 margin on Kory Holden’s
3-pointer with 10:02 left, a margin that stayed in double figures the
rest of the game for Martin’s 100th career win at South Carolina.

“There was a trophy for the team that won at the end, and anytime
there’s a trophy in place, you want to play for it,” Martin said. “We're
disappointed we didn’t get that opportunity. But once that first game
went away and that was no longer an option, then the goal is about
your team to continuing to get better because you want your team
playing its best in March.”

The defensive performance included harassing the Broncos into 22
turnovers that led to 28 points for the Gamecocks, with a tourna-
ment-record 10 turnovers coming from Western Michigan leading
scorer Thomas Wilder.

It helped that it was the second time the Gamecocks had seen West-
ern Michigan this week. They won 78-60 at home Monday, then
won in Conway after the tournament was relocated due to hurricane
damage in Puerto Rico.

“I was real happy with the defensive adjustments that our guys ex-
ecuted today,” Martin said. “We didn’t get back-cut, we sat on some
stuff they ran against us when they got layups, so the guys defensively
were sharp on that.”

Wilder scored 15 points to lead Western Michigan, while Bryce
Moore tied a career-high with four 3-pointers and scored 14 points.

“Good physical effort - lost the ball game in an 8-minute stretch,”
Broncos coach Steve Hawkins said. “That’s kind of what it came

down to there.”

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) - Missouri coach Cuonzo Martin was happy
his team opened Southeastern Conference play with a road win - and not
just because the Tigers had not accomplished that in almost four years.

“We know how tough they are” to get, Martin said after Missouri’s 79-68
win over South Carolina on Wednesday night.

Especially after the Tigers' had lost their past 32 league games on the
road.

“The fact that we broke the long, SEC losing streak on the first con-
ference game means a lot,” said Jordan Barnett, who had 19 points off
four 3-pointers for Missouri (11-3, 1-0 SEC). "We still think we can get
a lot better.”

Martin understood his players’ excitement over the victory after the
program had not won an SEC game on the road since topping Arkansas
75-71 on Jan. 28, 2014. But the first-year coach did not want to burden
his team any more with what happened before he arrived.

“The past is the past, we learn from it,” Martin said. I know how im-
portant, how valuable it is to win road games.”

Kassius Robertson had 23 points and Jontay Porter and Barnett scored
19 apiece for Missouri.

Robertson, Porter, the freshman brother of injured star Michael Porter
Jr., and Barnett combined 13 of Missouri’s 14 3-pointers. Porter set a
career high for the Tigers.

Missouri’s long-range shooting took care of this one early. It had nine
3s in the opening half to build a 15-point lead and kept the pressure on
South Carolina (9-5, 0-2) throughout with its long-range shooting.

It was not the home SEC debut South Carolina envisioned. Point guard
Hassani Gravett missed his second straight game with a right ankle injury
and a Southern ice and snow storm along the coast dropped temperatures
into the 20s and kept many fans home.

The Gamecocks closed to 20-19 on Felipe Haase’s 3-pointer with 8:43
left before the half when Missouri took off on a 16-2 run to gain a strong-
hold it never relinquished. South Carolina got a 21-point deficit to 74-65
on Justin Minaya’s 3-pointer with 2:03 to go.

But Robertson had a layup and two foul shots to keep the Tigers out
front.

Chris Silva led the Gamecocks with 18 points.

South Carolina coach Frank Martin said his team is lacking in fiery,
tough-minded leaders as it had in past years with players like Sindarius
Thornwell and Michael Carrera. “We don’t have any of that right now,”
Martin said.

The Gamecocks dropped their first two SEC games for the first time
since 2014-15.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) - Kentucky coach John Calipari thought his
freshmen looked like freshmen for the first time all season. South Caroli-
na’s Chris Silva continued to look like a major force in the Southeastern
Conference who led the Gamecocks' dramatic second-half comeback
against the Wildcats.

Silva tied his career high he set earlier this month with 27 points as
South Carolina (12-6, 3-3 SEC) rallied from 14 points down in the
second half to top No. 18 Kentucky 76-68 on Tuesday night.

Silva “was the difference,” Calipari said. “He manhandled everyone
we put on him.”

It didn’t look like it would have an impact midway through the second
half when Kevin Knox’s short jumper with 12:28 to go put the Wildcats
ahead 54-40. But that's when South Carolina, fueled by the powerful,
6-foot-9 Silva, got going and outscored Kentucky (14-4, 4-2) 36-14 the
rest of the way to pull off the upset.

Silva had 12 points in that stretch to lift the Gamecocks.

As well as Silva played, Kentucky’s vaunted group of freshmen began
trying to make the splashy, dramatic play instead of the smart one, Cali-
pari said. As South Carolina gradually cut into the margin, the Wildcats
shrunk from the challenge.

“All of a sudden, you've got a bunch of young guys that don’t know how
to grind it,” Calipari said.

That was evident when Wesley Myers’ driving layup tied the game at
65-all and he followed that with a second straight layup for the Game-
cocks’ first lead of the second half, this one ruled good when Kentucky’s
Nick Richards was called for goaltending.

Maik Kotsar made four straight foul shots to give South Carolinaa 71-
67 lead and Kentucky could not respond.

“We weren’t listening to nothing the coaches were saying,” Knox ac-
knowledged.

The Gamecocks broke a four-game losing streak to Kentucky, which
managed just three points over the final 6 minutes.

South Carolina coach Frank Martin talked with Silva at halftime,
urging him to go straight up and over Kentucky’s defenders instead of
putting up shots away from the basket. “He told me to go strong and
finish,” Silva said.

All the Gamecocks seemed to follow Silva’s lead.

“Our guys took ownership,” Martin said as the Gamecocks won for
third time in four games after opening SEC play 0-2.

Frank Booker added 18 points for South Carolina.

Knox led Kentucky with 21 points. No other Wildcat had more than
10 points.
