Opening Statement...

“The moral of the story is never quit, never give up, keep fighting and that’s what our guys did
even when they were down 19 points to find a way to come back. This is a very important win
against a really good team. Tennessee has been the hottest team beating Kentucky and Kansas
State to win four in a row. So not only is it a good win but it’s a good win against a very good
opponent. In the second half we did a much better job of going inside. Our offense looked
anemic in the first half it was all perimeter-oriented and jump shots. In the second half we made
a much better job of attacking the rim and getting to the basket. Our defense is the only thing that
saved us in the first half.”

On player contributions...

“[Xavian] Stapleton’s minutes off the bench were incredible for us. He played great defense and
was in the game when we made that big run to take the lead. [Quinndary] Weatherspoon did not
shoot as well but he did other things to help his team win, his nine rebounds were big for us.

We did a better
job of not turning the ball over today with only ten turnovers. [Schnider] Herard getting a career
high 15 rebounds really helped us, but he can still do a better job on free-throws.
