Opening Statement...

“Disappointing after fighting our way back to 52-all. [Mario] Keglar made a great play on the
blocked shot, and [Aric] Holman just looked towards the rim and didn’t see the ball and Florida
gets it back and scored a big basket there. We didn’t score the last two minutes. I know their
defense gave us a chance to get a better lead than we initially had after 10 minutes. We didn’t
score for almost six minutes with 13 points at 12 minutes left in the first to almost seven minutes
left. We had some open looks, zero for 13 from three in the first half and a number of those were
wide open, and I was pleased by some of the extra passes we made. Too many missed threes and
only got to the line 13 times, which has plagued us these last three games. They got their 19
times and we had to foul there a couple of times late in the game. They had four more turnovers
than we did, we really didn’t handle the lead that well in the first half. We had a chance to break
that thing open and weren’t able to cease that opportunity. This is the kind of game we needed,
this is how they were beat by both South Carolina and Vanderbilt. Offensively was just
disappointing late in the game there is 54-52 and we don’t get a good shot. We are down two
again when [I.J.] Ready gets his shot blocked.
