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	 David McFatrich, who directed Central Arkansas to NCAA Tour-
nament appearances in two of his four seasons as head coach, has 
been named Mississippi State’s new head volleyball coach, athletic 
director Scott Stricklin announced Monday. The hiring is pending 
the approval of the Board of Trustees, Institutions of Higher Learn-
ing.

	 In his four seasons at the helm of the Sugar Bears, McFatrich 
showed no fear in going toe-to-toe with the nation’s elite, annual-
ly facing programs such as Penn State, Washington, Florida State, 
Kansas and Oklahoma. Over the past four years, he has amassed an 
overall record of 96-36 (.727) with a Southland Conference record of 
56-11 (.839). 

	 Also upon his arrival in 2007, UCA’s RPI was in the 240’s. Since 
then, the Sugar Bears climbed up to an RPI as high as 44th national-
ly.

	 Arriving at UCA in 2007 as an assistant, McFatrich earned a pro-
motion to head coach of the Sugar Bears in 2011. In his eight total 
seasons, he saw UCA capture nearly 200 victories, a rate of 25 per 
season.

	 McFatrich saw his biggest success the last three years, tallying 
a record of 46-6 (.885) and a Southland Tournament record of 9-2 
(.818). The Sugar Bears averaged nearly 27 wins per season, while 
piling up numerous championships to help build McFatrich’s legacy 
as one of the nation’s up-and-coming coaches.

	 In his eight years at UCA, McFatrich, the 2013 Southland Coach 
of the Year, produced four Southland Conference Regular Season 
Championships, two Southland Conference Tournament Cham-
pionships and four Southland East Division crowns. Individually, 
McFatrich has produced one ESPN Academic All-American, five 
Southland Conference Players of the Year, two Southland Liberos of 
the year, three Southland Freshman of the Year and five Southland 
Setters of the Year.

	 In addition, Sugar Bear players have captured numerous con-
ference player of the week awards. Twenty-two UCA players have 
been named All-Southland Conference, with 19 of those earning 
first-team laurels. 

	 Most recently, McFatrich faced a tall task in 2014 after the gradu-
ation of six players, but took the challenge head on. The Sugar Bears 
played for a berth in the NCAA Tournament for the third-straight 
season in the Southland Conference tournament finals and reached 
the 20-win milestone for the seventh time in his eight years with the 
program.

	 In 2014, McFatrich’s Sugar Bears extend the program’s confer-
ence winning streak to 38-consecutive matches dating back to 
2012, which stands as the longest such streak in Southland Confer-
ence history. 

	 McFatrich and UCA finished out 2013 in grand style as the Sug-
ar Bears won their second-straight Southland Conference regular 
season title, their second-straight conference tournament cham-
pionship and made their second-straight appearance in the NCAA 
Tournament. UCA posted a 29-4 record, highlighted by a victory 
against No. 9 Kansas. That squad became the first Southland team

	 The Newell-Grissom Building, with a colorful and 
varied history as a campus landmark that spans seven 
decades, is in its 19th year as the home for Mississippi 
State’s Volleyball Bulldogs in 2015.
	 The spacious facility has served as the Bulldogs’ 
on-campus volleyball home since 1997. Mississippi 
State played Georgia (October 3, 1997) in the first vol-
leyball match at the Newell-Grissom Building. Now, 18 
years later, first-year head coach David McFatrich will 
lead the Bulldogs in a total of 16 home matches, which 
also includes hosting the Bulldog Invitational and the 
Maroon Classic to start the season.
	 Including nearly 600 maroon chair back seats in-
stalled in the arena’s east stands prior to the start of the 
2006 campaign, the volleyball-exclusive facility, featur-
ing 12,000 square feet of hardwood flooring, has arena 
seating for more than 2,000.
	 Nine of the ten most-attended volleyball events 
at the Newell-Grissom Building have occurred in the 
last five years. MSU eclipsed the 1,000-mark in atten-
dance twice in 2011, including a facility-record 3,021 
that packed the arena August 26 for a season-opening 
match against Southern Illinois. MSU and Florida were 
the only SEC teams to eclipse the 3,000 attendance 
mark in a regular season match in 2011. 
	 In 2013, the Bulldogs posted four of the top ten 
attendance figures. MSU had the second-highest atten-
dance in program history as well in 2013, when 1,633 
packed State’s home venue in an ESPNU broadcast 

