WE LOVE FREE BASES: Kiarra Sells ranks eighth nationally with seven 
hit-by-pitches. Jessie Blaine and Sierra Sacco are both among the top 
75 in the nation in walks per game. As a team, State's 88 walks rank 13th 
nationally. MSU has been walked or hit by a pitch 98 times. For comparison, 
the Bulldogs have 162 hits and have only struck out 53 times.
CALL THE BOMB SQUAD: State has hit 31 home runs in just 21 games. 
The Bulldogs hit 17 homers at last weekend's Bulldog Invitational, and MSU 
reached the 30-homer mark in just 20 games this year, tying 2022 for the 
fewest games to reach the total. MSU's 17 homers last weekend were the most 
in a five-game stretch since at least 2001.
GOING BACK-TO-BACK: Nadia Barbary and Kiarra Sells hit back-to-
back home runs three times last week. That's the most by a pair of Bulldogs 
in a single season since Mia Davidson and Fa Leilua did so four time in 2021. 
SIERRA SETS THE TABLE: Sierra Sacco has batted leadoff in every game 
of her collegiate career (190 consecutive games). For her career, she has 
reached safely in 51.9 percent (154-of-297) leadoff opportunities, and MSU is 
45-7 when scores a run since she arrived in 2024.

WHERE SACCO STACKS UP: Sierra Sacco's .595 on-base percentage 
this season would be tied for the school record, and her career .522 on-base 
percentage would be second in program history. She currently boasts a 
1.426 OPS this year, which would be second in school history. 
MADE YOU LOOK: The Bulldog pitchers are second in the SEC with 42 
strikeouts looking, and Raelin Chaffin ranks second in the league (20). 
Chaffin's 9.02 strikeouts per seven innings would be second in MSU 
single-season history.
HOME COOKING: State's batting average is 102 points higher at home, and 
its slugging percentage is 322 points higher than when away from home. 
Seventy-three percent (96-of-132) of MSU's RBIs have come at home this 
year.
MAGIC NUMBER: The Bulldogs have scored five or more runs in 64 of 
State's 80 wins (80.0 percent) over the past three seasons. The Bulldogs are 
135-15 under Samantha Ricketts when scoring at least five.

	 LET'S GO STREAKING!
	» Sierra Sacco is riding a career-long 19-game reached-base streak 
that has seen her bat .491 with a 1.536 OPS in that span. That streak 
is the second-longest active streak in the nation and third-longest 
this year. She has reached in every game except the loss to then-No. 
8 Duke.

	» Sacco has started 190 consecutive games, dating back to her time at 
Louisiana Tech, which includes every game her teams have played during 
her college career. That is the longest active streak in Division I softball.

	» Kiarra Sells (11 games), Nadia Barbary (8 games), Morgan 
Bernardini (7 games), Kylee Edwards (6 games), Morgan Stiles (5 
games) and Lexi Sosa (4 games) have all posted a career-long hitting 
streak this season.

	» Raelin Chaffin won each of her first seven appearances at State. 
That stood as the longest winning streak to start a pitcher's MSU 
career in the program's modern era (since 1997). It is the second-lon-
gest winning streak by a pitcher nationally this season and was also 
tied for the 10th-longest in MSU history.

	 SIERRA SETS THE TABLE
	» Sierra Sacco has batted leadoff in every game of her collegiate career 
(190 consecutive games). For her career, she has reached safely in 51.9 
percent (154-of-297) leadoff opportunities.

	» MSU is 45-7 when scores a run since she arrived in 2024.
	» Her career batting average at MSU of .378 would currently be fifth in 
program history. Her .458 average this season would be fourth in MSU 
single-season history. Her .595 on-base percentage this year is current-
ly tied for the school record, and her .522 career on-base percentage 
would be second all-time.

	» Sacco also led the team last year in batting average, on-base percent-
age and multi-hit games.

	» She ranks fifth nationally and second in the SEC among active players 
with 92 career stolen bases. Her 140 career walks are second among 
active players nationally.

	» Sacco posted top-10 single-season totals in MSU history in both 
walks (43) and runs (54) last spring. She averaged 0.80 walks per 
game, which was third nationally, and ranked fourth in the SEC in 
walk rate (21.4%).

	 SLUGGING SACCO
	» Sierra Sacco made the decision to cease slapping and stand in at the 
plate this season, and the early results have been positive.

	» Thirteen of Sacco's 27 hits this year have gone for extra bases, and 
she leads the team with an .831 slugging percentage that would rank 
fourth in MSU single-season history.

