CREDENTIALS

Working media must apply for single-game credentials at least 24 hours

in advance by visiting hailst.at/SBCreds. Seats will be assigned to
credentialed media members. Space is limited inside the Nusz Park press
box. Indoor seating priority will be given to team staff, broadcast personnel,
production staff and those media members who regularly cover the
program. Auxillary seating is located at the top of Section 104.

PHOTOGRAPHERS/VIDEOGRAPHERS

Photographers and videographers are permitted to shoot around Nusz Park
in approved areas. Those wishing to shoot a game should meet with Brian
Ogden in the press box before the game to be granted field access.

PRESS BOX SERVICES

A complete NCAA box score and pertinent game facts are available to mem-
bers of the working media following the conclusion of each game. Media
members also have access to game notes, statistics, lineups and rosters
prior to the start of each game upon request. A pregame meal is also served
in the press box approximately one hour prior to each game.

The press box is divided into four separate work areas, with each equipped
with high-speed internet and telephone access. It is also set up to accom-
modate television and team video personnel.

Since 2016, MSU is 198-78 in Nusz Park (.717).

Opening game at the MSU Softball Field came on Feb. 26, 1997, with the Bulldogs
sweeping Samford in a doubleheader.

Nusz Park, a $6 million project, includes 1,000 maroon chairback seats, in addition
to an expanded concourse that includes new restrooms and concession stands.
The Bulldogs’ first action in the new digs came against Georgia Southern, a 6-0
victory on Feb. 11, 2016.

MSU opened play at Nusz Park with six-straight victories, including a sweep of the
Bulldog Kickoff.

State captured its first SEC win at Nusz with a 6-3 win against eventual

WCWS finalists and third-ranked Auburn on March 19.

Nusz hosted the 2016 SEC Softball Tournament. The four-day event hosted 12 teams
and a total of 11 games and drew praise from coaches across the league to ESPN
and SEC Network officials.

On May 27, 2022 the largest college softball crowd in the history of the state of
Mississippi descended on Nusz Park for the Bulldogs' Super Regional with Arizona
(2,209). The next day the record was again broken (2,299) where it now stands
today.

State broke the single-season attendance record in 2024 with 22,349 fans.

SLUGEING SACCO

» Sierra Sacco leads the team in batting average (.510), slugging
percentage (.857), on-base percentage (.619), hits (50), walks (27), runs
scored (44), doubles (12), triples (2), RBIs (33) and total bases (84).

» Sacco is among the top 10 nationally in batting average (9th), hits (6th),
doubles (6th), on-base percentage (5th) and runs (2nd).

» Kiarra Sells leads the team in homers (8), is second in RBIs (27) and
third in hits (30).

» Kiarra Sells ranks sixth nationally with 11 hit-by-pitches, and
State's 129 walks rank 19th nationally. The Bulldogs have earned 168
free bases between walks, HBPs and reaching on errors. By compari-
son, they have 279 hits and only 89 strikeouts.

» MSU's team batting average (.331), on-base percentage (.424) and
sluging percentage (.576) would all be single-season school records.

QUICK PITCHES

» Raelin Chaffin is among the nation's top 10 in wins (15; 2nd),
complete games (11; 5th) and strikeouts (120; 9th). She is top three in
the SEC in all three categories.

» Chaffin and Delainey Everett are among the top 20 national ERA
leaders as well. Everett's 1.37 ERA is fifth in the SEC and 15th in the
NCAA, while Chaffin's 1.42 is sixth in the league and 19th nationally.

» MSU's pitching staff is among the top 20 nationally in strikeout-to-
walk ratio (2.94; 19th) and strikeouts per seven innings (6.93; 20th).

» The Bulldog pitchers are fifth in the SEC with 54 strikeouts looking,
and Raelin Chaffin leads the league (29).

RIGHT OUT OF THE GATE

» State has outscored opponents, 47-17, in the first inning. The Bulldogs
have hit 10 of their 46 homers in the first inning alone.

» MSU is slugging .658 in the first inning.

» MSU has scored 38.8 percent of its runs this season in the first two innings.

» When the lineup turns over quickly enough for Sierra Sacco to bat
again in the second inning, she is batting .727 (8-for-11) with 14 RBls
and 1.818 slugging percentage.

LET'S GO STREAKING!

» Sierra Sacco posted an MSU-career-long 29-game reached-base
streak from Feb. 8 to March 21, which stands as the seventh-longest
streak in program history. She has reached in every game this year
except the loss to then-No. 8 Duke and the loss at Northwestern.

