TOPPLING TOP-RANKED TEXAS: The Bulldogs defeated the No. 1-ranked 
team for the third time in program history on Friday night, downing Texas, 
4-3, in walk-off fashion. It was State's first win over No. 1 since defeating 
LSU, 9-4, in Nusz Park on April 8, 2015, and Samantha Ricketts now boasts 
42 victories over NFCA-ranked teams, which is two shy of the MSU record.
SEC START: MSU started SEC play with a 5-1 record for the first time in 
program history. State's 6-3 mark in league games to this point is tied with 
2000 for its best start since opening the 1998 season at 8-3. In 2000, State 
went on to a 9-3 record for its best 12-game start in SEC play.
SIERRA SETS THE TABLE: Sierra Sacco is among the top 10 nationally in 
batting average (10th), hits (8th), runs (4th) and on-base percentage (10th). 
MSU is 56-8 when she scores since the start of last year.  
BARBARY'S BIG YEAR: Nadia Barbary is just four hits shy of her previous 
single-season career high, and she is just three total bases from matching her 
single-season career high. Meanwhile, she has struck out less than ever before 
with a strikeout every 17 at-bats. Her previous best was one strikeout every 
seven at-bats as a freshman.

SLUGGING SOSA: Sixty-one percent (14-of-23) of Lexi Sosa's hits have 
gone for extra bases this year, and she leads the team lead with nine homers.
CALL THE BOMB SQUAD: State's 50 long balls rank 15th nationally, and 
State is on pace to match the school record with 73 home runs this year. MSU 
has scored 99 runs on homers this year, which accounts for 38.8 percent of its 
scoring, and the Bulldogs have tied the school record with five grand slams.
FIFTY-FIFTY: MSU is 11 stolen bases away from its first 50 homer-50 stolen 
base season since 2018. State has accomplished that feat two other times 
in 2015 and 2013 as well. MSU currently has 50 homers and 39 stolen bases.
WHERE ARE YOU GOING?: Jessie Blaine and Ella Wesolowski have com-
bined to pick off six runners. The next best SEC team has just two. Blaine's 
five pickoffs are one shy of the MSU single-season record, and she has also 
caught three runners stealing. 
MAGIC NUMBER: The Bulldogs have scored five or more runs in 73 of State's 
90 wins (80.2 percent) over the past three seasons, and they are 143-15 under 
Samantha Ricketts when scoring at least five.

centage (.793), on-base percentage (.589), hits (54), walks (28), runs 
scored (46), doubles (12), triples (2), RBIs (34) and total bases (88).

	» Sacco is among the top 10 nationally in batting average (10th), hits 
(8th), runs (4th) and on-base percentage (10th). 

	» Sixty-one percent (14-of-23) of Lexi Sosa's hits have gone for extra 
bases this year, and she leads the team lead with nine home runs.

	» Kiarra Sells is second on the team in homers (8), RBIs (29) and on-base 
percentage (.469). She ranks fifth nationally with 12 hit-by-pitches.

	» The Bulldogs have earned 182 free bases between walks, HBPs and 
reaching on errors.

	» Delainey Everett's 1.48 ERA is fourth in the SEC and 17th in the NCAA.
	» Chaffin has struck out 132 batters this year in 37 team games (3.57 
per team game), which puts her just off the pace to become the sixth 
Bulldog to strike out 200 batters in a single season.

	» Chaffin won 10 games in her first 13 appearances, matching Alexis 
Silkwood for the best start since 2015.

	» The Bulldog pitchers are fourth in the SEC with 60 strikeouts looking, 
and Chaffin is second in the conference (33).

	 SIERRA SETS THE TABLE
	» Sierra Sacco has batted leadoff in every game of her collegiate career 
(206 consecutive games). For her career, she has reached safely in 51.6 
percent (166-of-322) leadoff opportunities. This year alone, she has 
reached safely 54.4 percent (31-of-57) of the time.

	» MSU is 56-8 when scores a run since she arrived in 2024.
	» Her career batting average at MSU of .406 would currently be third in 
program history. Her .486 average and .589 on-base percentage this 
season would be second in MSU single-season history, and her .793 
slugging percentage would be fifth.

