LEADING OFF

FAMILIAR FOES: Mississippi State defeated Texas Tech on Opening Day,
3-1, in eight innings. The Bulldogs also faced Red Raider ace NiJaree
Canady in the 2024 NCAA Tournament when she was at Stanford. Meanwhile,
Washington is tied for MSU's most-common NCAA Tournament opponent.

HISTORIC SEC SEASONS: Mississippi State finished above .500 in
conference play (13-11) for the first time since 2001 (19-11). The 13 wins
are State's highest total since going 13-14 in 2008, and MSU won five series
for the first time since 2007. Along with last year (12-12), the Bulldogs have
their first back-to-back years with at least a .500 record since 1998-99.

GOLDEN GIRLS: Sierra Sacco and Raelin Chaffin were both drafted by
the Talons in the AUSL College Draft. They are State's 14th and 15th draft
picks, and MSU is one of two teams nationally with multiple draftees.
RICKETTS' RECORD YEAR: MSU has already matched Samantha Rick-

etts’ highest win total in a season with 37 victories, which is tied for the
seventh-most in a season in program history.

TAKING DOWN TOP TEAMS: Samantha Ricketts boasts a school-record
45 victories against NFCA-ranked opponents in her coaching career. The
Bulldogs had just 101 ranked wins prior to her tenure. State has 25 ranked
wins in the past two years alone.

FIFTY-FIFTY: With one stolen base the Bulldogs will complete their first 50
homer-50 stolen base season since 2018. State has accomplished that feat
two other times in 2015 and 2013 as well. MSU also currently has 72 homers,
which is one shy of the program's single-season record.

QUICK START: The Bulldogs are 23-5 when they score in the first inning this
year. Sierra Sacco has led off the game with a homer four times this year,
including three times on the first pitch a Bulldog batter has seen.

KEEP IT CLEAN: MSU's .971 team fielding percentage is third in program
history and its highest since 2014 (.976). Jessie Blaine has gone 232
consecutive chances without an error, which is the sixth-longest streak in
school history, and Sierra Sacco has not made an error since 2023.

OUR GOLDEN GIRLS

SIERRA SETS THE TABLE

» Mississippi State finished above .500 in conference play (13-11) for
the first time since 2001 (19-11).

» The 13 wins are State's highest total since going 13-14 in 2008, and
MSU won five series for the first time since 2007.

» Last year marked the first time State finished with a .500 record in
league play since going 14-14 in 2007, and the Bulldogs won three
road series for the first time since the SEC switched to the current
24-game schedule in 2013.

NICE TO SEE YOU AGAIN

» Mississippi State defeated host Texas Tech on Opening Day, 3-1, in
eight innings. The Bulldogs also faced Red Raider ace NiJaree Canady
in the NCAA Tournament last year when she was at Stanford.

» This marks the second straight year that the Bulldogs have had a po-
tential rematch with a February opponent in their regional. Last year,
State played Cal State Fullerton for the second and third times in the
Stanford Regional, winning once befrore losing an elimination game.

» The Bulldogs last NCAA Tournament appearance prior to Samantha
Ricketts' head coaching tenure was spent in Seattle where they lost
to host No. 2 Washington in the regional final.

» Washington is tied for MSU's most-common NCAA Tournament
opponent (4 games) with Arizona, Florida State and Texas.

RINGS MAKE THEIR SEASONS SING

» Sierra Sacco and MSU football kicker Kyle Ferrie got engaged on
Sunday, May 4. In recent history, the Bulldogs' diamond rings predict
good things on the softball diamond as well.

» Raelin Chaffin was engaged on Dec. 21 and has gone on to post
the best season of her career with career-bests in innings, complete
games, wins, strikeouts and ERA.

» Last year, Madisyn Kennedy was engaged the night before Opening Day
on Feb. 8, 2024. She homered in her first at-bat as an engaged woman
and went on to post 17 long balls, including a school-record nine in
SEC play, before earning AU-America honors.

» In 2023, Paige Cook was engaged on April 14. From that day until her
season-ending injury, Cook hit three homers in nine games with a .739
slugging percentage and was named SEC Player of the Week on May 2.

» All-American Mia Davidson was engaged prior to 2022 and earned
NFCA Catcher of the Year honors with 23 homers, 45 RBIs and an .854
slugging percentage, the second-highest totals of her career.

QUICK HITS

» Sierra Sacco leads the team in batting average, slugging percentage,

on-base percentage, hits, runs scored, doubles, triples, homers, RBIs
and total bases. She is among the top 20 nationally in batting average
(8th), runs (16th) and on-base percentage (14th).

» Kiarra Sells is tied for the team in homers (11) and is second in
slugging percentage (.632). She ranks fifth nationally and leads the
SEC with 18 hit-by-pitches.

