Poll, which is its highest ranking in any poll in program history.

» Prior to this year, the Bulldogs had climbed as high as No. 15 in 2008.

» The Bulldogs also achieved their highest rank in the D1Softball poll
this week at No. 11. It's their fourth new record in that poll this year.

» State’s highest ranking in any poll entering the season was at No. 11
in the Softball America poll in 2024.

» State is No. 9 in the NCAA RPI, which is MSU's highest mark in the RPI
in program history. Previously, State had climbed as high as No. 19 in
the final selection rankings of 2008. State is No. 10 in the KPI.

QUICK HITS

» Mississippi State's team batting average (.314), slugging percentage
(.534) and on-base percentage (.407) ranked second in single-season
school history, and all three were within 10 points of the existing
record. This year's current marks would all be top five entries.

» State boasts 49 doubles, which puts them on pace for 85 in the
regular season. Last year, State set a school record with 90.

» Nadia Barbary ranks ninth in school history with 40 career doubles,
which is tied for fifth among active SEC players.

» Des Rivera is one of seven players nationally without a strikeout. AU
seven of those players have at least 40 plate appearances.

» State’s .989 fielding percentage leads the nation.

» The Bulldogs have never trailed by more than three runs this season.

PITCHING POINTS

» Mississippi State leads the nation in strikeouts (282), strikeouts look-
ing (59) and strikeout-to-walk ratio (6.41). State has a 32-strikeout
lead over second-place Belmont and is second in strikeouts per seven
innings (9.77).

» As a team, State's whiff rate (38.2 percent), called strike plus whiff rate
(37.4 percent) and fielding independent pitching (1.17) lead the nation.

» The Bulldogs (1.32), No. 1/1 Tennessee (0.89) and No. 4/6 Alabama
(1.37) are the only three teams allowing less than 1.50 runs per game.

» Since the start of 2025, Peja Goold has struck out five or more
batters in 35 appearances, earning the win in 31 in those games.

» Three Bulldog arms are among the top 10 nationally in fielding indepen-
dent pitching. Leila Ammon is third (0.64) while Alyssa Faircloth is
fourth (0.98) and Goold is fifth (1.06). AU three are top-10 nationally in
WHIP as well.

FAIRCLOTH FANS THEM

» Alyssa Faircloth's 14 strikeouts vs. New Mexico (Feb. 7) and at
South Alabama (Mar. 6) were a career high and fourth-most in a game
in MSU history.

» Faircloth entered the season with one career double-digit strikeout
game and now boasts four this year. She ranks fifth nationally in
strikeouts per seven innings (12.13), fourth in total strikeouts (123),
second in whiff rate (3.6 percent) and leads the nation in called
strike plus whiff rate with a strike on 42.7 percent of her pitches.

» She has struck out 45.7 percent of batters she has faced, which is
second nationally.

HITTING ONE HUNDRED

» Alyssa Faircloth became the fastest MSU pitcher to record 100
strikeouts in a season, needing just 55.2 innings to do so.

» Peja Goold is the fifth-fastest, and Leila Ammon has the potential
to join the duo in the top five.

» There have been just five 200-strikeout seasons in program history.

» Samantha Ricketts broke the program record for career ranked wins
by a head coach in 2025. Twenty-seven of her 47 ranked wins (57.4
percent) have come since the start of the 2024 season.

» The Bulldogs have defeated the nation's No. 1 team in back-to-back
years, downing then-No. 1 Tennessee on March 14 this season and
then-No. 1 Texas on March 28, 2025. Last year's win was the program's
first win over a No. 1 since 2015 and only their third in program history.

» The Bulldogs' 18-2 start was tied with the 2006 season for the sec-
ond-best 20-game start in school history.

BARBARY'S BAT

» Nadia Barbary earned her first career AU-SEC honors on the Second
Team last year and picked up All-Defensive Team recognition at third.

» Barbary posted single-season career highs in hits (65, homers (11),
RBIs (46) and total bases (113). Her slugging percentage was 147
points higher than it has been in any prior season of her career.

