THE CLUBHOUSE

Home to the Mississippi State soccer team since 1995 and located on the north side of the Mississippi State
University campus, the MSU Soccer Field joins the Mike Sanders Track Complex, Dudy Noble Field/Polk-Dement
Stadium (baseball), Nusz Park (softball) and the A.J. Pitts Tennis Centre to give MSU one of the finest Olympic
sport venues in collegiate athletics.

The facility features a main grandstand area which accommodates more than 500 people, while the grass
hillsides that bookend the stands can seat over 2,000 fans for any given contest. The program debuted a 2,600
square-foot brick facility in 2008 which houses a concession stand, men’s and women’s restrooms and a
spacious press box, which is divided into four separate work areas to accommodate television and team video
personnel. The MSU Soccer Field also includes covered dugouts for participating teams and an air-conditioned
space for the visiting team and officials.

Hailed as one of the top playing surfaces in the Southeastern Conference, the field stretches 114 yards long
and 74 yards wide. The regulation NCAA Championship field features Mississippi Pride grass - developed by
researchers on the Mississippi State campus. Mississippi State’s grass is also licensed out and used at pres-
tigious golf courses, the Rose Bowl, the StubHub Center (LA Galaxy) Kaufman Stadium (Kansas City Royals),
Chase Field (Arizona Diamondbacks) and other professional venues.

Lights were added just after the conclusion of the 2002 campaign, equipping the facility for evening competi-
tion and giving it an added amenity that can only translate into better atmospheres.

The atmosphere at the facility has grown over the years, culminating with MSU’s historic SEC Championship
season in 2024. The Bulldogs set seven of the Top 10 attendance marks in that year alone, breaking the
single-game attendance record four times.

A school-record 4,022 fans packed the stands and the hillsides around the MSU Soccer Field on Nov. 22, 2024
as the Bulldogs defeated Washington in the NCAA Tournament to advance to their second straight Sweet 16.

In 2018 a new Daktronics LED display that measures 18 feet high by 32 feet wide was added to the field. This
new display features a 15HD pixel layout with wide angle visibility to bring crisp, clear imagery to Bulldog fans
at every game. It features industry-leading environmental protection to survive the elements while operating
as expected.

The MSU Soccer Clubhouse, a $1.8 million facility covering nearly 3,000 square feet adjacent to the soccer
field, was added during the 2016 soccer season to give the Bulldogs an on-field locker room for the first time
in program history. It was renovated in the summer of 2025 to modify the layout of the locker room and team
meeting room spaces.

| The facility a 600-square-foot film room/lounge, a 500-square-foot treatment area, 300-square-foot equipment

and laundry room, a 300-sqaure-foot coaches conference room/locker room and a 250-square-foot kitchen.

The facility also houses a 1,000-square-foot player locker room, shower area and bathroom that is easily
accessible from the field.

In addition to his college coaching experience, Zimmerman has worked
with Region I, US Soccer NTC, and 1D2 US Club Soccer.

on staff at elite camps at the University of Virginia and Florida State

Jonathan Garbar was hired as an assistant coach at Mississippi State
on January 23, 2025 and promoted to associate head coach later that
semester. At MSU, he is primarily responsible for connected team play
and handles the majority of State’s international recruiting.

Garbar came to Starkville on the heels of being named the Conference
USA Coach of the Year while leading FIU to both regular season and
conference tournament championships in 2024. In his tenure with the
Panthers, he transformed the program from a 2-15 record the year before
he arrived to a 13-5-2 record in his final campaign and returned the
squad to the NCAA Tournament for the first time in 13 years. Along the
way, FIU posted the largest RPI improvement in the nation from the 2021
to 2024 seasons.

In his final season in Miami, Garbar’s team produced a top-10 goal
scoring season in program history, netting 41 goals, while allowing just
18, the second-fewest allowed in school history.

The 2023 campaign saw a vast improvement for FIU, and one of its

best seasons as a member of Conference USA. The Panthers won eight
matches, the most in a single season since 2013 and matching their win
total from the previous three seasons combined. The offense shined,
scoring 38 goals, FIU's highest scoring output as a member of C-USA.
Defensively, FIU made strong strides, conceding just 19 goals to their
opponents, its lowest total in more than a decade. The Panthers received
a program record seven All-Conference USA selections, and their first
selection to the First Team since 2015.

Prior to FIU, Garbar spent four years at Division Il Franklin Pierce
University, after taking over as the head coach in 2017. He coached three
seasons due to the 2020 season being canceled by COVID-19. Garbar
earned a 34-15-6 mark with the Ravens during his tenure, including a 16-
2-2 mark in 2018 that culminated with a conference title, the program’s
first since 2006, and trip to the NCAA Division Il Tournament. The Ravens
finished 2018 ranked No. 20 in the final United Soccer Coaches poll,
while climbing as high as No. 7 during the season. Garbar was named the
Northeast 10 Coach of the Year that season.

While at Franklin Pierce, Garbar saw seven athletes receive all-confer-
ence nods, five earn all-region selection and three be named All-Amer-
icans. He tutored one conference Player of the Year and one Defensive
Player of the Year. Following their careers with the Ravens, four of
Garbar’s players went onto sign first division professional contracts in
Europe and South America.

