LET ME BE“BRASCH”

#THETIGUE REACHES 1K WINS

» Cody Brasch opened the season in the back end
of the bullpen before moving to the rotation full time
in mid-April.

P Since being penciled in as the Friday Night starter
beginning on April 17 at Troy, Brasch has posted a 3-0
record with a 1.91 ERA with a 30/7 strikeout-to-walk
ratio.

P Brasch enters the postseason as the SBC leader
among qualifying pitchers in seven categories: ERA
(2.04), opponent batting average (.181), fewest hits
allowed per nine innings (5.73), runs allowed (17),
earned runs allowed (16) and WHIP (0.93).

NO. 21 JOINS #THETIGUE WALL OF HONOR

» UL Hall of Fame member, MLB All-Star and two-
time Team USA member Jonathan Lucroy officially
had his No. 21 added the center field wall at #The-
Tigue during Alumni Weekend ceremonies against
Georgia State.

» Lucroy, who will be inducted into the Louisiana
Sports Hall of Fame this summer, became the third
player in program history to have his jersey retired,
joining his former head coach - the late Tony Robi-
chaux (No. 36) - and former New York Yankees stand-
out and Cy Young Award winner Ron Guidry (No. 3).

THE HERMANN-ATOR DOES IT AGAIN

» Southpaw Andrew Herrmann tossed the first com-
plete-game, one-hit shutout in nearly a decade when
he blanked UC San Diego on February 28.

» Herrmann fanned a career-high 13 batters and
pitched 5.2 innings of no-hit ball in recording his
second career complete-game.

» His performance marked the first one-hit shutout
since Evan Guillory blanked Northwestern State on
April 5,2016.

» Herrmann capped off the week with several week-
ly awards - Sun Belt Conference Pitcher of the Week,
NCBWA National Pitcher of the Week, College Baseball
Foundation National Pitcher of the Week, Baseball
America’'s Week 3 Team of the Week.

P Louisiana’s series against Old Dominion was historic
in nature, capped by a 2-0 win on March 24, 2024 for
the 1,000th career victory at M.L.“Tigue” Moore Field
at Russo Park.

P Since its opening in 1978, #TheTigue has recorded
a1,055-434-2 record, and eclipsed the 2.5-million fan
mark against UC San Diego on February 27, 2026.

COMPLETE-GAME HERRMANN

P> After entering the season with no complete games
to his credit, Andrew Herrmann notched four during
the 2026 season to rank second among Division |
pitchers.

» Herrmann tossed a complete-game 1-hit shutout
against UC San Diego on February 28 before coming
back two weeks later against South Alabama.

» Herrmann overcame a rough start in the first inning
after hitting the leadoff batter before surrendering

a two-run homer to Duncan Mathews as part of a
25-pitch inning.

» The veteran would then need 80 pitches over the
final 8.0 innings to secure the complete game.

P The left-hander added his third CG of the season
against No. 10 Southern Miss before tossing a seven-in-
ning complete game against Georgia State.

THE NEWEST MEMBER OF “SHORTSTOP U”

» True freshman Blaze Rodriguez has quickly etched
his name among the great UL shortstops in school
history, including former Cajuns Blake Trahan, Hayden
Cantrelle and Kyle DeBarge.

» The Slidell native ranks among the top hitters for
the Cajuns this season and has made several jaw-drop-
ping plays defensively.

» Rodriguez has also shown patience at the plate,
helping Louisiana claim a pair of walk-off wins over
Big 10 member Maryland - a walk-off walk in the ninth
inning to cap a four-run rally, and an RBI single in the
15th inning of a 6-5 win and cap a three-game sweep.

RETIRED NUMBERS

RON GUIDRY

» The former Ragin’Cajuns

pitcher and New York Yan-

kees All-Star was inducted

into the Louisiana Athletics

Hall of Fame on Oct. 31,

2015.

» Guidry, after a standout career for the Ragin’
Cajuns, was chosen in the third round of the
Major League Baseball draft in 1971. He spent
several years in the minor leagues, then, in 1975,
began a brilliant, 14-year playing career with the
Yankees.

» No year was brighter than 1978, when the
team won its second straight World Series. Guidry
posted a 25-3 record, a winning percentage

that is among the Top 10 in baseball history. He
earned the Cy Young Award as the top pitcher

in the American League. Sports lllustrated called
him “the man the New York Yankees couldn’t have
won the world championship without...”

TONY ROBICHAUX

» Robichaux won 1,177
games in a 33-year coaching
career that was cut short by
his untimely death in 2019
atage 57. At the time, he
was the seventh-winningest
active coach in the NCAA (1,177-767-2) and still
ranks 28th among Division | coaches all-time.

P Serving as his own pitching coach throughout
his career, Robichaux coached his entire career

in the state of Louisiana, beginning at McNeese
State (1988-94) before moving to Louisiana
(1995-2019). He is the only coach in NCAA history
to rank as the all-time winningest coach at two
different Division | schools in the same state.

P Robichaux won 914 games in his career

with the Ragin’ Cajuns and led Louisiana to 12
NCAA regional appearances, four Super regional
appearances and the 2000 College World Series.
His 2014 team went 58-10 and was ranked No.

