TOP 25 FOR MOST OF 2018-19

« Mississippi State is listed among the receiving votes category
in both the Associated Press and the USA Today/Coaches Top
25 poll for the fourth consecutive week (As of 03/11).

« The Bulldogs started 2018-19 ranked among the AP’s Top 25
and the USA Today/Coaches Top 25 polls for 13th consecutive
editions. There was no USA/Today Coaches Top 25 on 11/12.

- The 13 consecutive AP polls matched the 2004-05 team for
the program’s third longest streak to start the season. This
year’s squad trailed only the 2002-03 and 1958-59 squads
who were ranked for 17 and 14 straight polls, respectively.

«The No. 14 ranking on 01/07 was the highest for the Bulldogs
since being ranked No. 11 on Jan. 11, 2005 in the AP Top 25,
and the program’s best going back to Dec. 26, 2011 when MSU
also checked in at No. 14 among the USA/Today Coaches Top 25.

- The last time MSU was a consensus pre-season top 25 squad
was in 2009-10 when the Bulldogs were ranked identically at
No. 18 by the AP and at No. 19 by the USA Today/Coaches polls.

MEDIA PREDICTS MSU TO FOURTH-PLACE SEC FINISH
« Mississippi State was selected to finish fourth by a panel of
SEC and national media members announced on Oct. 16.

« The fourth-place nod is the highest pre-season prognostica-
tion for the Bulldogs since the SECmoved to its current format
with no divisions leading into the 2011-12 season.

- Mississippi State was chosen to finish second overall and win
the SEC Western Division in 2010-11.

25 WINS AND A SUCCESSFUL NIT RUN
- Ben Howland guided Mississippi State to a 25-12 record and
a NIT Final Four appearance in 2017-18.

« The 25 victories were the fourth-highest season total in pro-
gram history only behind the 1995-96, 2001-02 and 2003-04
squads.

WHAT’S BACK FROM 2017-18

- Mississippi State returns its top six scorers from last season
which include Quinndary Weatherspoon (14.4 PPG), Aric Hol-
man (10.9 PPG), Nick Weatherspoon (10.8 PPG), Lamar Peters
(9.6 PPG), Tyson Carter (8.9 PPG) and Abdul Ado (7.8 PPG).

« The six players combined for 2,264 points and 83.4 percent
of the team’s scoring a season ago. They also accounted for
118 of the team’s 128 efforts in double figures.

« Mississippi State’s freshmen class of Reggie Perry, D.J. Stew-
art and Robert Woodard Il were a consensus top 25 recruiting
class and ranked as high as No. 9 by Lindy’s Magazine.

« Perry was a 2018 McDonald’s All-American, a consensus
five-star recruit and the state of Georgia’s top prospect for the
(lass of 2018.

« He ranked as high as No. 16 in the ESPN Top 100, the No.
24 National Incoming Freshmen by Lindy’s Magazine, the
nation’s No. 29 Incoming Freshman by Rivals and the No. 31
National Recruit by 247 Sports for the Class of 2018.

- Stewart was tabbed as high as the No. 103 Recruit by Scout
and Rivals along with the No. 115 National Recruit by 247
Sports for the Class of 2018.

«Woodard II, the top-ranked player in Mississippi and a Dandy
Dozen selection, was ranked as high as the No. 30 Incoming
Freshman by Lindy’s Magazine. He also was named 2018 Mis-
sissippi Gatorade Player of the Year.

Q AND REGGIE NOTCH ALL-SEC POSTSEASON HONORS
+ Quinndary Weatherspoon and Reggie Perry captured All-SEC
accolades announced 03/12 by the league office.

« Weatherspoon came away with All-SEC First-Team honors
whereas Perry secured an All-SEC Freshman Team selection.

- Weatherspoon also was named to the Associated Press’ five-
person All-SEC First Team and earned a spot on the United
States Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) All-District
|V Team.

- For Weatherspoon, it marked the first time that a Mississippi
State player notched All-SECFirst-Team honors since Dee Bost
and Amett Moultrie during the 2011-12 season. He is the
13th player in program history to tuck three All-SEC selections
during his career, most recently Bost from 2010-12.

« Perry extends MSU’s streak to four consecutive seasons
with a player on the All-SEC Freshman Team under fourth-
year coach Ben Howland. He joins teammates Quinndary
Weatherspoon (2015-16), Lamar Peters (2016-17) and Nick
Weatherspoon (2017-18).

HALFTIME COMEBACKS UNDER COACH HOWLAND
« Mississippi State earned its 15th halftime comeback victory
under Coach Howland versus South Carolina on 02/23.

« The six halftime comebacks for the Bulldogs in 2018-19 is
the most during a single season since 2001-02. MSU has won
atleast three games during each of Coach Howland's four sea-
sons when trailing at the half.

« The Bulldogs have won a pair of SEC road games when trail-
ing at the half for the first time since 2010-11 which also in-
cluded victories at Ole Miss and at Arkansas.

« The Ole Miss comeback on 02/02 marked the first time that
the Bulldogs won a SEC road game when trailing at the half
since turning a 39-28 deficit into a 78-77 overtime victory at
Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012.

« Mississippi State made it back-to-back games with halftime
comebacks earlier this season after wins at Dayton on 11/30
and against McNeese State on 12/04.

« Aric Holman and Lamar Peters eclipsed 1,000 career points,
while Quinndary Weatherspoon tacked on another 20-point
performance to lift Mississippi State to a 92-81 Senior Day vic-
tory over Texas A&M at Humphrey Coliseum.

« The victory enabled the Bulldogs (22-9, 10-8 SEC) to capture
10 SEC victories for the first time since the 2007-08 season.

« For Peters, he dropped in 21 points coupled with eight assists
and six assists. The 21 points was his second highest total in a
SEC game on the season. He was 7-0f-12 from the floor and
knocked down five three’s.

« Mississippi State has won 16 of its 19 games when Peters
hands out five or more assists.

«Weatherspoon registered his 15th effort of 20 or more points
on the season. He scored 13 of his 20 points after halftime
and reached double figures for the 102nd time of his career.
Weatherspoon also distributed four assists.

« Mississippi State has posted a 19-2 record over the last two
seasons when Weatherspoon piles up 20-plus points.

« Tyson Carter pumped in 15 of his 18 points during the first
half. He matched a season’s best with six treys. He also added
four assists over his 37 minutes of action.

« Carter has provided double figures in four consecutive games
and six of his last seven outings.

« Holman returned to the starting lineup for the first time
since the Alabama game on Jan. 29. He nearly compiled a
double-double with 16 points and nine rebounds.

« It marked Holman's highest scoring effort since a 20-point
game at South Carolina during the SEC opener on Jan. 8.

+ Reggie Perry dialed up seven points, six rebounds and three
assists whereas Robert Woodard Il tacked on seven points
and four rebounds. Abdul Ado chipped in three points, six
rebounds and three blocks.

- For the contest, MSU hit 33-0f-63 shots from the field (52.4
percent), 16-0f-34 shots from three-point range (47.1 per-
cent) and 10-of-16 shots from the foul line (62.5 percent).

« Texas A&M countered with a 28-0f-60 mark from the field
(46.7 percent), a 9-0f-21 mark from three-point range (42.9
percent) and a 16-0f-21 mark from the foul line (76.2 percent).

« Mississippi State had 22 assists and 13 turnovers, while the
Aggies had 10 assists and 10 turnovers.

« The 16 treys and 22 assists were SEC single-game highs un-
der fourth-year coach Ben Howland.
