HALFTIME COMEBACKS UNDER COACH HOWLAND

« Mississippi State earned its 17th halftime comeback victory
and second this season under Coach Howland versus Radford
on 12/18.

« The Bulldogs wiped away an 18-point deficit (52-34) with
13:02 left against Sam Houston State on the strength of a 33-6
run to close the game.

« The six halftime comebacks for the Bulldogs in 2018-19
were the most during a single season since the 2001-02 team
notched seven. MSU has won at least three games during
Coach Howland's first four seasons when trailing at the half.

« The Bulldogs have won a pair of SEC road games when trail-
ing at the half for the first time since 2010-11 which also in-
cluded victories at Ole Miss and at Arkansas.

« The Ole Miss comeback on 02/02 marked the first time that
the Bulldogs won a SEC road game when trailing at the half
since turning a 39-28 deficit into a 78-77 overtime victory at
Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012.

- Mississippi State made it back-to-back games with halftime
comebacks earlier this season after wins at Dayton on 11/30
and against McNeese State on 12/04.

« It marked the 10th time since 1982-83 and second time
under Ben Howland that the Bulldogs have overcome a half-
time deficit in consecutive games.

« Smith, a 6-0 guard from Loganville, Georgia, is an explosive
true point guard who is prepping under Geoffrey Pierce at
Grayson High School. He is eighth ESPN Top 100 prospect and
fifth player from the state of Georgia to commit to the Bull-
dogs during the Howland tenure.

- Smith is an excellent passer with dynamic court vision who
excels in transition and is an exceptional finisher with both
hands in the paint. He also is an elite defender that is tough,
crafty and smart.

- Smith posted 17.4 points, 9.3 rebounds, 6.6 assists, 2.1
blocks and 2.0 steals per game during his junior season. His
Grayson squad compiled a 25-4 record en route to the Region
8-AAAAAAA championship last season, and was a solid con-
tributor to Grayson’s Final Four team in 2017-18.

« Reggie Perry provided 14 of his career-high 18 points during
the second half, and No. 22 Mississippi State nearly overcame
a 14-point second-half deficit before falling 83-79 to Alabama
at Coleman Coliseum.

« Perry has registered back-to-back games in double figures
for the second time in his career. He knocked down 9-o0f-12
from the floor, grabbed seven rebounds and swatted a pair of
blocked shots.

« The Bulldogs (15-5, 3-4 SEC) faced a 14-point hole at 45-31
during the opening minutes of the second half. Mississippi
State pulled within three points on five occasions which in-
cluded four times inside the final minute.

- However, Alabama (13-7, 4-3 SEC) was able to connect on
7-0f-10 at the foul line to salt the contest away.

« Akey to the rally for the Bulldogs was a 55 percent shooting
clip on 21 made field goals in the second half.

« Lamar Peters and Quinndary Weatherspoon secured 14
points apiece. Weatherspoon tacked on five rebounds and a
game-leading three steals, while Peters distributed four as-
sists coupled with a pair of steals of his own.

« Aric Holman came away with 12 points, eight rebounds and
two assists. The eight rebounds allowed Holman to move past
Larry Fry (1973-74-75) for 18th place on the program’s all-
time list.

« Nick Weatherspoon tallied seven points and four rebounds
before he left the game due to injury towards the end of the
first half whereas Robert Woodard Il chipped in seven points
and seven rebounds. Abdul Ado picked up seven rebounds and
three blocks.

« Mississippi State battled to a 43-39 rebounding advantage
over the Crimson Tide which entered the game as one of the
SEC's top rebounding squads.

« The Bulldogs hauled down 19 offensive rebounds but were
only able to muster a 19-18 edge in second-chance points.

MOMENTS THAT MATTERED
- Down 53-39 at the 14:35 mark, Mississippi State made its
initial move behind 12-1 flurry over the next 2:29 off the clock.

