HALFTIME COMEBACKS UNDER COACH HOWLAND

« Mississippi State earned its 17th halftime comeback victory
and second this season under Coach Howland versus Radford
on 12/18.

« The Bulldogs wiped away an 18-point deficit (52-34) with
13:02 left against Sam Houston State on the strength of a 33-6
run to close the game.

« The six halftime comebacks for the Bulldogs in 2018-19
were the most during a single season since the 2001-02 team
notched seven. MSU has won at least three games during
Coach Howland's first four seasons when trailing at the half.

« The Bulldogs have won a pair of SEC road games when trail-
ing at the half for the first time since 2010-11 which also in-
cluded victories at Ole Miss and at Arkansas.

« The Ole Miss comeback on 02/02 marked the first time that
the Bulldogs won a SEC road game when trailing at the half
since turning a 39-28 deficit into a 78-77 overtime victory at
Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012.

« Mississippi State made it back-to-back games with halftime
comebacks earlier this season after wins at Dayton on 11/30
and against McNeese State on 12/04.

« It marked the 10th time since 1982-83 and second time
under Ben Howland that the Bulldogs have overcome a half-
time deficit in consecutive games. MSU accomplished the feat
against Stephen F. Austin and Jacksonville State in 2017-18.

« Quinndary Weatherspoon matched a season-high with 27
points, while Reggie Perry tallied another double-double for
Mississippi State who was dealt a 92-88 overtime loss by No.
21LSU on Wednesday at Humphrey Coliseum.

- Both teams shot over 50 percent from the field, but LSU
(18-4, 8-1 SEC) tallied six of the last seven points during the
overtime session to claim the four-point win.

- For Weatherspoon, he equaled his season’s best with 27
points for the third time during the four games. He was an
efficient 11-o0f-17 from the floor which included a 4-for-6 clip
on three-pointers.

« The Bulldogs (16-6, 4-5 SEC) had a 14-game winning streak
over the last two seasons and fell to 22-3 overall when Weath-
erspoon tallies 20-plus points come to a close.

« Perry, the reigning SEC Freshman of the Week, notched a
double-double with 19 points and 10 rebounds. He was 5-of-
8 shooting and converted on 9-of-16 at the charity stripe. It
marked his third double-double in his last four outings.

« The trio of Tyson Carter, Aric Holman and Robert Woodard II
accounted for 32 points off the bench. The trio knocked down
11 of its 17 shot attempts. Carter and Holman collected 12
points apiece whereas Woodard Il garnered eight points, all
coming in the first half.

- Nick Weatherspoon posted a solid all-around effort with
eight points, six rebounds, four assists and three steals.

- Lamar Peters dished out a game-leading six assists followed
by Abdul Ado with two points, three rebounds and a block.
The block was Ado’s 100th in his MSU career.

« The two teams forced each other into 35 miscues and were
even at 26-26 in points off turnovers. LSU held a 35-30 re-
bounding advantage and garnered a 58-46 advantage in
paint points.

- Lamar Peters connected with Reggie Perry for a two-handed
dunk to ignite the run. The Bulldogs surged ahead on three
straight buckets from the Weatherspoon brothers. A Nick
Weatherspoon dunk made it 18-16 at the 9:59 mark.

- Tyson Carter fired in a three-pointer, and Robert Woodard
Il added a layup off a Nick Weatherspoon steal to extend the
MSU advantage to 25-16 with 8:04 remaining.

« Up 36-34, the Bulldogs capped the opening half with back-
to-back treys courtesy of Carter and Quinndary Weatherspoon
inside the final minute to take a 42-34 edge into the locker
room.

« MSU took its largest lead at 53-43 with 15:39 left on an Aric
Holman putback dunk.

« Both teams would split a pair of free throws during the clos-
ing 60 seconds. Mississippi State had a transition opportunity
as time expired, but the Bulldogs were unable to convert.

«The lead switched hands three times in the overtime period
with Nick Weatherspoon scoring on fastbreak layup to put
Mississippi State ahead 87-86 at the 1:53 mark.

« The Tigers countered with six of the last seven points fueled
by a traditional three-point play by Reid out of a video review
and a deep trey late shot clock from Reid that bounced off the
front of the rim to find the bottom of the net.

« For the contest, the Bulldogs hit 32-0f-59 shots from the
field (54.2 percent), 8-0f-23 shots from three-point range
(34.8 percent) and 16-o0f-24 shots from the foul line (66.7
percent).

« The Tigers connected on 35-0f-64 shots from the field (54.7
percent), 3-of-11 shots from 3-point range (27.3 percent) and
19-0f-25 shots from the foul line (76.0 percent).

« Mississippi State registered 16 assists and 18 turnovers,
while the Tigers secured 12 assists and 17 turnovers.

WEATHERSPOON SCORES 20 AS MEN’'S HOOPS FALLS TO
ALABAMA, 90-69
- Nick Weatherspoon poured in a season-high scoring output
with a game-leading 20 points, but Mississippi State suffered
a 90-69 setback to Alabama during the SEC road opener at
Coleman Coliseum.

« The Bulldogs (9-5, 0-2 SEC) have dropped their first two SEC
contests for the second consecutive season.

- Mississippi State was able to rip off 10 conference wins and
returned to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since
2008-09 a season ago.

« Weatherspoon’s 20 points on 7-of-14 shooting was his sec-
ond-highest scoring performance of his career, just two shy
of his career-best of 22 which came against No. 22 Arkansas
on Jan. 2, 2018. He registered 14 of his 20 points during the
second half coupled with four rebounds and two assists.

« Reggie Perry and Robert Woodard Il pumped in 14 points
apiece. Perry grabbed five boards, handed out two assists
and recorded two steals, while Woodard Il hauled down nine
rebounds which brought him one shy of his fourth double-
double of the season.

« Tyson Carter worked his way to nine points and secured
two assists. The nine points enabled Carter to move past W.D.
Stroud (1961-62-63) and into a tie for 32nd place with Tyrone
Washington (1996-97-98-99) on MSU's all-time list.

« Iverson Molinar added seven points whereas Abdul Ado and
D.J. Stewart Jr. rounded out the scoring for the Bulldogs with
three points and two points, respectively. Ado collected eight
rebounds and pair of blocks.

« For the contest, MSU hit 26-0f-69 shots from the field (37.7
percent), 4-of-15 shots from 3-point range (26.7 percent) and
13-0f-21 shots from the foul line (61.9 percent).

- Alabama (8-6, 1-1 SEC) held a 42-38 rebounding advantage.
The Bulldogs had nine assists and 11 turnovers, while the
Crimson Tide had 14 assists and 10 turnovers.

- Alabama shot 28-of-57 overall (49.1 percent), 10-0f-24 on
three-pointers (41.7 percent) and 24-of-34 at the charity
stripe (70.6 percent).

« The Crimson Tide had five players in double figures and re-
ceived 18 points and six rebounds from John Petty Jr. followed
by 17 points, eight rebounds and four assists from Kira Lewis

« Down 56-44 at the 14:26 mark, Robert Woodard Il canned
a trey coupled with back-to-back Nick Weatherspoon layups.
The second layup resulted in an old-school three-point play
which pulled the Bulldogs within 58-52 with 13:06 to go.

« Six points would be the closest Mississippi State would get
as Alabama picked up 12 of the next 13 capped by consecu-
tive triples from Kira Lewis Jr. and John Petty Jr. to balloon the
margin to 70-53 with 8:11 left.

« The Crimson Tide's largest lead was 23 points inside the
game’s final minute as Alabama clinched the fifth straight
victory for the home team in the all-time series.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.
