MSU’S POLL HISTORY UNDER HOWLAND

« Mississippi State was listed among the receiving votes cat-
egory during four of the five editions of the Associated Press
Top 25 poll to start 2019-20.

« The Bulldogs spent a majority of 2018-19 season ranked
among the top 25 spending 13 consecutive editions in the AP
poll (10/22/18-01/28/19) and 12 straight outings in the USA/
Today poll (10/25/18-02/04/19).

- The 13 consecutive AP polls matched the 2004-05 team for
the program’s third longest streak to start the season. The
2018-19 squad trailed only the 2002-03 and 1958-59 squads
who were ranked for 17 and 14 straight polls, respectively.

« The No. 14 ranking on 01/07/19 was the highest for the
Bulldogs since being ranked No. 11 on Jan. 11, 2005 in the AP
Top 25, and the program'’s best going back to Dec. 26, 2011
when MSU also checked in at No. 14 among the USA/Today
Coaches Top 25.

BACK-TO-BACK 20 PIECES
- Mississippi State secured consecutive 20-win seasons for the
10th time in program history in 2018-19.

- Seven of the 10 occurrences have come during the 2000's.
The last time the Bulldogs accomplished the feat prior to the
last two seasons was in 2008-09 and 2009-10.

« Mississippi State’s program record for wins during a two-
year span is 49 set by the 2003-04 and 2004-05 squads.

BULLDOGS MAKE 11TH NCAA TOURNAMENT TRIP

- Mississippi State made its 11th appearance in the NCAA Tour-
nament last season and captured the program’s first bid since
the 2008-09 season.

- The No. 5 seed for Mississippi State was the program’s high-
est seed in the NCAA Tournament when the Bulldogs were a
No. 2 seed in 2004.

- In total, Mississippi State has secured seven of its 11 NCAA
Tournament selections dating back to the 2001-02 season.

« The Bulldogs advanced to the 1996 NCAA Final Four under
Richard Williams when Mississippi State defeated VCU, Princ-
eton, Connecticut and Cincinnati.

DOUBLE DIGIT SEC VICTORIES
- Mississippi State won 10 SEC games for the 15th time in pro-
gram history and for the first time since the 2007-08 season.

- The Bulldogs have secured eight seasons of 10+ SEC victo-
ries since the 1970’.

« Perry collected preseason All-America First-Team status from
Lindy’s, preseason All-America Second-team honors from
Street & Smith and preseason All-America Third-Team acco-
lades from Athlon Sports.

« Perry has been tabbed preseason All-SEC First-Team by the
Associated Press and Coaches in addition to all three publi-
cations listed above and Blue Ribbon Magazine. He also was
named Lindy’s SEC Preseason Player of the Year.

« Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor Ariza (Los
Angeles Lakers « 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers
2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have
each won NBA Championships.

60 POINTS OR LESS LEADS TO W'S

« Mississippi State has won 33 of 36 games when holding the
opposition to 60 points or less under Coach Howland with 26
of those 36 outings coming inside Humphrey Coliseum.

« The Bulldogs have won 20 of their last 22 games when accom-
plishing the feat over the last three-plus seasons. The lone set-
backs are a 57-52 decision versus No. 15 Florida on 02/18/2017,
a 58-52 decision to New Mexico State on 12/22/2019 and a 60-
59 buzzer beater loss at LSU on 01/11/2020.

- Mississippi State limited ULM to 45 points on 11/14 which
marked the second-lowest point total allowed under Howland.

« During its nine victories in 2019-20, the Bulldogs have held
the opposition to 61.1 points per game and a 38.8 field goal
percentage defense.

- As a team, Mississippi State is first in defensive rebounds
allowed per game (31.3), first in rebounding margin (+7.4),
first in offensive rebounds per game (14.0) and first in offen-
sive rebounding percentage (40.9).

« The Bulldogs also are ranked third in three-point percentage
(32.9) and third in blocked shots per game (5.3).

« Reggie Perry’s 17 rebounds versus Kent State on 12/30 is the
most by a SEC player this season, while Robert Woodard II's
16 rebounds against New Orleans on 11/17 is tied for second.

« Perry (26 PTS, 17 REB) and Woodard Il (21 PTS, 16 REB) are
two of the three SEC players to have games of 20+ PTS and 15
REB this season. Kerry Blackshear Jr. of Florida had 24 PTS and
16 REB versus Alabama (01/04) in the SEC opener.

- Tyson Carter’s six steals against Florida International on
11/05 are tied for the most by a SEC player this season.

+ Abdul Ado’s nine blocks against No. 8 Auburn are the most by
a SEC player on the season.

REGGIE AVERAGING A DOUBLE-DOUBLE

- Reggie Perry is attempting to become the fourth Mississippi
State player in the 2000s to average a double-double for a
season.

