HALFTIME COMEBACKS UNDER COACH HOWLAND

« Mississippi State earned its 17th halftime comeback victory
and second this season under Coach Howland versus Radford
on 12/18.

« The Bulldogs wiped away an 18-point deficit (52-34) with
13:02 left against Sam Houston State on the strength of a
33-6 run to close the game.

- The six halftime comebacks for the Bulldogs in 2018-19
were the most during a single season since the 2001-02 team
notched seven. MSU has won at least three games during
Coach Howland's first four seasons when trailing at the half.

« The Bulldogs have won a pair of SEC road games when trail-
ing at the half for the first time since 2010-11 which also in-
cluded victories at Ole Miss and at Arkansas.

+ The Ole Miss comeback on 02/02 marked the first time that
the Bulldogs won a SEC road game when trailing at the half
since turning a 39-28 deficit into a 78-77 overtime victory at
Vanderbilt on Jan. 21, 2012.

« Mississippi State made it back-to-back games with halftime
comebacks earlier this season after wins at Dayton on 11/30
and against McNeese State on 12/04.

« It marked the 10th time since 1982-83 and second time
under Ben Howland that the Bulldogs have overcome a half-
time deficit in consecutive games.

2018-19 SEASON SERIES - NO. 24 MISSISSIPPI STATE 71, FLORIDA 68 - 01/15/2019

« Quinndary Weatherspoon tapped into his knack for game-
winning shots and hit a driving layup which turned into a three-
point play with 3.6 seconds left to vault No. 24 Mississippi State
to a dramatic 71-68 win over Florida at Humphrey Coliseum.

- Weatherspoon provided several key plays down the stretch
when it mattered most. He tallied five of his nine points
during the last 1:25, and the driving layup was his fifth ca-
reer game-winning shot during the closing seconds. His last
game-winner was a three-pointer at Baylor during the NIT
Quarterfinals on March 18, 2018.

« Weatherspoon added a key late shot clock layup and an as-
sist on another basket inside the final minute as the Bulldogs
(13-3, 1-2 SEC) picked up their first win over Florida (9-7, 1-3
SEC) since the 2011-12 season to snap an eight-game skid to
the Gators.

- Weatherspoon notched nine points, five rebounds, three as-
sists and a block. The nine points allowed him to pass Dee Bost
(2009-10-11-12) for sixth place on MSU’s scoring list.

« The Bulldogs found life from three-point land and drained
10-0f-17 of their three’s. It marked the seventh time that Mis-
sissippi State has hit on 10-plus treys.

- Lamar Peters piled 16 first-half points coupled with six as-
sists. He knocked down four treys and reached double figures
in seven of his last eight outings.

« The Bulldogs held a 30-18 edge in bench points headed by
Tyson Carter, Aric Holman and Reggie Perry. Carter netted 12
points fueled by four triples, and the Bulldogs improved to
21-2 over the last two seasons when he reaches double fig-
ures. Holman tacked on 10 points and three assists whereas
Perry claimed eight points and four rebounds for the Bulldogs.

« Nick Weatherspoon garnered a solid all-around effort with
nine points, five rebounds, five assists and two steals. Abdul
Ado provided four points, five rebounds and two blocks.

« Making his first career start, Robert Woodard Il stuffed the
stat sheets with three points, four rebounds, three steals and
two assists.

« The Bulldogs held a 30-29 edge in the rebounding column
and handed out 19 assists on their 26 field goals.

Then, Peters drove late shot clock to find a
cutting Quinndary Weatherspoon on the baseline for the tying
layup with 1:25 to go.

- After another stop on the defensive end, Weatherspoon con-
nected with Holman for a layup and a 68-66 advantage with
24 seconds left.

He fired
a trio of three-pointers and added a layup to make it 34-26
with 3:04 left.

« The Gators responded with eight of the last 10 points to pull
within 36-34 at the halftime break.

- After Nick Weatherspoon began the second-half scoring
with a midrange jumper, Florida ripped off nine straight
points to turn the game of its favor by a 45-40 margin with
16:44 left.

« The two teams traded runs during the seesaw affair, and Ty-
son Carter’s back-to-back treys 53 seconds apart made it 53-
51 with 10:01 to go. Neither team would lead by more than
one possession until Florida extended the lead to five points
with 2:56 remaining.

« After trailing for a majority of the contest, Mississippi State
was handed a tightly-contested 63-62 loss to Oklahoma after
misfiring on a last-second shot attempt during Saturday’s Big
12/SEC Challenge at Chesapeake Energy Arena, home of the
NBAs Oklahoma City Thunder.

« The Bulldogs (12-7) had their three-game winning streak
snapped, while Oklahoma (13-6) has won five of its seven
games in the Big 12/SEC Challenge since the 2013-14 season.
Mississippi State also fell for the first time in four outings
against the Sooners, all decided by single digits and a com-
bined 17 points.

« Robert Woodard Il amassed a team-leading 15 points cou-
pled with six rebounds followed by Tyson Carter’s 14 points
and two steals. D.J. Stewart Jr. fired in 10 of his 12 points
during the second half and hauled down a career-best eight
rebounds.

- The 14 points for Carter enabled him to move past Marckell
Patterson (1999-2000-01-02) into 28th place on MSU’s all-
time scoring list. The senior also canned two treys in the con-
test, which allowed him to move past Timmy Bowers (2001-
02-03-04) into fifth place for career three-pointers.

« Reggie Perry was limited to seven points and six rebounds af-
ter he missed a majority of the first half due to foul trouble. He
had his run of four straight games with a double-double, three
consecutive via 20-point, 10-rebound efforts, come to a close.

- Nick Weatherspoon turned in six points, three rebounds and
two assists whereas Abdul Ado and Iverson Molinar rounded
out the scoring for MSU with four points apiece. Ado chipped
in five rebounds and a block.

- For the contest, MSU hit 23-0f-60 shots from the field (38.3
percent), 5-of-15 attempts from three-point range (33.3 per-
cent) and 11-of-13 shots from the foul line (84.6 percent).

« The Bulldogs had four assists and 11 turnovers, while Okla-
homa had 14 assists and seven turnovers. State registered a
43-33 rebounding advantage which marked the fifth straight
game the Bulldogs have won the battle of the boards by
double figures.

- Oklahoma shot 24-0f-62 overall (38.7 percent), 7-0f-23
on three-pointers (30.4 percent) and 8-of-12 at the charity
stripe (66.7 percent). The Sooners received 18 points and six
rebounds from Brady Manek and 13 points from Alondes Wil-
liams off the bench.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation’s top five pediatric cancer centers.
Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa Barbara county.
