« Mississippi State was handed a 71-54 defeat by SECfrontrun-
ner and No. 5 Tennessee at Thompson-Boling Arena.

« The setback dropped the Bulldogs (21-9, 9-8 SEC) into a
seventh place tie with Ole Miss in the SEC standings. The vic-
tory enabled Tennessee (27-3, 15-2 SEC) to creep a half-game
ahead of LSU for the top spot.

- Tyson Carter dropped in 14 points, a career-best seven re-
bounds and handed out three assists. It marked the fifth time
in the last six games that Carter has reached double figures.
He was 5-of-11 from the floor.

« Reggie Perry secured 10 points and 12 rebounds en route
to his team-high eighth double-double on the season.

« Mississippi State had eight assists and 17 turnovers, while
the Volunteers had 17 assists and 15 turnovers.

« Tennessee was fueled by Admiral Schofield (18 points) and
Grant Williams (14 points, 10 rebounds). James Bowden (12
points) also reached double figures for the Volunteers.

« Persistence, poise and toughness paid off for Mississippi
State who overcame a 16-point first half deficit and a 10-point
halftime hole to capture its fourth consecutive SEC victory en
route to a 78-71 victory over Florida.

« The Bulldogs (13-7, 4-3 SEC) snapped a six-game road los-
ing streak to Florida (12-8, 4-3 SEC) which dated back to the
2007-08 season. In the process, Mississippi State erased its
third halftime deficit of the season and 18th overall under
fifth-year coach Ben Howland.

«The Bulldogs buried 14-0f-23 from the field, drained three of
their five three-point attempts and were an efficient 12-of-14
at the free throw line during the second half.

« Mississippi State had plenty of heroics sparked by Reggie
Perry who erupted for a career-high 27 points on a 9-for-14
shooting clip.

« The SEC Player of the Year candidate has piled up 20-plus
points in four consecutive SEC outings and in six of his last
nine games. He was a perfect 3-for-3 on three-pointers and
came away with eight rebounds just shy of his SEC-leading
12th double-double.

« Robert Woodard Il amassed 11 of his 16 points during the
second half and was 6-of-7 from the floor. He also secured
four rebounds and three assists.

- Tyson Carter tossed in 12 critical second-half points high-
lighted by a 7-0 run by himself midway through the second
half which turned a two-point deficit into a five-point lead.
The Bulldogs are 36-10 since the start of the 2017-18 cam-
paign when Carter provides 10-plus points.

« Nick Weatherspoon was State’s floor general as he registered
13 points and matched his career-best with eight assists
against one turnover. He has compiled double-digit points
during eight of his 10 games on the season.

« Abdul Ado and D.J. Stewart Jr. rounded out the scoring for
the Bulldogs. Ado pumped in six points coupled with nine re-
bounds and three blocks, while Stewart Jr. worked his way to
four points and grabbed three hoards.

+ Ado’s nine rebounds enabled him to become the 36th player
in program history to eclipse 500 career rebounds.

- For the contest, MSU hit 28-of-52 shots from the field (53.8
percent), 7-0f-12 shots from three-point range (58.3 percent)
and 15-o0f-17 shots at the foul line (88.2 percent).

« The Bulldogs worked their way to a 32-26 rebounding edge
and have outrebounded 15 of their 20 opponents this season.

- Mississippi State had 13 assists and 15 turnovers, while
Florida tallied 12 assists and 11 turnovers.

« The Gators countered with a 26-of-57 shooting effort (45.6
percent), 8-0f-21 on three-pointers (38.1 percent) and 11-of-
14 at the charity stripe (78.6 percent). Florida was a scorching
8-for-14 on triples in the first half but misfired on all seven of
its second-half attempts.

« UF had four players in double figures ignited by 17 points
from Scottie Lewis coupled with 13 points and seven rebounds
from Kerry Blackshear Jr. The Bulldogs used a team defensive
approach to contain one of the SEC's top point guards, Andrew
Nembhard, to a conference single-game low of three assists.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.
