ONTHE HORIZON: A NEW LOOK TO THE HUMP

« Humphrey Coliseum will become one of the premier arenas
in the nation as major renovation plans were announced on
Oct. 30, 2018.

« Mississippi State has joined with Dale Partners Architects
and AECOM Sports to design a comprehensive plan that will
see the Hump revamped with modern amenities and the
arena’s first premium ticket options.

- One of those new options will be a new club level that offers
premium ticket holders a dedicated entrance and lobby that
leads down to a 6,000-square foot sideline club that offers
nearly 580 club seats and 80 loge seats.

« The Bulldogs will join Clemson, lllinois State and Purdue for
the 2020 Cancun Challenge at the Hard Rock Hotel Riviera
Maya in Mexico during Thanksgiving week. Game dates and
matchups will be announced at a later time.
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2018-19 SEASON SERIES - NO. 24 MISSISSIPPI STATE 71, VANDERBILT 55 - 01/19/2019

« It’s often said that a key to winning on the road is to have
your defense travel, and No. 24 Mississippi State proved that
adage to be true as the Bulldogs limited Vanderbilt to 37 per-
cent shooting en route to a 71-55 victory.

« Mississippi State (14-3, 2-2 SEC) set the tone by forcing the
Commodores (9-8, 0-5 SEC) into 14 turnovers, and Vanderbilt
started the game on a 4-of-22 shooting clip.

- Conversely, the Bulldogs committed only nine turnovers and
improved to 28-1 when holding the opposition to 60 points or
less under fourth-year coach Ben Howland. The 55 points also
were the fewest allowed by MSU in a SEC road game during
the Howland era.

« The 16-point win was Mississippi State’s second-largest
margin of victory in a SEC road game under Howland. The
Bulldogs also ended a four-game losing streak to Vanderhilt
in Nashville which dated back to the 2011-12 season.

« Quinndary Weatherspoon pumped in a solid all-around ef-
fort with 17 points, eight rebounds and four assists. He con-
nected on 6-0f-12 from the floor and 5-of-7 on free throws.
The 17 points allowed Weatherspoon to pass Ray White
(1976-77-78-79) for fifth place on MSU’s all-time scoring list.

+ AricHolman nearly tucked away a double-double as he came
away with 10 points and hauled down a team-leading nine
rebounds.

« Mississippi State’s legacy bench of Tyson Carter, Reggie
Perry and Robert Woodard Il combined for 25 points and 15
rebounds.

« Carter headed the group with 10 points, and the Bulldogs
moved to 22-2 when Carter notches double figures over the
last two seasons. Woodard Il garnered a career-best nine
points coupled with four rebounds and two assists, while
Perry secured six points, eight rebounds and a block.

- Lamar Peters tacked on seven points and a pair of assists
which moved him past Detrick White (1998-99) for the No. 9
spot in program history. Nick Weatherspoon and Abdul Ado
registered six and four points, respectively.

« Mississippi State worked its way to a 40-30 rebounding
advantage and held the Commodores without an offensive
rebound during the second half.

22 shot attempts. The Bulldogs grabbed their largest lead at
25-10 with 6:25 left following a trio of layups from Peters,
Reggie Perry and Quinndary Weatherspoon.

- The Commodores responded with 13 of the next 17 points to
pull within 29-23 at the 1:47 mark. However, Mississippi State
answered with a couple of hustle plays as a Robert Woodard
Il offensive rebound turned into a Holman dunk, and Nick
Weatherspoon went coast-to-coast for a layup to bring the
score to 35-23 with 39 seconds on the clock.

« The Bulldogs carried a 35-27 lead into halftime after Peters
had his buzzer-beating three-pointer waved off following a
replay review.

« Things stayed fairly tight through the early stages of the
second half with the Commodores eventually finding some
offensive rhythm.

« However, the Bulldogs kept plugging away. A 7-0 spurt
sparked by Perry and Woodard Il extended the Maroon and
White's 42-34 lead to 49-34 at the 11:50 mark. Woodard Il
provided a key play when he drove to the cup and converted
on an old-fashioned three-point play.

« Mississippi State continued to keep its foot on the gas pedal
and took its largest lead at 65-43 with 6:03 to go. Holman
rocked the rim with a dunk after a Woodard Il offensive re-
bound, and Holman dialed up a three-pointer.

« For the contest, the Bulldogs hit 27-0f-59 shots from the
field (45.8 percent), 5-0f-19 shots from 3-point range (26.3
percent) and 12-of-14 shots from the foul line (85.7 percent).

«The Commodores hit 18-0f-49 shots from the field (36.7 per-
cent), 5-0f-19 shots from 3-point range (26.3 percent) and
14-0f-26 shots from the foul line (58.3 percent).

« Mississippi State had 13 assists and nine turnovers, while
the Commodores had six assists and 14 turnovers.

« D.J. Stewart Jr. and Robert Woodard Il registered 15 points
apiece, but Mississippi State had its five-game SEC winning
streak snapped during an 80-72 defeat to No. 15 Kentucky.

« The setback was the Bulldogs first SEC defeat since a 60-59
buzzer beater loss to LSU on Jan. 11.

- Stewart Jr. and Woodard |1 each relied on 6-for-10 shooting
clips to fuel their 15-point performances. Stewart Jr. has di-
aled up double figures in four of his last five outings before he
fouled out with under a minute to go. MSU fell to 9-2 when
Stewart Jr. provides 10-plus points.

+Woodard Il came away with 11 of his 15 points after halftime
and grabbed seven rebounds. The Columbus, Mississippi, na-
tive made it a career-best four consecutive games with double
digit points.

« Reggie Perry chipped in 14 points and eight rebounds. The
reigning Naismith National and SEC Player of the Week was
limited to a 4-of-16 shooting performance but converted on
6-0f-9 at the foul line before he fouled out.

« Tyson Carter notched 12 points and six rebounds to make it
six of his last seven games off the bench with 10-plus points.

« Nick Weatherspoon managed nine points, four rebounds and
two assists followed by Abdul Ado’s seven points, 11 rebounds
and four blocks.

« Ado’s four rejections allowed him to eclipse Rickey Brown
(1977-78-79-80) into sixth place on MSU’s all-time list.

- For the contest, MSU hit 25-0f-68 shots from the field (36.8
percent), made 5-0f-16 shots on three-point attempts (31.3
percent) and was 17-0f-21 shots from the foul line (81.0 per-
cent).

« Mississippi State scored 22 of the game’s 26 points on sec-
ond-chance opportunities and held a 40-37 rebounding ad-
vantage. The Bulldogs had five assists and 10 turnovers, while
the Wildcats had 14 assists and eight turnovers.

« Kentucky shot 24-of-45 overall (44.4 percent), 1-0f-10 on
three-pointers (10.0 percent) and 31-0f-36 at the charity
stripe (86.1 percent).

« The Wildcats had three players in double figures led by a
career-high 27 points and 11 rebounds from Nick Richards,
followed by 21 points and four rebounds from Immanuel
Quickley. The Quickley-Richards combination was a combined
27-0f-29 at the foul line. EJ Montgomery added 12 points,
eight rebounds and three steals.

“We've got to bounce back from this and be ready to go here
because we're halfway through the league.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation’s top five pediatric cancer centers.
Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa Barbara county.
