« Humphrey Coliseum will become one of the premier arenas
in the nation as major renovation plans were announced on
Oct. 30, 2018.

« Mississippi State has joined with Dale Partners Architects
and AECOM Sports to design a comprehensive plan that will
see the Hump revamped with modern amenities and the
arena’s first premium ticket options.

« One of those new options will be a new club level that offers
premium ticket holders a dedicated entrance and lobby that
leads down to a 6,000-square foot sideline club that offers
nearly 580 club seats and 80 loge seats.

- Tyson Carter pumped in a season’s best 22 points, and
Quinndary Weatherspoon added another 20-point perfor-
mance to spearhead a 68-49 victory over Missouri on Tuesday
night at Humphrey Coliseum.

« The Bulldogs (21-7, 9-6 SEC) extended their winning streak
to five consecutive games, the program’s longest streak in SEC
action dating back to Jan. 9-26, 2008.

« MSU played suffocating defense and limited the Tigers (12-
15, 3-12 SEC) to their lowest point total of the season and a
32.7 shooting clip from the field.

- The 49 points also marked the second-lowest point total for
a SEC opponent under fourth-year coach Ben Howland. MSU
held Arkansas to 46 points on Feb. 9, 2016 and improved to
29-2 fueled by 16 consecutive wins when holding the opposi-
tion to under 60 points with Howland at the helm.

- For Carter, he was 7-of-12 from the floor and drained a
season-high tying four three-pointers. He tallied 14 of the 22
points in the first half.

«Weatherspoon notched his 13th outing of 20-plus points and
hit on 7-0f-11 shooting aided by a 3-for-4 mark from beyond
the three-point arc.

« The senior guard eclipsed 1,900 career points as MSU moved
to 26-3 and has won 18 of its last 19 when Weatherspoon post
20 or more points.

« Reggie Perry, the reigning SEC Freshman of the Week, put
together an impressive showing with 15 points and a game-
high nine rebounds nearly missing out on his seventh double-
double of the season. He was a spotless 7-of-7 at the free
throw line for the second straight game.

- Taking care of the basketball also was key to MSU’s success
as the Bulldogs committed just eight turnovers, while dish-
ing out 12 assists. Lamar Peters handed out five assists and
grabbed a career-high six steals. He was a stout defensive
stopper on Missouri’s top scorer Jordan Geist who was held to
seven points on 3-0f-9 from the field.

« The Bulldogs once again got productive minutes from Rob-
ert Woodard II. He tallied nine points, four rebounds and two
blocks.

« Abdul Ado displayed tough defense in the paint and swatted
away five blocks to bring his block total to 11 over his last two
games. Aric Holman tacked on three rebounds to complete
MSU’s seven-man rotation.

« Missouri compiled a 39-28 rebounding advantage and
scored 16 of the game’s 20 points on second chance oppor-
tunities. The Tigers also secured a 33-9 edge in bench points.

them and kind of lost the focus. | think we were up as many as
15 in the first half so to have them cut it to seven gave them
momentum and also confidence ... This was huge for us to
get [SEC win] number nine and fifth in a row. | thought that
our defense was just spectacular.”

“Lamar [Peters] did a good job guarding [Jordan] Geist all
game. Geist is their leading scorer, best player. | thought he
was fantastic. Abdul [Ado] had five blocks. This now gives him
11 in the last two games. He's really doing a great job. Reg-
gie Perry’s defense inside. Again, Lamar was outstanding. He's
really become a good defender, not a just a great scorer and
rebounder. Obviously, Tyson [Carter] had it going, really did a
great job and made big shots.”

“He’s [Tyson Carter] had a big role here in the past. He started
many games. I'm as excited about how he’s doing defensively.
Our team defense — the concepts have been great. Like the
first play of the game, he got his hand on the ball. We stole
it, went the other way and scored two points. He’s a great
work-ethic guy, and he’s in phenomenal condition ... Our five-
game winning streak is directly related to how we're playing
defensively.”

MOMENTS THAT MATTERED

« The Bulldogs started things off with a 6-0 run courtesy of
two Reggie Perry free throws, a Quinndary Weatherspoon
runner in the lane and a Tyson Carter driving layup.

