
THE TIP-OFF
• Florida wraps its home schedule with an opportunity to seal an outright SEC championship after clinching a 

share of the title on Saturday. Gator Nation has shown out again this season, recording a sixth straight sellout 

and the 10th of the season, also the 19th over UF's last 25 home games.

• The Gators are coming off  a 34-point rout of #20 Arkansas to clinch a share of the SEC regular season champion-

ship as Thomas Haugh's 22 points and Rueben Chinyelu's double-double (12 points, 16 rebounds) highlighted 

seven Gators with double-fi gures. The 111-77 win was UF's largest margin of victory ever against a ranked foe.

• Florida's +14.3 rebounding margin and 45.4 rebounds per game lead the nation, and the Gators rank second in 

off ensive rebound percentage (42.6%) and off ensive rebounds (15.8). UF is also third in second-chance points 

per game (16.4), sixth in 2-point defense (.447) and seventh in defensive rebound percentage (75.2%).

• During UF's current nine-game winning streak, the Gators are out-shooting opponents, .524 to .377 from the 

fi eld and .370 to .293 from 3, leading to a +22.0 scoring margin (91.6 to 69.6). UF is also dishing 19.1 assists per 

game vs. 9.6 for its opponents. Rueben Chinyelu has averaged 13.2 rebounds per game, while Urban Klavzar is 

25-for-49 (.510) and Isaiah Brown 7-for-14 (.500) from 3, and Xaivian Lee has 55 assists (6.1 apg).

• Florida's schedule to date ranks as the fourth-toughest in the nation, per KenPom, and the Gators sit fourth in 

defensive effi  ciency and 11th in off ensive effi  ciency.

• Rueben Chinyelu ranks #1 nationally in rebounding (11.7), tied for second in off ensive rebounding (4.21) and 

tied for sixth in double-doubles (17) as he makes a bid to be the fi rst Gator in 50 years to average double-fi gure 

rebounds (Bob Smyth, 12.7, 1975-76). 

• Chinyelu has three 20-rebound games this season, snagging 21 vs. Merrimack and LSU to tie the O'Dome 

record and set UF's shot clock era record. He had 20 at Georgia, UF's fourth all-time 20-rebound performance 

on the road and the fi rst since Chip Williams had 53 years ago (20, at Georgia, 2/3/1973).

• UF picked up a win vs. #25 Kentucky, led by 22 points from Xaivian Lee and 19 from Urban Klavzar as the duo 

combined to hit nine of 18 3-point attempts. Thomas Haugh added 17 points and eight rebounds, while Alex 

Condon (14/11) and Rueben Chinyelu (10/11) each had a double-double.

• The Gators won 86-67 at RV/#25 Texas A&M behind an elite defensive fi rst half that included holding the 

Aggies to a 1-for-27 start from the fi eld, including 23 straight misses. Thomas Haugh's 22 points led the 

Gators, while Rueben Chinyelu put up another double-double with 10 points and 16 rebounds.

• The Gators earned a 100-77 win vs. #23 Alabama as Alex Condon scored 25 points and Thomas Haugh added 22 

as Florida posted a 72-26 paint scoring advantage and an 18-2 turnover edge. Florida posted a 16-0 run across 

both halves and held the Tide scoreless for a 7:30 span

• In the win at #10 Vanderbilt, the Gators had fi ve players score 14+ points, led by Rueben Chinyelu and Xaivian 

Lee's 20 each. Lee, sporting a #99 jersey, dropped in the go-ahead 3-pointer with 43.9 seconds remaining. 

• In the win vs. #21 Tennessee, Boogie Fland broke out for 23 points with fi ve assists and four steals. With the 

game tied at 26-all late in the fi rst half, Florida went on a 15-2 run over the fi nal 3:33 of the fi rst half to take a 

13-point halftime lead. Fland had 10 points and three steals during that stretch.

Todd Golden has led the Florida Gators back to the mountaintop.

Just three years, two weeks and six days after his hire as Florida’s head coach was announced, Golden ascended 

a ladder in San Antonio’s Alamodome to cut down the net as a national champion.

