Over the course of a storied 36-year coaching career, Ben Howland
has established himself as a proven winner and ascended to one of col-
lege basketball’s elite head coaches.

Howland, the most decorated and accomplished coach in school
history, has built his career on the foundation of hard work, humility,
integrity and service. He has brought stability and a calming influence to
the Mississippi State program with consecutive 20-win seasons and back-
to-back postseason appearances for the first time in nearly a decade.

The 2019-20 campaign marks his fifth season with the Bulldogs and
his 24th season as a head coach.

One of Howland's signature accomplishments has been the rebuild-
ing stamp he has placed on teams throughout his career. He is a staple
of March Madness and one of 15 coaches in NCAA history to lead four
programs to the Big Dance. During Howland’s fourth season at the helm
of a program, his teams have racked up a 102-30 on-court record sparked
by a quartet of NCAA Tournament trips.

Howland has enjoyed an unprecedented level of success and com-
piled an impressive list of accolades which include three straight NCAA Fi-
nal Four runs in 2006-07-08 and a 2006 NCAA Runner-Up finish at UCLA.
He is one of three coaches in NCAA history to win at least 30 games during
three consecutive seasons joining Adolph Rupp (Kentucky « 1947-48-49)
and John Calipari (Memphis « 2006-07-08).

Overall, Howland’s teams have amassed 14 postseason appearances,
13 seasons of 20-plus wins, 11 NCAA Tournament bids, eight regular
season conference championships and five NCAA Sweet 16 trips. He has
garnered seven national coach of the year accolades and collected confer-
ence coach of the year honors in three leagues.

Howland's energetic approach and insatiable drive have helped
numerous players achieve their professional dreams. Russell Westbrook,
Kevin Love and Jrue Holiday spearhead a list of 23 NBA players who have
combined for 13 nods to the NBA All-Star Game.

Westbrook, a five-time All-NBA First-Team honoree and two-time
NBA scoring champion, was the 2017 NBA MVP. He was the first player in
league history to average a triple-double for a season since Oscar Robert-
son during the 1960s. Love (Cleveland Cavilers - 2016) along with Trevor
Ariza (Los Angeles Lakers « 2009), Jordan Farmar (Los Angeles Lakers «
2009-10) and Normal Powell (Toronto Raptors - 2019) have each won
NBA Championships.

Howland's coaching tree has seven former assistant coaches who
have later become head coaches at the college level, headed by Jamie
Dixon who succeeded him at Pittsburgh and is the current coach of his
alma mater, TCU.

The foundation for Mississippi State’s road back to the NCAA Tour-
nament was laid by a trio of 1,000-point scorers in Quinndary Weath-
erspoon, Aric Holman and Lamar Peters. Weatherspoon, a 2019 All-SEC
First-Team pick, wrapped up his career as one of three MSU players to
dial up over 2,000 career points and was chosen by the San Antonio Spurs
during the 2019 NBA Draft.

The Bulldogs will look to punch a return ticket to March Madness in
2019-20 led by Abdul Ado, Tyson Carter, Reggie Perry, Nick Weatherspoon
and Robert Woodard 1. Perry is fresh off a MVP performance for the USA UT9
Team at the 2019 FIBA World Cup and was an All-SEC Freshmen Team selec-
tion last season. He also attended the NBA Draft Combine over the summer.

Carter is on the verge of becoming the seventh MSU player to eclipse
1,000 career points under Howland and is on-track to finish of one of the
program’s top three-point shooters.

UCLA - 2004-13

Howland's decade of achievements at powerhouse UCLA was fueled
by seven NCAA Tournament nods, five NCAA Sweet 16 appearances and
three consecutive NCAA Final Fours from 2006-08. The Bruins piled up 97
victories during those three final four campaigns, the most by any UCLA
coach in a three-year span. UCLA advanced to the 2006 NCAA Champion-
ship game, the program’s first since winning the 1995 NCAA title.

