STANDOUT SOPHOMORES

TWO OUTS, SO WHAT?

» Madisyn Kennedy became the 10th Bulldog to earn All-American
status, picking up second team honors from both the NFCA and
D1Softball.

» Of the 10 student-athletes who have been named All-Americans at
State, Kennedy is the fifth to earn honors from multiple outlets in
the same season. Most recently, Mia Davidson was a consensus First
Team All-American in 2022.

» Kennedy's recognition is the 17th in program history from the NFCA.

» Since 2019, Mississippi State student-athletes have won nine
All-America honors. Five of those honors have come under Samantha
Ricketts as head coach.

» Kennedy finished her career as the fourth member of the 40-homer
club in program history, and 17 of those home runs came in SEC
games, which trailed only Davidson who is the all-time SEC career-re-
cord-holder.

QUICK HITTERS

» Madisyn Kennedy led the SEC with a .792 slugging percentage that
ranked 25th nationally. She hit a career-high 17 homers this year,
including nine in SEC games, which tied the school record.

» Nadia Barbary hit 17 doubles, which is a new MSU sophomore record
and tied for fifth in State's single-season records. Her 11 doubles in
SEC play led the conference and were a school record.

» Paige Cook tied the single-season school record with five sacrifice
flies this year. Her 11 career sacrifice flies were second in school
history and one shy of the program record.

» The Bulldogs were 12th the nation in drawing walks this year (215),
while their pitchers were seventh nationally allowing just 86.

HISTORIC SEC SEASON

» Mississippi State finished with a .500 record in league play for the
first time since going 14-14 in 2007. The 12 wins are also State's
highest overall win total since going 12-16 in 2012.

» State earned the No. 6 seed in the SEC Tournament, its highest finish
since the shift to the current 24-game conference schedule.

» The Bulldogs were among the top five in the conference in batting
average, on-base percentage, slugging percentage, hits, runs and
doubles in league play.

» Additionally, Nadia Barbary and Madisyn Kennedy were among the
league leaders in numerous stats in SEC-only games.

» Kennedy led the SEC in slugging percentage (.800) and home runs (9)
in conference play. Her home runs were an MSU single-season record
for league play. She was also among the top three in the SEC in total
bases and RBIs in league games.

» Barbary led the SEC with 11 doubles, which is an MSU record in SEC play.

» The Bulldogs won three road series for the first time since the SEC
switched to the current 24-game schedule in 2013.

ALL ABOUT ASPEN

» Aspen Wesley put together a career year. She posted a career-high
15 wins along with four of her seven career shutouts.

» She entered the season with just two career SEC victories and claimed
a school-record-tying nine in 2024.

» Wesley set career highs in innings pitched (129.0), strikeouts (132),
wins, complete games (13) and shutouts (4) this year.

» The Philadelphia, Mississippi, native closed her career third in school
history with nine career complete games in SEC play. She had seven
complete games this year when allowing two or fewer runs after
having six such outings in her first four seasons.

» Wesley became the first Bulldog to win multiple SEC Pitcher of the
Week awards in a single season on May 6 after holding No. 14 Georgia
to one run in 14.0 innings with two complete-game victories. She was
named NCAA Pitcher of the Week the following day (May 7).

» Over the last two weeks of the regular season, she threw four
complete games while striking out 28 and walking two.

» She was named the SEC Co-Pitcher of the Week (Feb. 19) and the NCAA
Pitcher of the Week (Feb. 20) after earning two complete-game victo-
ries against No. 23 Louisiana (Feb. 13) and No. 8 Clemson (Feb. 17).

» Josey Marron and Nadia Barbary have gotten out to impressive
starts in their careers. Their numbers are some of the best through
two seasons in school history.

» State boasted two of the top five freshmen in batting average in the
SEC among those with at least 100 at-bats.

» Salen Hawkins was named SEC Freshman of the Week (Mar. 12) af-
ter posting a .625 batting average at Ole Miss that led all SEC players.

