Dave DiIanni is in his eighth season as head coach for the University 
of Iowa women’s soccer program. DiIanni was tabbed as the fifth 
coach in program history on May 17, 2014, coming to the UI follow-
ing an 11-year head coaching stint at Grand Valley State.

DiIanni, a native of Ontario, Canada, has amassed a 293-77-27 
career record and guided three Grand Valley State teams to three 
NCAA Division II national championships, nine-consecutive Great 
Lakes Intercollegiate Athletics Conference (GLIAC) titles, seven Final 
Four appearances in eight seasons, 11-straight NCAA Tournament 
berths, while coaching 21 All-Americans. 

DiIanni’s .895 winning percentage was tops in NCAA Division II his-
tory. In his eighth season at Iowa, DiIanni has a 72-59-9 record. He 
has guided the program to two NCAA Tournament appearences and 
the first Big Ten title in program history.

The Hawkeyes started the 2020 season slowly after losing 12 se-
niors from the 2019 NCAA Tournament team. After going winless in 
their first seven games, the tide began to turn midway through the 
season and Iowa was playing its best soccer when it mattered most.  
With an expanded Big Ten postseason schedule due to league-only 
scheduling because of the coronavirus pandemic, DiIanni led the 
Hawkeyes to wins over second-seeded Illinois, third-seeded Min-
nesota in the Big Ten Regional weekend.  The team followed with 
a road win at top-seeded Penn State in the Big Ten Tournament 
semifinals before downing third-seeded Wisconsin to claim the 
program’s first-ever Big Ten title.

As a result, the Hawkeyes earned their second straight NCAA Tour-
nament berth, and they continued to make history by advancing 
to the second round for the first time in school history with a 1-0 
win over Campbell. Iowa had third-seeded UCLA on the ropes in the 
Round of 32 before surrendering two goals late in a 2-1 defeat to 
close out the season.

Iowa finished the season with a 7-9-1 record, with all seven of the 
victories coming in the team’s final 10 games. 

DIIANNI YEAR-BY-YEAR

GETTING THINGS ROLING
Freshman Kenzie Roling scored in each of Iowa’s first two regular season games. Roling scored the 
tying goal against DePaul and the game-winner against No. 18 Saint Louis. The Waverly-Shell Rock 
alumnus also notched goals in each of Iowa’s exhibition wins. She leads Iowa in points (four) and 
shots on goal (five). 

WHO’S IN GOAL?
Redshirt junior Monica Wilhelm has started each of Iowa’s four regular season games in goal this 
season. Wilhelm has notched 10 saves season and one shutout. She allowed no more than one score 
in each of Iowa’s games this season. 
	 Sophomore Macy Enneking has out thus far due to injury. Enneking was the only unanimous 
Big Ten All-Freshman Team selection last season and earned Big Ten Tournament Most Outstanding 
Defensive Player accolades for allowing just one goal in four games at the conference tournament. 
She tallied 52 saves across 11 games and averaged a conference-best .912 save percentage, allowing 
just five goals in 956 minutes played. The Hilliard, Ohio native pitched shutouts in each of Iowa’s two 
exhibition contests this preseason.  

POWELL PLAYS FOR FAMILY
Graduate student Courtney Powell transferred to Iowa from Iowa State last season as a tribute her 
father, a lifelong Hawkeye fan who passed away due to COVID-19. Her season-high 81 minutes and 
early goal were crucial in putting the Cyclones away in Iowa’s 2-1 Cy-Hawk victory Aug. 26.

The following players have played the entiriety of at least one game this season: Sara Wheaton (4), 
Rielee Fetty (4), Samantha Cary (3), Aleisha Ganief, Addie Bundy, and Courtney Powell.

2 FOR THE MONEY
The Hawkeyes are undefeated in their last 25 games when scoring two goals or more. Since the start 
of the 2018 season, Iowa has a record of 22-0-1 when scoring two goals or more. That includes a 
2-0 record in 2021, 2-0 in 2020, 13-0-1 in 2019 and 5-0 in 2018. The Hawkeyes won their final two 
games in 2017 when scoring two-plus goals. 
	 The last time Iowa lost a game while netting at least two goals was Oct. 1, 2017 at Michigan 
State (L, 3-2).  

SENIOR LEADERSHIP
After having one of the youngest teams in the nation last spring, the Hawkeyes boast a veteran 
senior class. Nine seniors will provide leadership and production on both sides of the ball. The class 
scored six of Iowa’s 11 goals last season while defenders Sara Wheaton and Riley Whitaker helped 
lead Iowa to seven shutouts. Other returning seniors include defender Riley Burns, midfielders Hailey 
Rydberg, Olivia Hellweg, and Josie Durr, as well as forwards Samantha Tawharu, Jenny Cape, and Sky-
lar Alward. Graduate transfers Courtney Powell and Alyssa Walker also bring experience to the squad.

Including Iowa’s preseason exhibi-
tions, Roling scored in each of the Hawkeyes’ four games. Following her Week 1 performance, she was 
named an honorable mention on TopDrawerSoccer’s Team of the Week. 
	 Roling is the first Iowa freshman to score in consecutive matches since Oct. 3-5, 2008, when

	 Wheaton, a senior team captain from Chandler, Arizona, played all 90 minutes in both wins last 
week, leading a defense that allowed just one score and five shots on goal. The Hawkeyes shutout a 
nationally ranked Billikens team that was held scoreless just two times in 17 games last season. 
	 The weekly conference honors are career firsts for Roling and Wheaton.
