
The Aggies and Bulldogs jostle for spots in the SEC Tournament as the two Maroon & 
Whites face off in a late season battle at MSU Soccer Field. With three matches remaining 
in the regular-season, the Aggies sit tied for ninth in the standings with Mississippi State 
three points back in 12th place. The top 10 teams earn a spot in the SEC Tournament.

BEST IN TEXAS
The Aggies sport the best soccer team in Texas by every tangible measure. Texas A&M 
boasts 474 all-time wins, 38 ahead of SMU (436) the only other squad with over 400 wins.  
Texas A&M’s .747 winning percentage is joined by only North Texas (.712) in exceeding the 
.700 mark. The Aggies’ 26 NCAA Tournament appearances nearly matches the combined 
total of the No. 2 and No. 3 teams on the Lone Star list with Texas (14) and SMU (13).

GOALS FROM EVERYWHERE
Twelve different Aggies have scored goals in 2021, including seven players with multiple 
goals. Maile Hayes leads the squad with six goals, followed by Kate Colvin and Barba-
ra Olivieri with four. Taylor Pounds rank fourth with three goals. Natalie Abel, Carissa 
Boeckmann and Daria Britton have two goals apiece. Other Aggies notching one apiece 
include Kendall Bates, Lauren Geczik, Makhiya McDonald, Mia Pante and Natalie Yoo.

AMBITIOUS AUGUST
The Maroon & White are the only squad to open the season with three consecutive games 
against teams ranked in the United Soccer Coaches Preseason Top 10. The Aggies start-
ed the campaign with one-goal losses at No. 1 Florida State (1-0) and No. 8 TCU (2-1) and 
then started their home slate with a 3-1 victory over No. 9 Clemson. 

MIDSEASON MEATGRINDER
The Aggies played four consecutive matches slated against teams ranked in the TopDraw-
erSoccer.com Top 25 between September 19 and October 1. The Maroon & White, playing 
with as many as five starters out of action in two of the matches, went 0-4 in the stretch 
with 1-0 losses against No. 9 Pepperdine and No. 11 Arkansas and a 3-0 loss at No. 13 Au-
burn. The run ended with a 3-1 loss against No. 12 Tennessee.

ENDING THE DROUGHT
Texas A&M snapped a four-match losing streak on Thursday, the longest stretch in school 
history. The Maroon & White have lost three matches in a row on just four occasions in ad-
dition to this season. The Aggies also dropped three consecutive matches in 2002, 2006, 
2011 and 2016. Texas A&M also suffered their first-ever three-match shutout streak.

SERIES VS. MISSISSIPPI STATE
The Aggies are 9-0-0 all-time against the Bulldogs with all nine prior meetings coming 
since the Maroon & White joined the SEC for the 2012 season. The Aggies own a 29-3 
advantage in the all-time series, including winning the last two matches by scores of 3-0.  
Last year, Barbara Olivieri tallied two goals and Ali Russell added one while Jordan Bur-
bank recorded the shutout in goal. In the last meeting in Starkville, Jimena Lopez, Ally Watt 
and Taylor Ziemer all scored goals while Shantel Hutton made five saves for the shutout.

WINNERS WIN
The Aggies rank 12th among NCAA Division I programs in all-time victories. Now with 474 
wins in the 29 years of the program.

HAYES JOINS SOME GOOD COMPANY
Freshman Maile Hayes joined some good company with a recent goal outburst. The Spring, 
Texas, native scored in four consecutive matches to start September. She became the first 
A&M player to find the net in four straight games since Ally Watt in 2018. She also became 
the first A&M freshman to score goals in four in a row since Kelley Monogue in 2011.

WINNING
Texas A&M enters the 2021 campaign with 28 consecutive winning seasons - every year 
of the program. The closest the Aggies have finished to the .500 mark is the 12-8-2 (.591) 
record they posted in 2016. The 28-season string ranks sixth all-time among NCAA Divi-
sion I schools and it’s the third-longest active streak, trailing just North Carolina (39) and 
Virginia (34).

