GABBY THE GREAT: After missing most of her 2018 freshman season
due to injury, sophomore Gabby Waden is killing it in 2019. To date,
Waden is one of 12 SEC student-athletes with 200 kills, and is second
among those players in hitting percentage (.320), just behind Missouri’s
Kylie Deberg (.325).

Waden has been a model of consistency for the Bulldogs this season,
tallying double-digit kills in 13 of 18 matches and at least eight in all
but one.

The Columbia, S.C. native has also reached 20 kills in a match twice.

Waden’s 20-kill performances
9/19 vs. North Florida: 24 kills, .409 hitting pct.
10/4 vs. Ole Miss: 20 kills, .357 hitting pct.

SENIOR SETTER STAMATIS: Senior Alleah Stamatis sets the tone
for the Bulldog offense in 2019. Stamatis ranks among the SEC’s best in
three different categories.

Stamatis in the SEC Rankings
Double-Doubles - T-1st - 9

Assists - 8th - 8.90/set
Service Aces - T-9th - 0.29/set

Stamatis has been even better in SEC play, averaging 9.23 assists per
set in six matches so far, ranking No. 8 in the conference. She has tallied
50-plus assists in two SEC matches, including MSU’s match at Alabama
where she collected 51 assists in four sets. It was the most she has had
in any match during her two-year career at MSU.

MISS MISSISSIPPI: Freshman Callie Minshew is the lone active
Bulldog hailing from the state of Mississippi. The Brandon native was
a two-time Mississippi Volleyball Gatorade Player of the Year in high
school.

Through 18 matches, she has started every contest and ranks second on
the squad in total kills (162) and total service aces (16).

In her first SEC match at No. 16 Kentucky, Minshew nearly earned her
third double-double of the season while tallying nine kills and 14 digs.

Her brother, Gardner Minshew, is also having a great first year with his
new team. In five games, the Jacksonville Jaguars starting quarterback
has completed 63.9 percent of his passes with nine touchdowns and
97.5 QB rating.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE DAWGS: An SEC-best five different Bulldogs have
recorded a total of 15 double-doubles. Through 18 matches played,
senior Alleah Stamatis sits as the SEC co-leader with nine double-
doublesin 2019.

Also, three freshmen have collected double-doubles in 2019. Rookies
Callie Minshew, Katie Culumovic and Makenzie Jordan have all
recorded their first-career double-doubles.

In MSU’s five-set win over UAB, Stamatis, Minshew and sophomore
Paige Shaw all earned double-doubles. It was the first time that three
Bulldogs earned a double-double in a single match since Nov. 16, 2016
against Ole Miss (Hill, Singleton, Sato).

DAWG DEFENSE: MSU's greatest strength in 2019 has been its
defense. As a team, and individually, the Bulldogs rank in the top tier
defensively in comparison to their SEC counterparts.

Junior Kanani Price has racked up digs while starting in the libero
jersey for all of SEC play. In conference matches alone, Price sits No. 8
in the SEC with 4.14 digs per set. In MSU'’s last match at Alabama, Price
earned a career-high 25 double-doubles in four sets (6.25 digs per set).

Price leads the Bulldogs with 230 digs in 2019, and is one of five State
student-athletes with 100+ digs on the season; Alleah Stamatis
(206), Makenzie Jordan (161), Callie Minshew (158) and Paige
Shaw (111). Mississippi State is one of just two SEC teams with five
student-athletes boasting 100+ kills.

KILLER QUEENS: The Mississippi State offense features several
student-athletes that can generate offensive points for the Bulldogs,

and is one of three SEC teams with five players in triple digits for kills.
