SENIOR SETTER STAMATIS: Senior Alleah Stamatis sets the tone
for the Bulldog offense in 2019. Stamatis ranks among the SEC's best
in two categories.

Stamatis has been even better in SEC play, averaging 9.49 assists per
set in ten matches so far which ranks No. 8 in the conference. She has
tallied 50-plus assists in two SEC matches, including MSU’s match at
Alabama where she collected 51 assists in four sets. It was the most she
has had in any match during her two-year career at MSU.

SENIOR CELEBRATION

Mississippi State will celebrate four student-athletes who are
concluding their careers at MSU following the 2019 season. Seniors
Amarrah Cooks and Alleah Stamatis will finish their fourth
season in collegiate volleyball, while juniors Kanani Price and
Gabby Zgunda will move on after earning their degrees. Below are
just a few of their achievements in helping lay the foundation in
the Julie Darty era.

Amarrah Cooks: 2018: Led team in kills (251), blocks (98) and
points (318.5)... Set seventh-highest mark for single-season
attacking percentage (.290)... Tied for the third-most solo blocks
in a single-season at MSU (35). 2079: Leads the team with a .334
attacking percentage, which sits No. 10 in the SEC... Was named the
Gamecock Classic MVP.

Alleah Stamatis: 2018: Played every set for the Bulldogs... Earned
four double-doubles. 2079: Named a team captain... Excelled in the
starting setter role... Has collected 11 double-doubles... No. 8 in the
SEC with 9.13 assists per set... Second on the team with 269 digs...
Earned all-tournament honors three times.

Kanani Price: 2017: Named to the SEC Community service team.
2018: Earned spot at the SAAC, SEC Leadership Council Meeting.
2019: Took over starting libero role at beginning of league play, and
has averaged 4.10 digs per set since, the No. 8 mark in the league.

Gabby Zgunda: 2017: Collected 275 digs, the eighth-best mark
all-time among MSU freshmen... Named to SEC First-Year Academic
Honor Roll. 2078: Played every set... Finished No. 2 on the squad
with 291 digs. 2079: Named a team captain... Missed most of
season due to injury, but was a leader and presence in the locker
room.

FOR PRICE, IT JUST MEANS MORE DIGS: Junior Kanani Price
took over the starting libero role when Mississippi State visited No. 16
Kentucky to open SEC play. Price has earned the right to wear the jersey,
with a significant jump in numbers since the start of SEC play.

In 12 matches of non-conference play, Price averaged 2.84 digs per set
(139 total digs). In SEC play, the junior has averaged 4.10 digs per set
(209 total digs), good for No. 8 in the league.

On Oct. 9 against Alabama, Price set a new career-high in digs, tallying
25 over four sets. 11 days later versus Arkansas, Price nearly matched
it with 24 over four sets. The junior then had 21 in MSU's victory over
Auburn.

DAWG DEFENSE: MSU's greatest strength in 2019 has been its
defense. As a team, and individually, the Bulldogs rank in the top tier
defensively in comparison to their SEC counterparts.

Kanani Price leads the Bulldogs with 348 digs in 2019, and is one
of five State student-athletes with 100+ digs on the season; Alleah
Stamatis (269), Callie Minshew (227), Makenzie Jordan (227) and
Paige Shaw (157).

KILLER QUEENS: The Mississippi State offense features several
student-athletes that can generate offensive points for the Bulldogs,
and is one of four SEC teams with five players in triple digits for kills.

With 308 kills in 2019, sophomore Gabby Waden has eclipsed
Amarrah Cooks' 251 kills in 2018 that led the team.

Sophomore Deja Robinson and senior Amarrah Cooks have been
efficient in SEC play, carrying a .322 and .302 hitting percentage in
conference matches, respectively.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE DAWGS: Through 26 matches played, senior
Alleah Stamatis leads the team with 11 double-doubles, which is tied
for the fifth most in the SEC.

Three freshmen - Callie Minshew, Katie Culumovic and Makenzie
Jordan - have all recorded their first-career double-doubles.

In MSU’s five-set win over UAB, Stamatis, Minshew and sophomore
Paige Shaw all earned double-doubles. It was the first time that three
Bulldogs earned a double-double in a single match since Nov. 16, 2016
against Ole Miss (Hill, Singleton, Sato).

CAPTAINS: Senior Alleah Stamatis and juniors Kendall Murr and
Gabby Zgunda were named team captains for the 2019 season.
