"HUDDY" MAKING HISTORY

Eva Hudson hammered a Kentucky school three-set record 28 kills Sept. 20 as No. 6 Kentucky swept Wash-
ington 3-0 (25-23, 27-25, 25-21) to conclude non-conference play on the 2025 season. She was named the
SEC Offensive Player of the Week for her accomplishments.

Hudson’s 28 kills not only set a new program record for the most kills ever by a Kentucky player in a three-
set match, but it also marked the first time a player in NCAA Volleyball had 28 kills or more in a three-set
match since Cincinnati’s Jordan Thompson had 28 against SMU on Oct. 27, 2019 according to ESPN’s Stats &
Research department. The Kentucky record for kills in a three-set match was 22 and it was set by outsider
hitter Leah Edmond on Nov. 18, 2018 in a 22 kill performance at Missouri.

O’Brien averaged 11.60 assists per set as she took over the Ken-
tucky offense against No. 5 Penn State on the road and dished out 27 assists leading UK to a top-five road
win in Happy Valley. O’Brien set the second and third sets against the Nittany Lions and also had two huge
blocks early in the third set with three kills on her six setter dump opportunities.

In the last 21 seasons under Coach Skinner, Kentucky is an astounding 255-53 (.861) at home in
both Rupp Arena (2023) and Memorial Coliseum.

It played host to NCAA Regionals in 2011, 2013, 2015 and 2017. Memorial also currently serves
as the home court for the UK women’s basketball and gymnastics teams. The storied gymnasi-
um also housed some of the greatest moments in UK men’s basketball history as its home for
26 seasons from 1950 to 1976.
