JULIE DARTY DENNIS

HEAD COACH
THIRD SEASON AT MSU

On January 10, 2018, Julie Darty Dennis was officially introduced as the 12th head
coach of Mississippi State volleyball. Since then, Darty Dennis has gone to work
building her program into a competitor in the SEC.

Her 2020 signing class marks her newest achievement. In a group that includes nine
total newcomers, Darty Dennis’s five-player freshmen class earned the distinction of
high honorable mention from PrepVolleyball.com. Four transfer student-athletes also
joined the mix.

The 2020 freshman group includes state champions, All-Americans and a laundry list
of individual awards. It's led by outside hitter Akacia Brown, who was named lowa
Gatorade Player of the Year after an outstanding prep senior season.

Darty Dennis’s talented group of newcomers adds to a strong base. In her second season
as State’s head coach in 2019, Darty Dennis lead her club to an 11-1 start, tied for the
best 12-match start in program history (2000, 1992). State added a season sweep of
Auburn during conference play, and took three conference opponents to five sets.

Part of the team’s success in 2019 came from anchoring performances from seniors
Alleah Stamatis and Amarrah Cooks, two student-athletes that had played under Darty
Dennis at her previous post at Jacksonville. After they earned all-conference honors as
sophomores in Jacksonville, Darty Dennis helped prepare the duo for life in the SEC,
where they developed into two of the best Bulldogs to play their respective positions.
As a senior, Stamatis became just the seventh State setter to collect 1,000 assists in a
season. Cooks, a middle blocker, led all qualified attackers in hitting percentage both
seasons in maroon and white on her way to setting the Bulldog career record for the
category (.303).

Darty Dennis's ability to recruit and develop also showed through in first-year outside
hitter Callie Minshew, a two-time Mississippi Gatorade Player of the Year in high school.
Minshew started all 30 matches and was one of two student-athletes to play all 114
sets for State in 2019. The rookie from Brandon, Mississippi, led all SEC freshmen in digs
(268) and tied for No. 2 among conference rookies in service aces (29).

In 2018, Darty Dennis helped lead standout middle blocker Deja Robinson to SEC All-
Freshman Team honors as well as SEC Freshman of the Week honors. Robinson found
herself in Mississippi State’s freshman record book with 94 total blocks (No. 3), 70 block
assists, for the sixth-place spot and 24 solo blocks (No. 6). In 2019, Robinson ranked
tied for fifth in the league in blocks, averaging one per set.

Darty Dennis’s first SEC win came in dramatic fashion, as her team fought back from
trailing 2-0 to win in five sets against Auburn.

Prior to her arrival in Starkville, Darty Dennis turned Jacksonville into one of the
Atlantic Sun’s top programs. The 2013 and 2014 AVCA “Thirty under 30” award winner,
she led the Dolphins to the 2014 Atlantic Sun Tournament championship and an NCAA
tournament appearance during her first year as a collegiate head coach.

During her Jacksonville tenure (2014-17), Darty Dennis coached 11 All-Atlantic Sun
honorees, including five first-team selections, alongside five ASUN All-Tournament
selections and three ASUN All-Academic Team members. In her final season in
Jacksonville, she guided the Dolphins to an 18-10 overall record and a 9-2 home mark,
while overcoming adversity left in the wake of Hurricane Irma. Jacksonville'’s Swisher
Gymnasium was unplayable for much of the season, and the Dolphins were forced to
practice and play in several area gymnasiums.

The Dolphins also finished the season with a 12-2 mark against ASUN Conference
opponents to earn the No. 2 seed in the league tournament. It was the first time since
the 2013 season that Jacksonville posted 10 or more wins in the ASUN and received
higher than the third seed in the ASUN tournament. Six Dolphins earned All-ASUN
accolades and Mackenzie Swan was the second player under Darty Dennis's leadership
to earn ASUN Defensive Player of the Year accolades.

