FACILITY NOTES

Builtin 2004, Mizzou Arena has served as home
to Missouri men’s and women’s basketball ever
since.

For nearly two decades Mizzou Arena has been
one of the country’s top home-court venues
thanks to the state-of-the-art facilities, locker
rooms and a full-length practice gym which is
open to Tigers student-athletes 24/7.

With a capacity over 15,000, Norm Stewart
Court has become one of the toughest road
venues in the SEC.

Ahead of the 2023-24 seasaon,
Athletics completed renovations to the arena

Mizzou

that included a new video board, and brand new
seats that were switch from gold to black.

The video board measures 16.4 feet by 24.8
feet. It also has two 5.75-foot by 16.4-foot
underbelly displays.

New LED lighting has been installed to enhance
both the in-person and broadcast viewing of
contests

A state-of-the-art projector system has been
implemented to greatly enhance pregame
entertainment. The projection will create a
three-dimensional look on the court.

In 2021, new locker rooms for both teams were
finished. The locker rooms included updated
player lounges, private taping bays, dressing
rooms and film rooms. The project also added
audio, visual, and equipment charging stations
as well as gaming equipment.

Prior to the 2018-2019 season a complete
remake of the Mizzou coaching offices was

finished. Entryways and offices were renovated,
providing fresh graphics and redesigns suited
for the needs of the men’s and women’s
basketball staffs.

Mizzou Arena is also home to a private Athletic
Performance Center, built specifically to train
basketball athletes. The performance center
has strength training and cardio eguipment
designed specifically by the strength staff to
maximize student-athletes ahilities on and off
the court.

Across the hall from the performance center
holds the Mizzou Athletic Training room. The
training room comes complete with agua
therapy and hydro poals, as well as treatment
tables and offices for Mizzou Sports Medicine.
Nutritional needs can also be met at Mizzou
Arena, as both locker rooms have nutrition
stations to enhance the recovery of the
student-athletes.

During the offseason, Mizzou Arena serves as
Central Missouri’s market venue for concerts,
high school state championships, and many
other events.

LEADING THE WAY
Pingeton is in her 15th season at Mizzou with four NCAA Tournament berths and 10 overall
postseason appearances added to her resume during her time in Columbia.

Overall, Pingeton has led her teams to six NCAA Tournament berths and 19 postseason
appearances.

ALL SHE HAS DONE IS WIN

She is 1-of-28 active Division-1 head coaches with 500+ career wins, and just 1-of-13 at the helm
of a Power Four program to reach the monumental milestone. Her 580 career victories currently
rank third among active SEC head coaches.

RESTORE THE ROAR
Pingeton has restored a proud Mizzou Women'’s Basketball tradition and has recorded a 247-210
(.559) record with her teams reaching the 20-win total in four seasons.

In her first 14 seasons, she has guided the Tigers to 22 wins over top-25 teams and seven over
teams ranked in the top 10.

On Dec. 30, 2021, Pingeton coached Missouri past No. 1 ranked South Carolina. The victory
marked the Tigers’ first win over the nation’s top-seeded team in school history.

Among program history, Pingeton currently ranks second in winning percentage (.558) and
victories (247), trailing only Mizzou Hall of Famer Joann Rutherford (617, 423-261) in both
categories.

ON COURT SUCCESS

In 29 years overall as a head coach, Pingeton’s career record stands at 582-367 (.623). She has
led her sguads to postseason play 19 times and has mentored 44 All-Conference honorees, nine
All-Americans, seven Academic All-Americans and five Conference Players of the Year.

She has won three regular season conference titles, two postseason conference tournaments
and has three times been named Conference Coach of the Year.

THE PINGETON RESUME

Before Mizzou, Pingeton spent seven years leading the lllinois State Redhirds, where she
amassed a 144-81 (.640) record. During her tenure, she led lllinois State to three Missouri Valley
Conference Regular Season Titles, two MVC Tournament Championships, two NCAA Tournament
berths and three WNIT appearances.

Prior to lllinois State, Pingeton spent three seasons as an assistant coach at lowa State, including
the 2002-03 season as the associate head coach. During her time in Ames, the Cyclones went
B66-33 and made two NCAA Tournaments and won the 2001 Big 12 Tournament title.

Pingeton started her coaching career in 1992 at St. Ambrose, her alma mater. In eight seasons
she helped gualify St. Ambrose for five NAIA National Tournaments including Elite Eight berths
in 1996 and 2000.

PINGETON PLAYING DAYS

A 1990 graduate of St. Ambrose, Pingeton stands as the school’s all-time scoring leader with
2,502 points and earned All-American honors in basketball and softball. She also played three
seasons of professional basketball in the Women’s Basketball Assaociation.
