THE OPENING SCENE

WOMEN’S BASKETBALL

o Mississippi State nearly knocked off the top-ranked Texas Longhorns in their last contest, ultimately falling 68-64.

o Jerkaila Jordan led the Dawgs with 14 points, the 17th time she led State in scoring this season.

o Although she battled foul trouble for the majority of the game, Madina Okot collected 11 points, four rebounds and two blocks in 18
minutes.

o (Chandler Prater and Debreasha Powe eached picked up nine points a piece as well. Powe knocked down three triples on five attempts,
the 11th time this season she has hit at least three shots from deep. Eniya Russell and Quanirah Montague led State with six boards, while
Montague also led all bench players with eight points.

o Mississippi State and Auburn will face off for the 65th time in program history on Sunday, with the Tigers leading the series, 36-28.

o The Bulldogs have dominated the series against the Tigers in recent history, as they have won 12 of the last 13 matchups, spanning
back to March 27, 2014. State's one loss came in that span last season on February 29, 2024 in Auburn.

o State is b-6 on the road this season and 2-4 in conference play.

MISSISSIPPI STATE IN CONFERENCE PLAY UNDER PURCELL

o Purcell earned 63rd win and 22nd conference victory at Mississippi State against Vanderbilt, which gives him the most overall wins and
most conference wins of any coach throughout their first three seasons in program history.

o (On the road, State is 15-19 overall and 9-14 in conference play under Purcell.

o Mississippi State is b-4 under Purcell in the month of March, holding a 1-0 regular season record in the month.

STATISTICAL STARS

o The Bulldogs have excelled on the glass this season, outrebounding their opponents by 8.2 rebounds per game, which is the fourth best
mark in the SEC and 14th best nationally. The bring in 41.2 per game, the 19th most in the country and fourth most in the conference.

o State's bench play has been excelling at scoring as of late, as they now rank fifth in the conference with 22.0 bench points per game.
o The Bulldogs rank 30th in the nation and 6th in the Southeastern Conference with a 46.0 field goal percentage on the season.

o Madina Okot ranks fifth in the nation and second in the SEC with a 65.8 field goal percentage and is fourth in the SEC with 9.4
rebounds per game. She's finished with 10+ paints eight times in conference play, seven of which came within the last nine games.

o Jerkaila Jordan is averaging 13.3 points in her last five games, along with 3.6 rebounds, 2.6 steals and 2.0 assists.

o [ebreasha Powe is shooting 42.3 from deep this season, which is the second-best mark in the conference and 25th best mark in the
country. She is ane of three players in the SEC to average above 40 percent from deep this season and ranks second in the SEC.

o Since making the move to the starting lineup seven games ago, Chandler Prater is averaging 8.9 points and 4.9 rebounds on 48.1
percent shoating from the floor in 30.7 minutes per game.

JORDAN PRIMED FOR HER FINAL "STATE"MENT

o Graduate student guard Jerkaila Jordan is currently averaging
16.0 points, 5.8 rebounds, 2.0 assists, 2.0 steals and 0.7 blocks
per game.

o Jordan led the Bulldogs in her last regular season game inside
of Humphrey Coliseum, picking up 14 points, two assists, two steals
and a block against Texas (Feb. 27).

o On senior day, Jordan scored 13 points, seven rebounds, four
assists, two steals and one block while going 5-5 from the stripe
against Texas A&M (Feb. 23).

o Jordan led the Bulldog offense in the double overtime thriller
against Vandy (Feb. 13), as she finished with 21. Jordan scored a
fast break layup after a Denim DeShields steal with 25 seconds to
force OT.

o Jordan collected a season-high six steals along with eight
points against Alabama (Feb. 9)

o Jerk dropped a team-leading 16 points with five steals and three
assists. She has posted 10+ points and 3+ steals in six games this
Season.

o |n the loss against Missouri, Jordan set a new career-high 40
points with eight rebounds. She became the first player in the SEC
to reach the 40 point mark in conference play this season.

o Jordan led the Bulldogs with 15 points and 3 steals against
Auburn (Jan. 23)

o Jordan picked up three double-digit performances to open up
conference play, including back-to-back 24 point performances
against top-10 teams in Kentucky and Oklahoma.

o Jordan scored 20+ points in a five game stretch spanning from
November 29 to December 17. She was the first Bulldog to do such
since the 2021-22 season when Anastasia Hayes scored 20+ in six
straight.

o Agaist ULM, Jordan led the team with 23 points.

o Against Belmont, she led the team with 24 points and picked up
a career-high 15 rebounds.

o She finished with a game-high 25 points on 10-19 from the
field, in addition to five rebounds, two assists and two steals in 35
minutes at Georgia Tech on Dec. 4.

o Jordan returned for her fourth season at Mississippi State, fifth
overall, after she was named to the 2024 All-SEC Second Team and
averaged 16.2 points, 5.9 rebounds, 2.4 assists and 2.1 steals on
44.5 percent from the field (213-479), 33.3 percent from three (40-
120) and 79.1 percent from the free-throw line (102-129) in 30.8
minutes per game in 2023-24. Her points, rebounds, assists, steals,
blocks and minutes totals in 2023-24 were all career highs.

