PRATER ENDING COLLEGE CAREER ON A HIGH POINT

o Chandler Prater is averaging the best numbers of her college
career in her final season at Mississippi State.

« Her points per game (10.1), rebounds per game (6.6), field goal
percentage (45.7) and three-point field goal percentage (41.5) are
all currently at single-season bests. She also leads the team with
an 87.8 free-throw percentage.

o Prater has collected five double-doubles this season. Prior to
this year, she had only collected five in her college career.

e Prater became the first Bulldog since Teiara McCowan to
record five-straight double-doubles when she ended non-con play
with her fifth against Samford.

o Against Mississippi Valley in non-conference play, Prater
scored 25 points, which marked a career-high.

RICHARDSON'S STRONG SEC START

o Through the Bulldogs' first three conference games, senior
Kharyssa Richardson has seen an improvement in her game.

* n conference play, Richardson is averaging 10.3 points and 5.3
rebounds, which is above her season averages of 7.6 points and
4.5 rebounds.

e In her first start since November 13, Richardson scored a
career-high 22 points with nine rebounds in State's loss to #20
Tennessee. It was just the second 20+ point of her career, with her
last also coming against Tennessee in 2024.

e Her 22 point peformance marked her second-consective game
in double-figures and fifth of the season. The most games in
double figures she has had in a single season was eight, which
came in her freshman year at Auburn.

NWAEDOZI = WALKING DOUBLE-DOUBLE

o Favour Nwaedozi is one of five players in the SEC to currently
average a double-double.

o Nwaedozi has gained eight double-doubles so far this year and
is tied for the team lead in points per game (13.1) while leading
the team in rebounds (10.2)

o Something Coach Purcell has raved about is Nwaedozi's ability
to facilitate out of the post. Nwaedozi currently has a 1.3 assists
to turnover rate, which is third on the team behind State’s two
primary ball handlers in Trayanna Crisp and Destiney McPhaul.

BLOCK U!

o The Bulldogs rank fourth in the SEC and 15th nationally with
5.4 blocks per game.

e Freshman Madison Francis leads the charge with 55 total
blocks, and ranks first in the SEC and second nationally with 3.1

e fFrancis’ seven blocks against Charlotte is tied for the most of
any SEC player in a single game this season and is the fourth-best
block performance in program history.

e Francis has collected six or more blocks in three contests
making her the only player in the country to have three or more
6+ block games.

o The rest of the Southeastern Conference has only had five
games of 6+ blocks.

 The single-season block total at Mississippi State is held

by two Bulldogs - Martha Alwal (2013-14) and Chanel Mokango
(2008-09). They both collected 97 blocks in a season. Alwal did so
at 2.7 BPG, while Mokango did it at 2.9 BPG.

o Martha Awal also holds the freshman record for the most
blocks with 82, averaging 2.7 per game.

CRASH THE GLASS!
o Ahuge part of the Bulldogs game plan is attacking the glass

on bath sides of the floor.

e State has outrebounded their opponents in 17 of 18 games
this season.

o Mississippi State is outrebounding their opponents by 11.6
rebounds per game, a mark that is in 10th nationally and fourth
in the SEC.

e State has been outrebounded only twice on the defensive side
of the ball this season.

o Mississippi State ranks 11th in the nation with 44.6 total
rebounds per game.

o The Bulldogs believe they can do better however, as a point of
emphasis has been to be more physical on their boxouts rather
than relying on athleticism.

RECAPPING THE NON-CONFERENCE SLATE
e The Bulldogs hit numerous milestones during the non-confer-

ence portion of the season.

o State finished the non-conference slate with a 13-1 record
for the second straight season. The last time that had happened
before last year was the 2018-2019.

o Favour Nwaedozi was named SEC Player of the Week after
scoring a then career-high 30 points alongside 10 rebounds
against Samford.

o Jaylah Lampley was named SEC Freshman of the Week after
earning her first double double in her first career start against
Samford with then season-highs of 24 points and 10 rebounds.
She shot 10-12 from the floor and 3-3 from distance.

e Favour Nwaedozi became the first player in the nation to record
a 20 pt-20 reb game against Southern Miss with 21 points and 23
rebounds.

e Madison Francis was named USBWA National Freshman of the
Week on December 7 after averaging 12.5 points, 9.5 rebounds,
4.5 blocks, 2.5 assits and 1.5 steals.

Both marks are program bests of any coach
through their first three seasons.

o Sam Purcell is the only head coach in program history and one
of six in SEC women’s basketball since 2000 to record consecutive
seasons with 20 or more wins in each of their first three seasons
as an SEC Head Coach.

