Purcell era when they took down the seventh-ranked Kentucky
Wildcats, 71-59.

o Kharyssa Richardson scored a career-high 23 points on 9-13
shooting, alongside seven rebounds.

 Favour Nwaedozi added her ninth double-double of the year with 10
points and 21 rebounds, making it the third 20 rebound performance in
the SEC this year.

o Trayanna Crisp scored 16 points on 4-5 shooting from deep, a
season-high of made threes.

o Madison Francis scored seven points, collected six rebounds and
rejected six shots, her fourth game with 6+ blocks.

SCOUTING THE OPPONENT

o Alabama is currently on a two-game skid after dropping their last
contest to #20 Tennessee, 59-70.

* Jessica Timmons (15.8), Essence Cody (13.9) and Karly Weathers

(10.0) lead the Crimson Tide offense. Cody but hasn't played since
January 8 due to a lower-body injury.

e Alabama's loss to Tennessee was their first in Coleman Coliseum,
as they are 14-1 at home this year.

o The Bulldogs have been showing that scoring can come from
anyone this season.

* Four Bulldogs are averaging 10+ points per game: Francis (13.2),
Nwaedozi (13.1), McPhaul (11.7) and Prater (10.1). Lampley averages
9.6 points per game.

o Seven different Bulldogs have led the team in scoring this season.
e Favour Nwaedozi and Madison Francis have both led State in
scoring in six games, the most of any Bulldog.

o Five Bulldogs scored in double figures against Alabama State and
La Salle, marking the first time five Bulldogs have done such in back
to back games since November 2019.

» No more than three Bulldogs have finished the season in double-
figures in three previous seasons under Sam Purcell.

e The last time four Bulldogs finished the season averaging 10+
points was the 2018-19 season.

MADISON FRANCIS LEADING THE WAY
 Freshmen Madison Francis has made an immediate impact in her

freshman season.

PRATER ENDING COLLEGE CAREER ON A HIGH POINT
o Chandler Prater is averaging the best numbers of her college

career in her final season at Mississippi State.

* Her points per game (10.0), rebounds per game (6.3), field goal
percentage (46.5) and three-point field goal percentage (41.3) are
all currently at single-season bests. She also shoots 88.1 percent
from the line, which ties her best percentage in a single season.
o Prater has collected five double-doubles this season. Prior to
this year, she had only collected five in her college career.

e Prater became the first Bulldog since Teiara McCowan to
record five-straight double-doubles when she ended non-con play
with her fifth against Samford.

o Against Mississippi Valley in non-conference play, Prater
scored 25 points, which marked a career-high.

RICHARDSON'S STRONG SEC START
o Through the Bulldogs' first conference games, senior Kharyssa

Richardson has seen an improvement in her game.

* n conference play, Richardson is averaging 12.8 points and 5.3
rebounds, which is above her season averages of 8.7 points and
4.6 rebounds.

o Prior to conference play beginning, Richardson was averaging
just 6.8 paints and 4.3 rebounds.

e Richardson has scored in double figures seven times this
season, four of which have come in State's first six conference
games.

e Richardson bested her career-high that she set against
Tennessee by leading the Bulldogs in an upset of #7 Kentucky.
Richardson scored 23 points on 9-13 shooting, making all six of
her second half shots.

e In herfirst start since November 13, Richardson scored a
career-high 22 points with nine rebounds in State's loss to #20
Tennessee. It was just the second 20+ point of her career, with her
last also coming against Tennessee in 2024.

e Her 22 point peformance marked her second-consective game
in double-figures and fifth of the season. The most games in
double figures she has had in a single season was eight, which
came in her freshman year at Auburn.

NWAEDOZI = WALKING DOUBLE-DOUBLE

e Favour Nwaedozi is one of five players in the SEC to currently
average a double-double.

 Nwaedozi has gained nine double-doubles so far this year and
leads MSU in points per game (13.0) while leading the team in
rebounds (10.6)

 Nwaedozi notched her second 20+ rebound game in a 10 point,

oy |

21 rebound performance in the Bulldog's upset of #7 Kentucky.

o She's the only player in the SEC and is one of six in the country
to have two 20 rebound performances, with only four of those six
having double-doubles in each.

o Something Coach Purcell has raved about is Nwaedozi's ability
to facilitate out of the post. Nwaedozi currently has a 1.2 assists
to turnover rate, which is third on the team behind State's two
primary ball handlers in Trayanna Crisp and Destiney McPhaul.

