LAST TIME OUT

ATHENS, Ga. — The Florida Women’s Basketball Team had its sights set on a second straight
win over a nationally-ranked opponent Sunday afternoon, but Georgia (22-8, 8-8) held the Ga-
tors to 38.0 percent shooting from the field, en route to a 71-58 victory. “Nidi” Yiech led Florida
with 14 points on six of nine shooting, as the Gators"bench combined to score 26 points on the
day. Jade Weathersby grabbed a season-high 11 rebounds in the defeat.

GATOR COUNTRIES

The 2025-26 roster has an international flavor to it with
seven countries represented on the 12-player roster—
Australia (2), Canada, Italy, Nigeria, Spain, Switzerland,
the United States (5).

'M LOVING IT

The Gators boast three McDonald’s All-Americans on their
roster in junior Laila Reynolds and sophomores Li McGill
and Me'Arah 0'Neal. They are the first trio of McDon-

ald’s All-Americans to play on the same team in Florida
program history.

THREE OUT OF FIVE DENTISTS AGREE

The Gators (19-18, 5-11 in 2024-25) are coming off their
5th straight trip to the postseason, and return 3 of their
5 starters in sophomore Liv McGill (16.5 ppg, 4.6 rpg, 5.2
apg, 2.05 spg), junior Laila Reynolds (10.3 ppg, 3.6 rpg,
2.5 apg, 0.97 bpg) and graduate student Alexia Dizeko
(5.0 ppg, 1.9 rpg, .340 3G%).

NOTHING BUT NET

The NCAA's initial NET ratings were released on Dec. 1,
and the Gators were ranked No. 40 in the nation. Last
year’s team began the season ranked No. 87, and finished
the year at No. 48. Through games of Monday, March 2,
Florida is ranked 50th in NET.

FLORIDE-FENSE

The Gators are holding their opponents to just 66.3
points per game this season. The program record for
fewest points allowed per game is 60.8.

On March 3, Liv McGill was named to All-SEC First Team,
following up on a Second Team nod by the league’s
coaches during the preseason. She is the first member
of the Gators since Kiara Smith in 2022 to earn First Team
recognition.

McGill also won the USBWA National Player of the Week
award, and the SEC Player of the Week award in the first
week of the season.

On Nov. 29, McGill was named the most outstanding
player of the Grand Cayman Classic after averaging 27.0
points, 4.5 rebounds, 4,0 assists, 2.00 steals and 1.00
blocked shots over the Gators’two wins.

Me'Arah 0'Neal earned Co-SEC Player of the Week honors
on Dec. 30 following her 22-point, seven-rebound,
four-assist, three-steal, four-blocked shot performance in
the Gators'win over Furman.

NANCY LIEBERMAN

Liv McGill was left off the Nancy Lieberman Point Guard
of the Year Award Preseason Top 20 Watch List when it
was released in October, but the Mid-Season List was
announced on Feb. 2, and McGill is now one of 10 players
in the running for the honor.