against in-state rival Ole Miss. Last season, MSU posted 
three attendance showings in The Griss’ top 15.
	 Located adjacent to State’s football stadium, Davis 
Wade Stadium, the Newell-Grissom Building has under-
gone a myriad of significant transformations since its 
arrival on the MSU scene in the early 1950s.
	 Since 2004, the facility has seen the addition of an 
air conditioning system, chair back seating and a new 
sound system. The locker rooms and team areas have 
undergone renovations, a concession facility has been 
added to service the needs of a growing fan base, and a 
new sound system and scoreboard have been installed 
to enhance the game experience.
	 In 2012, The Griss saw the installation of a new 
lighting system that improves the illumination of volley-
ball-exclusive markings on a resurfaced court and col-
orful decorative interior and exterior banners that have 
been installed to give the facility an added Mississippi 
State flavor.
	 Most recently, The Griss received a number of 
upgrades, including one of the few gray courts, as the 
Newell-Grissom floor was stripped and resurfaced. Oth-
er upgrades included new graphics inside and outside 
of the facility, new paint jobs throughout the building 
and renovated locker rooms.
	 As its early nick name, “the cow barn” indicates, 
the Newell-Grissom Building was designed primarily 
as a facility for rodeos, livestock shows and equestri-
an competitions. But it eventually developed into the 

campus and regional center for concerts and other en-
tertainment events, and the building’s size and central 
location on campus also made it a natural for gradua-
tion ceremonies, class registration operations and other 
university functions.
	 In 1978, the arena was formally named in honor of 
two long-time leaders in MSU’s animal science depart-
ment, Paul F. Newell (1910) and E.E. Grissom (1932). The 
structure went largely unused in the 1980s and early 
1990s and gradually fell into disrepair. 
	 Faced with an expensive “tear it down or fix it 
up” proposition, the university, partnered with the 
MSU Athletic Department, embarked in early 1995 on 
a million dollar renovation project. That initial project 
included reroofing, the installation of a hardwood floor 
and a lighting system, the construction of locker rooms 
and team meeting areas, and the addition of public rest 
room facilities. The renovated Newell-Grissom Building 
initially served as an auxiliary practice site for volleyball 
and both the men’s and women’s basketball teams at 
Mississippi State in 1996 while Humphrey Coliseum 
served as the primary on-campus competition site for 
all three teams.
	 The Newell-Grissom Building is the third on-cam-
pus home in 40 seasons of intercollegiate volleyball at 
Mississippi State University. MSU’s first volleyball teams 
competed in McCarthy Gymnasium prior to moving to 
Humphrey Coliseum in the 1970s.