	» Sacco has more home runs this year than in all prior years of her 
career combined. Entering this year, she had just 27 extra-base hits 
and is already 50 percent of the way to that number this year.

	» She is a team-leading 10-for-16 (.625) with runners in scoring position 
and has collected seven two-out RBIs.

	 KI CONTRIBUTIONS
	» Kiarra Sells' first career hit came in the most crucial situation. She 
delivered a go-ahead RBI single in the eighth inning to break a score-
less tie and send MSU on to a 3-1 victory over No. 13 Texas Tech.

	» The following day, Sells produced the walk-off RBI single against 
Bethune-Cookman.

	» Sells has successfully advanced a runner in 25-of-43 (58.1 percent) 
opportunities this season.

	 ADDING SOME MO STILES
	» Morgan Stiles hit her first career homer against UAB (Feb. 26). The 
three-run homer gave her a career-high in RBIs.

	» That also stood as her first career extra-base hit.
	» Though her average has yet to show it, Stiles has still produced 
quality at-bats. She has successfully advanced a runner in 13-of-26 
(50.0 percent) opportunities this year.

	 ACE IN THE CIRCLE
	» Raelin Chaffin has already struck out 73 batters this year in just 21 
team games (3.48 per team game). 

	» Chaffin's eight wins and 60 strikeouts over the team's first 16 games 
were the most by an MSU pitcher since 2015 when Alexis Silkwood 
struck out 77 and posted a 9-2 record over State's first 16 contests. 
That year also marked the last time an MSU pitcher struck out 200 
batters in a single season.

	» Her current pace of 9.02 strikeouts per seven innings, would be 
second-best in school history.

	» Chaffin is among the top 20 in the nation in complete games (6; 19th), 
wins (9; 6th) and strikeouts (73; 14th). She is among the top three in 
the SEC in all three categories.

	 ROCKIN' AND RAELIN
	» Raelin Chaffin became the first Bulldog in program history to win NFCA 
National Pitcher of the Week honors on Feb. 11.

	» Her first week in Maroon and White saw Chaffin pick up four victories, 
including two complete-game wins against ranked teams. She tossed 
22.2 innings without allowing an earned run while striking out 20.

	» It was without a doubt the best start to a pitcher's career at MSU on 
record. In the program's modern era (since 1997), no pitcher - freshman 
or transfer - has won more consecutive appearances or gone longer 
without allowing an earned run to begin their tenure as a Bulldog.

	» The Bulldogs were 19-8 at home last year and outscored opponents, 
194-83, in those games. This season, they are 11-1 while outscoring 
teams, 105-33.

	» State's batting average is 102 points higher at home, and its slugging 
percentage is 322 points higher than when away from home. Seven-
ty-three percent (96-of-132) of MSU's RBIs have come at home this year.

	 THE TARYNE TREATMENT
	» Pitching coach Taryne Mowatt-McKinney has transformed the 
Bulldog staff in just over a year.

	» The Bulldogs have thrown 30 complete games since she arrived. State 
totaled 28 over the prior three seasons (2021-23).

	» Raelin Chaffin was named the NFCA National Pitcher of the Week 
and D1Softball Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 11. Combined with Aspen 
Wesley's two NCAA.com National Pitcher of the Week honors last 
year, Mowatt-McKinney has coached State pitchers to four national 
weekly honors. Prior to her arrival, MSU had seen just one pitcher 
bring home a national weekly honor (Alison Owen, 2013).

	» She has coached players to three SEC Pitcher of the Week awards in 
her short tenure, which is as many as the Bulldogs had won in the 
eight years prior to her arrival.

	 TAKING DOWN TOP TEAMS
	» Mississippi State claimed multiple ranked wins on opening weekend, 
defeating No. 13 Texas Tech and No. 19 Nebraska, for the only the 
second time in program history and first time since 2002 (vs. No. 17 
Texas Tech, 8-1; vs. No. 1 Arizona, 7-1).

	» Samantha Ricketts moved into second place among all Bulldog head 
coaches in program history with her 36th ranked win that weekend.

	» Mississippi State was 14-13 against ranked teams last year, including a 9-6 
mark in road or neutral meetings. The 14 ranked wins were a school record.

	» State played 11 NFCA-ranked teams in 25 games last year, which was 
a program record in the regular season.

	» In their meeting last spring, the Bulldogs defeated then-No. 23 
Louisiana for the first time since 1986.

	» State is scheduled to face a former Bulldog player or coach in seven 
consecutive games over nine days from March 8-16.