» Sacco has started 202 consecutive games, dating back to her time at
Louisiana Tech, which includes every game her teams have played during
her college career. That is the longest active streak in Division | softball.

» Morgan Bernardini is riding a career-long 12-game reached-
base streak. She is one of six returning Bulldogs to have posted a
career-long hitting streak this year.

SIERRA SETS THE TABLE

» Sierra Sacco has batted leadoff in every game of her collegiate career
(200 consecutive games). For her career, she has reached safely in 52.2
percent (165-0f-316) leadoff opportunities.

» MSU is 54-8 when scores a run since she arrived in 2024.

» Her career batting average at MSU of .411 would currently be third in
program history. Her .510 average this season would be second in MSU
single-season history. Her .619 on-base percentage this year would be a
school record, and her .857 slugging percentage would be second.

» Sacco's .42 career on-base percentage would be second all-time.

» She ranks sixth nationally and second in the SEC among active players
with 96 career stolen bases. Her 147 career walks are second among
active players nationally and her 241 hits are fourth.

» Sacco posted top-10 single-season totals in MSU history in both
walks and runs last spring. She averaged 0.80 walks per game,
which was third nationally, and ranked fourth in the SEC in walk rate
(21.4%).

» Sierra Sacco made the decision to cease slapping and stand in at the
plate this season, and the results have been positive.

» Forty percent of Sacco’s hits this year have gone for extra bases, and
she leads the team with an .857 slugging percentage that would rank
second in MSU single-season history.

» Sacco has more home runs this year than in all prior years of her
career combined. Entering this year, she had just 27 career extra-base
hits, and she has 20 this year alone.

» She is a team-leading 16-for-25 (.640) with runners in scoring position
and has collected a team-leading 15 two-out RBIs.

CALL THE BOMB SRUAD

» MSU has scored 94 runs off homers this year. That amounts to 39.7
percent of State's scoring this season and 44.5 percent of its RBIs.
» The Bulldogs have tied the school record with five grand slams this year.

» State's 18 homers against UAB and to start the Bulldog Invitational (Feb.

26-Mar. 1) were the most in a five-game stretch since at least 2001.

» Kiarra Sells’ first career hit came in the most crucial situation. She
delivered a go-ahead RBI single in the eighth inning to break a score-
less tie and send MSU on to a 3-1 victory over No. 13 Texas Tech.

» The following day, Sells produced the walk-off RBI single against
Bethune-Cookman.

» Sells has successfully advanced a runner in 36-of-66 (54.5 percent)
opportunities this season.

» She has driven in the winning run three times, and scored the winning
run four times. Sells has provided the largest swing in win probability
in a team-leading six games this year.

TERRIFIC TRIO

» Atrio of everyday starters (Morgan Bernardnini, Kiarra Sells and
Lexi Sosa) had just 50 career at-bats combined entering this season.

» Sells and Sosa lead the team with eight homers.

» Raelin Chaffin has already struck out 120 batters this year in 33
team games (3.64 per team game), which puts her just off the pace to
become the sixth Bulldog to strike out 200 batters in a single season.

» The last Bulldog with 200 strikeouts was Alexis Silkwood in 2015.

» Chaffin won 10 games in her first 13 appearances, matching Silkwood
for the best start since 2015.

» Her current average of 8.51 strikeouts per seven innings, would be
among the top 10 in school history.

» Raelin Chaffin became the first Bulldog in program history to win NFCA
National Pitcher of the Week honors on Feb. 11.

» Her first week in Maroon and White saw Chaffin pick up four victories,
including two complete-game wins against ranked teams. She tossed
22.2 innings without allowing an earned run while striking out 20.

» |t was without a doubt the best start to a pitcher's career at MSU on
record. In the program’s modern era (since 1997), no pitcher - freshman
or transfer - has won more consecutive appearances (7) or gone longer
without allowing an earned run (25.0 IP) to begin their tenure as a Bulldog.

» Itis the second-longest winning streak by a pitcher nationally this
season and was also tied for the 10th-longest in MSU history.

THE TARYNE TREATMENT

» Pitching coach Taryne Mowatt-McKinney has transformed the
Bulldog staff in just over a year.

» The Bulldogs have thrown 35 complete games since she arrived. State
totaled 28 over the prior three seasons (2021-23).

» Raelin Chaffin was named the NFCA National Pitcher of the Week
and D1Softball Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 11. Combined with Aspen
Wesley's two NCAA.com National Pitcher of the Week honors last
year, Mowatt-McKinney has coached State pitchers to four national
weekly honors. Prior to her arrival, MSU had seen just one pitcher
bring home a national weekly honor (Alison Owen, 2013).