	» Sacco's .533 career on-base percentage would be second all-time.
	» She ranks sixth nationally and second in the SEC among active players 
with 96 career stolen bases. Her 148 career walks are second among 
active players nationally and her 245 hits are fourth.

	 SLUGGING SACCO
	» Sierra Sacco made the decision to cease slapping and stand in at the 
plate this season, and the results have been positive.

	» Thirty-seven percent of Sacco's hits this year have gone for extra 
bases, and she leads the team with an .793 slugging percentage that 
would rank third in MSU single-season history.

	» Sacco has more home runs this year than in all prior years of her 
career combined. Entering this year, she had just 27 career extra-base 
hits, and she has 20 this year alone.

	» She is a team-leading 17-for-27 (.630) with runners in scoring position 
and has collected a team-leading 15 two-out RBIs.

	 BARBARY'S BULLETS
	» Nadia Barbary is batting .405 with runners on base, which is second 
only to Sierra Sacco (.571) on the team.

	» Barbary is just four hits shy of her previous single-season career 
high. Her slugging percentage is 155 points higher than it has been in 
any prior season of her career, and she is just three total bases from 
matching her single-season career high.

	» Meanwhile, she has struck out less than ever before with a strikeout 
every 17 at-bats. Her previous best was one strikeout every seven 
at-bats as a freshman.

	 SEC START
	» State started SEC play with a 5-1 record for the first time in program 
history. The Bulldogs swept then-No. 18 Auburn on Mar. 8-10, before 
winning their first series in Tuscaloosa, taking two of three against 
then-No. 25 Alabama on Mar. 14-16. 

	» MSU's 6-3 mark in league games to this point is tied with 2000 for its 
best start since opening the 1998 season at 8-3.

	» Sacco has started 206 consecutive games, dating back to her time at 
Louisiana Tech, which includes every game her teams have played during 
her college career. That is the longest active streak in Division I softball.

	» Morgan Bernardini is riding a career-long 16-game reached-
base streak. She is one of six returning Bulldogs to have posted a 
career-long hitting streak this year.

	» Mississippi State claimed multiple ranked wins on opening weekend, 
defeating No. 13 Texas Tech and No. 19 Nebraska, for the only the 
second time in program history and first time since 2002 (vs. No. 17 
Texas Tech, 8-1; vs. No. 1 Arizona, 7-1).

	» Samantha Ricketts moved into second place among all Bulldog head 
coaches in program history with her 36th ranked win that weekend.

The Bulldogs 
have hit 11 of their 50 homers and are slugging .648 in the first inning, 
which is their highest slugging percentage of any inning. 

	» MSU has scored 38.0 percent of its runs this season in the first two innings.
	» When the lineup turns over quickly enough for Sierra Sacco to bat 
again in the second inning, she is batting .667 (8-for-12) with 14 RBIs 
and 1.667 slugging percentage.

	» The following day, Sells produced the walk-off RBI single against 
Bethune-Cookman.

	» She has driven in the winning run three times, and scored the winning 
run four times. Sells has provided the largest swing in win probability 
in a team-leading six games this year.

	 ROCKIN' AND RAELIN
	» Raelin Chaffin became the first Bulldog in program history to win NFCA 
National Pitcher of the Week honors on Feb. 11.

	» Raelin Chaffin was named the NFCA National Pitcher of the Week 
and D1Softball Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 11. Combined with Aspen 
Wesley's two NCAA.com National Pitcher of the Week honors last 
year, Mowatt-McKinney has coached State pitchers to four national 
weekly honors.

	» In its SEC home opener, MSU set a regular-season attendance record 
with 1,903 fans in attendance for a victory over then-No. 18 Auburn.

	» The Bulldogs turned 19 double plays last year, their highest total 
since turning 19 in 2017.

	» Riley Hull has been one of the most-reliable defenders in program 
history. Her career .989 fielding percentage is tied for second all-time.

	» Sara Phillips was named to both Softball America's list and the 
D1Softball D100 Freshmen.

	» In nine full seasons since Ricketts arrived (2015), the Bulldogs have 
broken the school record for home runs four times, and each of the 
top five marks in school history came under her watch.