» Sixty-three percent (15-0f-24) of Lexi Sosa’s hits have gone for extra
bases this year, and she is second on the team with 10 home runs.

» MSU's slugging percentage (.540) would be a single-season school
record, and its on-base percentage (.410) is one point off the record.
MSU's batting average (.313) would be second in school history.

» MSU is on pace for its first 50 homer-50 stolen base season since
2018. State has accomplished that feat two other times in 2015 and
2013 as well. MSU currently has 72 homers and 49 stolen bases.

» Raelin Chaffin is among the nation's top 25 in wins (21; 19th) and
strikeouts (187; 21st).

» Chaffin's 187 strikeouts are fifth in MSU single-season history. She is
looking to become just the fifth Bulldog to record 200 strikeouts in a
season. Her 21 wins are sixth in school history.

» Chaffin is the first Bulldog pitcher to record 40 appearances since
Alexis Silkwood in 2015.

» The Bulldog pitching staff is fifth in the SEC with 81 strikeouts
looking, and Chaffin leads the conference (50).

» Delainey Everett ranks second in the SEC and among the top 40
nationally in walks per seven innings (1.41).

» Sierra Sacco and Raelin Chaffin both received Golden Tickets into
the AUSL College Draft on Tuesday, April 29. MSU is one of two teams
nationally with multiple draftees.

» They became State's 14th and 15th draft picks on Saturday, May 3, and
will be teammates together on the Talons this summer.

» MSU will now boast 28 professional players in its history. Of those, 16
were coached by Ricketts for at least one season at MSU.

» Nine Bulldogs have gone on to pro careers in the six years since she
was named the program's head coach, and at least one player has
signed a professional contract in each of the last five seasons.

DAWE DAYS OF DOUBLEHEADERS

» Mississippi State has played doubleheaders in five SEC series.

» State tied the SEC record for conference doubleheaders in a single
season since the league switched to the current 8-series, 24-game
schedule format in 2013.

RIGHT OUT OF THE GATE

» State has outscored opponents, 135-76, in the first two innings.

» The Bulldogs have hit 17 of their 72 homers (23.6 percent) and are
slugging .658 in the first inning, which is their highest slugging
percentage of any inning.

» When the lineup turns over quickly enough for Sierra Sacco to bat
again in the second inning, she is batting .571 (12-for-21) with 19 RBIs
and 1.429 slugging percentage.

» Sacco has opened the ballgame with a leadoff homer four times,
including three times on the first pitch a Bulldog batter has seen and
twice on the first pitch of the game.

TAKING DOWN TOP TEAMS

» Samantha Ricketts has broken the program record for ranked wins by
a head coach. Twenty-five of her 45 ranked wins (55.6 percent) have
come in the last two years.

» MSU won a school-record 14 games against ranked teams last year.

» The Bulldogs have already defeated then-No. 1 Texas on March 28, their
first win over a No. 1 since 2015 and only their third in program history.

» State has 17 top-five wins in school history, and Ricketts has led the
Bulldogs to five of those victories.

DEEP DIVE BEHIND THE DISH

» Bulldog catchers have dominated opposing team's running games.

» Jessie Blaine and Ella Wesolowski have combined to pick off a
school-record eight runners. No other SEC team has more than two.

» Blaine's five pickoffs are one shy of the MSU single-season record. She
has also caught three runners stealing. Meanwhile, Wesolowski has
seven caught stealings and three pickoffs.

» Wesolowski is second in program history with six career pickoffs, and
Blaine is third with five.

» Wesolowski has caught 43.7 percent of stealing runners this year,
which is the fourth best percentage by a Bulldog catcher with at least
10 attempts against.

POWER FOUR PICKOFF LEADERS

» Sierra Sacco has batted leadoff in every game of her collegiate career
(223 consecutive games). For her career, she has reached safely in 52.2
percent (180-of-345) leadoff opportunities. This year alone, she has
reached safely 55.0 percent (44-of-80) of the time.

» Sacco was a large part of the reason that MSU ranked second in the SEC
in conference play in batting average with the bases empty (.310) and
percentage of leadoff batters reaching base (44.6 percent).

» MSU is 62-13 when scores a run since she arrived in 2024.

» Her career batting average at MSU (.406) would currently be third in pro-
gram history and her career on-base percentage (.524) would be second.

» Sacco's .461 average and .553 on-base percentage this season would
land among the top five marks in MSU single-season history.

SLUGEING SACCO

» Sierra Sacco made the decision to cease slapping and stand in at the
plate this season, and the results have been positive.

» Thirty-eight percent of Sacco’s hits this year have gone for extra
bases, and she leads the team with an .782 slugging percentage that
would rank seventh in MSU single-season history.

» Sacco has more home runs (10) and extra-base hits (29) this year than
in all prior years of her career combined (2 HR, 27 XBH).