» This year, she leads the team in RBIs (27) and two-out batting average
(.400, 10-for-25), and she is fourth in two-out RBIs (6).

THE #RICKETTSEFFECT

» Since Ricketts arrived in 2015, the Bulldogs have broken the school
record for home runs five times, and each of the top seven marks in
school history have come under her watch.

» Last year's team again shattered the single-season record with 74
homers, and Ricketts has been on staff for all four 70-homer seasons
in school history.

» Eight of nine regular starters hit a home run last year, and four players
reached double-digits for the first time in school history.

» MSU has homered in 23 of 31 games this season and scored 74 of its 188
runs via the long ball (39.4 percent).

» The Bulldogs are currently on pace for 73 home runs in the regular
season alone this year.

» A school-record 12 different players have already homered this season,
and MSU has had at least 10 home run hitters in each of the last four
$€asons.

» MSU's .971 team fielding percentage in 2025 was its highest since
2014 (.976) and third-highest in program history.

» This year, State boasts a nation-leading .989 fielding percentage. The
school record is .977 set in 2009 with just 34 total errors. That's the
fewest errors in a season except for the shortened 2020 season when
State made just 24. MSU has nine this season.

» Kiarra Sells recorded five outfield assists in 2025, which was tied for
the 10th-most in a season in MSU history, and she is tied for 11thin
MSU career history (5).

» Only seven players in program history have recorded double-digit
outfield assists in their career.

» Sells boasted the fifth-highest Wins Above Replacement (WAR)
among SEC right fielders a year ago (3.64).

PHENOMENAL FIRSTS

» Three Bulldogs have seen their first career hit leave the yard for their
first caree home run as well this season: Taylor Troutman (Feb. 6),
Kalani Sells (Feb. 13) and Abigial Stevens (Feb. 21).

» Additionally, three more players' first career hit went for extra bases
as Gabby Schaeffer (Feb. 10), Kinley Keller (Feb. 13) and Carson
Smith (Feb. 21) all doubled.

» Keller and Schaeffer later joined the home run club as well, and
Schaeffer's first career hit in SEC play was a home run against No. 1
Tennessee.

» Gretta Grassel (Feb. 21) is the only player this year whose first
career hit was a single, but even she still drove in a run with hers.

THE TARYNE TREATMENT

» In three seasons under pitching coach Taryne Mowatt-McKinney,
the Bulldogs have thrown 56 complete games. State totaled 30 over
the three seasons prior to her hiring (2021-23).

» Mowatt-McKinney has coached State pitchers to four national weekly
honors. Prior to her arrival, MSU had seen just one pitcher bring home
a national weekly honor (Alison Owen, 2013).

» She has coached players to three SEC Pitcher of the Week awards in
her short tenure, which is as many as the Bulldogs had won in the
eight years prior to her arrival.

NEVER OUT OF IT

» The Bulldogs are 31-6 against teams from the state of Mississippi
under Samantha Ricketts, while outscoring in-state foes, 266-84.

» State has won three consecutive series with rival Ole Miss.

» This year's meeting was the first time in series history that both teams
were ranked in the NFCA poll when they meet on the field. State won
the series with a walk-off homer in Game 1 and a shutout in Game 2.

» MSU won the 2024 series by taking the first two games, including a
no-hitter in the clinching matchup.

» The Bulldogs outscored the Rebels, 22-11, in the 2022 series, and
capped the three-game set with a shutout in the finale.

BULLDOG BICENTENNIAL

» Samantha Ricketts became the fastest Bulldog softball head coach
to win 200 career games at State in the win over Northwestern State
on Feb. 6, needing just 319 games.

» She is just the 14th Mississippi State head coach in any team sport to
win 200 career games in Maroon and White and the seventh-fastest.

» Ricketts already was the fastest in MSU softball history to 100 wins,
needing just 155 contests.