{ His first collegiate coaching job was as the head coach at Monroe
i College from 2012-2016. He took over in the program’s first year after

elevating to the Division | level of the NJCAA and promptly rattled off a
72-7-4 record. Garbar’s tenure at Monroe was highlighted by a NJCAA

National Championship in 2014, as well as a national semifinal appear-
ance in 2015. The 2014 national title earned him National Coach of the
Year honors from the National Soccer Coaches Association of America.

While at Monroe, Garbar saw 31 players promoted from the NJCAA

ranks to the NCAA, which was more than any other junior college in the
country. Five of his former student athletes went on to play at schools in
the Power Five. Internationally, his athletes represented England, Spain,
Brazil and Croatia on national teams.

i Garbar has deep recruiting ties to Central and South America and is flu-

ent in both Spanish and Portuguese. He previously served as an assistant
coach with the Puerto Rican Women’s National Team. His duties with the
national squad included overseeing northeast identification and recruit-
ment. While at Monroe College, he served as the institution’s Director for
South American Recruitment from 2013-2015, and prior to that Garbar
worked from 2010-2012 creating a program specifically targeted towards
bringing international students to Monroe College.

A native of Maplewood, New Jersey, Garbar graduated from Delaware in
2002 with a degree in liberal arts, before earning his master’s degree in
teaching from Pace University in 2007.

KAT STRATTON

ASSISTANT COACH | SIXTH SEASON

Kat Stratton joined the Bulldog soccer program on Feb. 18, 2020, as a
volunteer assistant coach working with State’s goalkeepers. She was
elevated to a full-time assistant coach prior to the 2023 season.

She was instrumental in the development of 2024 SEC Goalkeeper of
the Year and United Soccer Coaches Second Team All-American Maddy
Anderson. Anderson closed her MSU career as the Bulldogs’ all-time
leader in shutouts (39), wins (51) and goals against average (0.84).

The Bulldogs have broken the school record for shutouts in each of the
last three seasons. In 2022, Stratton’s keepers posted a then-school-re-
cord 10 shutouts, while Anderson set records for fewest goals allowed in
a season (9) and goals against average (0.64). The following year, State
blanked the opponent 11 times, and Anderson’s goals against average
stood a 0.69. Finally, in 2024, MSU shut out the opponent in 16 of its 22
matches. Anderson broke the single-season record with a 0.47 goals
against average, allowing just 10 goals in 1,915 minutes.

Prior to that impressive run of goalkeeper performance, Bulldog keepers
recorded four shutouts in each of her first three seasons. Stratton’s first
year in 2020 was also Anderson’s first year in the Maroon and White. The
Bulldogs relied on the young freshman and redshirt freshman Hannah
Pimentel throughout the season, yet still managed to post a team goals
against average of 1.17 that ranked fourth in school history at the time.
Anderson earned SEC All-Freshman Team honors following the fall
portion of the season.

The 2020 season was split across the fall and spring semesters in
response to the global COVID-19 pandemic. In the four-game spring,
Stratton's netminders held steady, allowing only one goal.

Stratton came to Starkville from Mississippi College in Clinton, Mis-
sissippi, where she was a volunteer assistant. While coaching with the
Choctaws, she also served as the goalkeeper director and head coach of
the U11 and U12 squads at the Brilla JUNIORS club.

In addition to her goalkeeper responsibilities, Stratton helped with
scouting and game day operations at Mississippi College. The Choctaws
won the 2019 Gulf South Conference championship, and goalkeeper
Gabby Kayser was a D2CCA First Team All-South Region and First Team
AlL-Gulf South selection under Stratton’s tutelage.

Stratton was a standout goalkeeper at the University of Alabama for five
years and was named team captain as a senior. She earned Third Team
AlL-South Region honors as a junior and finished third in the SEC in saves
(91) fourth in save percentage (.805), fifth in saves per game (4.79) and

i seventh in both goals against average (1.14) and shutouts (5) that year.

The Tupelo, Mississippi, native finished her career second in the program
record books in goals against average (1.31) and total shutouts (12),
third in career wins (22), fourth in save percentage (.753) and sixth in
saves (201). On Aug. 27, 2017, she posted a shutout victory over then-
No. 4 Florida State for the Tide’s first win against a top-10 opponent in
program history.

While attending Alabama, she worked the Roll Tide Soccer Academy for
three summers before offering individual skill lessons in the Birmingham
area for her final semester of classes once her eligibility was exhausted.

As a club player, Stratton was selection to the Region Il Olympic Devel-
opment Program team for five consecutive years, traveling to Costa Rica,
Germany and France for international competition. In 2009 and 2010, she
earned spots on the U.S. U14 and U15 National Teams.

i Stratton grew up as a Mississippi State fan as her mother and brothers

are all alumni. Most notably, her brother Chris played baseball for the
Diamond Dawgs for three years before he was selected in the first round
of the 2012 MLB Draft by the San Francisco Giants. He won the 2023
World Series with the Texas Rangers.