1 nationally in the final weeks of the season and
was part of a legacy that produced seven Sun Belt
Conference regular-season titles and four Sun Belt
tournament titles.

JONATHAN LUCROY

» A three-year letterwin-

ner at UL from 2005-07,

Lucroy established himself

as one of the most accom-

plished hitters in school

history. He finished his

career with a .356 batting average and still ranks
among the program’s all-time leaders in multiple
categories.

P Lucroy, a 2017 inductee into UL's Athletics Hall
of Fame, earned Freshman All-America honors
after hitting .379 with five home runs and 48 RBI.
A two-time All-Sun Belt Conference selection,

he capped his career in 2007 by setting a then,
single-season school record with 174 total bases.
» Following his collegiate career, Lucroy was
selected in the third round of the 2007 MLB Draft
by the Milwaukee Brewers and went on to enjoy
a 12-year MLB career

» Over his career, he posted a .274 batting
average with 108 home runs and 548 RBI.

AT RUSS0 PARK

.L.“Tigue” Moore Field at Russo Park, one of the
M state of Louisiana’s largest and most impressive

baseball facilities, has been the home of the Louisi-
ana’s Ragin’ Cajuns since 1978.

The recently renovated ballpark, which debuted its
new look partially for the 2017 season before reaching full
completion for the 2018 season, has an official capacity of
6,015. The new press box and suite structure features an
enhanced grand-stand, club level and fourth floor with 10
luxury suites and expanded media amenities.

Prior to the start of the 2020 season and the Matt
Deggs Era of Ragin’ Cajuns Baseball, Russo Park received an
upgrade with a new padded outfield wall being installed.

Not long after Moore Field opened in 1978, the field's
namesake, M.L. “Tigue” Moore, arranged for pine seedlings
to be planted right behind and all the way around the
outfield wall. Today, they provide a majestic backdrop for
Ragin’ Cajuns Baseball action.

In the history of Moore Field, just over 2.4 fans have
gone through the turnstiles to see the Cajuns play with the
mark surpassed during the 2024 season.

Since 1999, Louisiana has consistently ranked in the
Top 50 nationally in total and average home attendance
(see p. 5). During the Cajuns’ 2000 World Series run, Louisi-
ana ranked 26th in total home attendance. The 2003 season
saw a record 70,267 enter “The Tigue”. In 2010, the Cajuns
were 32nd in average home attendance at 1,896 marking
the 11th consecutive sea-son with a 1,000-plus average.

In 2019, Louisiana ranked eighth in the country in
average attendance per game with 4,663 fans coming to the
park per contest.

Moore Field was dedicated March 31, 1979, in honor
of the Moore Family. The facility officially became known
as M.L. “Tigue” Moore Field when the Cajuns opened their
1995 season against Maine on March 3, 1995 - also marking
the home debut of the late Tony Robichaux, the legendary
head coach of Louisiana’s baseball program.

The late Marion Lartigue Moore, Jr. and his wife, the
late Catherine Moore, touched thousands of lives with their
volunteer work at the University and throughout Acadiana.

“Tigue” Moore, known as “Mr. Baseball” in Acadiana,
was respected throughout the nation for his tireless work
in promoting the game. He won the Roberto Clemente
Humanitarian Award in 1975.

“The Tigue” received its most visible upgrade in
January 2010 when a ProGrass Synthetic Turf System was
installed.

Under Robichaux’s guidance, the facility received

several upgrades over the years: a 71-foot state-of-the-art
scoreboard, netting behind home plate was replaced, a
brick backstop installed, addition of chairbacks in the box
seats and grand-stand areas, field-level boxes down the foul
lines, and enlarged bleachers down the basepaths.

M.L. “Tigue” Moore Field at Russo Park also includes the
H.O. Roy Room, which houses the Ragin’ Cajuns gift shop,

a 4,000 square-foot locker room facility, five batting cages
down the right-field lines and lights for night games.

“The Tigue” was the site of the 1997, 2001, 2003, 2008,
2013 and 2018 Sun Belt Conference Tournament.

Russo Park has been the site of some of the greatest
seasons in Cajuns baseball history, as well as several mile-
stones.

In 2019, Robichaux tallied his 900th win as the head
baseball coach at the University.

The last NCAA Regional Louisiana hosted was during
the 2016 season when the team finished 24-7 at home.

During the 2014 season, M.L. “Tigue” Moore Field at
Russo Park hosted an NCAA Super Regional against Ole Miss
while during the regular season the Cajuns climbed up to
the number one overall ranking in the country and posted a
program-record 58 wins.

In 2009, the Cajuns recorded their 700th win at M.L.
“Tigue” Moore Field at Russo Park “ on March 20 vs. UALR.
The 2008 season saw Coach Robichaux earn his 300th
victory at M.L. “Tigue” Moore Field at Russo Park with a 4-2
win over New Orleans on May 15.

On March 17, 2003, Robichaux won his 292nd game as
the Cajuns’ skipper, passing Mike Boulanger for the school
record.