« Robert Woodard Il began the comeback effort with a three-
pointer and a pair of free throws sandwiched between a Tyson
Carter jumper to make it 54-46 with 13:18 remaining.

« Then, Quinndary Weatherspoon added back-to-back driving
layups fueled by a traditional three-point play to draw the
Bulldogs back to 54-51 with 12:06 to go.

« Alabama answered with 10 of the next 13 points capped by
a Riley Norris three-point play to put the Crimson Tide back
ahead 64-54 with 9:28 left.

« The Bulldogs put together one last charge behind Reggie
Perry. The freshman pumped in eight points and buried a
midrange jumper from the top of key courtesy of Lamar Peters
to trim the Alabama lead to 76-73 with 58 seconds left.

- At 78-75, Mississippi State was able to force an Alabama
turnover and had a chance to tie. However, Carter’s potential
game-tying, three-point attempt was blocked by Kira Lewis,
Jr. The Crimson Tide converted on 7-o0f-10 at the free throw
line inside the final 58 seconds.

« A key for Alabama was a 54-44 advantage in paint points
to offset connecting on just one three-pointer. The Crimson
Tide received 19 points and seven rebounds from Donta Hall,
13 points from John Petty, Jr. and 11 points from Riley Norris.

- Alabama broke an early 10-10 tie with six consecutive points.
An Aric Holman trey at the 5:28 mark brought the score to 28-
25, but the Crimson Tide were able to stretch the advantage to
41-29 heading into halftime.

« Hot shooting nights from Lamar Peters and Quinndary
Weatherspoon spearheaded Mississippi State to an 81-62 vic-
tory against Alabama at Humphrey Coliseum.

« The Bulldogs (17-7, 5-6 SEC) ended a two-game losing
streak and earned a regular season split with Alabama (15-9,
6-5 SEC) for the third time in four seasons under Ben Howland.

- Mississippi State forced the Crimson Tide into 18 turnovers
and scored 28 of the game’s 33 points off turnovers. The Bull-
dogs also matched a season’s best with 15 steals.

«In a complete reversal from the first meeting between the
teams, the Bulldogs held a 40-24 advantage in paint points.
Alabama compiled 54 paint points during the first meeting in
Tuscaloosa. MSU also secured a 35-26 rebounding edge.

« The 19-point win was the second-highest margin of victory
versus a SEC opponent during the Ben Howland era. It also
marked the program’s largest margin of victory over Alabama
dating back to a 91-67 win on March 4, 2007.

« For Peters, he fired in SEC season-high 22 points coupled
with four steals and three assists. He registered a 7-of-15
shooting performance aided a trio of three-pointers and a
5-for-5 effort at the free throw line.

« Quinndary Weatherspoon posted a 20-point performance for
the fourth time during the last six games. He was a stellar 8-of-
10 shooting which included 3-of-4 from three-point territory.

« The senior guard showed a knack for spreading the wealth
and dished out a game-leading six assists and grabbed three
steals.

+ MSU has won 15 of the last 16 outings in which Weather-
spoon has scored 20 or more over the last two seasons.

« Reggie Perry notched his fifth double-double effort of the
season and fourth in his last six outings. He picked up 14
points and 10 rebounds.

« Abdul Ado claimed 10 points and two steals. The 10 points
marked the highest point total for Ado since MSU’s SEC opener
at South Carolina on Jan. 8.

« Nick Weatherspoon tucked away a solid all-around effort
with six points, five rebounds, four steals and three assists
whereas Robert Woodard Il came away with six points, nine
rebounds and two steals.

MSU OUTLASTED BY NO. 8 AUBURN, 80-68

« Reggie Perry and Robert Woodard Il came away with
double-doubles en route to a combined 33 points and 24 re-
bounds, but Mississippi State was dealt an 80-68 setback by
No. 8 Auburn during the SEC opener for both teams.

« The Bulldogs (9-4, 0-1 SEC) started SEC action against a
ranked opponent for the third time in the last five seasons
under coach Ben Howland.