- Lawrence Roberts accomplished the feat in back-to-back
seasons, while Arnett Moultrie is the last player to average
a double-double for the Bulldogs. Moultrie was a NBA First
Round draft pick of the Miami Heat.

« lverson Molinar became the third freshmen opening night
starter under Ben Howland to reach double figures when he
scored 14 points during the season opener.

« Molinar joins teammates Tyson Carter and Nick Weather-
spoon who scored 17 and 11 points, respectively, during their
debutsin 2017 and 2018.

« Molinar has piled up 10+ PTS in 5 GMS highlighted by a
21-point outburst versus Tulane on 11/21. He also added 16
PTS on 5-of-5 shooting against Kent State on 12/30.

« Molinar has dished out 2.1 APG which is third on the team
and has a pair of 5-assist efforts versus Sam Houston State on
11/08 and against Tulane on 11/21.

D.J.S CONTINUES TO BE A SPARK

« D.J. Stewart Jr. has piled up 7 GMS in double figures and
made his first career start versus Kansas State on 12/14. The
Bulldogs are 7-0 in those contests.

- Stewart Jr. and Molinar have scored 147 of 215 team'’s bench
PTS (68.4 %) when coming off bench.

COACH HOWLAND: YEAR 3, YEAR 4 & YEAR 5

- Ben Howland'’s teams have compiled a 274-80 (.774) com-
bined record during his third, fourth and fifth seasons at the
helm of a program.

« All 10 of Howland's previous teams have reached the 20-win
mark fueled by nine postseason appearances and seven NCAA
Tournament trips.

- Howland's teams have registered an 65-18 (.783) mark in
his fifth season with his 2007-08 UCLA team winning the Pac-
10 reqular season and tournament titles en route to its third
consecutive NCAA Final Four.

HALFTIME COMEBACKS UNDER COACH HOWLAND

« Mississippi State earned its 17th halftime comeback victory
and second this season under Coach Howland versus Radford
on 12/18.

« The Bulldogs wiped away an 18-point deficit (52-34) with
13:02 left against Sam Houston State on the strength of a 33-6
run to close the game.

« The six halftime comebacks for the Bulldogs in 2018-19
were the most during a single season since the 2001-02 team
notched seven. MSU has won at least three games during
Coach Howland's first four seasons when trailing at the half.

« The Bulldogs have won a pair of SEC road games when trail-
ing at the half for the first time since 2010-11 which also in-
cluded victories at Ole Miss and at Arkansas.

« The Ole Miss comeback on 02/02 marked the first time that
the Bulldogs won a SEC road game when trailing at the half
since turning a 39-28 deficit into a 78-77 overtime victory at
Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012.

« Mississippi State made it back-to-back games with halftime
comebacks earlier this season after wins at Dayton on 11/30
and against McNeese State on 12/04.

« It marked the 10th time since 1982-83 and second time
under Ben Howland that the Bulldogs have overcome a half-
time deficit in consecutive games. MSU accomplished the feat
against Stephen F. Austin and Jacksonville State in 2017-18.

« Smith, a 6-0 guard from Loganville, Georgia, is an explosive
true point guard who is prepping under Geoffrey Pierce at
Grayson High School. He is eighth ESPN Top 100 prospect and
fifth player from the state of Georgia to commit to the Bull-
dogs during the Howland tenure.

« Smith is an excellent passer with dynamic court vision who
excels in transition and is an exceptional finisher with both
hands in the paint. He also is an elite defender that is tough,
crafty and smart.

- Smith posted 17.4 points, 9.3 rebounds, 6.6 assists, 2.1
blocks and 2.0 steals per game during his junior season. His
Grayson squad compiled a 25-4 record en route to the Region
8-AAAAAAA championship last season, and was a solid con-
tributor to Grayson’s Final Four team in 2017-18.

« Smith plays the AAU circuit for the Atlanta Celtics where his
team won the Adidas Gauntlet U17 event in Birmingham last
summer.

« Mississippi State has joined with Dale Partners Architects
and AECOM Sports to design a comprehensive plan that will
see the Hump revamped with modern amenities and the
arena’s first premium ticket options.

- One of those new options will be a new club level that offers
premium ticket holders a dedicated entrance and lobby that
leads down to a 6,000-square foot sideline club that offers
nearly 580 club seats and 80 loge seats.

« The new-look Hump also will include nearly 160 terrace
seats at the concourse level in addition to an expanded and
updated concourse.

- Tyson Carter pumped in a season’s best 22 points, and
Quinndary Weatherspoon added another 20-point perfor-
mance to spearhead a 68-49 victory over Missouri on Tuesday
night at Humphrey Coliseum.