« Ahead 11-7 with 12:52 remaining, Mississippi State ripped
off 16 of the next 21 points over the next 5:46 off the clock to
extend the lead to 15 points.

« Weatherspoon opened the flurry with a three-pointer.
Then, Carter and Perry tacked on nine of the next 13 points to
stretch the lead to 27-12 at the 6:46 mark.

« Missouri would respond with a 12-2 spurt of its own to draw
back to 29-24 with 2:26 left. Carter would help the Bulldogs
go to the locker room with 33-26 lead after two free throws
in the closing seconds.

« The Tigers would stay within striking defense before Missis-
sippi State put the game away with a 21-7 finishing kick over
the last 7:58 of the contest.

« The Bulldogs seized the momentum courtesy of a 12 con-
secutive points to extend a 50-44 advantage to 62-44 with
3:49to go in the contest.

- Carter and Weatherspoon dialed up treys 51 seconds apart.
Then, Woodard Il bookended the run with consecutive layups.

« For the contest, MSU hit 23-0f-48 shots from the field (47.9
percent), 8-o0f-20 shots from three-point range (40.0 percent)
and 14-of-18 shots from the foul line (77.8 percent).

« Missouri countered with a 17-0f-52 mark from the field (32.7
percent), a 7-of-24 mark from three-point range (29.2 percent)
and an 8-of-13 mark from the foul line (61.5 percent).

« Missouri was led by Torrence Watsn and Jeremiah Tilmon
who accounted for 12 and 11 points, respectively, off the
bench.

- Tyson Carter had a 22nd birthday to remember as the senior
guard dialed up 15 points, seven assists and three steals off
the bench to lift Mississippi State to its first SEC victory with a
72-45 rout of Missouri at Humphrey Coliseum.

« Carter’s performance was highlighted by eclipsing his father,
Greg Carter (1988-89-90-91), on Mississippi State’s all-time
scoring list. He also moved past Wiley Peck (1976-77-78-79)
and into sole possession of 30th place.

« The Bulldogs (10-6, 1-3 SEC) ended a three-game losing
streak and have won seven of their last eight meetings over
Missouri (9-7, 1-3 SEC) since the 2014-15 season.

« Mizzou’s offensive output of 45 points marked the fewest
points allowed by the Bulldogs against a SEC foe during the
Ben Howland era. The 27-point triumph also matched the
second-highest margin of victory over a SEC opponent under
Howland.

+ Reggie Perry pumped in a SEC career-best 23 points on 9-of-
13 shooting coupled with 10 rebounds to compile his fifth
double-double over his last six games. It also marked his SEC-
leading ninth double-double on the season to bring his career
total to 18 which is tops among SEC active players.

« Joining Carter and Perry in double figures was Nick Weath-
erspoon, who amassed 11 points on 4-of-7 from the floor. He
has provided double figures in five of his first six appearances
this season. The Canton native also added four assists.

+ Robert Woodard Il worked his way to nine points, five
rebounds, two blocks and two steals whereas Abdul Ado
chipped in six points, four rebounds and a block.

+ Iverson Molinar came away with four points, while Prince
Oduro and Elias King rounded out the scoring for the Bulldogs
with two points apiece. Quinten Post grabbed three rebounds
for the second time this season.

« For the contest, MSU buried 30-of-55 from the field (54.5
percent), 5-0f-13 on three-pointers (38.5 percent) and was a
flawless 7-for-7 at the free throw line (100.0 percent).

« The Bulldogs handed out 17 assists against 15 turnovers,
while Missouri tallied 10 assists and 19 turnovers. Mississippi
State also claimed a 36-24 rebounding advantage, a 38-24
edge in paint points and collected 22 of the game’s 33 points
off turnovers.

« The Tigers counted with a 17-0f-49 shooting clip (34.7 per-
cent), 5-0f-25 from beyond the three-point arc (20.0 percent)
and was 6-of-10 at the charity stripe (60.0 percent).

« Mizzou was led by Kobe Brown'’s 14 points and leading scorer,
Dru Smith, was bottled up for a season-low two points and
misfired on four of his five shot attempts.