The Gators’ third national title in program history capped a season of historic proportions, as Florida’s 36 wins 

tied a program record and UF returned to its sixth Final Four and its fi fth SEC Tournament title. At 39 years, 

Golden became the youngest national championship coach since Jim Valvano in 1983.

The championships all came as part of a memorable 12-game 

win streak to end the season that began March 1. The 12-game 

run to close the season included nine top-25 wins, eight of the 

nine vs. teams in the top 12.

The Gators’ run to the title tied for the toughest path all-time 

for a #1-seed (1993 North Carolina) and the third-toughest 

in NCAA Tournament history. Florida’s epic run featured four 

comeback wins, including rallying from 12 points down in the 

national championship game, closing the game on a 35-21 run 

over the fi nal 16 minutes. 

The Gators entered the NCAA Tournament with a No. 1 seed for just the third time in program history, joining 

the 2007 and 2014 squads as top-seed earners. Florida used the SEC Tournament to get hot, posting a domi-

nant run on the way to Florida’s fi fth SEC Tournament title.

Florida’s 27 regular season wins marked the second-most in program history (29, 2013-14), and the Gators 

posted a 14-4 record in an SEC that ranked among the best conferences in college basketball history.

The Gators ended the season on a 12-game winning streak starting on March 1 that saw UF knock off  nine top-

25 teams, eight of which ranked in the top 12. Florida fi nished the season 8-2 in top-10 matchups, including 

wins in the fi nal seven, after entering the season 6-16 all-time in such matchups. 

UFs’ pair of #1 wins vs. Tennessee and at Auburn were Florida’s fi rst ever in regular season play. Coupled with 

the Auburn win, the Gators’ road win at #7 Alabama gave UF multiple top-10 road wins in a season for the fi rst 

time. Golden earned Naismith Coach of the Year semifi nalist recognition.

The story of the season was the masterful roster construction by Golden and staff . The Gators kept up the elite 

off ensive production from the previous season while jumping from 94th to sixth in defensive effi  ciency. In 

addition to an added focus on that side of the ball, the improvement can also be credited to the identifi cation 

and recruitment of Alijah Martin and Rueben Chinyelu, who brought an added dimension of toughness and 

physicality to the Gators’ 2024-25 edition. 

The Gators’ +15.2 scoring margin for the season led the SEC and was the third-highest in program history, 

while UF set program records for points (3,391), 3-point fi eld goals (390) and fi eld goals (1,182). 

Florida's trio of senior guards capped the season all being selected in the NBA Draft, as Walter Clayton Jr. was a 

fi rst-round selection by the Utah Jazz, while Alijah Martin was chosen by the Raptors and Will Richard selected 

by the Warriors in the second round.

Even before the 2025 championship, Golden had the Gators trending up through two seasons at the helm, 

leading Florida back to the NCAA Tournament in 2024. UF posted 24 wins, its most since 2016-17, and advanced 

to the SEC Tournament championship game for the fi rst time since 2014. The Gators tallied four top-25 wins 

in 2023-24, and Florida had its highest-scoring team in program history with 85.7 points per game, ranking 

in the top 10 nationally in scoring off ense, rebounds per game, off ensive rebounds per game and off ensive 

rebounding percentage.

In Golden’s fi rst season at UF in 2022-23, the Gators earned a postseason berth and multiple top-25 wins as 

Golden became the fi rst Florida coach to accomplish both of those benchmarks in his fi rst season. 

Golden came to Florida after there seasons as San Francisco's head coach, where he led the team in 2022 to 

its fi rst NCAA Tournament since 1998 and its fi rst at-large bid since 1982. Prior to being named the Dons’ 

head coach, Golden spent the previous three seasons as San Francisco’s associate head coach, two seasons on 

Auburn’s staff  at two seasons at Columbia.

Golden is married to the former Megan York, who was a four-year volleyball standout at Saint Mary’s and the 

WCC’s Co-Freshman of the Year in 2007.