The Bruins won four Pac-10 regular-season crowns highlighted by
three straight from 2006-08. Howland joined the late John Wooden as the
only UCLA coaches to lead the Bruins to back-to-back-to-back NCAA Final
Fours and became the first coach since Wooden to win three consecutive
conferences titles. UCLA climbed to the No. 1 spot multiple times during
the 2006-07 season.

Howland compiled a 233-107 overall record and a 121-59 mark in
conference play over his 10 seasons in Westwood as UCLA logged top
three league finishes on seven occasions. The 35 wins in 2007-08 were
a school single-season record after the 32 wins in 2005-06 matched the
previous mark set by the 1995 NCAA champions.

The Bruins produced a conference-leading 20 NBA players, and UCLA
had a league-best 13 players hear their names called at the NBA Draft dur-
ing Howland's tenure. Both totals also ranked among the top five nationally.

Seven players were first-round picks which included Russell West-
brook (2008 — No. 4), Kevin Love (2008 — No. 5), Shabazz Muhammad
(2013 — No. 14), Jrue Holiday (2009 — No. 17), Darren Collison (2009 — No.
21), Jordan Farmar (2006 — No. 26) and Arron Afflalo (2007 — No. 27).
Jordan Adams (2014 — No. 22) and Kyle Anderson (2014 — No. 30) also
were coached by Howland, while Zach LaVine (2014 — No. 13) was signed
by Howland at UCLA.

Afflalo (2007) and Love (2008) notched consensus All-America First-
Team status and came away with Pac-10 Player of the Year accolades.
Westbrook (2008) was named Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Year,
whereas Farmar (2005), Mbah a Moute (2006), Love (2008) and Muham-
mad (2013) claimed the league’s freshman of the year.

PITTSBURGH - 2000-03

Prior to his stint on the West Coast, Howland’s rapid turnaround at
Pittsburgh was ignited by an 89-40 ledger and back-to-back NCAA Sweet
16 appearances in 2002 and 2003. The Panthers tucked away 2002 and
2003 BIG EAST Regular Season Co-Championships and the 2003 BIG EAST
Tournament crown.

Howland guided Pitt to a 57-11 mark during his NCAA Sweet 16
seasons. The 83.8 winning percentage was second nationally during that
period, and the Panthers rose to as high as No. 2 for four weeks in 2002-
03. The 29 wins in 2001-02 was a program single-season record which
surpassed the previous mark of 25 set in 1973-74.

Howland rattled off consensus national coach of the year status in
2001-02, most notably from the Associated Press (AP), Naismith, Sporting
News and Henry Iba Award presented by United States Basketball Writers
Association (USBWA). He was the first Pitt coach in any sport to earn a na-
tional coach of the year award since football's Johnny Majors in 1976.

Brandin Knight was a two-time All-American during the 2001-02
and 2002-03 seasons, the program’s first since Charles Smith in 1986-87
and 1987-88. He also was named 2001-02 BIG EAST Co-Player of the Year
and picked up BIG EAST Most Improved honors. Knight concluded his Pitt
career as the record holder in career assists and career steals.
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COACHING STAFF - HEAD COACH BEN HOWLAND

NORTHERN ARIZONA - 1995-99

Howland’s first head coaching gig was at Northern Arizona where he
orchestrated one of the nation’s best turnarounds. His highly successful
five-year tenure saw him transform the Lumberjacks from one of the na-
tion’s weakest programs into a consistent NCAA Tournament contender.

Northern Arizona posted three straight 21-win campaigns which
stands as a program single-season mark. The Lumberjacks won Big Sky
regular season titles in 1996-97 and 1997-98, coupled with back-to-back
postseason trips. Charles Thomas and Andrew Mavis took home 1996-97
and 1997-98 Big Sky Most Valuable Player honors, respectively.