» Hawkins was third on the team with 11 multi-hit games, which was
the most by an MSU freshman since Mia Davidson had 20 in 2018, and
second with nine multi-RBI games this season.

» Meanwhile, Ela Wesolowski was one of four Bulldogs with a
double-digit on-base streak in 2024.

» Paige Cook was arguably one of the most-clutch hitters in MSU
history. She led the team in two-out RBIs in 2022 and 2023, and had
16 this season, which was tied for second on the team along with
Nadia Barbary.

» Madisyn Kennedy led the team with 24 two-out RBIs, making her
just the seventh Bulldog to record 20 two-out RBIs in a season. In
2022, Cook became the sixth.

» As a team, State had 124 two-out RBIs, which is second in school
history since 2002 behind 2015's 132.

THE TARYNE TREATMENT

» State's pitching staff was impressive under first-year pitching coach
Taryne Mowatt-McKinney.

» The Bulldog staff was among the top 25 nationally in total walks (86;
7th), walk rate (5.9 percent; 9th), walks per seven innings (1.77; 8th),
strikeout-to-walk ratio (3.58; 9th) and WHIP (1.14; 17th).

» Josey Marron and Aspen Wesley accounted for 21 of State's
24 complete games this season. As a team, MSU threw just eight
complete games last year.

» Delainey Everett averaged 9.36 strikeouts per seven innings, which
would have ranked ninth nationally if she'd had enough innings to
qualify.

SWEET NOTHINGS

» State saw its highest three-game series attendance on record against
No. 4 Tennessee (Apr. 12-14) with 4,062 combined fans.

» Saturday's 1,572 fans were No. 5 in school history.

» The Bulldogs have broke the single-season attendance record,
welcoming 22,349 fans this year. The previous record was 19,302 in
2016 when Nusz Park opened.

SPREADING THE NUSZ

» The Bulldogs were 19-8 at home this year and outscored opponents,
194-83, in those games.

» Bulldog pitchers tossed an average of just 6.07 innings in each game
as State had 11 run-rule victories in Nusz Park.

» State hit 29 of its 47 homers at Nusz Park and slugged .541 at home.

» 61.8 percent of MSU's runs came at home along with 52.7 percent of
its extra-base hits.

SIERRA SETS THE TABLE

» Sierra Sacco reached base safely in 39-of-80 (48.8 percent) leadoff
plate appearances.

» Her 21.4 percent walk rate ranked 25th in the NCAA, and she was fifth
in the SEC with 43 walks this season and sixth in runs (54).

» Sacco led the team, going 19-for-19 on steal attempts, which was
fifth in the SEC, and she will enter the 2025 season as the SEC's
returning active leader with 83 career stolen bases.

» She boasted an 8.87 speed score per 6-4-3 Charts, which classifies
speed based on stolen base percentage, triples, runs and avoiding
double plays. Only Tennessee's Kiki Milloy (9.16) had higher speed
scores in the SEC.

TAKING ON TOP TEAMS

» Mississippi State was 14-13 against ranked teams this year, including
a9-6 mark in road or neutral meetings.

» The 14 ranked wins were a school record. State also had 11 wins
against RPI top-25 teams, which was tied for seventh nationally.

» State played 11 NFCA-ranked teams in 25 games last year, which was
a program record in the regular season.

» State saw three pitchers throw no-hitters this season, which trailed
only 2006 - when three pitchers tossed four no-hitters - for the most
in a season in school history.

» Josey Marron and Matalasi Faapito threw consecutive no-hitters,
shutting down [UPUI on Feb. 9-10.

» [t was the first time State had no-hitters on consecutive days since
the first two in school history on March 1-2, 1997, and it was the first
time ever the Bulldogs have done so in consecutive games.

» Aspen Wesley no-hit Ole Miss on Mar. 9, marking her first career
no-hitter and State's first against an SEC team since Stephanie Beck-
er no-hit the Rebels on April 14, 2013. It was only the third no-hitter in
conference play in program history.