GOING PRO
The Aggies lost the services of two All-SEC performers during the break of this unique 
elongated 2020-21 campaign. Jimena Lopez and Addie McCain both elected to turn pro-
fessional in January. The duo were selected in the 2021 NWSL Draft with McCain picked 
by Kansas City NWSL in the second round and OL Reign picked Lopez in the fourth round. 
Lopez elected to sign with Spanish club SD Eibar and she made her professional debut on 
February 7. The versatile Lopez was 2019 SEC Midfielder of the Year and 2020 SEC Co-De-
fender of the Year. McCain earned distinction as 2020 SEC Midfielder of the Year.

After the season, standout midfielder Taylor Ziemer inked a deal with Icelandic profession-
al club Breiðablik

With the current COVID-19 eligibility standards, all three players were eligible to compete 
for the Maroon & White in fall 2021.

YOUTH MOVEMENT
Last season, Texas A&M’s then-freshmen accounted for a whopping 18 of the team’s 33 
goals through 17 matches. Two-time SEC Freshman of the Week Barbara Olivieri led the 
team with eight goals. Laney Carroll, Lauren Geczik and Taylor Pounds added three 
goals apiece. Kate Colvin notched her first tally in the SEC Tournament semifinal match 
against Vanderbilt. The newcomers also accounted for 10 of the team’s 26 assists. 

CATCHING UP
Entering the season with the SEC’s second-best all-time winning percentage in league 
games at .750, trailing just Florida (.783), the Maroon & White have begun catching teams 
on the league’s all-time conference wins list in just their 10th season as a member. With 70 
wins under their belt, the Aggies have already passed 27-year league member Mississippi 
State (48 SEC) and are looking to chase down the next squads on the list including LSU (89 
SEC wins in 27 years) and Alabama (89 SEC wins in 28 years).

LEAGUE LEADERS
The Aggies lead all SEC schools in all-time victories (474) and all-time winning percentage 
(.740). Florida ranks second to both the Maroon & White in both categories with 434 victo-
ries and a .732 winning percentage.

SAMPLE AND OLIVIERI RANKED IN TOP DRAWER SOCCER PRESEASON TOP 100
Texas A&M had a pair of players tabbed to the TopDrawerSoccer.com Preseason Top 100 
with senior defender Karlina Sample checked in at No. 11 and sophomore more midfielder 
Barbara Olivieri slotted in at No. 41.

CONSISTENT SUCCESS
G Guerrieri and North Carolina’s Anson Dorrance are the only two coaches to appear in 
every NCAA Championship since 1995.

AGGIES LED NATION WITH FOUR ON MIDSEASON FRESHMAN TOP 100 IN 2020-21
Texas A&M landed four players on the TopDrawerSoccer Midseason Fresh-
man Top 100 list released in early April. The featured Aggies included Bar-
bara Olivieri (No. 3), Taylor Pounds (No. 21), Laney Carroll (No. 38) and Lau-
ren Geczik (No. 83). Texas A&M and UCLA led the nation with four players 
named to the roll. The Aggies also joined North Carolina as the only squads 
with three players listed in the top 40. Florida State, North Carolina, Texas 
A&M and UCLA were the only teams with two players named in the top 25.

GUERRIERI RANKS AMONG THE NATION’S WINNINGEST COACHES
Texas A&M head coach G Guerrieri ranks among the leaders in winning 
percentage and victories among active Division I coaches. With a career re-
cord of 490-159-42 (.740), he ranks third in victories and seventh in winning 
percentage (minimum five years as a Division I head coach). 

Guerrieri ranks fifth all-time among NCAA Division I coaches in victories, 
trailing North Carolina’s Anson Dorrance (899), Connecticut’s Len Tsantiris 
(570 - retired), Santa Clara’s Jerry Smith (515) and Florida’s Becky Burleigh 
(513 - retired).

KEEP AN EYE OUT FOR OLIVIERI AND SAMPLE
The United Soccer Coaches announced that Barbara Olivieri and Karlina 
Sample are among the 59 players on the MAC Hermann Trophy Preseason 
Watch List. Sample was named to the All-America Third Team and All-South-
east Region First Team by United Soccer Coaches last season. Olivieri, the 
2020 SEC Freshman of the Year was also tabbed to USC’s All-Southeast 
Region First Team.

ELLIS FIELD EDGE
The Aggies own a 265-41-13 (.851) all-time record at Ellis Field. The Maroon 
& White recently rattled off a 14-match home win streak dating back to the 
2019 campaign. It marked the Aggies’ sixth-longest home win streak and 
their longest since winning 14 in a row between October 2014 and October 
2015.