Darty Dennis posted 58 career wins in four seasons, and she earned her 50th career
victory in 2017 — a 3-1 victory over Kennesaw State. Other notable victories during her
tenure included a 3-1 triumph over Lipscomb, which crowned the Dolphins the 2014
ASUN Tournament Champions; a 3-2 defeat win Stephen F. Austin in 2015; a 3-0 sweep
of Preshyterian in 2016; and a 3-2 conquest over Bethune-Cookman in 2017 to push JU
to 51-0 all-time against the Wildcats.

In 2017, Darty Dennis’s squad ranked first in overall digs in the Atlantic Sun with 1,846.
Jacksonville finished 38th in the NCAA and first in the conference with 16.94 digs per
set. The Dolphins also finished third in the ASUN with 1,425 team kills and 211.5 total
blocks.

In January 2017, Darty Dennis also took on the role of director of volleyball over the
university’s beach program. Under Darty Dennis’s tutelage, the team captured back-to-
back appearances in the ASUN Championship (2015-16), and the 2016 season also saw
the Dolphins sweep South Carolina in the Gamecock Invitational.

In her first season with the Dolphins and her first year as a head coach, Darty Dennis
led the indoor program to its third conference tournament championship. Jacksonville
won four of its final five ASUN matches to earn the No. 3 seed in the league tournament.
Defeating each opponent, 3-1, the Dolphins were crowned the 2014 ASUN Champions,
earning an automatic berth to the NCAA tournament.

Year two saw an improved win mark in league play (8-6) and several league distinctions
including All-Atlantic Sun Defensive Player of the Year, two All-Atlantic Sun First Team
honors, an Academic All-Conference honor, and an All-Atlantic Sun Tournament honor.

Before Jacksonville, Darty Dennis spent two seasons at the University of South Carolina
(2012-13) where she was the associate head coach and recruiting coordinator for the
Gamecocks. After the 2012 season, she was named to the AVCA's “Thirty Under 30" list
as one of the rising stars in the coaching world. In her time in Columbia, the Gamecocks
won 30 games and posted just their second winning record in a decade during the
2012 season.

THIRD SEASON AT MSU

Prior to South Carolina, Darty Dennis spent a pair of seasons at Villanova University,
where the Wildcats posted back-to-back top-four finishes in the 15-team Big East in
the 2010 and 2011 seasons. She got her start as an assistant coach at Lake Mary (Fla.)
High School. At the same time, she helped with two club teams in the Orlando area.

As a student-athlete, Darty Dennis was a standout at Mercer University from 2004-
07. In all four seasons, she led the Bears in kills per set. As a sophomore in 2005, she
compiled a team-best .277 attacking percentage. In the Mercer record book, Darty
Dennis currently holds the second-place spot in career kills (1,264) and career kills per
set (3.18), while having the third-most career total attacks (3,376) and the fourth-most
blocking assists in a single season (92 in 2006). In 2004, Darty Dennis earned A-Sun
All-Freshman honors.

Darty Dennis graduated from Mercer with a degree in communications. She married
Bryan Dennis in May 2020, and the couple lives in Starkville.

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Travers Green begins his third year in Starkville, and second season as associate head
coach. During his first season in the Golden Triangle, Green served as an assistant coach
for the program.

On the court, he works with the Bulldog setters while also overseeing the teams
blocking and defensive schemes.

"Trav is someone who has his hands in all aspects of the program, and | really wouldn't
be able to run this program without him," Darty Dennis said. "He works endlessly
on scouting, recruiting, training, game plans, and he is constantly trying to help us
improve and be better and grow as a program. This program is going to take big strides
and a huge reason why that will happen is because of what Trav is doing behind the
scenes.”

In 2019, Green helped the Bulldogs to an 11-1 start, which tied the program’s best
12-match start all-time (2000, 1992). His work with senior setter Alleah Stamatis
helped her become just the seventh Bulldog all-time to reach 1,000 assists in a single
season.