o Jordan earned a spot on the 2025 Preseason Coaches All-SEC
Second Team on Oct. 24, a list that is voted on by the conference
head coaches. She has been named to the Preseason Coaches
AU-SEC list each of the last two seasons.

o Jordan was the only player in the SEC to average at least 15.0
points (16.2), 5.0 rebounds (5.9), 2.0 assists (2.4) and 2.0 steals
(2.1) per game in 2023-24.

o Jordan's 16.2 points per game ranked 10th, her 2.1 steals per
game were sixth and her 568 total points finished fourth in the SEC
in 2023-24. Her 16.2 points and 2.1 steals per game are each the
fourth-best returning mark in the SEC in 2024-25.

o Jordan averaged 24.0 points, 4.0 rebounds, 4.0 assists, 2.5
steals and 2.0 blocks on 50.0 percent from the field (20-40) and

4k 4 percent from three (4-9) against top-10 opponents (at No. 1/1
SC, vs. No. 9/9 LSU) in 2023-24.

* Jordan was the only Bulldog to start all 3b games in 2023-24.
She has started every game in her career. She made her 100th start
as a Bulldog against Alabama State and is one of 11 players in
program history to eclipse the 100-start mark.

JERK GOT THE SAUCE

e Jerkaila Jordan recently unveiled her own signature “Jerk
Sauce.” The sauce, now sold at Humphrey Coliseium and local
retailer "Maroon & Co.", sold out it's first batch in less than a day.
o The deal marked the first food based NIL deal in Mississippi
State Athletics, and was a parternship between Jordan and Missis-
sippi State and NFL Alum, Reggie Kelly, founder of Kyven Foods.

* Jordan was apart of the sauce creation process and got to pick
the flavor of the sauce herself. She was able to help curate the
taste to the Mississippi State fanbase. Jordan says she wants the
sauce to be something everyone enjoyed, so she settled for a more
tame jerk flavor.

o The sauce is apart of numerous concession items at Humphrey
Coliseum, on top of being sold by the bottle at both men's and
women's games.

POWE MAKING JUNIOR SEASON JUMP

* Junior guard/forward Debreasha Powe is averaging single-seaon
bests of 9.2 points and 1.3 assists, along with 3.0 rebounds and and
0.9 steals per game.

o Against Texas, (Feb. 23), Powe scored nine paints on 3-5
shooting from distance, the 11th time this season she made three
or more three pointers.

 Powe scored a season-high 19 points after knocking down a five
threes, tying the most in a single game this season, against A&M
(Feb. 23)

o She knocked down a trio of trifecta’s against Florida on 50%
shooting en route to a 11 point, three rebound, three assist, two
steal and two block performance.

o Powe knocked down two threes against Alabama and led

the team with 14 points. It marked her third straight game with
multiple threes hit, which tied her longest streak in conference play
this season.

« The Powe Show was live in Starkville against Arkansas (Feb.

6), as Breasha knocked down her first five 3's she took in the first
half. She finished the game with a team-leading 16 points, tying a
season-high, while her five 3's were a season-high. She has hit 4 or
more five times this season.

o The junior knocked down four threes against Tennessee at a
66.7 percent rate.

o Powe knocked down 3 threes at a b0 percent rate against
Georgia on January 12, the seventh time she's knocked down three
or more this season.

e She made her return to the Mississippi State lineup in limited
minutes against Kentucky after missing two games nursing a foot
injury.

o Powe's three point percentage has climbed each season at
Mississippi State and is currently an increase from her sophomore
season, in which she experienced a +9.8 percent increase (30.2 to
40.0) from her freshman season.

o Powe played all 40 minutes for the first time in her career at
Georgia Tech on Dec. 4. Powe posted 13 points on 4-8 from the
field and 4-7 from three, all threes which came in the first half, in
addition to four rebounds and three steals against Utah on Nov. 28.

She has 10 career games with four or more threes made, three of
which have already come this season.

o Powe has finished top five on the team in plus/minus ratio each
of her first two seasons (+188 in 2023-24 (5th), +358 in 2022-23
(1st).

o Powe has started nearly every game since her true freshman
season, in which she was named to the 2023 AlL-SEC Freshman
Team. She has started all but one game she has played in three
seasons under Head Coach Sam Purcell.

* Powe’s field-goal percentage (41.2 from 39.5), three-point
percentage (40.0 from 30.2), free-throw percentage (78.1 from 76.5)
and points per game (8.9 from 8.2) all improved from her freshman
to sophomore season.

o Powe averaged 8.9 points, 3.3 rebounds, 1.0 assists on 41.2
percent from the field (105-255), 40.0 percent from three (66-165)
and 78.1 percent from the free-throw line (25-32) in 26.5 minutes
per game in 2023-24. Her 8.9 points per game ranked fifth on the
team, while her 26.5 minutes were fourth.