PRATER SET TO ANCHOR THE SQUAD
o Chandler Prater returns for her second season in the Maroon

and White, and her seventh season overall, making her one of the
longest tenured players in all of college basketball.

o Prater was named a “Top Dawg" by Strength and Conditioning
Coach Kaiti Jones for her work in the weight room and on the
court.

o After rehabbing an achilles injury during the 2023-24 season,
Prater's Mississippi State debut also served as a return to the
floor.

o In her first action since November 22, 2023, Prater collected
nine points and nine rebounds in her MSU debut against Memphis
on November 7, 2024.

o Prater finished the season averaging 6.4 points per game, 4.2
rebounds

o Throughout the 2024-25 season, Prater began to take on a

larger role. She became a regular starter after making her third
start as a Bulldog against LSU on February 2, 2025 and remained
in the starting lineup for the remainder of the regular season and
the SEC Tournament.

o From that point, Prater increased her production in nearly every
category. Below is a list of Prater's averages in the 22 games
before making the start and her averages over the last 12 games
of the season.

o She proved to be a rebounding force for the Bulldogs,
collecting b+ rebounds 13 times during the season. She collected
a season-high nine rebounds three times.

MCPHAUL READY T0 PRODUCE

o Destiney McPhaul is entering her second season in the Maroon
and White after coming to Starkville as the No. 1 Ranked JUCO
Transfer in 2024.

o McPhaul averaged 8.1 points, 2.7 rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.2

steals per game during the 2024-25 campaign.

e McPhaul's breakout moment as a Bulldog last season came in
the SEC Tournament, where she collected a career-high 19 points
against Missouri on 77.8 percent shooting from the field, including
going 4-b from distance.

o McPhaul's performance was apart of a 31-0 run for the
Bulldags, who eventually would take down Missouri 75-55 and
advance to the second round of the SEC Tournament.

o (oach Sam Purcell has stated the opportunity that McPhaul
has this season. With the departure of All-SEC Second Team
Member Jerkaila Jordan, McPhaul will return to her natural
position of shooting guard.

o McPhaul has stated in media availabilites that she was happy
to do anything to help the team last season, including playing the
point guard spot, but that she feels more comfortable at the two.

OPPORTUNITY.
o (oach Sam Purcell has repeated one word constantly when

talking about the 2025-26 season. Opportunity.

o The Bulldogs have the opportunity to play against opponents
in the strongest conference in the country - the SEC. In the
preseason AP Poll, five of the top 10 teams are from the
Southeastern Conference. Purcell believes the strength of the
conference will make his team battle-tested to where they will be
playing their best basketball come March.

freshman season for the Bulldogs.

e francis earned Tamika Catchings USBWA Freshman of the Week
Honors after averaging 12.5 points, 9.5 rebounds and 4.5 blocks
against Middle Tennessee (Nov. 25) and ULM (Nov. 30)

e fFrancis was selected to attend SEC Media Days alongside
Graduate Chandler Prater and Senior Kharyssa Richardson, an event
that freshmen rarely attend.

e fFrancis says her selection to attend the event reinforces the trust
that Coach Sam Purcell has given her early in her Bulldog career.

o Francis went viral before stepping foot in Starkville, as she threw
down dunks in games during her high school career at Lancaster
High. During her career, Francis did a bit of everything. In just her
senior season, she averaged 32 points, 14.8 rebounds, 5.1 steals, 4.5
blocks and 3.9 assists per game.

o The forward from Lancaster, N.Y., also has gained experience
that not many high school recruits get. She played with the 2024
USA Women's U18 National Team and won gold at the FIBA U18
AmeriCup.

e Franics was also selected to play in the 2025 USA Women's

Nike Hoop Summit, an honor only 12 high school players across the
nation received.

o Coach Sam Purcell has raved about Lampley's basketball IQ and

knowing when to make the right plays.

e He credits it to her upbringing, as her mother is a high school
basketball coach, and coached Jaylah during her time in high
school.

e Junior forward Favour Nwaedozi is arguably one of the more

interesting transfer stories across the nation.

o (Qriginally from Delta, Nigeria, Nwaedozi moved to Japan. She
attenended Hakuho Girls' High School in Yokohama, Japan. From
there, she began her collegiate career at Mukogawa Women's
University in Nishinomiya, a six hour drive from Yokohama.

e In MUW's spring season, Nwaedozi averaged 26 points and 17
rebounds per game.

o Coach Sam Purcell credits his staff and connections they have
made to finding Nwaedozi. When watching film, all it took for the
Bulldogs to be interested in Nwaedozi was watching the way she ran
the floor, Coach Purcell said in @ media session.

e Nwaedozi signed to the Bulldogs and moved to Starkville, where
she experienced a 14 hour time change.