BLOCK U!
o The Bulldogs rank fifth in the SEC and 19th nationally with 5.2
blocks per game.

o Freshman Madison Francis leads the charge with 61 total
blocks, and ranks first in the SEC and second nationally with 3.0
per game.

e fFrancis’ seven blocks against Charlotte is tied for the most of
any SEC player in a single game this season and is the fourth-best
block performance in program history.

e Francis has collected six or more blocks in four contests
making her the only player in the country to have four or more 6+
block games.

o The rest of the Southeastern Conference has only had six
games of 6+ blacks.

o The single-season block total at Mississippi State is held

by two Bulldogs - Martha Alwal (2013-14) and Chanel Mokango
(2008-09). They both collected 97 blocks in a season. Alwal did so
at 2.7 BPG, while Mokango did it at 2.9 BPG.

o Martha Awal also holds the freshman record for the most
blocks with 82, averaging 2.7 per game.

CRASH THE GLASS!
e Ahuge part of the Bulldogs game plan is attacking the glass

on bath sides of the floor.

o State has outrebounded their opponents in 18 of 20 games
this season.

o Mississippi State is outrebounding their opponents by 11.3
rebounds per game, a mark that is in ninth nationally and third

in the SEC.

e State has been outrebounded only three times on the defensive
side of the ball this season.

o Mississippi State ranks eighth in the nation with 44.4 total
rebounds per game.

o The Bulldogs believe they can do better however, as a point of
emphasis has been to be more physical on their boxouts rather
than relying on athleticism.

e The Bulldogs hit numerous milestones during the non-confer-

Both marks are program bests of any coach
through their first three seasons.

Sam Purcell was named the ninth head coach in Mississippi State women's basketball history on Saturday, March

12, 2022. The 2025-26 season will be his fourth year as a head coach and his fourth leading the women's basketball
program at Mississippi State.

THE 2024-25 SEASON SAW PURCELL LEAD MISSISSIPPI STATE BACK TO THE NCAA TOURNAMENT FOR
THE SECOND TIME IN HIS THREE SEASONS AT THE HELM. The Bulldogs concluded the season with a 22-12
record, the third straight season they have finished with 20+ wins.

Purcell continued an excellent start to his young career as a head coach. WITH ONLY THREE RETURNING
PLAYERS FROM THE 2023-24 ROSTER, HE BECAME THE ONLY COACH IN PROGRAM HISTORY TO GUIDE
HIS FIRST THREE TEAMS TO 20 OR MORE WINS. PURCELL HAS TOTALED THE MOST WINS (67), SEC
WINS (24) AND MOST NCAA TOURNAMENT WINS (3) OF ANY COACH THROUGH THEIR FIRST THREE
SEASONS IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

Purcell guided Jerkaila Jordan to the tops of the Mississippi State record book during their time together. She
concluded her career in the Maroon and White second in program history with 273 steals and fifth with 1,899 points.
She brought home her second straight AUL-SEC Second Team Honor for her performance on the 2024-25 campaign.

After signing what was the second-best recruiting class in program history in his inaugural season, Purcell bested
it in year three. The 2025 high school signing class ranked 10th among the nation and included two espnW top 50
recruits and one top 100 recruit.

With a win against Mercer on Nov. 20, 2024, Purcell became the fastest head coach to reach 50 wins at Mississippi
State, achieving the mark in 73 games, which is eight faster than the next.

In 2023-24, Purcell led Mississippi State to a 23-12 record, 8-8 SEC, and became the only head coach in program
history and one of six in the SEC women’s basketball since 2000 to surpass the 20-win mark in each of their first two
seasons. Purcell totaled the most wins (45), most SEC wins (17) and most NCAA Tournament wins (2) of any head
coach through their first two seasons in program history.

Purcell COACHED A PAIR OF BULLDOGS TO ALL-CONFERENCE HONORS DURING THE 2023-24 SEASON. He
led graduate student Jessika Carter to 2024 AU-SEC Second Team and 2024 WBCA Honorable All-American accolades.
Carter was selected with the 23rd overall pick in the Second Round of the 2024 WNBA Draft by the New York Liberty
and was the ninth overall player to be drafted to the WNBA and the first under Purcell at Mississippi State. She was
the first player from Mississippi State to be drafted since both Teaira McCowan and Anriel Howard were selected in
2019.

Purcell also led guard Jerkaila Jordan to 2024 AU-SEC Second Team honors. Jordan set career-highs in points,
rebounds, assists, steals, blocks and minutes totals in 2023-24 were all career-highs and was the only player in the
SEC to average at least 15.0 points, 5.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 2.0 steals per game in 2023-24.