	 The largest university in the Magnolia State, MSU has 
a statewide enrollenment of more than 21,000 students. 
and is accredited by the Southern Association of Col-
leges and Schools Commission on Calleges to award bac-
calaureate, masters, specialists and doctorate degrees. 
	 Established in 1878 as the Agricultural and Mechanical College 
of Mississippi, the university has traditional strengths in engineer-
ing and scientific agriculture but has evolved into a comprehensive 
institution with a diverse array of programs in teaching, research, 
and service. 
	 The University began as The Agricultural and Mechanical Col-
lege of the State of Mississippi, one of the national Land-Grant Col-
leges established after Congress had passed the Morrill Act in 1862. 
It was created by the Mississippi Legislature on February 28, 1878, 
to fulfill the mission of offering training in 
“agriculture, horticulture and the mechanical 
arts . . . without excluding other scientific and 
classical studies, including military tactics.” 
	 The College received its first students in the 
fall of 1880 in the presidency of Confederate 
General Stephen D. Lee. In 1887 Congress 
passed the Hatch Act, which provided for the 
establishment of the Agricultural Experiment 
Station in 1888. Two other pieces of federal 
legislation provided funds for extending the 
mission of the College: in 1914, the Smith-Le-
ver Act called for “instruction in practical ag-
riculture and home economics to persons not 
attendant or resident,” thus creating the state-
wide effort which led to Extension offices in every county in the 
State; and, in 1917, the Smith-Hughes Act provided for the training 
of teachers in vocational education.
	 By 1932, when the Legislature renamed the College as Mississip-
pi State College, it consisted of the Agricultural Experiment Station 
(1887), the College of Engineering (1902), the College of Agricul-
ture (1903), the School of Industrial Pedagogy (1909), the School 
of General Science (1911), the College of Business and Industry 
(1915), the Mississippi Agricultural Extension Service (1915), and 
the Division of Continuing Education, (1919). Further, in 1926 the 

College had received its first accreditation by the Southern Associ-
ation of Colleges and Schools.
	 By 1958, when the Legislature again renamed the College, as Mis-
sissippi State University, the Office of Graduate Studies had been 
organized (1936), doctoral degree programs had begun (1951), the 
School of Forest Resources had been established (1954), and the 
College of Arts and Sciences had been created (1956).
	 The College of Architecture admitted its first students in 1973. 
The College of Veterinary Medicine admitted its first class in 1977, 
and the School of Accountancy was established in 1979.

ACADEMICS AND STUDENT LIFE
	 Mississippi State students consistently earn honors such as the 
prestigious Harry S. Truman Scholarship, awarded for those who 
will enter public service, and, with 16 Truman Scholars to date, the 
university has been recognized as one of 38 Truman Honor Insti-
tution.

	Recently initiated programs are providing 
opportunities to develop leadership potential 
and global study options.
	The university’s Global Leadership Continu-
um provides “cradle-to-CEO” programming 
designed to develop leadership across a “glob-
al” spectrum that begins with high school 
and continues through the university experi-
ence and into professional life. Included are 
the Young Guns Leadership Camp for rising 
high school seniors; the Day One Leadership 
Community for incoming freshmen, focusing 
on shared academic and service experienc-
es; and the highly competitive Appalachian 
Leadership Honors Program for sophomores 

and juniors.
	 To complement these efforts, the university has launched a 
minor in leadership studies open to students in all majors. A 
university honor code adopted in 2007 institutionalizes a cam-
pus culture of integrity and personal responsibility in academic 
studies. Through the Global Leadership Program, students may 
experience significantly expanded studyabroad opportunities.ex-
ternal funding for 2006-07, up from about $155 million during the 
previous year. This funding supported 1,691 sponsored projects in 
2007.

MISSISSIPPI STATE UNIVERSITY
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Mississippi State University’s athletic teams are called Bull-
dogs, a name earned and maintained over the decades by 

the tough, tenacious play of student-athletes wearing the Maroon 
and White. The official school mascot is an American Kennel Club 
registered English Bulldog, given the inherited title of ‘Bully.’
	 As with most universities, Mississippi State University teams an-
swered to different nicknames through the years. The first squads 
representing Mississippi A&M College were proud to be called Ag-
gies. When the school officially became Mississippi State College 
in 1932, the nickname Maroons, for MSU’s uniform color, 
gained prominence. Bulldogs 
became the official title for State 
teams in 1961, not long after 
State College was granted uni-
versity status.
	 Yet references to school teams 
and athletes as Bulldogs actual-
ly go back to early in the cen-
tury, and this nickname was 
used almost interchangeably 
with both Aggies and Ma-
roons, since at least 1905.
	 On November 30 of that 
year, the A&M football team 
shut out their arch-rivals 
from the University of Mis-
sissippi 11-0 in Jackson, 
Miss. The campus newspa-
per, The Reflector, report-
ed: “After the game, filled 
with that emotion that 
accompanies every great 
victory, there was nothing left 
for the cadets to do but to complete the great victory 
by showing sympathy for the dead athletic spirit of the University, 
by having a military funeral parade.
	 “A coffin was secured, decorated with University colors and a 
bulldog pup placed on top. It was then placed on the shoulders 
of a dozen cadets, and the procession started down Capitol Street, 
preceded by the brass band playing a very pathetic funeral march.”
	 Other newspaper reports of the victory commented on the ‘bull-