	» The Bulldogs' April 18 matchup at Oklahoma will be held in Oklaho-
ma City at Devon Park, home of the Women's College World Series.

	 DEFENSIVE DETAILS
	» The Bulldogs turned 19 double plays last year, their highest total 
since turning 19 in 2017. State has already turned six this season.

	» MSU's .962 team fielding percentage last spring was the program's 
highest since the shortened 2020 season (.967) and the 2017 season

	» Sierra Sacco turned in the first errorless season by a Bulldog 
outfielder with at least 50 chances (68 chances) since 2014 (Loryn 
Nichols, 64 chances, and Julia Echols, 51 chances).

	» Five Bulldogs have been tabbed to Softball America's Freshman Watch 
List, which was tied for the most in the nation.

	» A pair of freshmen are expected to play significant roles this year and 
have been battling for the starting second base spot since the fall.

	» Morgan Stiles was considered the No. 15 prospect in the class and 
the No. 10 middle infielder by Extra Inning Softball when she signed. 
She holds Athens High School records for single-season (23) and career 
(69) homers.

	» Xiane Romero was considered the No. 10 prospect in the class by 
Extra Innings Softball and the No. 7 middle infielder in 2022. She hit 
.417 (5-for-12) in fall ball with a pair of doubles and three walks.

	» Sara Phillips was named to both Softball America's list and the 
D1Softball D100 Freshmen. 

	» Phillips was State's most-used pitcher in fall ball, making five 
appearances and throwing 16.0 innings. She struck out 15 batters while 
walking four in the fall and posted a 1.69 ERA.

	 HISTORIC SEC SEASON
	» Mississippi State finished with a .500 record in league play in 2024 for 
the first time since going 14-14 in 2007. The 12 wins were also State's 
highest overall win total since going 12-16 in 2012.

	» State earned the No. 6 seed in the SEC Tournament, its highest finish 
since the shift to the current 24-game conference schedule.

	» The Bulldogs were among the top five in the conference in batting 
average, on-base percentage, slugging percentage, hits, runs and 
doubles in league play.

	» The Bulldogs won three road series for the first time since the SEC 
switched to the current 24-game schedule in 2013.

	 SWEET NOTHINGS
	» State saw three pitchers throw no-hitters in 2024, including two 
during its opening weekend. That trailed only 2006 - when three pitch-
ers tossed four no-hitters - for the most in a season in school history.

	» Josey Marron and Matalasi Faapito threw consecutive no-hitters, 
shutting down IUPUI on Feb. 9-10. 

	» It was the first time State had no-hitters on consecutive days since 
the first two in school history on March 1-2, 1997, and it was the first 
time ever the Bulldogs have done so in consecutive games. 

	» Aspen Wesley no-hit Ole Miss on Mar. 9, marking her first career 
no-hitter and State's first against an SEC team since Stephanie Beck-
er no-hit the Rebels on April 14, 2013. It was only the third no-hitter in 
conference play in program history.

	 DEEP DIVE BEHIND THE DISH
	» Ella Wesolowski caught every pitch in two of State’s three no-hit-
ters in 2024 including the Bulldogs' first in SEC play since 2013.

	» She was the first Bulldog to catch multiple no-hitters in one season 
since Sam Lenahan in 2013 and just the fourth in program history 
(Blair Hewett, 2006; Blaire Brown, 2002).

	» Wesolowski also caught two runners stealing and picked off three 
in her freshman season, including two throw-outs in the NCAA Tourna-
ment. The three pickoffs were tied for third in MSU single-season 
history.

	 EVERYBODY UP!
	» State batted around in 10 innings in 2024 and has done so five times 
this year. Most recently, MSU sent 11 batters to the plate in both the 
third and fourth innings against Alabama State (Feb. 28).

	» The Bulldogs scored a single-inning season-high 12 runs in the first 
against Memphis (4/16/24) last year while sending 17 batters to the 
plate. They also scored 12 in the fourth inning against ULM (3/13/24).

	» In nine full seasons since Ricketts arrived (2015), the Bulldogs have 
broken the school record for home runs four times, and each of the 
top five marks in school history came under her watch.

	» State most-recently broke the record in 2022 with 73, which gave 
Ricketts a hand in all three 70-homer seasons in school history.

	» The Bulldogs hit 31 homers in their first 20 games this year, which is 
tied with the 2022 season for the fewest games needed to reach the 
30-homer mark in program history.

	» Under Ricketts, State has homered in 55.1 percent of its games (313 
of 568) and gone 230-83 in such contests.

	 NEVER OUT OF IT
	» Since Samantha Ricketts took charge of the program, no lead has 
been safe for State's opponents.