» She has coached players to three SEC Pitcher of the Week awards in
her short tenure, which is as many as the Bulldogs had won in the
eight years prior to her arrival.

TAKING DOWN TOP TEAMS

» Mississippi State claimed multiple ranked wins on opening weekend,
defeating No. 13 Texas Tech and No. 19 Nebraska, for the only the
second time in program history and first time since 2002 (vs. No. 17
Texas Tech, 8-1; vs. No. 1 Arizona, 7-1).

» Samantha Ricketts moved into second place among all Bulldog head
coaches in program history with her 36th ranked win that weekend.

» Mississippi State was 14-13 against ranked teams last year, including a 9-6
mark in road or neutral meetings. The 14 ranked wins were a school record.

» The Bulldogs are 5-1 against NFCA-ranked teams this year.

» State played 11 NFCA-ranked teams in 25 games last year, which was
a program record in the regular season.

» State has started SEC play with a 5-1 record for the first time in
program history. The Bulldogs swept then-No. 18 Auburn on Mar.
8-10, before winning their first series in Tuscaloosa, taking two of
three against then-No. 25 Alabama on Mar. 14-16.

» [t was MSU's first series win against Auburn since 2010 when State swept
a doubleheader and its first three-game series win since 2007 It also
stands as the Bulldogs' first three-game sweep of the Tigers since 2001.

» MSU is 8-1 in its first series of SEC play over the last three years.

» [t was only the third time that MSU took the series over Alabama, and
the first time since 2014.

SPREADING THE NUSZ

EVERYBODY LP!

» The Bulldogs were 19-8 at home last year and outscored opponents, 194-83,
in those games. This season, they are 15-2 while outscoring teams, 142-49.

» State's batting average is 71 points higher at home, and its slugging
percentage is 220 points higher than when away from home. Sixty-one
percent (128-0f-211) of MSU's RBIs have come at home this year.

» In its SEC home opener, MSU set a regular-season attendance record
with 1,903 fans in attendance for a victory over then-No. 18 Auburn.

DEFENSIVE DETAILS

» The Bulldogs turned 19 double plays last year, their highest total
since turning 19 in 2017. State has turned 10 this season.

» MSU's .967 team fielding percentage is the program's highest since the
shortened 2020 season (.967) and the 2014 season (.976) before that.

» Sierra Sacco turned in the first errorless season by a Bulldog
outfielder with at least 50 chances (68 chances) since 2014 (Loryn
Nichols, 64 chances, and Julia Echols, 51 chances) last year. Hers was
the sixth such season by an MSU outfielder since 2001.

» Sacco has not made an error in 190 straight chances. Her last error
came on March 25, 2023, while playing for Louisiana Tech.

» Kylee Edwards turned 10 double plays last year, which was the most
by an MSU shortstop in a season since 2008 and ranks third among all
MSU shortstops since 2001. The last Bulldog with double-digit double
plays in season that was not a first baseman was Emily Heimberger,
who had a hand in 11 at second base in 2019.

» Edwards is now fourth all-time among Bulldog shortstops with 17
double plays turned.

» Riley Hull has been one of the most-reliable defenders in program
history. Her career .989 fielding percentage is tied for second all-time.

» Hull and Jessie Blaine are two of six players in program history to
put together an errorless streak of 200 or more consecutive chances.

DEEP DIVE BEHIND THE DISH

» Bulldog catchers have dominated opposing team's running games.

» Jessie Blaine and Ella Wesolowski have combined to pick off six
runners, which is as many as all other SEC teams combined.

» Blaine's five pickoffs are one shy of the MSU single-season record. She
has also caught three runners stealing. Wesolowski has one caught
stealing and one pickoff.

» Blaine is second in program history with five career pickoffs, and
Wesolowski is fourth with four.

» Wesolowski caught every pitch in two of State’s three no-hitters in
2024 including the Bulldogs' first in SEC play since 2013.

» She was the first Bulldog to catch multiple no-hitters in one season
since Sam Lenahan in 2013 and just the fourth in program history
(Blair Hewett, 2006; Blaire Brown, 2002).

HISTORIC SEC SEASON

» Mississippi State finished with a .500 record in league play in 2024 for
the first time since going 14-14 in 2007. The 12 wins were also State's
highest overall win total since going 12-16 in 2012.

» State earned the No. 6 seed in the SEC Tournament, its highest finish
since the shift to the current 24-game conference schedule.