	» State most-recently broke the record in 2022 with 73, which gave 
Ricketts a hand in all three 70-homer seasons in school history.

	» The Bulldogs hit 31 homers in their first 20 games this year, which is 
tied with the 2022 season for the fewest games needed to reach the 
30-homer mark in program history.

	 LINDBLADE LIFTS OFF WITH ATHLETE ENGINEERING

	» Throughout the summer, pitcher Hosanna Lindblade and student 
manager Rachel Barber interned with the athlete engineering insti-
tute on Mississippi State's campus and developed a hitting platform 
that integrates force plates to capture data in real-time while a batter 
is working on their swing in the cages.

	» Designed, developed and constructed by Lindblade, Barber and their 
supervisors across campus, the product was delivered in January and 
is already being used in the Bulldogs' practices and workouts.

	» Engineered to the exact measurements of the batter's box and home 
plate, the platform was made out of honeycomb core filler used in 
rockets covered by aircraft skin, making it incredibly durable yet light 
enough that one person can move the three pieces by themselves.

	» MSU's athlete engineering institute is a first-of-its-kind collaboration 
between campus researchers and athletic department staff and 
coaches. The multidisciplinary department brings together engineers, 
kinesiology researchers, strength and conditioning coaches, athletic 
trainers and nutritionists to create groundbreaking research methods 
and wearable technology.

	» Has coached 14 Bulldogs who went on to professional careers, seven of 
whom were selected in a professional draft. Six of her proteges are cur-
rently playing professionally (Mia Davidson, Madisyn Kennedy, Fa Leilua, 
Chloe Malau'ulu, Brylie St. Clair and Aspen Wesley).

	» Has coached multiple players to All-Region honors in each of the last six 
seasons.

	» Served as an assistant coach from 2015-18 focusing on hitting and 
recruiting before being promoted to associate head coach.

	» Has been a part of one Women’s College World Series appearance, seven 
NCAA Regional berths and two NCAA Super Regional appearances during 
her coaching career.

	» In 2019, MSU was one of two teams in the nation (Arizona) to boast 
multiple hitters with 20 or more home runs.

	» The Bulldogs shattered the school record for home runs (72) and posted 
the second-highest slugging percentage in school history (.484) in 2019.

	» For the first time since 2008, State produced multiple NFCA All-Americans 
in 2019 (Fa Leilua and Mia Davidson). 

	» Davidson was the lone player in the conference to record at least 60 RBIs, 
60 hits and 50 runs scored in 2019.

	» Davidson then broke Rafael Palmeiro’s mark for the most home runs in 
a career by a Bulldog baseball or softball player in 2021 and entered the 
2022 season just two long balls shy of the SEC softball career record.

	» Each of the top five single-season home run totals in program history 
have come under Ricketts' watch, and the Bulldogs have broken the 
season record four times.

	» Since Ricketts arrived as an assistant, MSU has hit at least one home run 
in 54.7 percent of its games (299-of-547) through the end of 2024.

	» In 2017, Ricketts produced five starters that hit .300 or better to help lead 
the Bulldogs to an NCAA Regional and Caroline Seitz beacme the first 
Bulldog to earn First Team All-SEC honors since Chelsea Bramlett in 2010.

	» During the 2016 season, she led Kayla Winkfield to an SEC-leading six 
triples, which ranked among the nation’s top 10.

	» In her first season of 2015, the Bulldogs set new single-season records 
for home runs (54), batting average (.312), slugging percentage (.495), RBI 
(294) and on-base percentage (.416).

	» Overall, the 2014 team established program single-season records for 
batting average, slugging percentage, on-base percentage, runs scored, 
hits, doubles, home runs, runs batted in and total bases.

	» Led Cacy Williams to an NFCA All-Midwest Region First Team selection 
in 2014 as well as MVC Player of the Year and Newcomer of the Year, 
becoming the first student-athlete in MVC history to receive both in the 
same year.

	» Williams broke the Wichita State single-season records for batting average 
(.424), slugging percentage (.812), on-base percentage (.531), total bases 
(138), runs scored (57), home runs (16) and RBIs (47).