» She is a team-leading 21-for-43 (.488) with runners in scoring position
and has collected a team-leading 22 two-out RBIs, which is sixth in
MSU single-season history.

BARBARY'S BIG YEAR

» Nadia Barbary earned her first career ALL-SEC honors on the Second
Team this year and picked up All-Defensive Team recognition at third.

» She is batting .402 with runners on base, which is second only to
Sierra Sacco (.455) on the team. She led the team with 22 RBIs in
SEC play, which ranked sixth in school history.

» Barbary has single-season career highs in hits (60), homers (10),
RBIs (43) and total bases (103). Her slugging percentage is 142 points
higher than it has been in any prior season of her career.

» Last year, she posted 21 extra-base hits with four homers. This
season, she has 22 extra-base hits, and 10 have left the yard.

LET'S GO STREAKING!

» Sierra Sacco posted an MSU-career-long 29-game reached-base
streak, which stands as the seventh-longest streak in program history.
» Sacco has started 223 consecutive games, dating back to her time at
Louisiana Tech, which includes every game her teams have played during
her college career. That is the longest active streak in Division | softball.
» Behind Sacco, Morgan Bernardini (17), Kiarra Sells (16), Morgan
Stiles (15), Kylee Edwards (14), Jessie Blaine (12) and Nadia
Barbary (12) all have had double-digit reached-base streaks in 2025.
» Eight returners have posted a career-long hitting streak this year.

CALL THE BOMB SOUAD

» MSU has scored 135 runs off homers this year. That amounts to 39.0
percent of State's scoring this season and 42.6 percent of its RBIs.

» The Bulldogs have broken the school record with six grand slams.

» Eight of nine regular starters have hit a home run this season, and six
players have hit at least seven homers with four in double-digits.

» Nadia Barbary and Kiarra Sells have hit back-to-back homers
three times this year. That's the most by a pair of Bulldogs in a single
season since Mia Davidson and Fa Leilua did so four times in 2021.

THE #RICKETTSEFFECT

» Since Ricketts arrived in 2015, the Bulldogs have broken the school
record for home runs four times, and each of the top six marks in
school history have come under her watch.

» This year's 72 homers are tied for second in program history, and
State will tie the program record with its next long ball.

» State most-recently broke the record in 2022 with 73, which gave
Ricketts a hand in all four 70-homer seasons in school history.

» Under Ricketts, State has homered in 55.6 percent of its games (334
of 601) and gone 244-90 in such contests.

NEVER OUT OF IT

» Since Samantha Ricketts took charge of the program, no lead has
been safe for State's opponents.

» In the program’s modern era (since 1997), there have been just 11
comeback victories after trailing by five or more runs, and Ricketts
has led six of those.

» This season, the Bulldogs came back from a 6-1 deficit vs. Miami
(Ohio) at the Rocket City Showcase to win, 11-7.

» Against No. 10 Florida (3/28/24), Ricketts led the Bulldogs to a 13-12
victory after trailing, 12-6, in the bottom of the sixth inning. That was
Rickett's second six-run comeback win. Prior to her tenure, the last
comeback victory after trailing by six or more runs was in 2004.

THE TARYNE TREATMENT

» Under pitching coach Taryne Mowatt-McKinney, the Bulldogs have
thrown 42 complete games since she arrived. State totaled 28 over the
prior three seasons (2021-23).

» Mowatt-McKinney has coached State pitchers to four national weekly
honors. Prior to her arrival, MSU had seen just one pitcher bring home
a national weekly honor (Alison Owen, 2013).

» She has coached players to three SEC Pitcher of the Week awards in
her short tenure, which is as many as the Bulldogs had won in the
eight years prior to her arrival.

» Raelin Chaffin became the first Bulldog in program history to win
NFCA National Pitcher of the Week honors on Feb. 11 after winning four
games, including two complete-game wins against ranked teams.

» In the program’s modern era (since 1997), no pitcher - freshman or trans-
fer - has won more consecutive appearances (7) or gone longer without
allowing an earned run (25.0 IP) to begin their tenure as a Bulldog.

» It was also tied for the 10th-longest win streak in MSU history.

SPREADING THE NUSZ

» Over the last two seasons, the Bulldogs are 40-14 at home while outscoring
opponents, 388-170, in those games.

» In its SEC home opener, MSU set a regular-season attendance record
with 1,903 fans in attendance for a victory over then-No. 18 Auburn.

» State closed the regular-season with the second-largest regular-season
crowd on record with 1,870 fans on May 3 against then-No. 17 Ole Miss.

DEFENSIVE DETAILS

» MSU's .971 team fielding percentage is its highest since 2014 (.976)
and third-highest in program history.

» Sierra Sacco has turned in the first two errorless seasons by a
Bulldog outfielder with at least 50 chances (68 chances in 2024; 80
chances in 2025) since 2014 (Loryn Nichols, 64 chances; Julia Echols,
51 chances). She boasts just the sixth and seventh such seasons by
an MSU outfielder since 2001.