HISTORIC SEC SEASON

» Mississippi State finished above .500 in conference play (13-11) for
the first time since 2001 (19-11).

» The 13 wins were State's highest total since going 13-14 in 2008, and
MSU won five series for the first time since 2007.

» Last year marked the first time State finished with a .500 record in
league play since going 14-14 in 2007, and the Bulldogs won three
road series for the first time since the SEC switched to the current
24-game schedule in 2013.

SPREADING THE NUSZ

» Since the start of 2024, the Bulldogs are 53-17 at home while outscor-
ing opponents, 483-192, in those games.

» In its 2026 SEC home opener, MSU set a regular-season attendance record
with 2,134 fans in attendance for a victory over then-No. 1 Tennessee.

» Last year, State also set the previous record in its SEC home opener, with
1,903 fans in attendance for a victory over then-No. 18 Auburn.

» State set a record for three-game series attendance with 4,818 against
the Lady Vols.

» Sierra Sacco and Raelin Chaffin both received Golden Tickets into
the 2025 AUSL College Draft. MSU was one of two teams nationally
with multiple draftees.

» They were teammates together on the Talons, winning the inaugural
AUSL Championship. This season, Sacco was taken in the Expansion
Draft by the Portland Cascade, and Bulldog legend Mia Davidson was
chosen by the same franchise in the Allocation Draft as a free agent.

» MSU now boasts 28 professional players in its history. Of those, 16
were coached by Ricketts for at least one season at MSU.

» Nine Bulldogs have gone on to pro careers in the six years since she
was named the program's head coach, and at least one player has
signed a professional contract in each of the last five seasons.

PORTAL PICKUPS

» With head coach Samantha Ricketts set to serve as the head coach
of the American Samoa Women's National Team, additional light has
been shed on State's lineage of players with Samoan heritage.

» The Bulldogs have seen at least one Samoan on the roster in every
season of the past decade, and have boasted multiple players with
Samoan heritage every year since 2019 with as many as four such
players at the same time in 2023.

» MSU's first Samoan player was Sarai Niu (2016-19), who was joined
by Chloe Malau'ulu (2019-23) and Fa Leilua (2019-21) in her senior
year. Matalasi Faapito (2022-24), Leilani Pulemua (2022-24), Kiar-
ra Sells (2023-pr.) and Kalani Sells (2025-pr.) have all followed.

» Ricketts herself traces her heritage to the island through her mother
Carol, from the village of Leone.

» The Bulldogs began holding Samoan Heritage Day at the ballpark as early
as 2019, and this year it will be celebrated on April 26 against LSU.

NATIONAL TEAM NOTES

» MSU has been well-represented on national teams recently.

» Student coach and former MSU All-American Sierra Sacco (2024-25),
played with the U.S. Women's National Team at the 2026 Team USA Down
Under series in Brishane, Australia, hitting two homers in four games.

» Peja Goold pitched for Colombia at the 2025 Pan American Champi-
onships, throwing 37.0 innings and striking out 41 batters.

» Assistant coach Zac Shaw captained the U.S. Men's National Team at
the 2024 WBSC Men's World Cup Group Stage and 2025 WBSC World
Cup Final Stage.

» He has won two World Cup bronze medals with the Americans in 2023
(New Zealand) and 2025 (Canada).

» Head coach Samantha Ricketts will serve as the head coach of the
American Samoa Women's National Team in the lead up to the 2028
Olympic Games. State alum Chloe Malau'ulu (2019-23) won gold
with American Samoa at the 2025 Pacific Mini Games, and Kalani
Sells (2025-pr.), Kiarra Sells (2023-pr.), Matalasi Faapito (2022-
24) and Fa Leilua (2019-21) would all be eligible for the team.

» Former Bulldog Mia Davidson (2018-22) won a silver medal at the
2024 WBSC Women's World Cup Final. Davidson also played with the
U.S. Women's National Team at the 2022 Pan American Championships
(Guatemala), 2023 WBSC World Cup Group Stage (Ireland) and 2023
Pan American Games (Chile).