HENRY ZAPATA

ASSISTANT COACH | SIXTH SEASON

Henry Zapata, a veteran of collegiate soccer coaching with more than a
decade of experience at Division | schools across the country, was hired
as an assistant coach at Mississippi State on Jan. 29, 2025. Zapata's
primary responsibility on the staff is to tutor the Bulldog defenders while
being heavily involved in recruiting activities, particularly among the
junior college ranks.

Zapata most recently coached at Texas State where he spent three
seasons from 2022-24. In his final season, Texas State reached the Sun
Belt Conference Tournament championship match, losing by one goal to
JMU. That came on the heels of a five-match shutout streak to close the
regular season and carry the Bobcats through the tournament. With his
assistance, four players earned all-conference recognition, the most for
the program since 2018.

The Bobcats won 12 matches in two of his three seasons in San Marcos,
which were just two shy of the program’s single-season record. The
program was on a constant rise, tying atop the conference’s western
division in the standings in Year 1, winning its first conference tourna-
ment match since 2018 in Year 2 and finally reaching the conference
tournament championship match in Year 3.

Zapata helped coach an offense that set a team record with 37 assists
while scoring 32 goals in 2023. In his first year in San Marcos, Texas
State netted 28 goals in the campaign, its highest scoring output since
2018.

Zapata served on the lowa State staff in 2021 where he was also the
Cyclones’ recruiting coordinator. lowa State went undefeated in its final
five games of the year, which stood as its longest unbeaten streak since
2010.

Prior to his time in Ames, Zapata served as the associate head coach
for four years at Lamar. He helped guide the Cardinals to a pair of NCAA
Tournament appearances and the three winningest seasons (2017, 2018,
2019) in program history, including a historic 18-win campaign in 2017.

Following a two-win season in 2016, the Cardinals made a remarkable
turnaround in 2017, tying the NCAA record for the largest single-season
win improvement. Zapata was tasked with implementing the tactical and
technical training for defenders with the Cardinals. Under his leadership,
the Cardinals posted a school-record 0.90 goals against average, record-
ed 10 shutouts and secured their first-ever NCAA Tournament berth. Two
of his defenders and the Cardinals” goalkeeper earned all-conference
honors.

{ During Lamar’s historic 2017 season, the Cardinals finished with an
i 18-4-1 overall record and a 10-1-0 mark in the Southland Confer-

ence, setting new school records for both total wins and conference
victories. In 2019, the Cardinals won their second Southland Conference
regular-season title and claimed another SLC Tournament championship.
Lamar finished the regular season with a 16-7 record and a 10-1 mark in
the Southland Conference.

Iapata served as an assistant coach at Elon University in 2015, where
he led goalkeeper training. Under his guidance, the team achieved a
421-minute scoreless streak and recorded four straight shutouts for the
first time in the program’s Division | history. Along the way, the Phoenix
totaled eight shutouts for the season.

Tapata spent two years (2013-14) on the women’s soccer staff at Georgia
as a volunteer assistant coach. While in Athens, Zapata contributed to
securing an NCAA Tournament berth in 2014. That season, the Bulldogs
climbed as high as No. 14 in the rankings and three players earned
AUL-SEC honors. With Zapata overseeing the goalkeepers in 2013, Georgia

recorded eight consecutive shutouts and finished with 11 on the season.

i Prior to his tenure in the SEC, Zapata coached at the College of

Charleston, where he spent two seasons and saw four players earn
all-conference recognition, and Illinois. He also coached club soccer in
the states of South Carolina and ILlinois while on staff.

His career began as a volunteer assistant at Illinois, his alma mater, and
the Little ILlini Soccer Club where he was the goalkeeper trainer. Zapata
graduated from Illinois in 2008 with a degree in broadcast journalism.
He completed his master’s degree in sport management from the same
institution in 2011.

ALYSSA D'ALO

DIRECTOR OF OPERATIONS | THIRD SEASON

Alyssa D'Aloise, a native of Dallas, Texas, was named director of soccer
operations prior to the 2023 season after graduating and exhausting her
eligibility with the program.

She spent the last three seasons of her playing career as the team’s

captain after a vote by her teammates. While wearing Maroon and White,

she played and started in 45 matches in the midfield scoring two career
goals. She was a perfect 3-0 against Ole Miss in her career, helping
Mississippi State earn two shutouts in those contests.

She was named to the 2022 Academic All-District team with a perfect
4.0 GPA and is a two-time graduate of Mississippi State. She earned her
bachelor’s in kinesiology - clinical exercise physiology and her master’s
in business administration and was a member of the SEC Academic
Honor Roll.

In her final season in Starkville, D’Aloise logged over 1,500 minutes on
the pitch and helped lead the Bulldogs to one of their best seasons in
program history. The Bulldogs made the NCAA Tournament for just the

second time, earning their first tournament win while also earning their
highest ranking in the United Soccer Coaches Poll in program history
(No. 21). Their 21-win campaign also tied for the second-most wins in a
single-season.

During her Bulldog career, D’Aloise helped State win 23 matches, earn

14 shutout victories (18 total shutouts), and played at least 90 minutes
18 times.