Ayear earlier, on March 2, 2002, Moore Field was the
site of Robichaux’s 500th career win as a head coach.

The Cajuns celebrated their 500th victory with a 4-1 win
over Oklahoma on February 26, 2000.

In 2000, the Cajuns enjoyed one of the greatest seasons
in M.L. “Tigue” Moore Field at Russo Park history. During
that time, the squad set a new school record with a .909
winning percentage after posting a 30-3 record.

HEAD COACH

MATT DEGGS

Matt Deggs begins his seventh season leading the Louisiana Baseball program after being named
head coach on July 18, 2019.

Taking over following the passing of legendary head coach Tony Robichaux, Deggs helped restore the
tradition of the Ragin’Cajuns program with a Sun Belt Conference championship in 2022 and the program’s
17th all-time appearance in the NCAA Regionals. Louisiana finished 37-23 that season, its highest win total
since posting a 43-21 record in 2016 when the Ragin’ Cajuns hosted an NCAA Regional for the second time
in three years.

Louisiana returned to the postseason again in 2023, eclipsing the 40-win mark for the first time since
2016 with a 41-24 record. The Cajuns produced one of the most dynamic teams in school history, setting
single-season program records for stolen bases (166) and fielding percentage (.982). Five players recorded
20 or more steals, highlighted by Heath Hood becoming the first Cajun since 2000 to swipe 30 or more bases
in a season. Louisiana also earned four victories over top-10 opponents, including three against Coastal
Carolina and an 8-5 victory at No. 1-ranked and eventual national champion LSU.

Deggs, the architect of the Ragin’ Cajuns’ aggressive “Pack” offense during his first stint in Lafayette
from 2012-14, guided one of the nation’s most explosive lineups in 2022. Louisiana ranked second nationally
in triples (28) and fifth in triples per game (0.47). The Cajuns were equally aggressive on the basepaths,
stealing 138 bases — the program’s highest total since tying the then-school record of 145 in both 1991 and
2002. Carson Roccaforte, Tyler Robertson and Max Marusak each recorded 20 or more steals, while Hood
and Kyle DeBarge added 19 and 16, respectively.

Defensively, Louisiana led the Sun Belt Conference and ranked among the nation’s top 50 teams in
earned run average (4.24), double plays (51) and double plays per game (0.85).

Deggs first assumed leadership of the program during a challenging time following Robichaux’s
passing in July 2019. His inaugural season in 2020 was shortened by the COVID-19 pandemic after Louisiana
posted an 8-9 record. With a full season restored in 2021, Deggs guided the Cajuns to a 32-23 record and the
Sun Belt Conference West Division title.

A native of Texas City, Texas, Deggs previously served on Robichaux’s staff at Louisiana and helped
guide the 2014 team that finished 58-10 overall and earned a consensus No. 1 national ranking. Following
that historic season, Deggs left Lafayette to become head coach at Sam Houston State, where he spent five
successful seasons before returning to Cajun Country.

During his tenure at Sam Houston State, Deggs compiled a 187-118 (.613) record while leading the
Bearkats to three Southland Conference regular-season championships in a four-year span. His 2017 team
made history by becoming the first Southland program to advance to an NCAA Super Regional.

The Bearkats reached the NCAA Tournament twice under Deggs (2016, 2017). In 2016, Sam Houston
State went 42-22 overall and 24-6 in conference play, capturing both the Southland regular-season and
tournament championships while advancing to the NCAA Regional in Lafayette. Deggs followed with a
44-23 campaign in 2017 as the Bearkats closed the year by winning 12 of their final 13 games to secure the
program’s first Super Regional appearance in Tallahassee, Florida.

That 2017 squad finished ranked in all six national polls, including No. 14 by Collegiate Baseball, No. 16
by the NCBWA, No. 18 by D1Baseball, No. 19 in the USA Today Coaches Poll, No. 20 by Baseball America and
No. 22 by Perfect Game.

Deggs'’ final two teams at Sam Houston State continued the program’s success, capturing Southland
regular-season titles in both 2018 (39-20, 24-6) and 2019 (31-25, 20-10). Player development remained
a hallmark of the program, with 16 Bearkats selected in the Major League Baseball Draft during his five
seasons.

Deggs originally joined the Louisiana staff during the 2012 season as an assistant coach, serving as
hitting coach and third base coach while overseeing personnel and recruiting. During his tenure, Louisiana
players earned 15 All-Sun Belt selections, three All-America honors and two Freshman All-America accolades.
Former Cajun standout Blake Trahan was named Sun Belt Conference Player of the Year and became the
program’s first Team USA selection.

The 2014 season remains one of the most memorable in program history. Louisiana posted a school-
record 58 victories, captured the Sun Belt regular-season title with a 26-4 league mark and helped spark a
run of three consecutive Sun Belt Tournament championships from 2014-16.

The No. 1 ranking Louisiana achieved in 2014 marked the second time a program featuring Deggs
reached the top spot nationally. While serving on staff at Texas A&M from 2006-10, the Aggies earned the
school’s first preseason No. 1 national ranking in 2009.