« It marked sixth time overall and the first time since 2001-
02 that Mississippi State faced a top 10 opponent to start SEC
play. The Bulldogs dropped to 3-3 in those contests.

« The win for Auburn (13-0, 1-0 SEC) marked only the third
time in 18 meetings going back to 2000-01 that the Tigers
won in Starkville.

« Perry amassed 15 of his SEC career-high tying 21 points dur-
ing the second half. He also pulled down 12 rebounds to cor-
ral his third straight double-double and SEC-leading seventh
double-double of the season.

- Woodard Il compiled his third double-double of the season
and fourth of his career as he worked his way to 12 points and
12 rebounds. The Perry-Woodard Il grabbed 13 of their 24
boards on the offensive end.

« Nick Weatherspoon joined Perry and Woodard Il in double
figures as he dialed up a season-high 18 points and was 6-of-7
at the foul line. He also recorded two blocks and handed out
a pair of assists.

« Abdul Ado filled the box score and nearly turned in the pro-
gram’s first double-double in rebounds and blocks ignited
by a career-best nine rejections and 11 rebounds. He also
recorded six points and two steals in his 32 minutes of action.

« The nine blocks enabled Ado to move past Charles Rhodes
(2005-06-07-08) into eighth place in program history and
are the most by a MSU player since the NCAAS all-time blocks
leader, Jarvis Varnado, also tallied nine at No. 18 Vanderbilt
on Feb. 3,2010.

«Tyson Carter, lverson Molinar and D.J. Stewart Jr. rounded out
the scoring. Carter and Molinar chipped in four points apiece,
while Stewart Jr. added three and two rebounds.

- For the contest, MSU hit 23-0f-68 shots from the field (33.8
percent), 3-of-13 shots from 3-point range (23.1 percent) and
19-0f-23 shots from the foul line (82.6 percent).

- State battled to win a hotly-contested and physical battle
of the boards with a 46-44 advantage en route to its highest
rebounding output of the season.

« The Bulldogs had six assists and 14 turnovers, while the Ti-
gers had nine assists and 12 turnovers.

« Auburn shot 27-of-65 overall (41.5 percent), 5-0f-22 on
three-pointers (22.7 percent) and 21-of-30 at the char-
ity stripe (70.0 percent). The Tigers received a career-best 28
points from J'Von McCormick as all five starters registered
double figures.

« Auburn regrouped behind the next nine points and drew
even at 18-18 on a J'Von McCormick midrange jumper with
3:48 remaining.

« The Tigers continued to push and closed the half on a 20-6
stretch over the last seven minutes. A Nick Weatherspoon run-
ner on the right baseline at the buzzer cut the Auburn lead to
29-24 at halftime.

« Auburn began the second 20 minutes where it left off and
took a 38-26 edge with 16:24 left.

- State found themselves trailing 41-31 at the 14:32 mark
before the Bulldogs ripped off 10 of the next 12 points. The
Bulldogs attacked the basket and drained eight consecutive
free throws to bring the score to 41-39 with 12:29 to go.

« McCormick provided an answer for the Tigers with a trey,
and Isaac Okoro threw down a transition dunk to extend their
lead back to 48-41 with 11:01 remaining.

« Mississippi State fired back with a five-point flurry courtesy
of a Weatherspoon old school three-point play, and a Wood-
ard I two-hand baseline dunk courtesy off a nice bounce pass
from Perry.

« Auburn turned to Danjel Purifoy who broke out of his score-
less streak with eight straight points. He drained a pair of
three’s and a layup over a 79-second span to put the Tigers
back up 58-48 at the 7:15 mark.

« Mississippi State pulled back to six points on two occasions,
the latest at 61-55 with 5:22 on the clock, after a Woodard
Il triple. The Tigers delivered the closing blow as McCormick
would score five points as part of a 12-4 spurt that placed Au-
burn ahead by 14 points inside the last two minutes.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.