« The Bulldogs (21-7, 9-6 SEC) extended their winning streak
to five consecutive games, the program’s longest streak in SEC
action dating back to Jan. 9-26, 2008.

« MSU played suffocating defense and limited the Tigers (12-
15, 3-12 SEC) to their lowest point total of the season and a
32.7 shooting clip from the field.

- The 49 points also marked the second-lowest point total for
a SEC opponent under fourth-year coach Ben Howland. MSU
held Arkansas to 46 points on Feb. 9, 2016 and improved to
29-2 fueled by 16 consecutive wins when holding the opposi-
tion to under 60 points with Howland at the helm.

- For Carter, he was 7-of-12 from the floor and drained a
season-high tying four three-pointers. He tallied 14 of the 22
points in the first half.

«Weatherspoon notched his 13th outing of 20-plus points and
hit on 7-0f-11 shooting aided by a 3-for-4 mark from beyond
the three-point arc.

« The senior guard eclipsed 1,900 career points as MSU moved
to 26-3 and has won 18 of its last 19 when Weatherspoon post
20 or more points.

« Reggie Perry, the reigning SEC Freshman of the Week, put
together an impressive showing with 15 points and a game-
high nine rebounds nearly missing out on his seventh double-
double of the season. He was a spotless 7-of-7 at the free
throw line for the second straight game.

- Taking care of the basketball also was key to MSU’s success
as the Bulldogs committed just eight turnovers, while dish-
ing out 12 assists. Lamar Peters handed out five assists and
grabbed a career-high six steals. He was a stout defensive
stopper on Missouri’s top scorer Jordan Geist who was held to
seven points on 3-0f-9 from the field.

« The Bulldogs once again got productive minutes from Rob-
ert Woodard II. He tallied nine points, four rebounds and two
blocks.

« Abdul Ado displayed tough defense in the paint and swatted
away five blocks to bring his block total to 11 over his last two
games. Aric Holman tacked on three rebounds to complete
MSU’s seven-man rotation.

« Missouri compiled a 39-28 rebounding advantage and
scored 16 of the game’s 20 points on second chance oppor-
tunities. The Tigers also secured a 33-9 edge in bench points.

« Ahead 11-7 with 12:52 remaining, Mississippi State ripped
off 16 of the next 21 points over the next 5:46 off the clock to
extend the lead to 15 points.

« Weatherspoon opened the flurry with a three-pointer.
Then, Carter and Perry tacked on nine of the next 13 points to
stretch the lead to 27-12 at the 6:46 mark.

« Missouri would respond with a 12-2 spurt of its own to draw
back to 29-24 with 2:26 left. Carter would help the Bulldogs
go to the locker room with 33-26 lead after two free throws
in the closing seconds.

« The Tigers would stay within striking defense before Missis-
sippi State put the game away with a 21-7 finishing kick over
the last 7:58 of the contest.

« The Bulldogs seized the momentum courtesy of a 12 con-
secutive points to extend a 50-44 advantage to 62-44 with
3:49to go in the contest.

- Carter and Weatherspoon dialed up treys 51 seconds apart.
Then, Woodard Il bookended the run with consecutive layups.

« For the contest, MSU hit 23-0f-48 shots from the field (47.9
percent), 8-o0f-20 shots from three-point range (40.0 percent)
and 14-of-18 shots from the foul line (77.8 percent).

« Missouri countered with a 17-0f-52 mark from the field (32.7
percent), a 7-of-24 mark from three-point range (29.2 percent)
and an 8-of-13 mark from the foul line (61.5 percent).

« Missouri was led by Torrence Watsn and Jeremiah Tilmon
who accounted for 12 and 11 points, respectively, off the
bench.

- Facing a 10-point deficit early during the second half, Mis-
sissippi State put together a furious comeback effort to take
a nine-point lead. LSU was able to respond down the stretch
to claim a 60-59 victory on a Skyler Mays buzzer beater at the
Maravich Center.

- Nick Weatherspoon led State’s (9-6, 0-3 SEC) offensive out-
put as he filled the box score with a team-leading 14 points
coupled with five assists, five rebounds and two steals.

« The Bulldogs starting frontcourt of Reggie Perry and Abdul
Ado each recorded double-doubles en route to a combined for
25 points and 27 rebounds.

« Perry dialed up 13 points and 15 rebounds to tuck away his
SEC-leading eighth double-double of the season and his 17th
career double-double which is tops among SEC active players.

« Ado rattled home 12 points and grabbled a season-high
tying 12 rebounds. The 12 boards for Ado was one shy of his
career-high. The Perry-Ado combo amassed 13 of their 27 re-
bounds on the offensive end.

« D.J. Stewart compiled nine points, all during the first half,
whereas Tyson Carter and Robert Woodard Il chipped in four
points apiece.