MOMENTS THAT MATTERED

« Mississippi State controlled the tempo from the opening tip
and blitzed the Tigers with the first 10 points during the open-
ing 4:36. The Bulldogs got the ball in early and often with a
pair of paint buckets courtesy of Reggie Perry and Abdul Ado.

« Mississippi State kept the fireworks coming and pushed its lead
to 16-3 on an Iverson Molinar steal and slam with 11:57 left.

- Ahead 19-9 at the 9:02 mark, Perry ignited a 12-2 flurry with
a traditional three-point play and a dunk. Nick Weatherspoon
bookended the spurt with five straight points of his own to
push the Bulldogs advantage to 33-11 with 4:04 remaining.

« Mississippi State would carry a 40-20 lead into the locker
room as Weatherspoon knocked down a midrange jumper to
beat the buzzer.

« Perry sparked the first-half onslaught with 12 points on
5-0f-8 shooting during the opening 20 minutes. As a team,
Mississippi State drained 17-0f-28 from the floor en route to a
60.7 shooting percentage, the second-highest mark versus a
SEC opponent in a first half under Ben Howland.

« The Bulldogs limited Missouri to 20 points in the first half,
which matched the lowest point total for a conference foe in the
Howland era and lowest since March 5, 2016 against Auburn.

« Mizzou would slice the deficit down to 15 points on three oc-
casions, the latest at 46-31 on a Reed Niko jam with 12:58 to go.

« The Bulldogs responded with eight consecutive points
capped by Tyson Carter and Perry treys 46 seconds apart to
make it 54-31 at the 9:02 mark.

« Mississippi State kept its foot on the gas pedal and snatched
its largest lead at 68-36 with 4:54 remaining after two Carter
free throws.

« Prince Oduro and Elias King added layups down the stretch
to close out the 72-45 decision. The Bulldogs walked away
with their fourth 20-plus point victory of the season.

- Tyson Carter and Reggie Perry delivered a combined 25
second-half points on 6-0f-10 shooting as Mississippi State
earned redemption from an earlier loss and captured a regular
season split with Alabama courtesy of a tightly-contested 80-
73 victory at Humphrey Coliseum.

- State (18-10, 9-6 SEC) collected its third straight win over
the Crimson Tide (15-13, 7-8 SEC) at The Hump. The home
team has won the last seven in the series dating back to the
2016-17 season.

- Carter provided 19 points coupled with five assists and three
rebounds to reach double figures in 10 of his last 13 outings
off the bench. The 19 points enabled him to move past Timmy
Bowers (2001-02-03-04) and into 21st place on MSU’s all-
time scoring list.

« Perry compiled his 15th double-double and his eighth 20-10
outings of his sophomore campaign. He piled up 21 points, a
game-leading 12 rebounds and a trio of blocks.

- The double-double also marked the 24th of his career, tops
among SEC players and passing Rickey Brown for the most by
a MSU player during his first two seasons since freshmen were
allowed to play in the 1970s.

« Robert Woodard Il nearly tucked away a double-double of
his own and stuffed the stats sheet with 10 points, seven re-
bounds, four assists and two blocks.

« Abdul Ado posted eight first-half points to go along with five
rebounds, three steals and two blocks whereas D.J. Stewart Jr.
worked his way six points, three steals and three rebounds.

- Nick Weatherspoon and Iverson Molinar secured nine and
seven points, respectively. Weatherspoon recorded four re-
bounds and handed out three assists.

« For the contest, MSU hit 30-0f-57 shots from the field (52.6
percent), 4-of-14 shots from 3-point range (28.6 percent) and
16-0f-19 shots from the foul line (84.2 percent).

«The Bulldogs had 16 assists and 12 turnovers, while Alabama
had 12 assists and 11 turnovers. The two teams were an even
37-37 in the rebounding battle.

- Alabama shot 27-of-70 overall (38.6 percent), 11-0f-32 on
three-pointers (34.4 percent) and 8-of-15 at the charity stripe
(53.3 percent).