Northern Arizona’s win differential between the 1995-96 and 1996-
97 seasons was rated the 10th best single-season turnaround in NCAA
history at the time. Howland guided the Lumberjacks to the program’s
first NCAA Tournament appearance in 1997-98 as NAU led heavily favored
and No. 2 seed Cincinnati for a majority of the game before a last-second
three-pointer gave the Bearcats a 65-62 decision.

The 1997-98 squad was inducted into Northern Arizona’s Athletic
Hall of Fame in 2004 before Howland was individually inducted in 2016.

EARLY COACHING CAREER - 1981-94

Howland landed his first coaching job as a graduate assistant for Jay
Hillock at Gonzaga in 1981. He coached future NBA Hall of Famer and
Utah Jazz guard John Stockton and earned a master’s degree in admin-
istration and physical education.

Howland advanced into the assistant coaching ranks at UC Santa
Barbara under Ed DeLacy and Jerry Pimm for 12 seasons from 1982-94.
He helped the Gauchos to five postseason trips between the 1988 and
1994 seasons highlighted by a 1990 NCAA Tournament win over Houston.
Howland also oversaw the development of NBA players Brian Shaw and
Conner Henry.

PLAYING CAREER - PERSONAL

Born in Lebanon, Oregon, Howland’s prep career included stops at
Dos Pueblos and Cerritos High Schools in California. He was a two-time
All-CIF by the California Interscholastic Federation and a two-time Sub-
urban League Most Valuable Player while at Cerritos.

Howland’s college career began at Santa Barbara City College where
he was an all-league performer, a team captain and led the Vaqueros to
the California state finals in 1978.

A 1979 graduate of Weber State, Howland was named the team’s
Most Valuable Defensive Player in 1979 and 1980 as the Wildcats cap-
tured two Big Sky championships and a pair of NCAA Tournament berths.
He played professionally in the Bohemios First Division in Uruguay.

Howland and his wife, Kim, a former Weber State cheerleader, have
two children — Meredith and Adam — and three grandsons — Benjamin
Clark Howland I, Eli and Asher, the sons of Adam and his wife, Brittney.

Meredith Howland is a pediatric oncology nurse at Mattel Children’s
Hospital at UCLA, which is one of the nation's top five pediatric cancer
centers. Adam Howland serves as the assistant district attorney in Santa
Barbara county.

George Brooks begins his 10th season at Mississippi State as an as-
sistant coach after a successful 13-year stint at the junior college ranks
where he guided his program to numerous titles.

Brooks is on the verge of completing a decade of loyal service to the
Maroon and White under Ben Howland, Rick Ray and Rick Stansbury. He
sits as the fourth-longest tenured assistant coach in program history only
behind Robert Kirby (1989-93, 1998-2010), Phil Cunningham (2000-12)
and Jerry Simmons (1956-66).

The Bulldogs have logged back-to-back postseason appearances for
the first time in nearly a decade sparked by a 2019 NCAA Tournament trip.

Brooks appeared in 67 games and was a three-year letterwinner for
the Bulldogs from 1992-94. He served as a student assistant coach un-
der Richard Williams in 1995-96 when Mississippi State advanced to the
NCAA Final Four.

Brooks” main responsibilities in his current role at MSU are working
with the forwards, assisting with scouting reports and all aspects of re-
cruiting. He has been impactful on the recruiting trail and oversaw the
recruitment of Quinndary Weatherspoon who finished his career ranked
among the program’s top five in points (2,012 — 3rd), steals (201 - 3rd),
field goals made (706 —T-3rd) and free throws made (413 — 5th). Weath-
erspoon was selected by the San Antonio Spurs in the 2019 NBA Draft.

Brooks has landed All-SEC performers and 1,000-point scorers Craig
Sword and Gavin Ware who sit among the program’s top 20 in scoring.
He also aided in the development of Arnett Moultrie who was one of 11
players in program history to average a double-double for a season and
was a first-round choice of the Miami Heat in the 2012 NBA Draft.