MARCH MADI-NESS

» Madisyn Kennedy led the team with a 1.133 slugging percentage
and .547 on-base percentage in March while hitting 10 homers and
collecting 34 RBIs.

» She was named the No. 1 first baseman in the country in Softball
America's monthly position rankings following her March outburst.

» Kennedy was named NFCA and NCAA National Player of the Week (Mar.
19) after driving in 13 total runs against ULM and No. 13 Texas A&M.

» She batted .571 in the series at Ole Miss (Mar. 8-10) with a 2.000
slugging percentage for the week and a .727 on-base percentage.

» She hit a grand slam and a two-run homer against ULM (Mar. 13) for a
career-high seven RBIs to tie the MSU single-game record.

» Kennedy drove in six runs with two more homers in the series against
No. 13 Texas A&M (Mar. 16-17).

LET'S GO STREAKING!

» Madisyn Kennedy batted .400 over her career-long 25-game on-base
streak while posting a 1.117 slugging percentage with 13 homers and
41 RBIs.

» Jessie Blaine posted a career-long 13-game reached-base streak
while Ella Wesolowski and Sierra Sacco both went 10 games.

» Sierra Sacco has started 169 consecutive games, dating back to her
time at Louisiana Tech, which is the 11th-longest active streak in the
nation.

» State won four consecutive games against ranked teams in a single
week, highlighted by victories in Mexico against No. 8 Clemson and
No. 13 Utah on Feb. 17.

» MSU swept No. 23 Louisiana in a doubleheader on Feb. 13. The
Bulldogs won the first game 9-1 in six innings, marking MSU's first
run-rule victory against a ranked team since April 19, 2008 against
then No. 21 Georgia (10-0 [5 inn.]).

» MSU's four-game ranked winning streak was its longest since taking
five straight at the end of the 2021 season and is the third-longest in
school history.

» Notably, only the school-record seven-game streak in 2004 saw MSU
win at least four in a row against at least three different opponents.

THE #RICKETTSEFFECT

» The Bulldogs are 27-5 against teams from the state of Mississippi
under Samantha Ricketts. MSU has outscored in-state foes, 242-76,
in her tenure.

» State won six straight against Ole Miss, between the 2024 series win
back to the 2021 SEC Tournament.

» MSU won the 2024 series by taking the first two games, including a
no-hitter in the clinching matchup.

» The Bulldogs outscored the Rebels, 22-11, in the 2022 series, and
capped the three-game set with a shutout in the finale.

LOVE FOR LEILANI

» In nine full seasons since Ricketts arrived (2015), the Bulldogs have
broken the school record for home runs four times, and each of the
top five marks in school history came under her watch.

» State broke the record with 73 in 2022, which gives Ricketts a hand in
all three 70-homer seasons in school history.

» Under Ricketts, State has homered in 54.7 percent of its games (299
of 547) and gone 216-83 in such contests.

NO HULLS IN THIS GLOVE!

» Leilani Pulemau will not play in 2024 and will medically retire at the
end of the season. Pulemau has been diagnosed with the degenerative
eye disease keratoconus and will have surgery midseason.

» Pulemau has played in five games off the bench in her career, but her
role off the field cannot be understated. She has been responsible for
charting opposing pitchers over the last two years and will continue in
that role this season.

RECRUITING ON THE RISE

» Riley Hull has been one of the most-reliable defenders in program
history. Her career .990 fielding percentage is second in school
history.

» Hullis one of five players in program history to put together an error-
less streak of 200 or more consecutive chances, going a career-best
297 chances error-free from April 10, 2022-March 5, 2023.

LONGEST MSU ERRORLESS STREAKS

» Samantha Ricketts has signed three consecutive top-20 recruiting
classes, highlighted by this year's freshman class.

» The current Bulldog freshmen were tabbed the No. 10 recruiting class
in the country last fall. Ricketts has signed three top-10 classes (No.
4in 2017, No. 7 in 2019) at MSU dating back to her time as a primary
recruiter when she was an assistant for State.