Prior to Mississippi State, Green served four seasons as an assistant coach at the
University of South Florida. At USF he worked with the Bulls’ setters and was tasked
with running their defensive system. During his third season at USF, the 2016 season
(19-13) marked the program’s best record since 2007.

As a former setter who played club volleyball at Florida State University, Green
increased the Bulls' assists per set average each season from 11.48 in 2014, 12.17 in
2015, and 12.42in 2016. He guided USF setter Alex Mendoza to fourth in career assists
with 3,147. Mendoza became just the fifth player in program history to reach 3,000
career assists.

TRAVERS GREEN

Before his stint at USF, he served as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator
at Florida International University (2012-13) where he learned from two former
Olympians — Rita Buck-Crockett and Felix Hou.

Green remained involved with the Florida Region of USA Volleyball during his
early college coaching days. He served as an assistant coach for the region’s high
performance team, Team Florida (2013-2017), and its professional team, Florida Wave
(2014-16). His crowning achievement with both programs came while on the sidelines
with Julie Darty. Together they won the Youth International Division gold medal with
Team Florida in 2017 and the $10,000 championship prize with Florida Wave in 2016.

In 2009, Green was named the head coach of Lake Mary High School, his alma
mater, where he posted a 61-23 record in three years at the helm. His teams won
the conference title twice and earned a district championship in 2010. In 2009, Darty
served on Green’s staff, helping to bring the program its first conference championship
since 1997.

He also maintained the role of head coach and club administrator at Orlando Volleyball
Academy (OVA) from 2008-12. At OVA, his teams had multiple top 10 finishes at AAU
Nationals, most notably a second-place finish in 2011. Green was named Seminole
Athletic Conference Coach of the Year in 2009 and 2010 and the 2010 Male Coach of
the Year while at OVA.

An Orlando native, Florida native, Green graduated from Florida State in 2008 with a
Bachelor of Science in recreation and leisure services administration. He is married to
the former Sloane Baby and the couple has one daughter, Annie, born October 2019.



ASSISTANT COACH
SECOND SEASON AT MsU
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TAYLOR McCOLSKEY

InTaylor McColskey’s first season as an assistant coach for Mississippi State volleyball,
he helped lead the squad to an 11-1 start, which tied the program’s best 12-match
start all-time (2000, 1992).

In his role, McColskey serves as the program’s recruiting coordinator, while assisting in
training student-athletes and scouting opponents. His diverse coaching background
and experience on the court has a major impact on the Bulldog program, especially at
the net.

During his two seasons at Georgia State, he trained the middle blockers and setters,
while also coordinating team travel. He tutored Meisheia Griffin, who finished No.
26 in the NCAA in 2018 with 1.35 blocks per set and ranked No. 2 in the Sun Belt
Conference with 1.55 blocks per set in conference play.

Before his stint with Georgia State, McColskey spent three seasons at Georgia Tech.
During his time with the Yellow Jackets, he was the recruiting coordinator and handled
the program’s scouting and video breakdown. He also trained the setters and liberos.

With the Yellow Jackets, McColskey helped guide Georgia Tech outside hitter Teegan

THE NEWELL-GRISSOM BUILDING

The Newell-Grissom Building, with a colorful and varied history
as a campus landmark that spans seven decades, is in its 23rd year as
the home for Mississippi State’s Volleyball Bulldogs in 2019.

The spacious facility has served as the Bulldogs’ on-campus volleyball
home since 1997. Mississippi State played Georgia (October 3, 1997)
in the first volleyball match at the Newell-Grissom Building. Now, 23
years later,

second-year head coach Julie Darty Dennis will lead the Bulldogs in a
total of 15 home matches, which also includes hosting the StarkVegas
Classic to start the season and the Hail State Invitational to conclude
the non-conference slate.

Including nearly 600 maroon chair back seats installed in
the arena’s east stands prior to the start of the 2006 campaign, the
volleyhall-exclusive facility, featuring 12,000 square feet of hardwood
flooring, has arena seating for more than 2,000.