MADINA OKOT - HERE TO DOMINATE

o Junior center Madina Okot is averaging 11.4 points, 9.4
rebounds, 1.1 blocks and 1.2 steals per game on 65.8 percent
shoating, which is second in the SEC and is fifth in the nation.

o Even though she battled foul trouble the entire contest, Okot
finished with 11 points, four boards, two blocks and a steal against
No. 1 Texas (Feb. 23).

o She collected her 10th double-double of the season against
Texas A&M with 16 points, 12 rebounds, two steals and two blocks.
o (Okot collected 21 points and a career-high 23 rebounds against
Vandy, her first 20/20 game of her career. She's the first player in
D1 to collect 23 this season.

o (Okot collected her second straight game with 12 points against
Arkansas, bringing in seven rebounds and three steals.

 Madina earned her eighth double-double against Arkansas (Feb.
6) with 12 points and 11 boards.

e Finished with six points and 10 boards against LSU, her 11th
10+ rebound game.

o She finished with 13 points on 85.7 percent shooting against
Auburn with nine rebounds.

o (Okot finished with eight points and 12 rebounds against Ole
Miss.

o (Okot picked up double-digit rebounds in contests against
Oklahoma, Georgia and Tennessee.

o (Qkot picked up her sixth double-double of the season and first
in conference play where she scored 19 with 12 rebounds on 8-11
shooting.

o She shot above 70 percent in nine of the last 11 non-conference
games, putting up five or more attempts in all but one of those
games.

o kot finished with a double-double at ULM when she picked up
15 points and 14 boards.

o She picked up her fourth double-double after picking up 11
points and 15 rebounds against Belmont. Okot has scored 10+ in
eight of 11 games this season.

o (Qkot has pulled down five or more rebounds in all 13 games and
10 or more rebounds in five games.

o (Okot added her third double-double on 18 points and 11
rebounds, nine of which were offensive, in 17 minutes at Chicago
State on Dec. 8.

PRATER TAKING STEP T0 STARTING LINEUP

o Graduate student Chandler Prater is averaging 6.2 points, 4.2
rebounds, 1.3 assists and 0.6 steals on 21.9 minutes per game in
2024-25. She's shooting 83.3 from the stripe this season.

o Since making the jump to the starting lineup, Prater has
averaged 8.9 points, 4.9 rebounds, 1.4 assists and 0.7 steals in 30.7
minutes over the last seven games.

e Prater has shot 50 percent or above in five of the last six games.
o Prater collected nine poitns against the top-ranked Texas,
including 50% shooting from the field and knacking down her only
three point attempt (Feb. 27).

o Against Arkansas, Prater had her best game in teh starting
lineup, finishign with 14 points on 6-11 shooting from the field and
2-4 from beyond the arch. She also collected six rebounds, three
assists and a steal (Feb. 6).

o Prater was labeled as one of the glue pieces at the beginning of
the year by Sam Purcell, as she has the ability to guard 1-b on the
defensive side of the ball.

o Prater's role has grown throughout the season, as she joined
Mississippi State after a season-ending achilles injury last season
at Oklahoma State.

RUSSELL FINISHING COLLEGE CAREER STRONG

o Graduate student guard/forward Eniya Russell is averaging 11.5
points and 3.7 assists, in addition to 4.9 rebounds in 26.3 minutes per
game in 2024-25.

o On senior day, Eniya picked up 13 points while knocking down
three deep balls at a 50% rate against A&M (Feb. 23).

o Russell led the team off the bench against LSU with 13 points,
four rebounds, four assists and steals.

o She picked up 15 points for the second straight game against
Auburn with six rebounds. She has tallied 15+ points and b+
rebounds eight times this season.

o Russell has scored 10 or more points 18 of 25 games in
2024-25.

o She finished with 15 points on 66.7 percent shooting from the
field and from three against Ole Miss.

o Russell tied her career highs in assists and three pointers made
against Georgia, where she dished out nine assists and knocked
down four threes in a 21 point performance.

o Russell has already set her single-game career highs in points,
rebounds, assists, threes made and threes attempted during her
short time at Mississippi State.

o Against Belmont (Dec. 14), Russell tallied her 48th assist this
sesaon, which is set a new best season total for her career (47 at
Kentucky in 2023-24).

o Before this season, Russell had only earned two starts over 104
career games at Kentucky and South Carolina from 2020-24.

o Russell neared a triple-double with 18 points, a career-high nine

assists and nine rebounds in 30 minutes at Georgia Tech on Dec. 4.
o Russell reintroduced herself to the fan base in her Mississippi
State debut with a career-high and game-high 26 points on 10-15
from the field and 4-8 from three, in addition to three rebounds and
an assist in 26 minutes in the season opener against Memphis on
Nov. 7. The 26 points marked the most in a Mississippi State debut
since at least the 1983-84 season (Records weren't able to confirm
all-time for every season prior to 1983-84).

o Russell recorded eight points and a career-high 10 rebounds in
28 minutes against Alcorn State on Nov. 10.

 Russell was rated the No. 24 transfer portal prospect in the
2024 class by ESPN (Charlie Creme). Russell played in 32 games
with two starts at Kentucky in 2023-24. She averaged 10.1 points,
3.6 rebounds and 1.5 assists in 20.7 minutes per game. Her

points, rebounds, assists, minutes, steals averages and free-throw
percentage were all career highs. She also played in 49 games in
two seasons at South Carolina from 2020-22, where she won the
2022 NCAA Championship.

o Russell posted 14.5 points, 4.0 rebounds, 2.0 steals and 2.5
steals on 44.0 percent from the field in two games against Missis-
sippi State while at Kentucky in 2023-24.

o Russell was a 2020 McDonald's All-American and was ranked
as a five-star and the No. 43 overall recruit in the 2020 class by
espnW HoopGurlz.