 Now in the Maroon and White, Nwaedozi is slated to make an
instant impact for the Bulldogs.

STRONG SCHEDULE AHEAD FOR THE BULLDOGS

o The schedule for this year's Bulldog squad proves to be one
of the toughest in the league, as State is scheduled to face eight
teams ranked inside the top 2b of the preseason AP poll.

o Nine new faces will be wearing the Maroon and White for the
first time during the 2025-26 season.

e Coach Purcell brought in the second-best high school recruting
class in program history when he signed the 10th-ranked class
according to ESPN. This includes F Madison Francis (No. 38), F
Nataliyah Gray (No. 93) and G Jaylah Lampley (No. 37).

o The trio follows behind the 2019 signing class, which finished
ranked sixth.

o Six players entered the transfer portal and found their
destination in Starkville: G Trayanna Crisp, G Awa Fane, G
Saniyah King, F Favour Nwaedozi, F Kharyssa Richardson and
F/C Faith Wylder.

The Bulldogs see two active returners in Chandler Prater and
Destiney McPhaul.

Sam Purcell was named the ninth head coach in Mississippi State women's basketball history on Saturday, March

12, 2022. The 2025-26 season will be his fourth year as a head coach and his fourth leading the women's basketball
program at Mississippi State.

THE 2024-25 SEASON SAW PURCELL LEAD MISSISSIPPI STATE BACK TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT FOR
THE SECOND TIME IN HIS THREE SEASONS AT THE HELM. The Bulldogs concluded the season with a 22-12
record, the third straight season they have finished with 20+ wins.

Purcell continued an excellent start to his young career as a head coach. WITH ONLY THREE RETURNING
PLAYERS FROM THE 2023-24 ROSTER, HE BECAME THE ONLY COACH IN PROGRAM HISTORY TO GUIDE
HIS FIRST THREE TEAMS TO 20 OR MORE WINS. PURCELL HAS TOTALED THE MOST WINS (67), SEC
WINS (24) AND MOST NCAA TOURNAMENT WINS (3) OF ANY COACH THROUGH THEIR FIRST THREE
SEASONS IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

Purcell guided Jerkaila Jordan to the tops of the Mississippi State record book during their time together. She
concluded her career in the Maroon and White second in program history with 273 steals and fifth with 1,899 points.
She brought home her second straight AUL-SEC Second Team Honor for her performance on the 2024-25 campaign.

After signing what was the second-best recruiting class in program history in his inaugural season, Purcell bested
it in year three. The 2025 high school signing class ranked 10th among the nation and included two espnW top 50
recruits and one top 100 recruit.

With a win against Mercer on Nov. 20, 2024, Purcell became the fastest head coach to reach 50 wins at Mississippi
State, achieving the mark in 73 games, which is eight faster than the next.

In 2023-24, Purcell led Mississippi State to a 23-12 record, 8-8 SEC, and became the only head coach in program
history and one of six in the SEC women’s basketball since 2000 to surpass the 20-win mark in each of their first two
seasons. Purcell totaled the most wins (45), most SEC wins (17) and most NCAA Tournament wins (2) of any head
coach through their first two seasons in program history.

Purcell COACHED A PAIR OF BULLDOGS TO ALL-CONFERENCE HONORS DURING THE 2023-24 SEASON. He
led graduate student Jessika Carter to 2024 AU-SEC Second Team and 2024 WBCA Honorable All-American accolades.
Carter was selected with the 23rd overall pick in the Second Round of the 2024 WNBA Draft by the New York Liberty
and was the ninth overall player to be drafted to the WNBA and the first under Purcell at Mississippi State. She was
the first player from Mississippi State to be drafted since both Teaira McCowan and Anriel Howard were selected in
2019.

Purcell also led guard Jerkaila Jordan to 2024 AU-SEC Second Team honors. Jordan set career-highs in points,
rebounds, assists, steals, blocks and minutes totals in 2023-24 were all career-highs and was the only player in the
SEC to average at least 15.0 points, 5.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game in 2023-24.