With a win over No. 9/9 LSU on Jan. 29, 2024, Purcell eamed his first win over a top-25 and top-10 opponent as a
head coach. It was Mississippi State’s first top-10 win since a win at No. 10 Texas on Dec. 2, 2018. It was also the
first sellout crowd of his tenure with 9,121 fans inside Humphrey Coliseum.

Mississippi State opened its second season under Purcell in 2023-24 ranked in the Associated Press Preseason Top-
25 poll at No. 2b, the program's first time listed in the preseason poll since 2020-21. The preseason spot also marked
a return to the AP Top-25 poll after a 44-week absence. Mississippi State earned its highest rankings of the season
when it was ranked No. 21 in both the week four editions of the AP Poll on Nov. 21 and the USA Today Coaches Poll
on Nov. 22. The No. 21 ranking in the AP Poll tied the program’s best in the poll since Jan. 25, 2021, while it tied the
program’s best ranking in the USA Today Coaches Poll since Jan. 26, 2021.

Under Purcell, Assistant Coaches Michelle Clark-Heard and Corry Irvin went on the earn head coaching positions at
Mercer and Chicago State, respectively, while Graduate Assistant Luke Carns went on to be named Director of Player
Personnel at Texas State following the 2023-24 season. It marked the latest staff under Purcell to advance their
career after Assistant A.D. of Women's Basketball Joi Williams was named Men’s Basketball Chief of Staff at South
Florida and Graduate Assistant Kelby Jones earned an Assistant Coach position at Oklahoma State, each following the
2022-23 season.

Purcell's first season as a head coach was a season of firsts” for the up-and-coming coaching star. A handful of
those ‘firsts” included his first game as a head coach, his first win, and his first NCAA Tournament appearance. But
it also came with firsts for the Mississippi State women's basketball program that saw PURCELL BECOME THE
WINNINGEST FIRST-YEAR HEAD COACH IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

In his first season sitting in the head chair, PURCELL BECAME THE WINNINGEST HEAD COACH AT
MISSISSIPPI STATE IN THEIR DEBUT SEASON WITH 22 WINS WHILE ALSO BECOMING THE FIRST TO
HAVE AWINNING RECORD IN THE SEC AFTER GOING 9-7 AND FINISHING FIFTH IN THE TOUGHEST
CONFERENCE IN THE COUNTRY. Most impressive, though, is that he guided the Bulldogs to the NCAA Tournament
following a three-year hiatus.

In leading the team to the Big Dance in his first season, Purcell set the standard at Mississippi State, as no

coach in program history had made the NCAA Tournament befare their third season leading the program. On top

of that, PURCELL BECAME THE FASTEST COACH AT MISSISSIPPI STATE TO WIN A PAIR OF NCAA
TOURNAMENT GAMES. In winning two tournament games, MISSISSIPPI STATE BECAME THE FIRST TEAM IN
NCAA WOMEN’S BASKETBALL HISTORY TO ADVANCE TO THE TOURNAMENT’S SECOND ROUND AFTER
STARTING IN THE FIRST FOUR ROUND.

Purcell helped guide a pair of Bulldogs to All-Conference honors during the 2022-23 season. He coached Jessika
Carter to Second Team AU-SEC honors and a place on the SEC All-Defensive Team. Carter had a career season under
Purcell, setting career bests in points scored (458), blocked shots (65) and assists (42). He also led Debreasha Powe
to the SEC All-Freshmen team after a promising rookie campaign for the Mississippi native.

Before he arrived in Starkville, Purcell spent nine seasons at Louisville under the direction of future hall of famer Jeff
Walz. While on the staff at Louisville, Purcell helped guide the Cardinals to a 266-48 overall record with eight NCAA
Tournament appearances, seven Sweet 16s, five Elite Eights and two Final Fours. He also helped lead Louisville to
four ACC Regular Season Championships and the 2018 ACC Tournament title, their first tournament crown since 1993.

Promoted to associate coach in 2017-18, Purcell played a critical role in guiding Louisville to a program-best 36-3
overall record that included an ACC Regular Season and Tournament Championship. The Cardinals opened the year
going 20-0, marking the best start in program history. They then earned a No. 2 ranking in the Associated Press Top-
25 Poll and defeated opponents by an average of 27.5 paints per game. During the 2020-21 season, Purcell helped the
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Cardinals to a 16-0 start and the first-ever No. 1 ranking in the USA Today Top 25 Coaches Poll in program history. All nine signing classes that Purcell helped recruit were ranked in the top 15 by ESPN. Of those nine classes, four
were ranked inside the top 10, highlighted by the No. 1 class in 2015, the No. 4 class in 2017, the No. 6 class in 2016