dog’ style of play by the A&M eleven, and the Bulldog was soon 
publicly accepted as a school athletic symbol. Accounts of a 1926 
pep rally in Meridian, Miss., had another bulldog parading with 
students.

Official Mascot In 1935
	 Use as an official game mascot began in 1935 when coach Major 
Ralph Sasse, on ‘orders’ from his team, went to Memphis, Tenn., to 
select a bulldog. Ptolemy, a gift of the Edgar Webster family, was 
chosen and the Bulldogs promptly defeated Alabama 20-7.
	 A litter-mate of Ptolemy became the first mascot called ‘Bully’ 

shortly after Sasse’s team beat mighty Army 13-7 at 
West Point that same year - perhaps 
the greatest victory in MSU football 
history. But Bully I earned other fame 
the hard way, in 1939 when a campus 
bus cut short his career.
	Days of campus mourning followed, 
as Bully lay in state in a glass coffin. A 
half-mile funeral procession accompa-
nied by the the Famous Maroon Band 
and three ROTC battalions went to 
Scott Field where Bully was buried un-
der the bench at the 50-yard line. Even 
Life magazine covered the event. Other 
Bullys have since been buried by campus 
dorms, fraternity houses, and also at the 
football stadium.
	For years Bully was a target for kidnappers, 
the last incident occuring prior to the 1974 
State-Ole Miss game. The Bulldog team 
won anyway, 31-13. While early Bullys once 
roamed campus freely or lived in fraternities, 
today the official university mascot is housed 

a t the School of Veterinary Medicine when not 
on duty at State home football games. For all their fierce appear-
ance and reputation, today’s mascot bulldogs are good-natured, 
friendly animals and favorites with children.
	 A student wearing a Bulldog suit, also answering to Bully, is part 
of the MSU cheerleading team and assists in stirring up State spirit 
at games and pep rallies.

HISTORY OF THE BULLDOGS
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The most unique and certainly the most resounding symbol of 
Mississippi State University tradition is the cowbell. Despite 