	» In the program's modern era (since 1997), there have been just 11 
comeback victories after trailing by five or more runs, and Ricketts 
has led six of those.

	» Prior to the Ricketts Era, State's last five-run comeback victory was 
against Ole Miss on March 20, 2015 (trailed 6-1, won 8-6).

	» This season, the Bulldogs came back from a 6-1 deficit vs. Miami

	» Against No. 10 Florida (3/28/24), Ricketts led the Bulldogs to a 13-12 
victory after trailing, 12-6, in the bottom of the sixth inning.

	 LINDBLADE LIFTS OFF WITH ATHLETE ENGINEERING

	» Throughout the summer, pitcher Hosanna Lindblade and student 
manager Rachel Barber interned with the athlete engineering insti-
tute on Mississippi State's campus and developed a hitting platform 
that integrates force plates to capture data in real-time while a batter 
is working on their swing in the cages.

	» Designed, developed and constructed by Lindblade, Barber and their 
supervisors across campus, the product was delivered in January and 
is already being used in the Bulldogs' practices and workouts.

	» Engineered to the exact measurements of the batter's box and home 
plate, the platform was made out of honeycomb core filler used in 
rockets covered by aircraft skin, making it incredibly durable yet light 
enough that one person can move the three pieces by themselves.

	» MSU's athlete engineering institute is a first-of-its-kind collaboration 
between campus researchers and athletic department staff and 
coaches. The multidisciplinary department brings together engineers, 
kinesiology researchers, strength and conditioning coaches, athletic 
trainers and nutritionists to create groundbreaking research methods 
and wearable technology.

	» Has coached 14 Bulldogs who went on to professional careers, seven of 
whom were selected in a professional draft. Six of her proteges are cur-
rently playing professionally (Mia Davidson, Madisyn Kennedy, Fa Leilua, 
Chloe Malau'ulu, Brylie St. Clair and Aspen Wesley).

	» Has coached multiple players to All-Region honors in each of the last six 
seasons.

	» Served as an assistant coach from 2015-18 focusing on hitting and 
recruiting before being promoted to associate head coach.

	» Has been a part of one Women’s College World Series appearance, seven 
NCAA Regional berths and two NCAA Super Regional appearances during 
her coaching career.

	» In 2019, MSU was one of two teams in the nation (Arizona) to boast 
multiple hitters with 20 or more home runs.

	» The Bulldogs shattered the school record for home runs (72) and posted 
the second-highest slugging percentage in school history (.484) in 2019.

	» For the first time since 2008, State produced multiple NFCA All-Americans 
in 2019 (Fa Leilua and Mia Davidson). 

	» Davidson was the lone player in the conference to record at least 60 RBIs, 
60 hits and 50 runs scored in 2019.

	» Davidson then broke Rafael Palmeiro’s mark for the most home runs in 
a career by a Bulldog baseball or softball player in 2021 and entered the 
2022 season just two long balls shy of the SEC softball career record.

	» Each of the top five single-season home run totals in program history 
have come under Ricketts' watch, and the Bulldogs have broken the 
season record four times.

	» Since Ricketts arrived as an assistant, MSU has hit at least one home run 
in 54.7 percent of its games (299-of-547) through the end of 2024.

	» In 2017, Ricketts produced five starters that hit .300 or better to help lead 
the Bulldogs to an NCAA Regional and Caroline Seitz beacme the first 
Bulldog to earn First Team All-SEC honors since Chelsea Bramlett in 2010.

	» During the 2016 season, she led Kayla Winkfield to an SEC-leading six 
triples, which ranked among the nation’s top 10.

	» In her first season of 2015, the Bulldogs set new single-season records 
for home runs (54), batting average (.312), slugging percentage (.495), RBI 
(294) and on-base percentage (.416).

	» The Shockers scored 138 more runs, smashed 26 more home runs, hit 11 more 
doubles and added seven more triples from the previous season.

	» Overall, the 2014 team established program single-season records for 
batting average, slugging percentage, on-base percentage, runs scored, 
hits, doubles, home runs, runs batted in and total bases.

	» Led Cacy Williams to an NFCA All-Midwest Region First Team selection 
in 2014 as well as MVC Player of the Year and Newcomer of the Year, 
becoming the first student-athlete in MVC history to receive both in the 
same year.

	» Williams broke the Wichita State single-season records for batting average 
(.424), slugging percentage (.812), on-base percentage (.531), total bases 
(138), runs scored (57), home runs (16) and RBIs (47).