» The Bulldogs were among the top five in the conference in batting
average, on-base percentage, slugging percentage, hits, runs and
doubles in league play.

» The Bulldogs won three road series for the first time since the SEC
switched to the current 24-game schedule in 2013.

FRESH FACES

» Five Bulldogs were tabbed to Softball America's Freshman Watch List,
which was tied for the most in the nation.

» Morgan Stiles and Xiane Romero were considered top-15 prospects
in the class by Extra Inning Softball. They have been splitting time at
second base and batting in the nine spot for State.

» Sara Phillips was named to both Softball America's list and the
D1Softball D100 Freshmen. She boasts a 2.90 ERA in 9.2 innings this
season.

» State batted around in 11 innings in 2024 and has done so eight
times this year. Most recently, MSU sent 11 batters to the plate in a
seven-run fourth inning at Northwestern (March 22).

» The Bulldogs scored a single-inning season-high 10 runs in the fourth
at Northwestern (March 21) while sending 15 batters to the plate.

» MSU had a school-record 15 run-rule victories last year.

THE #RICKETTSEFFECT

» In nine full seasons since Ricketts arrived (2015), the Bulldogs have
broken the school record for home runs four times, and each of the
top five marks in school history came under her watch.

» State most-recently broke the record in 2022 with 73, which gave
Ricketts a hand in all three 70-homer seasons in school history.

» The Bulldogs hit 31 homers in their first 20 games this year, which is
tied with the 2022 season for the fewest games needed to reach the
30-homer mark in program history. State is currently on pace for 75
homers this year.

» Under Ricketts, State has homered in 55.2 percent of its games (320
of 580) and gone 236-84 in such contests.

NEVER DUT OF IT

» Since Samantha Ricketts took charge of the program, no lead has
been safe for State's opponents.

» In the program’s modern era (since 1997), there have been just 11
comeback victories after trailing by five or more runs, and Ricketts
has led six of those.

» Prior to the Ricketts Era, State's last five-run comeback victory was
against Ole Miss on March 20, 2015 (trailed 6-1, won 8-6).

» This season, the Bulldogs came back from a 6-1 deficit vs. Miami
(Ohio) at the Rocket City Showcase to win, 11-7.

» Against No. 10 Florida (3/28/24), Ricketts led the Bulldogs to a 13-12
victory after trailing, 12-6, in the bottom of the sixth inning. That
marked the largest comeback in program history since trailing, 7-1, at
North Alabama (4/3/21) before winning, 9-7.

» The North Alabama game had previously stood as the largest come-
back in program history since 2004.

» Due to her father's military service, Jessie Blaine moved 12 times
before graduating high school. Rather than pick a single state to
represent on her helmet, she will instead wear the flag of the United
States' Marine Corps.

» Samantha Ricketts has expanded the Bulldogs’ recruiting reach in
recent years. She is responsible for recruiting the first softball stu-
dent-athletes in MSU history from the states of Arkansas, Kentucky,
Maryland, New Jersey, New York and West Virginia.

» Riley Hull (Kentucky) and Ella Wesolowski (New York) are the first
in program history from their respective states. Taylor Troutman
joins Hull this year in representing Kentucky.

» Kylee Edwards is only the second Bulldog from Indiana and the first
since Kayla Calvert (1999). She is joined in 2025 by Paige Ernstes.

U-18 National Team that won the WBSC U-18 World Cup in Peru, and
senior Jessie Blaine played with the 2019 U17 U.S. National Team at
the Pan American Games in Colombia.

From Behind the Plate To Behind The Scenes

» Throughout the summer, pitcher Hosanna Lindblade and student
manager Rachel Barber interned with the athlete engineering insti-
tute on Mississippi State's campus and developed a hitting platform
that integrates force plates to capture data in real-time while a batter
is working on their swing in the cages.

» Designed, developed and constructed by Lindblade, Barber and their
supervisors across campus, the product was delivered in January and
is already being used in the Bulldogs' practices and workouts.

» Engineered to the exact measurements of the batter's box and home
plate, the platform was made out of honeycomb core filler used in
rockets covered by aircraft skin, making it incredibly durable yet light
enough that one person can move the three pieces by themselves.

» MSU's athlete engineering institute is a first-of-its-kind collaboration
between campus researchers and athletic department staff and
coaches. The multidisciplinary department brings together engineers,
kinesiology researchers, strength and conditioning coaches, athletic
trainers and nutritionists to create groundbreaking research methods
and wearable technology.