» Sacco has not made an error in 221 straight chances (148 at MSU)
with her last error on March 25, 2023, while playing at Louisiana Tech.

» Kylee Edwards turned 10 double plays in 2024, which was the most
by an MSU shortstop in a season since 2008 and ranked third among
all MSU shortstops since 2001. Edwards is now fourth all-time among
Bulldog shortstops with 19 double plays turned.

» Riley Hull has been one of the most-reliable defenders in program
history.

» The Bulldogs will wear the flags of their home states on the back of
their batting helmets in 2025.

» Due to her father's military service, Jessie Blaine moved 12 times
before graduating high school. Rather than pick a single state to
represent on her helmet, she will instead wear the flag of the United
States' Marine Corps.

» Samantha Ricketts has expanded the Bulldogs’ recruiting reach in
recent years. She is responsible for recruiting the first softball stu-
dent-athletes in MSU history from the states of Arkansas, Kentucky,
Maryland, New Jersey, New York and West Virginia.

» Riley Hull (Kentucky) and Ella Wesolowski (New York) are the first
in program history from their respective states. Taylor Troutman
joins Hull this year in representing Kentucky.

» Kylee Edwards is only the second Bulldog from Indiana and the first
since Kayla Calvert (1999). She is joined in 2025 by Paige Ernstes.

» Gretta Grassel is the second Bulldog from Wisconsin and first since 2012.

» Josey Marron is the first from the state of lowa since 2018. All four
players from lowa in program history have been pitchers.

NATIONAL TEAM NOTES

» Mississippi State has been well-represented by USA Softball National
Teams in recent years.

» Assistant coach Zac Shaw captained the U.S. Men's National Team at
the 2024 WBSC Men's World Cup Group Stage, and he is expected to
be on the squad for 2025's WBSC World Cup Final Stage.

» Shaw won bronze at the 2023 WBSC World Cup (New Zealand).

» Former Bulldog Mia Davidson (2018-22) won a silver medal at the 2024
WBSC Women's World Cup Final. Davidson has played with the U.S.
Women's National Team since the 2022 Pan American Championships
(Guatemala), competing at that event along with 2023 WBSC World
Cup Group Stage (Ireland) and 2023 Pan American Games (Chile).

» MSU alum lyhia McMichael (2001-04) is currently serving as an assis-
tant coach on the U.S. U-15 Girls' National Team where she's guided
the team to the 2023 Utsugi Cup championship and a gold medal at
the 2023 WBSC Americas Qualifier. In her playing days, McMichael
won the 2003 Canada Cup with Team USA.

» Additionally, graduate Raelin Chaffin was a member of the 2021 U.S.
U-18 National Team that won the WBSC U-18 World Cup in Peru, and
senior Jessie Blaine played with the 2019 U17 U.S. National Team at
the Pan American Games in Colombia.

» Jessie Blaine spent the fall semester as an intern in Mississippi
State’s athletics communications office.

» She assisted in writing bios for the 2026 signing class, writing final
bios for herself and her teammates in 2024, researching previous
recruiting class rankings, updating the record book and working at
MSU football games.

» The highlight of Blaine's internship was brainstorming, creating and
posting all social media content on the softball team's accounts for
one week in November.

From Behind the Plate To Behind The Scenes

» Throughout the summer, pitcher Hosanna Lindblade and student
manager Rachel Barber interned with the athlete engineering insti-
tute on Mississippi State's campus and developed a hitting platform
that integrates force plates to capture data in real-time while a batter
is working on their swing in the cages.

» Designed, developed and constructed by Lindblade, Barber and their
supervisors across campus, the product was delivered in January and
is already being used in the Bulldogs' practices and workouts.

» Engineered to the exact measurements of the batter's box and home
plate, the platform was made out of honeycomb core filler used in
rockets covered by aircraft skin, making it incredibly durable yet light
enough that one person can move the three pieces by themselves.

» MSU's athlete engineering institute is a first-of-its-kind collaboration
between campus researchers and athletic department staff and
coaches. The multidisciplinary department brings together engineers,
kinesiology researchers, strength and conditioning coaches, athletic
trainers and nutritionists to create groundbreaking research methods
and wearable technology.

» The AW For Alex campaign was started in 2021 as a joint effort of LSU
head coach Beth Torina and MSU head coach Samantha Ricketts.

» AlL 15 SEC schools unite to wear teal or teal accents for one day each
year to recognize her impact on the softball community and raise
awareness of the disease. All For Alex Weekend is March 29, 2025.

» Mississippi State held its fourth annual First Responder Home Run
Derby between the Starkville Fire and Starkville Police Departments
on April 13 following the Bulldogs' series finale with Missouri. The
firefighters extended their winning streak to all four years.