» MSU alum lyhia McMichael (2001-04) is currently serving as an as-
sistant coach on the U.S. U-15 Girls' National Team where she guided
the team to the 2023 Utsugi Cup championship and a gold medal at
the 2023 WBSC Americas Qualifier. In her playing days, McMichael
won the 2003 Canada Cup with Team USA.

» Mississippi State's transfer class was ranked No. 3 in the nation by
6-4-3 Charts, which based its rankings on the total number of Wins
Above Replacement (WAR) each school added. State's 17.43 WAR
added was tied for the most in the SEC with Tennessee.

» State made a big splash at both the pitcher and catcher positions.

» Bulldog catchers finished with a combined 6.07 Defensive Runs Saved
(DRS) in 2025. Anna Carder and Des Rivera combined for 10.42
DRS last season. That stands as the largest defensive upgrade (+4.35
DRS) at any position on the team this year, and it's the second-largest
improvement by a catching unit in the SEC (Kentucky, +6.32).

» MSU's bullpen saw its combined Wins Above Replacement total
climb from 5.68 to 11.17 (+5.49) with the additions of Peja Goold,
Alyssa Faircloth and Leila Ammon. That's the second-largest WAR
improvement of any position group on any team in the SEC and the
best by any SEC bullpen.

» Five of the six transfers earned all-conference honors last spring.

PLANTING THE FLAG

» The Bulldogs wear the flags of their home states on the back of their
batting helmets, a tribute started in 2025.

» Samantha Ricketts has expanded the Bulldogs’ recruiting reach in
recent years. She is responsible for recruiting the first softball stu-
dent-athletes in MSU history from the states of Arkansas, Kentucky,
Maryland, New Jersey, New York and West Virginia.

» Brinkley Moreton (Arkansas), Taylor Troutman (Kentucky), Gabby
Schaeffer (New York) and Gretta Grassel (Wisconsin) are all just
the second players in school history from their states.

PLANNED PROMOS

» State’s Salute to Service game on March 13 means a little bit more
to Nadia Barbary, whose parents both served in the Air Force. She
was born on Lackland Air Force Base. Leila Ammon's father is in the
Marine Corps.

» Barbary's mother and Ammon's father will throw out first pitches.

» Mississippi State will hold its fifth annual First Responder Home
Run Derby on March 15 following the Bulldogs' series finale with
Tennessee. The firefighters have won all four prior years against the
Starkville and MSU police departments, but this year's derby will pit
two separate shifts of Starkville Fire Department against each other.

» A number of players have first responders in their families including
Morgan Stiles and Delainey Everett.

» Everett's father passed away suddenly and unexpectedly two weeks
before the start of the 2025 season. His badge number is embroidered
on Everett's pitching towel.

» The Bulldogs' Think Pink game is set for April 10 against Arkansas.

» State’s annual Bark in the Park game is scheduled for April 12
against Arkansas. Traditionally, each player's headshot on the video-
board is replaced with their own submitted photos of their pets.

» The final home weekend against LSU on April 24-26 is packed with
promos honoring State's senior class. On-field graduation ceremonies
are scheduled for Friday night with Senior Day on Saturday. Samoan
Heritage Day wraps up the home slate at Nusz Park, recognizing
senior Kiarra Sells and her sister, sophomore Kalani Sells.

ALL FOR ALEX

» Alex Wilcox was a member of the Bulldogs' 2018 team who inspired
the nation with her courageous fight against ovarian cancer. That fight
ultimately took her life that summer at the age of 18.

» MSU immortalized Wilcox by retiring her No. 8 jersey on Sept. 15,
2018, making Wilcox the first female student-athlete in MSU
history to have her jersey retired.

» State's annual February Freezer tournament was rebranded in 2019 as
The Snowman: Alex Wilcox Memorial.

» The AW For Alex campaign was started in 2021 as a joint effort of LSU
head coach Beth Torina and MSU head coach Samantha Ricketts.