« Woodard Il tallied nine rebounds and a career-high four
blocks to contribute MSU's 49-31 rebounding edge over the
Tigers (11-4, 3-0 SEC).

- Carter’s four points enabled him to move into a tie for 31st
place on MSU’s all-time list with his father, Greg Carter. Iver-
son Molinar rounded out State’s with three points.

- For the contest, MSU hit 19-of-56 shots from the field (33.9
percent), 3-of-17 shots from the 3-point range (17.6 percent)
and 18-of-21 shots from the foul line (85.7 percent).

« The 49 rebounds for the Bulldogs marked a season-high and
included a season-best 20 offensive rebounds. MSU had nine
assists and 18 turnovers, while the Tigers had 11 assists and
eight turnovers.

« LSU shot 22-0f-59 overall (37.3 percent) and 14-0f-23 at the
charity stripe (60.9 percent). State’s perimeter defense limited
theTigers to a season-low 2-of-21 shooting (9.5 percent) from
the three-point line.

« LSU had three players in double figures sparked by Emmitt
Williams who amassed 15 of his team-leading 17 points dur-
ing the second half. Charles Manning Jr. garnered 15 points on
7-0f-9 shooting off the bench, and Mays tacked on 11 points
with four steals.

FROM THE BENCH WITH COACH HOWLAND

“That’s a really hard one to swallow because | thought our guys
battled and deserved to win this game. We overcame a lot of
adversity, but obviously we made plenty of mistakes. | thought
our defense was absolutely tremendous tonight, they only shot
37 percent. The problem for us, especially early in the game, was
that we missed four or five wide-open looks to get us going.”

“The only thing that kept us alive in this game was our de-
fense. We were finally able to do something by getting to the
free-throw line. Late in the game, we made some bad deci-
sions and missed some opportunities in transition. We had
two turnovers that were key, one was where Reggie (Perry)
threw the lob to D.J. (Stewart Jr.). | was telling them to push it
because you have to hurt them when they are pressing in the
backcourt. That was just too high risk of a pass.”

MOMENTS THAT MATTERED

- Facing a 34-24 deficit with 17:51 to go, State dug deep and
put together 17 of the next 21 points over the next 5:01 off the
clock. The run was fueled by eight Nick Weatherspoon points
and finished off by an Iverson Molinar right wing to turn the
10-point deficit into a 41-38 at the 12:42 mark.

« Two layups and a slam by Emmitt Williams allowed LSU to
grab the next six points and regain a 44-41 advantage with
10:19 left.

- Mississippi State answered with the next 12 points to take
its largest lead at 53-44 with 5:18 remaining. The flurry was
highlighted by a Reggie Perry one-handed dunk off a nice
feed from Weatherspoon, and a Robert Woodard Il 12-foot
jumper off an inbounds pass from Weatherspoon.

« LSU put the game back within arms reach and one posses-
sion at 53-51 with 3:09 to go. Charles Manning Jr. connected
a three-pointer to vault the Tigers to a 57-55 edge to start a
feverish final 66 seconds which featured three lead changes
to close the game.

«Weatherspoon knotted the tally at 57-57 on the next posses-
sion with a pair of free throws.

Weatherspoon tied the game at 57-57 after two free throws
with 50.6 seconds remaining. LSU snuck back ahead 58-57
after Williams split a pair at the charity stripe.

- With 8.5 seconds left, Perry drove hard to the bucket on an
out-of-bounds play and put in a left-handed layup to grab a
59-58 lead in the closing seconds.

« After an official review reset the clock to 4.6 seconds, LSU's
Mays went coast-to-coast and knocked down the go-ahead
jumper just inside the three-point line before the buzzer
sounded to bring the Tigers to the 60-59 winning margin.

« Mississippi State canned a pair of three-pointers courtesy of
Perry on the right wing and D.J. Stewart Jr. on the left wing to
take a 6-2 advantage with 17:30 remaining.

« LSU turned the contest in its favor with 21 of the next 27
points over a 9:31 time span and forced the Bulldogs to mis-
fire on 14 of their next 16 shot attempts. Mays and Manning
Jr. combined for 12 of the 21 points capped by a Mays jumper
which made it 23-12 with 7:07 left.

« Mississippi State fired back with a 10-2 run of its own to
pull back to 25-22 at the 2:36 mark. Stewart Jr. ripped off six
consecutive points aided by a pair of layups and a midrange
jumper on the right baseline, and Weatherspoon wrapped the
flurry with a midrange jumper.

LSU closed the half with five straight points to bring the half-
time tally to 30-22. The Tigers extended their lead back to
double figures at 34-24 with 17:51 to go after back-to-back
layups from Williams.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation’s top five pediatric cancer centers.
Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa Barbara county.