- The Tide had three players register double figures headed
by Kira Lewis Jr's solid all-around effort with 29 points, seven
rebounds, four assists and two steals. Jaden Shackelford and
James Bolden followed with 17 and 11 points, respectively.

FROM THE BENCH WITH COACH HOWLAND

“That was obviously a huge, huge win for us tonight against a
really good team that is incredibly well coached and very dif-
ficult to play against. | got a chance to shake John Petty [Jr's]
hand afterwards, and he thought he would be okay, which is
great. It's always hard to see a player suffer an injury. That's my
number one prayer everyday — that we get through with prac-
tice and every game without injury. He's a heck of a player.
Obviously, that was a factor in the game, not having him out
there was tough for them.”

“The Nick [Weatherspoon] three at the end of the [first] half
was a great pass from D.J. [Stewart Jr.] We had two big three’s

One was a very nice pass and penetration from
Tyson [Carter] to Iverson [Molinar] in the corner ... We did a
much better job [with tempo in the second half]. Look at the
first half, we took 35 shots. Second half, we did a much bet-
ter job doing what we wanted to do, which is control tempo.
We took 22 shots and shot a very high percentage. We shot

MOMENTS THAT MATTERED

- The first half was a back-and-forth affair that featured four
ties and 16 lead changes as the two teams played within three
points of each other during the opening 14:56 of the contest.

« An Iverson Molinar right baseline trey from Tyson Carter put
Mississippi State up 28-27 at the 8:34 mark. Alabama grabbed
the next seven points capped by a Kira Lewis Jr. trey to take a
34-28 edge with 5:04 to go. A key sequence during that span
was an arm injury to John Petty Jr. who scored eight points
during his nine minutes of action.

- The Maroon and White responded with a 6-0 flurry of their
own over the next 1:22 off the clock. D.J. Stewart Jr. finished a
layup, Abdul Ado provided two free throws and a Reggie Perry
slam knotted the score at 34-34 with 3:27 remaining.

« Nick Weatherspoon drained a left wing trifecta with 20
seconds remaining to vault Mississippi State to a 41-39 lead
heading into the locker room.

« Alabama deadlocked the scoreboard at 41-41 on a Lewis Jr.
layup during the opening possession of the second half.

- State ripped off 12 of the next 16 points over the next 2:43 to
surge ahead 53-45 at the 16:20 mark. The Bulldogs connected
on five of their first six shot attempts of the stanza. Weather-
spoon bookended the spurt with a pair of buckets.

- Alabama battled back on the strength of a 14-6 run fueled
by 11 combined points courtesy of Lewis Jr. and Jaden Shack-
elford to draw even at 59-59 with 9:34 left.

« Mississippi State regrouped behind Carter and Perry who
brought the Bulldogs to the finish line with the team’s last
21 points.

« A Perry right wing triple put State back ahead for good at
62-59, and the Bulldogs took their largest lead at 71-62 after
a pair of Carter free throws.

- Alabama would close within four points on three occasions.
At 73-69 with under two minutes to go, Carter drove to the
cup and hit a layup through traffic. He put the game out of
reach with another late shot clock layup to make it 77-70 with
38.3 seconds.

« Mississippi State closed out the seven-point decision and hit
3-of-4 at the foul line inside the last 17 seconds of the contest.

CAREER AND MISSISSIPPI STATE

Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of college
basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility, integrity
and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuilding stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple of March
Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four programs to the Big Dance. During Howland's fourth season at the helm of a program,
his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and compiled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Final
Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA. He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during three
consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49) and John Calipari (Memphis - 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland's teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances, 13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular season
conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected conference coach
of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland’s energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook, Kevin
Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robertson during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers < 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors « 2019) have each won NBA
Championships.

Howland’s coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie Dixon
who succeeded him at Pittshurgh and is the current coach of his alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tournament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weatherspoon,
Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to dial up over
2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in 2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard . Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA U19 Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team
selection last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse 1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program's top three-point shooters.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland's prep career included stops at Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time All-CIF
by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Suburban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to the
California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats captured two
Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths. He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin Clark
Howland II, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation’s top five pediatric cancer centers.
Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa Barbara county.