Brooks has collected multiple honors for his recruiting efforts. He has
been tabbed among the nation’s top 10 and the SEC's top three recruiters
four times since 2015 by 247 Sports. The highest mark was tops in the SEC
and fourth nationally for MSU’s 2018 class headed by Reggie Perry and
Robert Woodard Il which was dubbed a consensus top five in the country.

Brooks began his coaching journey at Meridian Community College
where he spent two seasons as an assistant coach before being promoted
to head coach in 1999-2000. He spent 11 seasons leading the Eagles to
numerous Mississippi-Louisiana Conference titles and NJCAA Region 23
Tournament berths.

Brooks had 20-plus players during his tenure sign with NCAA pro-
grams which included Jamal Edmondson who played at Mississippi State
from 2005-06. He also had two standouts, Jamario Moon and Ronald
Murray, got onto NBA careers.

Brooks put together a stellar multi-sport prep career at Lafayette High
School in Alabama under the tutelage of coach John T. Woody. His team
captured the Alabama 3A title in 1989 during his sophomore season.

Individually, Brooks notched a trio of Opelika-Auburn News All-
Area and Valley Times News All-Valley honorees. The All-State performer
posted averages of 16 points, 14 rebounds, seven blocks and three assists
and was named to the Birmingham Post-Herald's“Ten Most Wanted List”
as a senior. He also was a three-time All-State selection at tight end on
the gridiron.

Brooks is a 1997 graduate of Mississippi State with a degree in (7).
He and his wife, Kalia, are the parents of four children. The two oldest are
sons Garrison and Justin, and the two youngest are daughters Katelyn
and Karrie.

Korey McCray enters his fifth season at Mississippi State and his sev-
enth season overall as an assistant coach on Ben Howlands staff.

McCray has picked up 122 on-court wins, a 20.3 victories per season
average, over his previous six seasons with Howland. He has notched a
quintet of postseason trips during his career headed by 2013 and 2019
NCAATournament appearances at UCLA and Mississippi State, respectively.

McCray, a tireless worker and top-notch recruiter, already owns 11
years of coaching experience at the collegiate level. His previous stops
include Florida State, Chipola Junior College, Mercer, UCLA and LSU.

McCray has landed a pair of 1,000-point scorers at Mississippi State
in Lamar Peters and Aric Holman. Both players went onto to sign NBA
Summer League deals.

McCray’s first teamed up with Howland at UCLA which resulted in the
nation’s No. 1 recruiting class in 2012 according to ESPN.com. The class
was headed by Jordan Adams, Kyle Anderson and Shabazz Muhammad
who each were selected in the NBA Draft’s First Round. The Bruins com-
piled a 25-10 ledger in 2012-13 en route to the Pac-12 regular season
championship.

After UCLA, McCray spent the 2013-14 campaign at LSU on Johnny
Jones'staff. The Tigers compiled a 20-14 record and secured a NIT bid. The
team featured three future NBA players in Jarell Martin, Jordan Mickey
and Tim Quarterman.

McCray’s first opportunity as an assistant coach at the Division | level
came at his alma mater, Mercer, in 2007-08 following a one-year stint at
Chipola College in 2004-05. The Chipola squad advanced to the National
Junior College Athletic Association (NJCAA) Semifinals.

McCray got his start in the coaching ranks at Florida State as a gradu-
ate assistant under Leonard Hamilton’s leadership. He earned a master’s
degree in adult education with a minor in higher education at FSU.

McCray worked as a skill development trainer based in Atlanta,
Georgia beginning in 2004. He had the chance to worth with and create
tailor-made offseason training programs for NBA talents such as Dwight
Howard, John Wall, Anthony Morrow, Jarrett Jack, Jarvis Hayes, Von Wa-
fer, Mario West and Damien Wilkins, among others.
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McCray was a four-year player for Mark Slonaker at Mercer in Macon,
Georgia. He served as the team caption during the 1999-2000 and 2000-
01 seasons. The Decatur, Georgia native led the Bears in assists all four
seasons. His 344 career assists were second in program history following
his career and still sits among the program’s top five. He earned his bach-
elor’s degree in communications with a major in theatre arts and a minor
in Christianity from Mercer in 2001.