» Additionally, under Ricketts, State has signed the first Bulldog in
program history from six new states.

NEVER OUT OF IT

» Since Samantha Ricketts took charge of the program, no lead has
been safe for State's opponents.

» In the program’s modern era (since 1997), there have been just 10
comeback victories after trailing by five or more runs, and Ricketts
has led five of those.

» Prior to the Ricketts Era, State's last five-run comeback victory was
against Ole Miss on March 20, 2015 (trailed 6-1, won 8-6).

» Against No. 10 Florida (Mar. 28), Ricketts led the Bulldogs to a 13-12
victory after trailing, 12-6, in the bottom of the sixth inning. That
marked the largest comeback in program history since trailing, 7-1, at
North Alabama (4/3/21) before winning, 9-7.

» The North Alabama game had previously stood as the largest come-
back in program history since trailing 6-0 in the sixth inning of an
eventual 8-6 win against then-No. 10 Alabama (4/9/04).

» State batted around in eight innings in 2023, and the Bulldogs have
done so 10 times this year.

» The Bulldogs scored a single-inning season-high 12 runs in the first
against Memphis (Apr. 16) while sending 17 batters to the plate. They
also scored 12 in the fourth inning against ULM (Mar. 13).

» MSU has a school-record 15 run-rule victories on the year.

MSU SINGLE-SEASON RUN-RULE VICTORIES

» Samantha Ricketts has expanded the Bulldogs’ recruiting reach in
recent years. She is responsible for recruiting the first softball stu-
dent-athletes in MSU history from the states of Arkansas, Kentucky,
Maryland, New Jersey, New York and West Virginia.

(Indiana) and Taylor Troutman (Kentucky) will add to the rare home
states represented on the roster.

» Mississippi State has been well-represented by USA Softball National
Teams in recent years.

» Assistant coach Zac Shaw won bronze at the 2023 WBSC World Cup
(New Zealand) with the Men's National Team and is a part of the 2024
U.S. Men's National Team athlete pool.

» Former Bulldog Mia Davidson (2018-22) has played with the U.S.
Women's National Team since the 2022 Pan American Championships
(Guatemala), competing at that event along with 2023 WBSC World
Cup Group Stage (Ireland) and 2023 Pan American Games (Chile).

» MSU alum lyhia McMichael (2001-04) is currently serving as an assis-
tant coach on the U.S. U-15 Girls' National Team where she's guided
the team to the 2023 Utsugi Cup championship and a gold medal at
the 2023 WBSC Americas Qualifier.

» Named the sixth head softball coach in program history on July 22, 2019,
and became the fastest head coach in program history to reach 20 wins,
doing so in 23 games. Started 9-1, marking the best 10-game start by a
head coach in program history.

» Became the first first-year head coach to lead the nation in wins (25 in
2020) since at least 1989.

» Is the only coach in program history to have her team nationally ranked at
some point during her first year and led MSU to its highest final ranking in
program history (No. 20).

» Earned first career coaching victory in first career game on Feb. 7, 2020,
against Missouri State (5-0).

» Has coached 14 Bulldogs who went on to professional careers, seven of
whom were selected in a professional draft. Six of her proteges are cur-
rently playing professionally (Mia Davidson, Madisyn Kennedy, Fa Leilua,
Chloe Malau'ulu, Brylie St. Clair and Aspen Wesley).

» Has coached multiple players to AU-Region honors in each of the last six
Seasons.

» Served as an assistant coach from 2015-18 focusing on hitting and
recruiting before being promoted to associate head coach.

» Has been a part of one Women'’s College World Series appearance, seven
NCAA Regional berths and two NCAA Super Regional appearances during
her coaching career.

» In 2019, MSU was one of two teams in the nation (Arizona) to boast
multiple hitters with 20 or more home runs.

» The Bulldogs shattered the school record for home runs (72) and posted
the second-highest slugging percentage in school history (.484) in 2019.