13 of the 20 most-attended volleyball events at the Newell-
Grissom Building have occurred in the last five years. MSU eclipsed the
1,000-mark in attendance twice in 2011, including a facility-record
3,021 that packed the arena August 26 for a season-opening match
against Southern lllinois. MSU and Florida were the only SEC teams to
eclipse the 3,000-attendance mark in a regular season match in 2011.
The Bulldogs also brought in a crowd of 4,525 in a 3-0 victory against
No. 25 Kentucky in an Oct. 14 matchup at Humphrey Coliseum, setting
the state of Mississippi’s attendance record for a volleyball match.

In 2013, the Bulldogs posted four of the top 10 attendance
figures. MSU had the second-highest attendance in program history
as well in 2013, when 1,633 packed State’s home venue in an ESPNU
broadcast against in-state rival Ole Miss. Last season, MSU posted three
attendance showings in The Griss'top 15.

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Located adjacent to State’s football stadium, Davis Wade

Stadium, the Newell-Grissom Building has undergone a myriad of
significant transformations since its arrival on the MSU scene in the
early 1950s.
Since 2004, the facility has seen the addition of an air conditioning
system, chair back seating and a new sound system. The locker rooms
and team areas have undergone renovations, a concession facility has
been added to service the needs of a growing fan base, and a new
sound system and scoreboard have been installed to enhance the game
experience.

In 2012, The Griss saw the installation of a new lighting system
that improves the illumination of volleyball-exclusive markings on a
resurfaced court and colorful decorative interior and exterior banners
that have been installed to give the facility an added Mississippi State
flavor.

Prior to the 2016 season, The Griss received a number of

upgrades, including one of the few gray courts, as the Newell-Grissom
floor was stripped and resurfaced.
To kick off the Darty Dennis era, significant renovations were done to
Newell-Grissom with the addition of a high-definition Daktronics video
board, as well as DVSport replay capabilities. Other upgrades included
new graphics inside the facility, which brings a whole new feeling to
the arena: new window banners on all windows, “StarkVegas” wall
wraps in the main lobby, both ends of the court and locker room
hallways.

The hospitality room is now called the FAMILY ROOM, which
includes Hail State dimensional lettering and door wraps that will
be used for pregame meals and other activities for the players. There
has been an addition of an officials’ locker room with ample room for

officials.

Heading into her second season, Darty Dennis also added more
improvements to Newell-Grissom with the additions of a video room,
team lounge, academic center and fueling station.

As its early nickname, “the cow barn,” indicates that the
Newell-Grissom Building was designed primarily as a facility for
rodeos, livestock shows and equestrian competitions. It eventually
developed into the campus and regional center for concerts and other
entertainment events, and the building’s size and central location
on campus also made it a natural for graduation ceremonies, class
registration operations and other university functions.

In 1978, the arena was formally named in honor of two long-
time leaders in MSU’s animal science department, Paul F. Newell
(1910) and E.E. Grissom (1932). The structure went largely unused in
the 1980s and early 1990s, and it gradually fell into disrepair.

Faced with an expensive “tear-it-down-or-fix-it-up”
proposition, the university, partnered with the MSU Department
of Athletics, embarked in early 1995 on a million-dollar renovation
project. That initial project included reroofing, the installation of a
hardwood floor and a lighting system, the construction of locker rooms
and team meeting areas, and the addition of public restroom facilities.
The renovated Newell-Grissom Building initially served as an auxiliary
practice site for volleyball and both the men’s and women's basketball
teams at Mississippi State in 1996 while Humphrey Coliseum served as
the primary on-campus competition site for all three teams.

The Newell-Grissom Building is the third on-campus home in 44
full seasons of intercollegiate volleyball at Mississippi State University.
MSU’s first volleyball teams competed in McCarthy Gymnasium prior to
moving to Humphrey Coliseum in the 1970s.