POWE - ONE OF THE NATION'S BEST SHOOTERS

« Junior guard/forward Debreasha Powe was one of three players in
the SEC in 2023-24 and the latest Mississippi State player since Andra
Espinoza-Hunter in 2018-19 to knock down 65-plus threes on a 40.0
percent or better rate. Alabama’s Aaliyah Nye and South Carolina’s
Te-Hina Paopao are the only other players in the SEC to connect on
65-plus threes at a 40.0 percent of better rate in 2023-24.

o Her 66 threes in 2023-24 were a team best and ranked fourth in
the SEC. Her 40.0 percent from three was a team best, ranked third in
the SEC and was a +9.8 percent increase from her freshman season.
o With 163 career threes made, Powe is seventh in program
history in threes made.

The
next closest is Vic Schaefer, who earned his 50th win at Mississippi
State in 81 games.

o Purcell is the first head coach in program history to play in the
NCAA tournament in either of his first two seasons (2023 NCAA
Tournament Second Round).

o With a win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024, Purcell earned
his first win over a top-25 and top-10 opponent as a head coach. It
was Mississippi State’s first top-10 win since a road win at No. 10
Texas, 67-49, on Dec. 2, 2018.

o Purcell picked up his second top-10 victory as a head coach
against No. 10/11 Oklahoma on Jan. 9, 2025. This marked back-to-
back seasons with top-10 victories for Coach Purcell.

o |n 2022-23, Purcell became the winningest head coach in their
debut season at Mississippi State with a 22-11 overall record. He
received the distinction when he earned his 16th win. Purcell led
Mississippi State to the NCAA Tournament appearance in his first
season following a three-year absence for the Bulldogs. Mississippi
State became the first team in NCAA women's basketball history to
advance to the Round of 32 after starting in the First Four round.

o Purcell recorded the most SEC wins by a Mississippi State head
coach in their debut season with nine. The nine conference wins

by Purcell almost doubled the previous high of five wins by Vic
Schaefer. Purcell is also the only head coach in program history
with a winning SEC record in year one.

o Junior guard Demin DeShields was one of the top-ranked point
guards in the transfer portal and has taken command of Mississippi
State's offense.

e DeShields is currently averaging 5.9 points, 3.4 assists, 1.8
rebounds and 1.3 steals in 27.8 minutes per game.

o DeShields scored her 1000th career point against Texas A&M
(Feb. 23), where she finished with eight.

o DeShields set a season-high 15 points against the Gators after
tying her career-high of four made threes.

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o The junior collected nine points, four rebounds, four assists
and three steals against Vanderbilt (Feb. 13).

o DeShields scored 10+ for the second straight game and third
time this season after picking up 10 against Missouri.

o She set a new season-high in points with 13 against Auburn
while picking up seven assists, the most she’s dished out in an SEC
game this year.

o DeShields anchored a Bulldog defense to 21 forced turnovers
against Oklahoma (Jan. 9). The guard had five steals, tying her
career high.

o DeShields led the Bulldog offense with a total of nine assists
against South Carolina State en route to a team 9.4 field goal
percentage.

o An Atlanta, Ga. native, DeShields had five points, three
rebounds, three assists and a block in 33 minutes at Georgia Tech
on Dec. 4.

o DeShields posted her first game with 10 or more points at
Mississippi State with 10 points, three assists and three rebounds
in 25 minutes against Chattanooga on Nov. 17.

o Prior to 2024-25, DeShields started 61 of 63 games over two
seasons at UAB from 2022-24. She was a two-time All-Conference
selection over two different conference affiliations, Conference USA

and American Athletic Conference. She was named to the 2023 Con-

ference USA All-Freshman and 2024 American Athletic Conference
AU-Conference Third Team.

o DeShields averaged 13.4 points, 5.3 assists and 3.0 rebounds
on 42.5 percent from the field (161-379) and 78.4 percent from the
free-throw line (91-116) in 33.3 minutes per game at UAB in 2023-
24. She set new career highs in points, assists, rebounds, minutes
averages, field-goal and free-throw percentage.

o DeShields led the AAC with 5.3 assists per game in 2023-24.

o DeShields improved her points (13.0 to 13.4), assists (4.3 to
5.3), rebounds (2.9 to 3.0), minutes averages (30.0 to 33.3), field-
goal (40.8 to 42.5) and free-throw percentage (69.4 to 79.4) from
her freshman to her sophomore season.

o [DeShields led her team in assists per game and has finished top
two in points per game in each of her first two seasons.

BALL STOPPERS

o Head Coach Sam Purcell has repeatedly stressed how important
junior guard Demin DeShields" and redshirt junior guard Destiney
McPhaul's defense has been to wearing out the opposing point
guard and stifling the opposing offense.

o DeShields and McPhaul rank second on the team with 1.3
steals.