With a win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024, Purcell eamed his first win over a top-25 and top-10 opponent as a
head coach. It was Mississippi State’s first top-10 win since a win at No. 10 Texas on Dec. 2, 2018. It was also the
first sellout crowd of his tenure with 9,121 fans inside Humphrey Coliseum.

Mississippi State opened its second season under Purcell in 2023-24 ranked in the Associated Press Preseason Top-
25 poll at No. 2b, the program's first time listed in the preseason poll since 2020-21. The preseason spot also marked
a return to the AP Top-25 poll after a 44-week absence. Mississippi State earned its highest rankings of the season
when it was ranked No. 21 in both the week four editions of the AP Poll on Nov. 21 and the USA Today Coaches Poll
on Nov. 22. The No. 21 ranking in the AP Poll tied the program’s best in the poll since Jan. 25, 2021, while it tied the
program’s best ranking in the USA Today Coaches Poll since Jan. 26, 2021.

Under Purcell, Assistant Coaches Michelle Clark-Heard and Corry Irvin went on the earn head coaching positions at
Mercer and Chicago State, respectively, while Graduate Assistant Luke Carns went on to be named Director of Player
Personnel at Texas State following the 2023-24 season. It marked the latest staff under Purcell to advance their
career after Assistant A.D. of Women's Basketball Joi Williams was named Men’s Basketball Chief of Staff at South
Florida and Graduate Assistant Kelby Jones earned an Assistant Coach position at Oklahoma State, each following the
2022-23 season.

Purcell's first season as a head coach was a season of firsts” for the up-and-coming coaching star. A handful of
those ‘firsts” included his first game as a head coach, his first win, and his first NCAA Tournament appearance. But
it also came with firsts for the Mississippi State women's basketball program that saw PURCELL BECOME THE
WINNINGEST FIRST-YEAR HEAD COACH IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

In his first season sitting in the head chair, PURCELL BECAME THE WINNINGEST HEAD COACH AT
MISSISSIPPI STATE IN THEIR DEBUT SEASON WITH 22 WINS WHILE ALSO BECOMING THE FIRST TO
HAVE AWINNING RECORD IN THE SEC AFTER GOING 9-7 AND FINISHING FIFTH IN THE TOUGHEST
CONFERENCE IN THE COUNTRY. Most impressive, though, is that he guided the Bulldogs to the NCAA Tournament
following a three-year hiatus.

In leading the team to the Big Dance in his first season, Purcell set the standard at Mississippi State, as no

coach in program history had made the NCAA Tournament befare their third season leading the program. On top

of that, PURCELL BECAME THE FASTEST COACH AT MISSISSIPPI STATE TO WIN A PAIR OF NCAA
TOURNAMENT GAMES. In winning two tournament games, MISSISSIPPI STATE BECAME THE FIRST TEAM IN
NCAA WOMEN’S BASKETBALL HISTORY TO ADVANCE TO THE TOURNAMENT’S SECOND ROUND AFTER
STARTING IN THE FIRST FOUR ROUND.

Purcell helped guide a pair of Bulldogs to All-Conference honors during the 2022-23 season. He coached Jessika
Carter to Second Team AU-SEC honors and a place on the SEC All-Defensive Team. Carter had a career season under
Purcell, setting career bests in points scored (458), blocked shots (65) and assists (42). He also led Debreasha Powe
to the SEC All-Freshmen team after a promising rookie campaign for the Mississippi native.

Before he arrived in Starkville, Purcell spent nine seasons at Louisville under the direction of future hall of famer Jeff
Walz. While on the staff at Louisville, Purcell helped guide the Cardinals to a 266-48 overall record with eight NCAA
Tournament appearances, seven Sweet 16s, five Elite Eights and two Final Fours. He also helped lead Louisville to
four ACC Regular Season Championships and the 2018 ACC Tournament title, their first tournament crown since 1993.

Promoted to associate coach in 2017-18, Purcell played a critical role in guiding Louisville to a program-best 36-3
overall record that included an ACC Regular Season and Tournament Championship. The Cardinals opened the year
going 20-0, marking the best start in program history. They then earned a No. 2 ranking in the Associated Press Top-
25 Poll and defeated opponents by an average of 27.5 paints per game. During the 2020-21 season, Purcell helped the
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Cardinals to a 16-0 start and the first-ever No. 1 ranking in the USA Today Top 25 Coaches Poll in program history. All nine signing classes that Purcell helped recruit were ranked in the top 15 by ESPN. Of those nine classes, four
were ranked inside the top 10, highlighted by the No. 1 class in 2015, the No. 4 class in 2017, the No. 6 class in 2016