decades of attempts by opponents and authorities to banish it from 
scenes of competition, diehard State fans still celebrate Bulldog 
victories loudly and proudly with the distinctive sound of ringing 
cowbells.
	 The precise origin of the cowbell as a fixture of Mississippi State 
sports tradition remains unclear to this day. The best records have 
cowbells gradually introduced to the MSU sports scene in the late 
1930s and early 1940s, coinciding with the ‘golden age’ of Missis-
sippi State football success prior to World War II.
	 The most popular legend is that during a home football game 
between State and archrival Ole Miss, 
a jersey cow wandered onto the play-
ing field. Mississippi State soundly 
whipped the Rebels that Saturday, 
and State College students immedi-
ately adopted the cow as a good luck 
charm. 
	 Students are said to have contin-
ued bringing a cow to football games 
for a while, until the practice was 
eventually discontinued in favor of 
bringing just the cow’s bell.
	 Whatever the origin, it is certain by 
the 1950s cowbells were common at 
MSU games, and by the 1960s were 
established as the special symbol of 
MSU. Ironically, the cowbell’s popu-
larity grew most rapidly during the 
long years when State football teams were rarely successful. Flaunt-
ing this anachronism from the ‘aggie’ days was a proud response 
by students and alumni to outsider scorn of the university’s ‘cow 
college’ history.
	 In the 1960s two MSU professors, Earl W. Terrell and Ralph L. 
Reeves, obliged some students by welding handles on the bells so-
they could be rung with more convenience and authority. By 1963 
the demand for these long-handled cowbells could not be filled 
by home workshops alone. So, at the suggestion of Reeves, the 
Student Association bought bells in bulk and the Industrial Ed-
ucation Club agreed to weld on handles. In 1964, the MSU Book-
store began marketing these cowbells with a portion of profits 
returning to these student organizations.
	 Today many styles of cowbells are available on campus and around 
Starkville, with the top-of-the-line being a heavy chrome-plated 
model with a full Bulldog figurine handle. But experts insist the 
best and loudest results are produced by a classic long-handled, 
bicycle-grip bell made of thinner and tightly-welded shells.
	 Cowbells decorate offices and homes of Mississippi State alumni, 
and are passed down through generations of Bulldog fans. But they 
are not heard at Southeastern Conference games - not legally, at 
least - since the 1974 adoption of a conference rule against ‘artifi-
cial noisemakers’ at football and basketball games. On a 9-1 vote, 
SEC schools ruled cowbells a disruption and banned them.
	 This has done little harm to the cowbell’s popularity, however, or 
to prevent cowbells from being heard outside stadiums in which 

the Bulldogs are playing. They can still be heard at non-conference 
football contests, as well as other sporting events on campus. And 
bold Bulldog fans still risk confiscation for the privilege of keeping 
a unique Mississippi State tradition alive and ringing at SEC affairs.

MAROON & WHITE
	 Maroon and White are the distinctive colors of Mississippi State 
University athletic
teams, dating back over a century to the very first football game 
ever played by the school’s student-athletes.
	 On November 15, 1895, the first Mississippi A&M football team 
was preparing for a road trip to Jackson, Tenn., to play Southern 
Baptist University (now called Union University) the following 

day. Since every college was supposed 
to have its own uniform colors, the 
A&M student body requested that the 
school’s team select a suitable combi-
nation.
	Considering this choice to be an hon-
or, the inaugural State team gave the 
privilege to team captain W.M. Mat-
thews. Accounts report that without 
hesitation Matthews chose Maroon 
and White.
	In the 112 years since, every Missis-
sippi State athlete has donned the Ma-
roon and White in some sort of com-
bination. Often a shade of gray has 
been added to the scheme, such as for 
the numerals. Briefly in the 1980s, the 
men’s and women’s basketball teams 

wore all-gray uniforms with maroon and white trim, while football 
has at times sported silver game pants, and baseball will often wear 
all gray road outfits.
	 Only once has an MSU team appeared in any other color combi-
nation. In 1938, football coach Spike Nelson secretly had cardinal 
and gold uniforms made for State, a selection that did not sit well 
with the team or the college at the first game. Neither the uniforms 
nor Nelson were back for the next season.

THE COWBELL
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Dr. Mark Everett Keenum became Mississippi State’s 19th president Jan. 5, 2009, following a 

distinguished public service career.

Dr. Keenum has guided Mississippi State to unprecedented heights during his six-year ten-

ure. The university has experienced record enrollment growth to more than 20,000 students. The 

freshman class of fall 2014 was almost 3,000, and the average ACT score for 2014 was a record 

24.4. During 2011-12, Mississippi State awarded more than 4,000 degrees at all levels for the first 

time in its history, and followed that with 4,222 degrees in 2014-15.

The campus has expanded and improved on Keenum’s watch. Major renovations of histor-

ic Lee Hall and Davis Wade Stadium were completed by August 2014. Construction of a new 

classroom building with built-in parking and a Fresh Foods concept cafeteria began in 2014. In 

2015, construction is under way on two new residence halls, the new G.V. “Sonny” Montgomery 

Center for America’s Veterans, a Wise Center classroom building, and an expansion of Mitchell 

Memorial Library is set to begin this fall.