» AlL 15 SEC schools unite to wear teal or teal accents for one day each
year to recognize her impact on the softball community and raise
awareness of the disease. All For Alex Weekend is April 11, 2026.

ALL ABOUT ATHLETE ENGINEERING

» In the summer of 2024, former Bulldog pitcher Hosanna Lindblade
and student manager Rachel Barber interned with the athlete
engineering institute on Mississippi State's campus and developed
a hitting platform that integrates force plates to capture data in
real-time while a batter is working on their swing in the cages.

» Designed, developed and constructed by Lindblade, Barber and their
supervisors across campus, the product was delivered in January
2025 and is being used in the Bulldogs' practices and workouts.

» Engineered to the exact measurements of the batter's box and home
plate, the platform was made out of honeycomb core filler used in
rockets covered by aircraft skin, making it incredibly durable yet light
enough that one person can move the three pieces by themselves.

» MSU's athlete engineering institute is a first-of-its-kind collaboration
between campus researchers and athletic department staff and
coaches. The multidisciplinary department brings together engineers,
kinesiology researchers, strength and conditioning coaches, athletic
trainers and nutritionists to create groundbreaking research methods
and wearable technology.

» Lindblade stepped away from softball following her sophomore year
to pursue her career goals and serve more actively in her church
community, while Barber graduated in May 2025.

» Samantha Ricketts has signed four top-20 recruiting classes since
the fall of 2021, and three top-10 classes (No. 4 in 2017, No. 7 in 2019,
No. 10 in 2023) at MSU dating back to her time as a primary recruiter
while she was still an assistant for State.

» Additionally, under Ricketts, State has signed the first Bulldog in
program history from six new states.

» Kiarra Sells now plays with hearing aids after beginning her colle-
giate career without them. She hopes to be an advocate for athletes
with hearing loss and break the stigma around hearing aids in sports.

PINK PONY

» Fans and media will notice a stuffed unicorn hobby horse in the Bulldog dugout this season.

» The unicorn originates from State's class talent show in the fall and was a prop used by the junior class. Afterwards, he ended up in Ally Supan’s
locker, and she has become the keeper of “Pink Pony."

» Supan insists that he be correctly identified as a unicorn.

» Pink Pony's nickname is just Pony.

» Whenever a Bulldog scores, they ride Pink Pony down the dugout. The lone exception is Morgan Stiles, who just carries Pony in one hand while
high-fiving her teammates.

» Additionally, Anna Carder, who rode Pony in the talent show originally, uses Pink Pony Club as one of her walk-up songs.

» Leila Ammon's parents, Michelle and Charles, have brought the family dog, Finnegan, to every game - home and away - this season.

» The Ammons have had the seven-year-old Frenchton (75 percent French bulldog, 25 percent Boston terrier) since 2019.

» He has been caught on camera during TV broadcasts multiple times this season, and was picked up by the [@NCAASoftball social accounts on
March 6 during State's game at South Alabama.

» Nadia Barbary's parents have become fixtures in Nusz Park. They always sit on the first row behind home plate at the left end of the row from the
broadcast camera's perspective.

» Her father, Irving, has a trademark maroon fedora that he wears to each game, and he can often be heard prior to the first pitch of each Bulldog
at-bat yelling his trademark “Come on Nadia!" along with the nicknames of each teammate for their turns at the plate.

» Both of her parents served in the Air Force. Irving threw out the first pitch for MSU's 2025 military appreciation game, and her mother, Shannon,
will do so in 2026.

» On-duty firefighters from the Starkville Fire Department often attend MSU softball games, parking in right-center field and watching from the top
of their ladder truck.

» The firefighters began regularly attending games in 2024.

» Starkville Fire has won the annual First Responder Home Run Derby every season that it has been held, going 4-0 against the Starkville Police
Department and MSU campus police officers.

» In appreciation of their continued support, members of the State softball team will visit Fire Station 1 on Wednesday, March 11, and participate in
activities around the station to get a look inside the firefighters' daily routines.