Since 1999, McCray has served various stints as the CEQ and head
coach of the Atlanta Celtics AAU travel team. The team was co-founded
by his father, Karl McCray, and Wallace Prather in 1990. In 2009, he led
his Atlanta Celtics U-15 team to a national title and has consistently pro-
duced teams at all age levels that rank in the top 10 nationally.

McCray and his wife, Lauren, were married on September 20, 2018.

When Ben Howland began to assemble his Mississippi State staff, he
searched for familiarity and someone he knew he could trust.

Asit turned out, the search was short with the hiring of Ernie Zeigler,
who heads into fifth season at Mississippi State and his 10th season on
Howland’s staff between stops at MSU, Pittsburgh and UCLA.

Zeigler has garnered 196 on-court victories, an average of 21.8 wins
per season, over nine seasons with Howland. He is the only assistant
coach to be on Howland's staff both times he has captured national coach
of the year awards.

Zeigler has made six postseason appearances fueled by five NCAA
Tournament trips as an assistant coach. The 2005-06 UCLA team was the
NCAA Runner-Up, while the 2001-02 and 2002-03 Pitt squads secured
NCAA Sweet 16 runs. He also played a role in a trio of regular season con-
ference championships and a pair of conference tournament titles.

Zeigler possesses nearly two decades of coaching experience at the
collegiate level which includes six seasons at Central Michigan as a head
coach. His previous assistant coaching stops include Kansas State, Bowl-
ing Green, Pitt, UCLA and Detroit.

Zeigler has been instrumental in Mississippi State’s resurgence as the
Bulldogs have collected consecutive 20-win seasons and back-to-back
postseason berths for the first time in nearly a decade. He has been a
driving force in the development MSU’s frontcourt with the recruitment

of Abdul Ado, an ESPN Top 100 player. Ado already sits in eighth place on
the program's blocks list at 124 in 67 games.

Before spending two seasons at Detroit under Ray McCallum, Zei-
gler earned the opportunity to serve as Central Michigan's head coach.
He spent six seasons with the Chippewas and led the program to two
Mid-American Conference (MAC) Western Division crowns and a pair of
Michigan MAC trophies which is given to the school who has the best
head-to-head record among in-state schools.

Central Michigan reached the MAC Tournament quarterfinals in four
of his six seasons and logged top three MAC division finishes during five
of his six seasons with Zeigler at the helm. His recruiting classes to Mount
Pleasant were ranked atop the conference four times overall sparked by
three straight seasons from 2009-11 by www.HoopScoopOnline.com.

Zeigler mentored eight players to All-MAC selections highlighted
by six players who went onto play professionally. Those pro prospects
included Trey Zeigler, Giordan Watson, Marcus Van, Derek Jackson, Andre
Coimbra and Sefton Barrett.

Zeigler spent five seasons at Pitt and UCLA under Howland’s tutelage
from 2002-06. The 2001-02 Pitt team amassed a program single-season
record with 29 victories, while the 2005-06 UCLA squad equaled a program
single-season mark of 32 wins set by the 1995-96 national champions.

The Panthers claimed a share of the 2002 and 2003 BIG EAST regular
season championships and won the 2003 BIG EAST Tournament crown.
Pitt climbed as high as No. 2 for four weeks in both the Associated Press
(AP) and USA Today/Coaches Top 25 polls before closing the season at No.
4 by the AP.

When Howland headed west to powerhouse UCLA, Zeigler helped
build the program back into a national title contender. The Bruins
advanced to the NCAA Final Four as the No. 2 seed out of the Oakland
regional and fell to Florida in the 2006 NCAA Championship Game. UCLA
swept the 2006 Pac-10 regular season and tournament crowns.