MISSISSIPPI STATE'S 2025 CLASS AMONG THE BEST

o Mississippi State announced the signings of three espnW
HoopGurlz top-100 prospects in Jaylah Lampley (No. 38), Madison
Francis (No. 39) and Nataliyah Gray (No. 95) at the start of the early
signing period on Wednesday, Nov. 13.

o Mississippi State's 2025 class is ranked 10th by ESPN's Top-25
Recruiting Class Rankings, the second-best in program history only
behind the sixth-ranked 2019 class.

o With the addition of three espnW HoopGurlz top-100 prospects,

Purcell has now signed seven such players in his three classes at
Mississippi State. Mississippi State is one of 13 programs in the
nation to land three 2025 top-100 prospects.

o Lampley, a 6-1 guard from Lawrence Central High School in
Indianapolis, Ind., is ranked No. 38 overall and the second-rated
prospect in Indiana by espnW HoopGurlz. She is the highest-rated
recruit by the outlet to date under Purcell. Lampley led Lawrence
Central to a 2024 IHSAA Class 4A State Championship title in her
junior season, in which she averaged 18.0 points, 5.9 rebounds and
2.1 steals per game. She was named the 2023-24 MaxPreps Indiana
High School Girls Basketball Player of the Year.

e Francis, a 6-2 forward from Lancaster Central High School in
Lancaster, N.Y., is ranked No. 20 overall, No. 6 forward and the
top-rated prospect in New York by ON3. She is the highest-rated
signee by the outlet to date under Purcell. Francis is also listed as
the No. 39 overall prospect by espnW HoopGurlz. Francis averaged
29.0 points, 13.1 rebounds, 5.7 steals and 5.1 assists over her junior
season at Lancaster, in which she propelled her team to a 2024
NYSPHSAA Class AAA Title. She was one of 12 players to be named
to the Team USA U18 National Team and took home a gold medal
at the 2024 FIBA U18 Women's AmeriCup Championship, which was
held in Bucaramanga, Colombia in June 2024.

e Gray, a 6-3 forward from Alief Taylor High School in Houston,
Texas, is ranked No. 95 overall and the sixth-rated recruit in

Texas by espnW HoopGurlz. Gray was Purcell's first commitment
of the class and has averaged 20.7 points, 11.2 rebounds and 2.5
blocks over the course of her high school career. She has already
surpassed 2,000 points and 1,000 rebounds following her junior
$eason.

UNDER 15 TURNOVERS PLEASE

o Head Coach Sam Purcell has stressed multiple times in media
that he wants his team to be under the 15-turnover mark, which the
Bulldogs have done ten times (6-4 when 15 or under) in 2024-25.

o Mississippi State is currently averaging 16.4 turnovers per
game, which according to Purcell is often due to Bulldogs' often too
unselfish nature.

MCPHAUL - TOP DAWG OFF THE BENCH

o Redshirt junior guard Destiney McPhaul is averaging 7.8 points,
on 46.4 percent from the field and 35.7 percent from three, in
addition to 2.8 rebounds, 2.6 assists and 1.3 steals in 22.3 minutes
per game in 2024-25.

o McPhaul had her third consecutive game in double figures,

as she finished with 10 points on 50.0 percent shooting against
Alabama.

o McPhaul picked up 11 points against Arkansas on 71.4 shoot-
ing, with three steals.

o She finished with seven points and five assists against Ole Miss,
the fourth time she has finished with five or more assists this year.
e Inher first three SEC games, she has scored double-digits in all
three matchups as well as recording career-highs with six assists
and six turnovers.

o McPhaul was a threat on both sides of the ball against South
Carolina State, as she picked up a career-high five steals and four
made threes.

o McPhaul picked up her third game this season with double-digit
points after finishing with 13 points against Belmont. She knocked
down three free throws after being fouled with 0.2 seconds to ice

the game.

o McPhaul was ranked as the top-guard and second-overall junior
college prospect in the 2024 class by JUCO World Exposure.

o McPhaul scored in double figures in each of her first two
games at Mississippi State, adding 15 points on 5-6 from the field,
3-3 from three and 2-2 from the free-throw line in 22 minutes
against Alcorn State on Nov. 10. In her Mississippi State and NCAA
Collegiate debut, McPhaul added 11 points, four rebounds, three
assists and three steals in 22 minutes in the season opener against
Memphis on Nov. 7.

e McPhaul was named a 2024 National Junior College Athletic
Association (NJCAA) First Team All-American after she averaged
13.2 points, 4.8 assists and 3.0 rebounds in 31.7 minutes per game.
Due to her success at the junior college level, McPhaul will have
her jersey commemorated this season at the Women’s Basketball
Hall of Fame in Knoxville, Tenn.

o McPhaul helped guide Northwest Florida State College to
consecutive National Junior College Athletic Association (NJCAA)
Championship game appearances.

o McPhaul improved her points average (12.0 to 14.4), field-goal
(45.1 to 49.4), three-point (31.4 to 36.2) and free-throw percentage
(66.4 to 82.3) from her freshman to her sophomore season, while
she decreased her turnovers by 1.0 per game (2.9 to 1.9).

o McPhaul totaled 30 paints on 10-20 from the field and 10-12
from the free-throw line in 44 minutes in the NJCAA Division |
Championship game with Purcell in attendance. The four-game run
over the NJCAA Division | tournament saw her average 25.5 points
per game with three performances of 2b or more paints.