Since 2009, fundraising has reached all-time record levels, with private giving exceeding $80 

million a year in fiscal years 2011, 2012 and 2013 and grew to $108.8 million in fiscal year 2014. 

In fall 2013, the university formally announced Infinite Impact: the Campaign for Mississippi 

State with a goal of $600 million by 2018. To date, more than $530 million of that goal had been 

met. Dr. Keenum has also been instrumental in expanding the MSU Promise Program, which 

provides need-based scholarship assistance to Mississippi students whose families have limited 

financial means.

Mississippi State has strengthened its role as the flagship research university in the state. 

The most recent research success has been MSU’s designation as the Federal Aviation Admin-

istration’s National Center of Excellence in Unmanned Aerial Systems and Boeing’s decision to 

locate a composite research center at MSU’s Raspet Flight Lab. The Carnegie Foundation for the 

Advancement of Teaching classifies

 MSU as a university with “very high research activity,” the only such designation in Missis-

sippi. Dr. Keenum travels frequently to Washington, D.C., meeting with Congressional leaders 

and federal agency heads to pursue research opportunities and broaden the university’s influ-

ence on the national level. He has also worked closely with state leaders in support of higher 

education in Mississippi.

Keenum serves as vice-chairman of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools’ Com-

mission on Colleges’ Executive Council. SACS-COC is the recognized regional accrediting body 

in the 11 U.S. Southern states (Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, 

North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and Virginia) and in Latin America for those 

institutions of higher education that award associate, baccalaureate, master’s or doctoral degrees.

He also is a member of the American Public Land-Grant Universities Board of Directors. 

Based in Washington, D.C., the Association of Public and Land-grant Universities (APLU) is a 

research and advocacy organization of public research universities, land-grant institutions, and 

state university systems with member campuses in all 50 states, U.S. territories and the District 

of Columbia. Keenum has also been appointed vice chairman of the Foundation for Food and 

Agricultural Research by U.S. Secretary of Agriculture Thomas J. Vilsack.

In 2015, Keenum was named to the College Football Playoff ’s (CFP) Board of Managers 

and elected vice president of the Southeastern Conference. He remains a member of the SEC 

Executive Committee and continues to serve on the SEC’s Content Committee that oversees 

the SEC Network.

A graduate of Mississippi State University with degrees in agricultural economics, Dr. Kee-

num began his career at MSU as a faculty member with the Extension Service and the De-

partment of Agricultural Economics. He went on to serve as chief of staff to U.S. Senator Thad 

Cochran in Washington, D.C. and was Under Secretary of the U.S. Department of Agriculture 

prior to returning home to Mississippi State.

He graduated from Corinth (MS) High School and earned an associate of arts degree from 

Northeast Mississippi Community College in Booneville and was a member of the Northeast 

Tigers football team.

Dr. Keenum is married to the former Rhonda Newman of Booneville, also 

an MSU graduate. They have four children: Rett, Mary Phillips, Katie and Torie.

UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT DR. MARK KEENUM
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Beginning his third decade of experience in intercollegiate athletics, Scott Stricklin has built 

a wave of momentum within the Mississippi State fan base during his tenure as the director of 

athletics.

From his first day on the job as Mississippi State’s Athletic Director in May 2010, Stricklin, 

integrating the department’s three foundations of focus on student-athletes, possessing great 

integrity and aggressively promoting Mississippi State University, has overseen a stretch in 

which the Bulldogs enjoyed both on and off the field successes unparalleled in more than a 

decade.