UCLA posted a top 15 recruiting class each season and inked three
McDonalds All-Americans with Zeigler on the staff. The 2004 class was
ranked as high as No. 4 by www.Rivals.com whereas the 2006 class
checked in at No. 6 by www.FOXSports.com.

Zeigler had one-year stints at Kansas State and Bowling Green prior
to teaming up with Howland. He began his coaching career under his
former prep coach, Robert Menefee, at his alma mater, Detroit Cody High
School.

From 1990-96, the Detroit Cody program dialed up a top 10 ranking
in the state of Michigan during four of his six seasons. The team reached
the state quarterfinals in 1992 and won the Detroit Public School League
West Division championship in 1993.

Zeigler also led Team Detroit in the AAU ranks from 1992-97. He
quided all six squads to the Michigan AAU Final Four, and the 1994 team
reached the national AAU quarterfinals. In 1995 and 1997, Team Detroit
advanced to the adidas Big Time Tournament quarterfinals.

Zeigler made the move overseas where he gained three seasons
of head coaching experience from 1997-99. He led the Henan Wildcats
from 1996-97 and was tabbed the Chinese National Basketball Alliance
International Coach of the Year in 1997. The Wildcats came away with the
franchise’s first winning season and first playoff berth in club history.

Then, Zeigler guided Al-Hilal Sports Club to the Arab Championship
Games Final Four and the Saudi Arabian Basketball Federation Playoffs
in 1998 coupled with the championship of the Saudi Arabian Basketball
Federation Playoffs in 1999.

Zeigler received a bachelor’s degree in business management from
Cleary College located in Ypsilanti, Michigan in 1994. He played colle-
giately for Schoolcraft College in Livonia, Michigan from 1984-86 before
moving onto Armstrong Atlantic State University in Savannah, Georgia
from 1986-87 and Northwood University in Midland, Michigan from
1987-88.

Zeigler and his wife, Seantelle, have two children, Trey and Skylar.

Former Mississippi State standout and professional basketball player
Derrick Zimmerman is back for his second season in Starkville as a gradu- Bryce Shirely Lewis Watt
ate assistant on Ben Howland’s staff. The Bulldogs returned to the NCAA Student Trainer Student Manager
Tournament in 2018-19 during Zimmerman's first season.

Zimmerman rejoined the MSU program after a 10-year professional
career that spanned six countries after a successful four-year stint with
the Maroon and White that included a pair of All-SEC selections during
the 2001-02 and 2002-03 seasons.

Zimmerman, a native of Monroe, Louisiana, helped Mississippi State
to three straight postseason trips highlighted by the 2002 and 2003 NCAA
Tournaments. The Bulldogs also captured the 2002 SEC Tournament crown
and the 2003 SEC Western Division title. His efforts also helped MSU to its
highest win total in program history with a 27-8 mark in 2001-02.

Over his four-year career, Zimmerman left his mark on the program’s
record book. He sits in second place with 514 career assists only behind
Dee Bost and garnered 205 career steals only behind Ray White. The 6-3 Student Manager Student Manager
Zimmerman also finished his career ranked among MSU’s top 10 in career
blocks with 89.

Bailey Howell, the greatest name in MSU basketball history, was
enshrined into the Naismith Memorial Baskethall Hall of Fame in
Springfield, Mass., on Sept. 29, 1997.

Listed below are some of the many accomplishments achieved by
Bailey Howell during his record-setting collegiate stint at Mississippi
State and productive 12-year NBA career:

« Member of the Tennessee, Mississippi and MSU Sports Halls of Fame.

« Namesake of the Cellular South Howell Trophy, presented annually to the top
male basketball player among Mississippi’s four-year senior colleges.

« Two-time All-American and three-time first-team All-SEC selection.
« Consensus first-team All-American as senior (1958-59)
« Consensus second-team All-American as a junior (1957-58)