TOUGH SLATE FOR MISSISSIPPI STATE

o Mississippi State has faced off against six opponents ranked in
the Associated Press and/or USA TODAY Coaches Preseason Polls
with three more opponents that were receiving votes in either poll.
o Mississippi State will tip off with 13 teams that made the 2024
NCAA Tournament and 14 games of its 30 games will be against
such teams. Mississippi State defeated Utah, 66-62, on Nov. 28, in
its second game against a 2024 NCAA Tournament team. Missis-
sippi State is 3-1 in games against such teams this season after

PURCELL RELOADS ASSISTANT COACHES

o Head Coach Sam Purcell reloaded his staff with the addition of
four new assistant coaches to the bench. In addition to Assistant
Coach/Director of Scouting Victoria Vivians, Purcell added Associate
Head Coach/Offensive Coordinator Fred Castro (Head Coach of East-
ern Michigan), Assistant Coach/Recruiting Coordinator Anita Howard
(Head Coach of Georgia Southern) and Assistant Coach Samantha
Williams (Assistant Coach at Tennessee).

o All three of Purcell's main assistants - Castro (Eastern Michi-
gan), Howard (Georgia Southern) and Williams (Eastern Kentucky)

- have head coaching experience.

o Assistant Coach/Senior Director of Scouting and Analytics Tony
Dukes returned for his second season on staff.

o Purcell had two assistant coaches in Michelle Clark-Heard
(Mercer) and Corry Irvin (Chicago State) earn head coaching
positions following the 2023-24 season. Mississippi State faced
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Clark-Heard on Wednesday, Nov. 20 when it defeated Mercer,
81-44, inside Humphrey Coliseum. Mississippi State reunited Irvin
when it ran past Chicago State, 102-42, inside Jones Convocation
Center on Sunday, Dec. 8. Purcell gifted Irvin with a copy of House
Bill 346 to recognize her efforts to raise epilepsy awareness prior
to the game. The bill, which was passed in Mississippi in large part
due to Irvin's efforts, ensures schools are properly equipped to
assist students, like Irvin's son Cory, with seizures.

#OWNIT - TEAM MANTRA

o After "Why Not Us™ in the first season and “ONE” in his second,
the team mantra for the third season under Head Coach Sam Pur-
cell is “Own It". Itis centered around the belief that as a program,
the players and staff have to own everything that comes with the
history, standard and expectation of this program and playing in the
SEC.

o Mississippi State has averaged at least 76.2 points per game
each season since 2016-17 and is currently averaging 76.7 points.
o Mississippi State has three players averaging 10 or more points
per game (Jordan 16.0, Russell 11.5, Okot 11.4).

o The Bulldogs have three players converting on 50.0 or better
percent from the field (Okot 65.8, Thomas 61.4, Montague 54.8).

o Mississippi State ranks fifth in the SEC in bench points, as the
second squad has been putting up 22.0 points per game.

o Mississippi State has scored 100 points twice this season,

the first season with multiple 100-point games since 2020-21.
Mississippi State scored 100 points on the road for the first time
since it scored 103 at Washington on Dec. 20, 2018.

o Mississippi State ranked top five in the SEC in multiple offensive
categories in 2023-24. The Bulldogs ranked second in assists (17.1)
and assist/turnover ratio (+1.2), third in field-goal percentage (44.9)
and three-point field-goal percentage (35.0), fourth in scoring
offense (75.6), scoring margin (+9.9) and free-throw percentage
(73.0). Mississippi State has ranked top five in the SEC in scoring
offense, scoring margin, field-goal percentage, three-point field-
goal percentage and assists in each of Head Coach Sam Purcell’s
first two seasons at Mississippi State.

o Mississippi State has now converted on 50.0 percent seven
times this season. The Bulldogs shot 62.3 percent (38-61) against
Auburn, their highest percentage since 2019. Mississippi State shot
h9.4 percent (38-64) against South Carolina State, 54.7 percent (41-

75), at ULM, 53.6 percent (30-56), at Chicago State, 54.2 percent
(32-59) at Georgia Tech, 52.4 percent (33-63) against Mercer on
Nov. 20 and 50.7 percent (37-73) against Memphis on Nov. 7 to
extend its mark to now 22 times (21-1) eclipsing the 50.0-percent
mark under Purcell. The Georgia Tech loss was the first time that
Mississippi State has lost a game when converting on at least 50.0
percent from the field under Purcell.