In the midst of 30-consecutive sellouts at Davis Wade Stadium, and a $100 million invest-

ment in football facilities, Coach Dan Mullen’s football team has played in a school-record, 

four-consecutive bowl games. The sports of tennis baseball, softball, men’s and women’s 

golf and track and field have each excelled and advanced to NCAA postseason play under 

Stricklin’s guidance. During the 2013-14 academic year, 11 Mississippi State sports advanced 

to NCAA postseason play, with seven earning top 25 rankings during the season. The year was 

capped by Brandon McBride winning the 800-meter run at the NCAA Outdoor Track & Field 

Championships in Oregon. This came one year after the baseball team played for the national 

championship in Omaha.

In the classroom, Bulldog student-athletes continue to excel. In the 2013-14 academic year, 

Mississippi State’s men and women athletes posted a combined GPA of 2.90. In spring 2014, 

women’s sports posted an overall GPA of 3.15, with the women’s tennis team posting a GPA 

of 3.70.

Also in 2014, Bulldog student-athletes again excelled in the NCAA’s Academic Progress Rate, 

with all 16 sports far exceeding the minimum standard. 

Stricklin has overseen record fundraising for Bulldog Athletics, which has produced new 

facilities such as the $11.7 million Mize Pavilion at Humphrey Coliseum, the $25 million Leo 

W. Seal Jr. Football Complex, as well as $75 million in expansion and upgrades to Davis Wade 

Stadium that is set for completion for the season opener against Southern Miss.

The Davis Wade Stadium expansion and renovation pushes capacity to 61,337, making it 

the largest on campus football stadium in the state of Mississippi. In addition to new premium 

seating options, a new brick facade and updated west concourse, complete with renovated 

restrooms and concessions, now greets fans attending games at historic Scott Field, which cele-

brates its 100th season of existence this year.

In addition to interacting with Bulldog fans through social media and personal interactions, 

Stricklin has also emerged as a regional and national leader in college athletics. He serves as 

chair of the SEC’s Working Group on Fan Experience, and is also the SEC’s representative on 

the NCAA Division I Leadership Council.

Stricklin certainly wasn’t a stranger to the Bulldog family or college athletics when he took 

over the reins at State in 2010.

A 1992 graduate of Mississippi State, the Jackson, Miss., native’s resume is highlighted by 

25 years of experience on the collegiate level in various capacities at five different universities. 

In the two years prior to becoming athletic director, he served as Senior Associate Athletics 

Director for External Affairs at his alma mater, overseeing fundraising, football and men’s 

basketball scheduling, managing MSU’s all-sport agreement with Adidas, facility planning, and 

serving as the administrative sport liaison for men’s basketball and softball.

It was those types of day-to-day tasks that prepared the personable Stricklin to take over the 

top seat in the Mississippi State athletic department.

Yet it’s a journey that started during his formative days as a dedicated and tireless worker 

in the Mississippi State media relations department that’s led to his highly-respected career 

coming full circle.

Prior to graduating, Stricklin’s stint in the MSU media relations office included three seasons 

(1990-92) as the media contact for the nationally-renown baseball program. Upon graduation, 

he was named assistant media relations director at his alma mater.

He continued his climb up the ladder of success when he was named Associate Media 

Relations Director at Auburn, where he served from 1993-98. In 1998, Stricklin left Auburn to 

become Assistant Athletics Director at Tulane, where he served as the primary media contact for 

the Green Wave’s 1998 12-0 football team. Next came a four-year run in the Big 12 Conference 

at Baylor (1999-2003) as Assistant AD for Communications and Marketing.

In 2003, Stricklin returned to the Southeastern Conference at Kentucky and spent five sea-

sons as the Associate AD for Media Relations, where he oversaw the day-to-day publicity of the 

tradition-rich Wildcat basketball program. It was his last stop before returning to Mississippi 

State in the spring of 2008.

Stricklin, 44, is married to the former Anne Howell, the youngest daughter of Basketball Hall 

of Fame member Bailey Howell. The couple has two daughters, Abby and Sophie.