VICTORIA VIVIANS BACK AT MISSISSIPPI STATE

o Head Coach Sam Purcell hired Mississippi State legend Victoria
Vivians as an Assistant Coach/Director of Scouting on June 17,
2024.

o Vivians just finished her seventh season in the WNBA, sixth
active after she missed 2019 due to injury, and her first with Seattle
Storm, where she made her playoff debut against the Las Vegas
Aces in the 2024 Playoffs.

e Anpart of the winningest class in program history, Vivians helped
transform Mississippi State into a national power from 2014-18 and
was instrumental in compiling 126 wins and four-straight NCAA
Tournament berths, including consecutive NCAA National Champi-
onship game appearances in 2017 and 2018. She helped surpass
the program record for wins in each of her four seasons, a run that
was capped off with a nation-best 37-2 record in 2017-18.

o Vivians received AUl-America honors in each of her four seasons
and in 2018 she became the first Bulldog to be named an Associat-
ed Press First Team All-American since LaToya Thomas in 2003.

o Vivians was a three-time ALL-SEC First Team selection and one
of only three players in program history to be named All-SEC four
times over her career.

e She became the fourth player from Mississippi State at the
time to be taken in the first round of the WNBA Draft when she was
selected eighth overall by the Indiana Fever in 2018.

o Afive-star recruit out of Scott Central High School in Carthage,
Miss, Vivians was a two-time Mississippi’s Miss Basketball and
2013-14 Gatorade Player of the Year honoree.

o Vivians was crowned the 2017 Mississippi State Homecoming
(Queen and was a four-time SEC Academic Honor Roll selection.
She graduated with a bachelor's degree in Human Development and
Family Science in 2018.

o Vivians remains the only player to win the CSpire Gillom Trophy,
which is awarded to the best female player in Mississippi, in each
of her four seasons and the only player to win it more than twice.

PURCELL FAMILY GOT THEIR POOL

o The Purcell family has completed the pool that was promised to
Coach Purcell's three daughters - Reese, Rylee and Reagan - prior
to Mississippi State's win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024.

e Purcell and his wife, Meghan, came up with the idea that each
season his three daughters can select one game with some sort of
prize at stake if Mississippi State wins. Reese, Rylee and Reagan
are 2-0 in the trade off after also choosing Tennessee in 2022-23,
where Mississippi State earned a 91-90 (20T) win inside Humphrey
Coliseum on Feb. 6, 2023. The prize for the win over Tennessee in
2022-23 was a trampoline.

 Reese, Rylee and Reagan have decided the game for the 2024-
25 season, but are keeping it close to the chest this year.

o The win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024 was Purcell's first

win over a top-2b and top-10 opponent as a head coach. It was
Mississippi State’s first top-10 win since a win at No. 10 Texas on
Dec. 2, 2018. It was also the first sellout crowd under Purcell with
9,121 fans inside Humphrey Coliseum.
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SAM PURCELL

Sam Purcell was named the ninth head coach in Mississippi State women’s basketball history on
Saturday, March 12, 2022. The 2024-25 season will be his third year as a head coach and his third at
the helm of the women's basketball program at Mississippi State.

Purcell picked up his second top-10 victory as a head coach after taking down No.10/11 Oklahoma
inside Humphrey Coliseum on January 9, 2025. The win marked the second-straight season had taken
down a top-10 opponent inside The Hump.

With an established identity as an elite recruiter, PURCELL AND STAFF SIGNED THREE ESPNW
HOOPGURLZ TOP-100 RECRUITS IN THE 2025 CLASS, WHICH CULMINATED IN CURRENTLY
THE NO.10 RANKED CLASS PER ESPN, THE SECOND BEST IN PROGRAM HISTORY only behind
the 2019 class.

With a win against Mercer on Nov. 20, 2024, PURCELL BECAME THE FASTEST HEAD COACH TO
REACH 50 WINS AT MISSISSIPPI STATE, ACHIEVING THE MARK IN 73 GAMES, WHICH IS
EIGHT FASTER THAN THE NEXT. A win over Vanderbilt on February 13, 2025 gave Purcell his 63rd
win and 22nd SEC win, which gave him the most overall and most SEC wins of any coach throughout
their first three seasons in program history.

In 2023-24, Purcell led Mississippi State to a 23-12 record, 8-8 SEC, and BECAME THE ONLY HEAD
COACH IN PROGRAM HISTORY AND ONE OF SIX IN THE SEC WOMEN’S BASKETBALL SINCE
2000 TO SURPASS THE 20-WIN MARK IN EACH OF THEIR FIRST TWO SEASONS. PURCELL
TOTALED THE MOST WINS (45), MOST SEC WINS (17) AND MOST NCAA TOURNAMENT WINS
(2) OF ANY HEAD COACH THROUGH THEIR FIRST TWO SEASONS IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

Purcell COACHED A PAIR OF BULLDOGS TO ALL-CONFERENCE HONORS DURING THE 2023-24
SEASON. He led graduate student Jessika Carter to 2024 All-SEC Second Team and 2024 WBCA
Honorable All-American accolades. Carter was selected with the 23rd overall pick in the Second Round
of the 2024 WNBA Draft by the New York Liberty and was the ninth overall player to be drafted to the
WNBA and the first under Purcell at Mississippi State. She was the first player from Mississippi State
to be drafted since bath Teaira McCowan and Anriel Howard were selected in 2019.

Purcell also led now graduate student guard Jerkaila Jordan, who returns for her fifth season in
2024-25, to 2024 AU-SEC Second Team honors. Jordan set career-highs in paints, rebounds, assists,
steals, blocks and minutes totals in 2023-24 were all career-highs and was the only player in the SEC
to average at least 15.0 points, 5.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game in 2023-24.

With a win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024, Purcell earned his first win over a top-25 and top-10 op-
ponent as a head coach. It was Mississippi State’s first top-10 win since a win at No. 10 Texas on Dec.
2, 2018. It was also the first sellout crowd of his tenure with 9,121 fans inside Humphrey Coliseum.

Mississippi State opened its second season under Purcell in 2023-24 ranked in the Associated Press
Preseasan Top-25 poll at No. 25, the program's first time listed in the preseason poll since 2020-21.
The preseason spot also marked a return to the AP Top-25 poll after a 44-week absence. Mississippi

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State earned its highest rankings of the season when it was ranked No. 21 in both the week four
editions of the AP Poll on Nov. 21 and the USA Today Coaches Poll on Nov. 22. The No. 21 ranking in the
AP Poll tied the program’s best in the poll since Jan. 25, 2021, while it tied the program’s best ranking
in the USA Today Coaches Poll since Jan. 26, 2021.

Under Purcell, Assistant Coaches Michelle Clark-Heard and Corry Irvin went on the earn head coaching
positions at Mercer and Chicago State, respectively, while Graduate Assistant Luke Carns went on to be
named Director of Player Personnel at Texas State following the 2023-24 season. It marked the latest
staff under Purcell to advance their career after Assistant A.D. of Women's Basketball Joi Williams was
named Men's Basketball Chief of Staff at South Florida and Graduate Assistant Kelby Jones earned an
Assistant Coach position at Oklahoma State, each following the 2022-23 season.

Purcell's first season as a head coach was a season of ‘firsts’ for the up-and-coming coaching star.
Ahandful of those ‘firsts” included his first game as a head coach, his first win, and his first NCAA
Tournament appearance. But it also came with firsts for the Mississippi State women’s basketball pro-
gram that saw PURCELL BECOME THE WINNINGEST FIRST-YEAR HEAD COACH IN PROGRAM
HISTORY.

In his first season sitting in the head chair, PURCELL BECAME THE WINNINGEST HEAD COACH
AT MISSISSIPPI STATE IN THEIR DEBUT SEASON WITH 22 WINS WHILE ALSO BECOMING
THE FIRST T0 HAVE A WINNING RECORD IN THE SEC AFTER GOING 9-7 AND FINISHING
FIFTH IN THE TOUGHEST CONFERENCE IN THE COUNTRY. Most impressive, though, is that he
guided the Bulldogs to the NCAA Tournament following a three-year hiatus.

In leading the team to the Big Dance in his first season, Purcell set the standard at Mississippi State,
as no coach in program history had made the NCAA Tournament before their third season leading the

program. On top of that, PURCELL BECAME THE FASTEST COACH AT MISSISSIPPI STATE TO

WIN A PAIR OF NCAA TOURNAMENT GAMES. In winning two tournament games, MISSISSIPPI
STATE BECAME THE FIRST TEAM IN NCAA WOMEN'S BASKETBALL HISTORY TO ADVANCE
TO THE TOURNAMENT'S SECOND ROUND AFTER STARTING IN THE FIRST FOUR ROUND.

Purcell helped guide a pair of Bulldogs to All-Conference honors during the 2022-23 season. He
coached Jessika Carter to Second Team AU-SEC honors and a place on the SEC AU-Defensive Team.
Carter had a career season under Purcell, setting career bests in points scored (458), blocked shots
(65) and assists (42). He also led Debreasha Powe to the SEC All-Freshmen team after a promising
rookie campaign for the Mississippi native.

Before he arrived in Starkville, Purcell spent nine seasons at Louisville under the direction of future
hall of famer Jeff Walz. While on the staff at Louisville, Purcell helped guide the Cardinals to a 266-48
overall record with eight NCAA Tournament appearances, seven Sweet 16s, five Elite Eights and two
Final Fours. He also helped lead Louisville to four ACC Regular Season Championships and the 2018
ACC Tournament title, their first tournament crown since 1993.

Promoted to associate coach in 2017-18, Purcell played a critical role in guiding Louisville to a
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Purcell helped the Louisville offense consistently rank among the nation’s best. In every season but one
at Louisville, the offense ranked inside the top 40 in points per game while averaging more than 72.2
points per game during that time. The impressive scoring margins that Louisville won games by - more
than a +16.0-scoring margin in each of his last five seasons there.

Purcell led the recruiting efforts at Louisville and he has landed the nation’s top recruit on two separate
occasions with two different programs. Purcell inked top-rated prospect Kaela Davis in 2013 at Georgia
Tech and Asia Durr at Louisville in 2015.

Al nine signing classes that Purcell helped recruit were ranked in the top 15 by ESPN. Of those nine
classes, four were ranked inside the top 10, highlighted by the No. 1 class in 2015, the No. 4 class in
2017, the No. 6 class in 2016 and the No. 8 class in 2014. Even more impressive, of the 15 McDonald's

Before his time at Louisville, Purcell had stops at Georgia Tech, Tulsa and Auburn. Purcell has learned
from some of the best minds in college basketball, including Jeff Walz, Nell Fortner (former Auburn
and current Georgia Tech head coach and the head coach of the 1996 Olympic Team) and Joe Ciampi
(25-year head coach at Auburn, 2005 Hall of Fame inductee and Purcell’s father-in-law).
